“To Hry IixcrLLuxcY Sre-WiLLiam Taomas Dexisow, Knight Commander
of the Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Governor Gencral in and over
all Her Majesty’s Colonies of New South Wales, Tasmania, Victoria,
South Awstralia and Western Australia, asd Captain-General and
Governor-in-Chief of the Territory of New South Wales and its Depen-
deucies; and Vice- Admiral of the same.

« MAY 11 PLEASE YOUR IEXCELLENCY :—

“(1.) We, Her Mujesty's loyal and dutiful suljects, the Members of the Legislative
Assembly of New South Wales in Parliament assembled, having had under consideration
Your Fxcellency’s Reply to the Address of this House, bearing date 15 April, in reference
to thie proposed despatch of the Company of Artillery to India, regret that Your Exeellency
should have been advised to express yourself therein in terms which appear to us ealeulated
to impair the cordiality which it is obviously essential should be maintained between the
several branches of the Legislature, ' 4

“(2) Truth and the dignity of thiz ITouse alike require that we should in the mos
cmphatic manner declare, that there is neither justice nor eorrectness in the imputations
which would seern to be conveyed in Your Bxcelleney’s statements, to the effeet that ¢ we have
‘ entirely altered our opinion as to the policy of the measures adopted by the Government for
* affording assistance to our countrymen in India, and that after ¢ recording in the most
¢ unqualified terms our approval of the course adopted by the Government, we have, so far
‘ from offering any assistance to the Government of India, shown every disposition to withhold
¢ that aid which the Government and the Military authorities are alike convineed might
‘ safely and advantageously be afforded.’

“(3) Wo think it unnecessary, on the present occasion, to repeat our assurances of
sympathy with our fellow subjects in India, or of our willingness to farnish every assistance in
our power, should any necessity arise.

(4.} Ttis, at the same time, a source of satisfaction to us tolearn that ¥our Fxcellency
has, in compliance with our request, suggested to the Major General in command of the
Troops, that, until further advices may arrive from India, the Artillery may be allowed to
remain in Sydney.”
