7. PETITIONS.- 

And Mr Ferguson seeking to present a Petition— 

Mr Speaker said that he understood that Members had been inquiring why 
Petitions were not presented on Opening Day. In the House of Commons 
Petitions were never received on the first day of a Session when the Queen's 
Speech had been delivered (May, 17th Edition, at page 852) and 
the Legislative Assembly of this State had always followed that practice. 
The Clerks, accordingly, very properly had advised a number of Honour-
able Members to that effect. However, as it would seem that the reason 
for the House of Commons' rule did not exist here: in the House of 
Commons there were no Questions, with or without notice, on the Opening 
Day, whereas in this Parliament Questions had always been permitted; 
and as this House had always followed the other requirements of Standing 
Order 74 relating to the Routine of Business, the Speaker said that he 
was at some loss to understand why the presentation of Petitions should 
have been the only exception. After close consideration of the matter 
he had come to the conclusion that the House of Commons' practice 
should not be followed. Accordingly, he proposed to allow Petitions. 

(1 ) FARE INCREASES.-Mr Ferguson presented a Petition from certain citizens 
of New South Wales representing their protest against astronomical fate 
increases imposed by the government; that these fare increases impose a hard-
ship on the community; and praying thatthe Legislative Assembly will take the 
necessary action to revoke these harsh fare increases as advocated by the Trade 
Union Movement under the leadership of the New South Wales Labor Council.

(2) RAIL FARE INcanAsEs.—The following Petitions representing that the 
increase in rail fares is inequitable •and disproportionate; that undue hardship 
will be caused to the average wage earner and people on junior rates of pay; 
that the increase in pensioners' concessions particularly should be avoided; and 
praying that the Legislative Assembly will re-examine the whole proposals to 
see if possible some alternative could be arrived at to alleviate the increases 
that will adversely affect people living on the outer metropolitan areas of 
Sydney, were presented by the Members named:

education centres in New South Wales.

15. THE GOVERNOR'S OPENING SPEECH.—Mr Speaker reported that the House had 
this day attended the Governor in the Legislative Council Chamber, when His 
Excellency was pleased to deliver an Opening Speech to both Houses of Parlia-
ment. For greater accuracy, he had obtained a copy, which he laid upon the 
Table of the House, and ordered that it be recorded in the Votes and Proceed-
ings, as follows: 

HONOURABLE MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL, AND 
MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,— 

I am pleased to have the opportunity of addressing you today at the 
opening of the Second Session of the Forty-Third Parliament of New South 
Wales. 

Following the General Election held earlier this year and its return to 
office the Government is in the process of implementing its programme. I shall 
give some particulars later in my address. 

At this stage I extend my congratulations 40 newly-elected members of 
the Legislative Assembly. 

Now I should like to pay tribute to the late Major-General John 
Row'stone Stevenson, C.B.E., D.S.O., ED., who served this Parliament with 
distinction over many years, particularly since his appointment as Clerk of the 
Parliaments and Clerk of the Legislative Council in 1954. I share with Honour-
able Members their deep regret at his passing. 

In aggregate terms, 1970-71 saw a continuing upsurge in many spheres. 
Average wages rose at an exceptionally high rate and this was a major factor 
in the inflationary pressures which developed throughout Australia. 

Overseas reserves rose to more than 2,000 million dollars and unemploy-
ment was at a very low level, the percentage unemployed in New South Wales 
at the end of June last being the lowest in any State. 

However, these favourable factors were in direct contrast to the serious 
situation in the rural sector. Falling wool prices, combined with actual and 
potential loss of markets for other primary products, have created a critical 
position. 

The disastrous droughts which occurred in this State in recent years were 
followed by widespread floods and the plight of primary producers presents a 
grave challenge. 

The developments to which I have referred posed major problems in the 
field of public finance in 1970-71. 

Despite valuable assistance provided by the Commonweatlh Govern-
ment, the year closed with a deficit of 7.8 million dollars. 

The Government has already announced a number of measures it has 
been forced to adopt in order to increase State revenue, but it is clear that 
there are still major problems in meeting the ever-increasing costs of providing 
vital community services. 

With the aim of increasing marketing outlets for the State's goods and 
to attract appropriate investment, the series of trade missions sponsored by the 
Government in conjunction with leading manufacturing, commercial, and export 
groups was continued with visits to East Asia, the Pacific Islands and Europe 
in 1970 and 1971.

VOTES AND PROCEEDINGS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY 

4 August, 1971 

The Minister for Decentralisation and Development recently led a 
successful trade mission to Europe during which valuable contacts with a 
potential for future industrial investment in Australia were made. 

To ameliorate rural dislocation and increase urban employment oppor-
tunities in country areas a record amount of 5.7 million dollars was expended 
from the Country Industries Assistance Fund during 1970-71. 

The recent adoption of common regions of the State for all administra-
tive purposes was the first stage of a comprehensive regional reorganization 
programme aimed at establishing a common pattern of balanced State 
development. 

The world-wide changes which have occurred in cargo handling tech-
niques have brought about the need for substantial commitments on port 
development in this State. 

The letting of a 32 million dollar contract by the Maritime Services 
Board earlier this year marks the commencement of a project which is a mile-
stone in our history of port development. This work, Stage 1 of the develop-
ment of Botany Bay as a major port and industrial complex, will provide 
Sydney with two ports—Port Jackson and Botany Bay—and hippers will be 
offered a full range of facilities. 

World-wide tenders will be invited shortly for a dredging and rock 
removal project which will increase the port depth at Port Kembla to about 
50 feet and is estimated to cost 23 million dollars. 

In addition, I am advised that feasibility studies are being carried out 
by the Department of Public Works into the possible development of major 
new ports at Port Stephens and also at Jervis Bay where a substantial invest-
ment in steel making is expected. 

Water and sewerage services are being expanded as rapidly •as finances 
will allow and the total expenditure of 69 million dollars by the Metropolitan 
Water Sewerage and Drainage Board in the last financial year resulted in very 
substantial progress. 

The Board expects to extend the water supply to more than 80,000 
people and sewerage services to more than 110,000 in the current financial 
year. 

Additionally, the 'allocation of 10 million dollars towards treatment 
works at Malabar and North Head will significantly advance the Board's 
programme to control beach pollution. 

The problems of pollution and environment control pose an enormous 
and growing challenge throughout the world and the need for effective control 
and remedial measures is fully recognized by my Government. A full-time 
Minister for Environment Control has been appointed and the State Pollution 
Control Commission which has been established will function under the 
Minister's administration. The Commission will co-ordinate pollution control 
activities of public authorities in New South Wales and ensure that practical 
measures are taken to prevent and control pollution of the environment 
generally. 

A Metropolitan Waste Disposal Authority has also 'been established to 
control and organize the disposal of 'household, trade and industrial waste in 
the Sydney Metropolitan Waste Disposal Region. 

The importance placed on education by the Government is evidenced 
by the large proportion of the State's revenues and loan funds which are 
allocated to this field of governmental activity. 

Enrolments in Departmental Schools now total approximately 803,000, 
an increase of over 34,000 in two years. 

Additional accommodation is being provided to meet the needs of the 
expanding school population and 17 new primary schools and 4 new high 
schools are being built for occupation in 1972. 

Approximately 36,000 teachers are presently employed and some 15,000 
students are following courses of training at teachers' colleges and universities. 
A programme for the expansion of teacher education facilities at an estimated 
cost of 10 million dollars is also being implemented and the number of 
ancillary staff in schools is being rapidly expanded. 
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Notwithstanding that teaching strength has expended by more than 36 
per cent over the past six years, the demand for teachers continues to increase 
and an inquiry is to be held to consider methods of selection, progress within 
courses, attitudes to teaching, adequacy of existing courses and proposals for 
new courses in teacher education. 

Good progress has been made on the construction of the Institute of 
Technology at Broadway, which is to cost 22 million dollars for the first stage 
whilst in the general field of technical education twelve major projects are in 
progress and a further twenty are planned for early construction at a combined 
estimated cost of 23.5 million dollars. 

The C. B. Alexander Agricultural College at Tocal was acquired in 
1970 and is now conducting a course similar to that available at the Yanco 
Agricultural College. At Wagga and Hawkesbury Agricultural Colleges the 
course has been reoriented to fit in with a tertiary education programme. 

Reforms in the important field of apprenticeship training which were 
introduced as a result of the enactment of the Apprentices Act in 1969 are. 
continuing. Apprenticeship Supervisors have been appointed to help employers 
improve training programmes in their workshops and a Country Apprenticeship 
Training Assistance Scheme has been introduced to enable country apprentices 
to receive supplementary training similar to that available to city apprentices. 

Agreement has been reached with the Commonwealth Government in 
respect of the Marginal Dairy Farm Reconstruction Scheme and also the Rural 
Reconstruction Scheme. Under the latter scheme this State will receive 32 
million dollars over four years to assist farmers who are in need of additional 
land or debt reconstruction. 

Applications for assistance under these schemes are receiving urgent 
attention. 

The Government's programme of reservation of land for National Parks 
and of dedication of land for Nature Reserves has continued. During the twelve 
months to the end of June last 251,407 additional acres were permanently set 
aside, bringing the total area of the Parks and Reserves in the State to 2,960,611 
acres. 

Continued progress has been made in implementing the Government's 
programme of water, soil and forest conservation works. 

Carcoar Dam on the Belubula River and the enlargement of Wyangala 
Dam on the Lachlan River have been completed and both Lostock Dam on the 
Paterson River and Toonumbar Dam on the Richmond River system are in 
operation. Work on the 45 million dollar Copeton Dam on the Gwydir River 
is proceeding, and storage of water is scheduled to commence in July, 1972. 

Implementation of the expanded programme of softwood afforestation 
is proceeding and at the end of 1970 planting season the area of pine plantations 
in New South Wales had been increased to 191,437 acres. A further 22,100 
acres of softwood plantation are to be established during the current planting 
year. 

A comprehensive study extending over three years to ensure the provision 
of the best possible transport network for the expanding population of the 
Sydney Region, is currently being undertaken. 

Work on the Eastern Suburbs Railway is progressing at a most satis-
factory rate and an order will shortly be placed for the supply of 106 double-
deck cars for use primarily on this line. 

The Government's bus replacement programme is also continuing and, 
by the time delivery of the current orders has been completed, 944 buses will 
have been purchased since 1965. 

Three new ferries have been purchased and replacement of older vessels 
in the Government's ferry fleet will continue. 

Good progress has been made with the extension of bituminous surfacing 
of the State's Main Roads System. Expressway construction is being undertaken 
in a number of heavily trafficked urban areas and many major bridgeworks are 
in hand throughout the State. 

The Southern Expressway is under construction from near Waterfall to 
the top of Bulli Pass and also in the Wollongong area. Work is proceeding on 
portions of the Western and South Western Expressways. 
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The Electricity Commission is providing new plant to meet the increased 
demand. 

The Commission's current plant construction programme consists of 
more than 3,800 megawatts of coal-fired generating plant and 240 megawatts 
of pumped storage hydro-electric plant. The additions to Liddell Power 
Station will make it the largest in Australia. 

A comprehensive policy to improve services and facilities in the health 
field is being vigorously implemented by the Government and action is pro-
ceeding to effect the amalgamation of the Health Department, the public 
hospitals system and the ambulance services. 

Major programmes of drug education have been established, greatly 
increased penalties for the "peddling" of drugs have been provided and 
treatment and counselling facilities are to be extended. 

Planning is wil in hand for the major hospital complex at Westmead 
and the multi-service Queenscliff Health Centre is to be opened shortly. 

The Government has continued to implement its far-reaching pro-
gramme of law reform and modernization of the criminal law is proposed 
to ensure that outmoded and cumbersome procedures are streamlined and 
brought up to date. 

Details of the Government's proposals for the restructuring of Police 
administration have recently been announced and the continuing programme 
for the recruitment of additional Police •has achieved an increase of almost 
25 per cent in the strength of the Force during the past 6 years. 

The Government's forward planning in the field of new public buildings 
involves projects valued at about 250 million dollars on the drawing board. 

A contract has been let and work has commenced on the construction 
of the Commonwealth-State Law Courts building on the corner of Macquarie 
and King Streets. This joint undertaking between the Commonwealth and 
State Governments will provide modern centralized accommodation for all 
divisions of the Supreme Court and will permit more efficient administration. 

Stage 1 of the Cessnock Corrective Centre, the first new prison •to be 
erected in New South Wales this century, is nearing completion. Costing in 
excess of 8 million dollars, the aim of the new Centre will be the rehabilitation 
of prisoners through educational and vocational training programmes and 
courses. 

The standard of Government office accommodation has been improved 
considerably with the completion last September of the Goodsell Building in 
Chifiey Square, which now houses almost 900 employees. 

A new Government office block has been completed at Grafton, whilst 
work will begin shortly on a similar project at Morec. 

Office blocks are planned in other centres. 

The Housing Commission completed 4,633 dwellings in 1970-71, a 
slight increase over the previous year, and appropriate land reserves in city 
and provincial centres are being developed to meet future needs. 

The Commission will incorporate in future selected localities, a propor-
tion of new forms of cluster housing and row or town houses of modern design 
to further enhance the appearance of major estates and to ensure the most 
economical and effective land usage. 

The State's mining industry continues to expand and the total value of 
production from all sources during the financial year 1969-70, the last year 
for which figures are available, was over 380 million dollars, of which coal 
accounted for almost 180 million dollars. 

A Letter of Agreement for the supply of natural gas from South 
Australia to New South Wales has been signed by the Producers and the 
Australian Gas Light Company and it is expected that the advantages of natural 
gas will be available to the majority of the State's gas consumers late in 1973. 

A new ocean-going Fisheries research vessel has been commissioned, 
a brackish water fish culture research station has been completed at Port 
Stephens and facilities to breed warm water species are planned for the Inland 
Fisheries Research Station at Narrandera. 
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MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,- 
The Budget for 1971-72 will shortly be placed before you and you will 

be asked to provide for the public services of the State. A carefully planned 
programme of works and services has been drawn up and estimates of expendi-
ture and amounts proposed to be voted from the General Loan Account for 
those works and services will also be submitted for your consideration. 

HONOURABLE MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL, AND 
MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,- 

A comprehensive programme of legislation of importance to New South 
Wales and its people will be placed before you by my Ministers during the 
Session. 

A new District Courts Bill will be introduced which will provide for the 
modernization of procedures in the District Court and bring them into line with 
new Supreme Court practice. 

The Companies (Amendment) Bill has been revised since it was intro-
duced in the last Parliament and will be submitted for your consideration. 

You will be asked to approve a Bill to make provision for the reorganiza-
tion of the top level of administration of the Police Force. 

Amendments to money lending legislation, the Hire Purchase Act, the 
Trustee Companies Act and certain Church legislation are proposed. 

Following agreement reached at the recent Premiers' Conference, a Bill 
relating to the imposition of payroll tax by the State is being prepared. 

Amendment of the Stamp Duties Act to reduce the incidence of death 
duty on the estates of primary producers is proposed. 

You will also be asked to endorse a Bill to authorize the payment of 
pensions to the widows of former Railway employees. 

Amendment of the Clean Air Act is proposed to implement controls 
over the pollution of the atmosphere caused by motor vehicle exhausts. 

A Conveyancing (Strata Titles) Bill comprehensively revising, on the 
basis of practical experience, existing provisions for internal management of 
strata schemes will be submitted for your consideration. 

Measures will also be submitted to amend the Teaching Service Act, 
the Higher Education Act, the Crown Employees Appeal Board Act and the 
Local Government Act. 

13ills to ratify agreements with the Commonwealth Government concern-
ing the Marginal Dairy Farm Reconstruction Scheme and the States Grant 
(Rural Reconstruction) Act are being prepared. 

The Mining Act 'has been reviewed and it will be replaced by new 
simplified legislation designed to aid development of the State's mineral 
resources. 

Other legislative proposals include measures for the stabilization of the 
egg industry, for the establishment of wheat quotas for 1971-72, for the 
creation of an Institute of Rural Studies and for the setting up of a Farmers 
Assistance Board. 

The Workers' Compensation Act is being reviewed and a Bill will be 
prepared to give effect to necessary improvements. 

You will also be asked to consider Bills to amend the Fisheries and 
Oyster Farms Act, the Co-operation Act, the Forestry, Water and Soil Con-
servation Acts, the Conveyancing Act, the Physiotherapists Act, the Industrial 
Arbitration Act and the Veterinary Surgeons Act. 

Other measures will be placed before you. 

I leave you now to the discharge of your important duties with the 
earnest prayer that, under Divine Guidance, your labours may conduce to the 
welfare and happiness of all sections of the community. 

Mr Viney moved, and Mr Fischer seconded the Motion, That the following 
Address in Reply to the Speech which His Excellency the Governor has 
addressed to both Houses of Parliament on opening this Session of the Parlia-
ment of New South Wales be now adopted by his House: 
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To His Excellency Sir ARTHUR RODEN CUTLER, upon whom has been conferred 
the decoration of the Victoria Cross, Knight Commander of the Most Dis-
tinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint George, Knight Commander of the 
Royal Victorian Order, Commander of the Most Excellent Order of the British 
Empire, Knight of the Most Venerable Order of St John of Jerusalem, Governor 
of the State of New South Wales and its Dependencies, in the Commonwealth 
of Australia. 

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY- 
We, Her Majesty's loyal and dutiful subjects, the Members of the Legis-

rescinding all past decisions of any former governments that hindered dedica-
tion of these areas as Parklands, they may be added forthwith to the Kanangra-
Boyd National Park.

"17. (1) The dedication under the Fauna Protection Act, Revocation 
1948, of all that piece or parcel of land containing of .dech-
299 acres 1 rood 201 perches situate in the County of cantionn  et 
Camden being Lot 1 in Deposited Plan 548559 and Lot ciane  
1 in Deposited Plan 548561 Parish Kiama and 
Portion 137 inclusive of reserved roads and exclusive 
of public road Parish Wallaya below a depth of 50 
feet is hereby revoked and that land is hereby revested 
in the persons entitled thereto immediately before 
the resumption of that land under and in pursuance 
of the provisions of section 197 of the Crown Lands 
Consolidation Act, 1913, notification whereof was 
published in the Government Gazette of the thirteenth 
day of August. one thousand nine hundred and 
seventy-one, and is so revested for such estates and 
interests as were, and with and subject to such rights 
as were, subsisting in respect of that land immediately 
before that resumption, and subject to any trusts, 
obligations, estates, interests, contracts, charges, rates, 
rights-of-way or other easements from which it was 
freed and discharged by the resumption as if the 
resumption had not taken place and shall also be 
subject to any interests in or equities binding on the 
compensation moneys created since the resumption 
which but for this Act may have been recoverable 
or payable. 
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(2) The Registrar General shall cancel any record-
ing in the Register made by him pursuant to section 
31A of the Real Property Act, 1900, in relation to 
the resumption referred to in subsection one of this 
section, in so far as the recording relates to the land 
referred to in that subsection and, for the purpose of 
any dealing with that land, such a recording shall be 
deemed never to have been made. 

(3) Compensation shall not be, and shall be 
deemed never to have been, payable pursuant to the 
Crown Lands Consolidation Act, 1913, or otherwise 
in respect of the resumption referred to in subsection 
one of this section in so far as it affected the land 
referred to in that subsection or in respect of any loss 
or damage whatsoever arising in any way as a con-
sequence of that resumption or investing by this Act 
of that land."

(2) That such Committee make recommendations to the House for the 
implementing of both short-term and long-term measures designed to relieve 
and assist 'the primary rand associated industries. 

(3) That such Committee consist of Mr Crawford, Mr Taylor, MT Brewer, 
Mr Mason, Mr Nott, Mr Day and the Mover. 

(4) That such Committee have leave to sit during the sittings or any adjourn-
ment of the House, to adjourn from place to place, and to make visits of 
inspection within the State and to other States of the Commonwealth."

Resolutions referred to in Message of 22 March, 1972

That the Legislative Council of New South Wales, recognising the vital need 
for a re-adjustment of the powers and responsibilities within the federal system 
between the Commonwealth of Australia and the States, agrees—

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(3) That, upon a motion in the same terms having been passed by the Legis-
lative Assembly of New South Wales, the Premier be authorised to forward 
to the Governments of other States and of the Commonwealth a copy of this 
motion, expressing this State's readiness to participate in a Convention to 
review the Commonwealth Constitution; 

(4) That for the purposes of the proposed Convention, 
(a) a delegation consisting of twelve members should take part in the 

deliberations of the Convention, eight to be appointed by the Legislative 
Assembly and four to be appointed by the Legislative Council; 

(b) the eight persons appointed by the Legislative Assembly shall comprise 
four members supporting the Government and four members supporting 
the Opposition; and 

(c) the four persons appointed by the Legislative Council shall comprise two 
members supporting the Government and two members supporting the 
Opposition; 

(5) That each appointed member of the delegation shall continue as an 
appointed member while a member of the Parliament of New South Wales or 
until the House by which he has been appointed otherwise determines;

deliberations of the Convention, eight to be appointed by the Legislative 
Assembly and four to be appointed by the Legislative Council; 

(b) the eight persons appointed by the Legislative Assembly shall comprise 
four members supporting the Government and four members supporting 
the Opposition; and 

(c) the four persons appointed by the Legislative Council shall comprise two 
members supporting the Government and two members supporting the 
Opposition; 

(5) That each appointed member of the delegation shall continue as an 
appointed member while a member of the Parliament of New South Wales or 
until the House by which he has been appointed otherwise determines; 

(6) That Sir Robert Askin, Mr Cutler, Mr Willis, and Mr Hughes being mem-
bers supporting the Government, and Mr Hills, Mr Einfeld, Mr Renshaw and 
Mr Jensen, being members supporting the Opposition, shall be and are hereby 
appointed as Members of the Legislative Assembly to serve as appointed 
members of the Delegation; 

(7) That the Premier, as an appointed member (or in his absence an appointed 
member nominated by the Premier) shall be the leader of the delegation, and 
that Sir Robert Askin is hereby declared to be the leader of the delegation for the 
purposes of this paragraph;
