VOTES AND PROCEEDINGS

TUESDAY, 2 JULY 1867. 

1. Opening of the Session :—The House met at Twelve o'clock, at noon, pursuant to a 
Proclamation of His Excellency the Governor, bearing date the 24th day of April, 
1887; the Speaker took the Chair. The Clerk then, by direction of the Speaker, 
read a copy of the said Proclamation, as follows :— 

" PROCLAMATION. 
"By His Excellency the Right Honorable SIR Joinv Yoinco, Baronet, Knight 

" Commander of the Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Knight Grand Ch-on 
" of the Most Distinguished Order of St. Michael and St. George, Captain 
" General and Governor-in-Chief of the Colony of Hew Soma Wales, and 
" Vice-Admiral of the same. 

" Whereas the Parliament of New South Wales now stands prorogued to 
" Tuesday, the fourteenth day of May next : Now I, Sni join YOUNG, in pur-
" suance of the power and authority in me vested, as Governor of the said Colony, 
" do hereby further prorogue the said Parliament to Tuesday, the second day of 
" july next ensuing; and I do hereby farther announce and proclaim, that the 
" said Parliament shaII assemble for the despatch of business on the aforesaid 
" second day of July next, at Twelve o'clock at noon, in the buildings known as 
." the Council Chambers, situate in Macquarie-street, in the City of Sydney ; and 
" the Members of the Legislative Council and Legislative Assembly, respectively, 
" are hereby required to give their attendance at the said time and place 
" accordingly. 

" Given under my Hand and Seal, at Government House, Sydney, this 
"twenty-fourth day of April, in the year of our Lord one thousand 
" eight hundred and sixty-seven, and in the thirtieth year of Her 
"Majesty's Reign.

2. Return of Writ on Vacancy declared :—The Speaker reported that the Writ issued 
by him before the close of the last Session, for the Election of a Member to serve for 
the Electoral District of Bathurst, in the room of James Ruthven Kemp, Esquire, 
whose seat had been declared vacant in consequence of his resignation thereof, had 
been duly returned, with a certificate endorsed thereou of the Election of William 
Henry Suttor, Esquire, to serve as such Member. 

3. Writs issued during the Recess :—The Speaker reported as follows :— 
(1.) That, in pursuance of the direction of the Electoral Act of 1858, he had 

issued Writs for the Election of Members to serve in this present Parliament, in 
the room of Members who had respectively resigned their Seats by letters addressed 
to him, viz. :— 
(1.) For Gold Fields West, in room of Stephen Augustin Donnelly, Esquire. 
(2.) For East Sydney, in room of Charles Cowper, Esquire. 
(3.) For Central Cumberland, in room of John_ Hay, Esquire. 
(4.) For Orange, in room of William Forlonge, Esquire. 

(2.) That the Writ above-mentioned for Gold Yields West had been duly returned 
to him, with a Certificate endorsed thereon of the Election of George Thornton, 
Esquire. 
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(3.) That the Writ above mentioned for the Election of a Member to serve for the 
Electoral District of East Sydney was issued returnable on 25th March last ; that 
such Writ, certifying to the Election of Marshall Burdekin, Esquire, had been 
returned, but had not reached him until the 3rd June, when it came to hand 
unaccompanied by letter or explanation ; that he had acquainted the Government 
with the circumstances of the case, and that His Excellency the Governor had 
declared, by a Proclamation for that purpose published in the Government Gazette, 
under the provisions of the Electoral Act of 1858, the Election of "the said 
Marshall Burdekin Esquire," to be valid, notwithstanding the said delay in the 
return of the Writ. 

4. Member Sworn :—Marshall Burdekin, Esquire, having taken the Oath and subscribed 
the Roll, took his Seat as a Member for the Electoral District of East Sydney. 

5. Message from His Excellency the Governor :—The Usher of the Black Rod, being 
admitted, delivered a Message, " That it is the pleasure of the Governor that this 
" Honorable House do attend His Excellency immediately in the Legislative 
" Council Chamber." 
The House wept, and being returned, adjourned, on motion of Mr. Martin, at 
half-past Twelve o'clock, until Three o'clock This Day. 

The House resumed. pursuant to adjournment. 
6. Ordnance Land Act Amendment Bill :—Mr. Martin moved for leave to introduce a 

Bill for confirming the Transfer to the Secretary at War in England from the 
Principal Officers of Ordnance there of certain Lands in New South Wales, and 
for amending the Ordnance Land Act of Council 1840. • 
Question put and passed. 

7. Member Sworn :—George Thornton, Esquire, having taken the Oath, and subscribed 
the Roll, took his Seat as Member for the Electoral District of Gold Fields West. 

8. Ordnance Land Act Amendment Bill :—Mr. Martin having presented this Bill, Bill, 
intituled, "A Bill fir confirming the Transfer to the Secretary at War in England 
"from the Principal Officers of Ordnance there of certain Lands in New South 
" Wales and for amending the Ordnance Land Act of Council 1840," read a first 
time. 

9. Committee of Elections and Qualifications :—The Speaker, pursuant to the require-
ment of the Electoral Act of 1858, laid upon the Table his Warrant, appointing 
the Committee of Elections and Qualifications for the. present Session, of which 
the following is a copy :—

10. The Governor's Opening Speech :—The Speaker reported that the House had this 
day attended the Governor in the Legislative Council Chamber, when His 
Excellency was pleased to deliver an Opening Speech to both Houses of Parlia-
ment, of which, for greater accuracy, he had obtained a Copy, which he read to 
the House as follows :— 

HONORABLE GENTLEMEN OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL, 
AND GENTLEMEN OF THE LEGISLAIITE ASSEMBLE,- 

1. The completion of the business of last Session, including the passing of 
the Appropriation Act, before the close of the year, has enabled me' to call you 
together at a time when it is thought that it will be most convenient for you to 
attend to your Legislative duties. 

2. During the recess, the attention of the Government has been directed 
to carrying into effect some of the Acts which you lately passed, and negotiating 
with the neighbouring Colonies in reference to matters the settlement of which 
had. become imperatively necessary. 

3. 

2 
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3. The Industrial Schools Act has been brought into operation, by the pur-
chase and fitting out of a Vessel, on board of which a number of boys rescued 
from a life of vice and misery have been already placed under a course of training 
such as will enable them to become useful members of society • and steps are in 
progress to establish other Schools under the provisions of the 

society; 
 including one 

for female children. 
4. Under the Public Schools Act the Council of Education has been 

appointed, and all the Schools in the Colony entitled to ask for assistance under 
that Act have now been brought within its operation ; and twenty-six new Public 
Schools have been established on the application of residents in the localities in 
.which such Schools are situate. 

5. Immediately after the prorogation, two Members of the Government 
proceeded to Melbourne, to confer with the Government of Victoria upon the best 
mesns of terminating the inconveniences which had been caused to large numbers 
of residents in both Colonies by the collection of Duties on Goods carried across, 
or by way of, the River Murray. These negotiations resulted in an arrangement 
which since the first of February last has been acted upon, and has given satis-
faction to the people on the Borders, but which will require the sanction of 
Parliament to give it full legal effect. A Bill for that purpose will shortly be laid 
before you. 

6. In March last, Members of the Governments of the Colonies of New 
South Wales, Victoria, New Zealand, South Australia, Queensland, and Tasmania, 
assembled in Melbourne for the purpose of determining upon some plan which, 
at a moderate expense, fairly contributed by each Colony, would enable them all 
to have frequent and rapid communication with the rest of the World, and more 
especially with Europe and America. An agreement for that purpose received 
the unanimous assent of the Conference, the particulars of which will be submitted 
to you without delay. 

7. During the past year, the various Railway Works, for which contracts 
had been made, were somewhat retarded, from causes beyond the control of the 
Government. Those works have since been prosecuted with greater vigour, and 
every effort will be made to complete, at the earliest possible period, the lines 
which have already been sanctioned ; and Parliament will be asked to supply the 
necessary funds for further extensions. 

S. The large additions to the Gaols at Darlinghurst and Maitland, 
authorized during the last Session, are drawing towards completion; and the means 
for the discipline and employment of criminals undergoing punishment are now 
considerably improved. 

9. The calamitous floods with which during the last fortnight the Colony 
has been afflicted, have been productive of a distress greater and more widely 
spread than the distress caused by any similar visitation. The liberality of the 
public will no doubt be such as greatly to relieve those who have suffered by this 
calamity, but the assistance of the Government was felt to be necessary, and aid 
from the public funds has been afforded. You will be invited to sanction this 
expenditure. 

GENTLEMEN OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY :— 
10. The Estimates of Expenditure for the ensuing year will shortly be laid 

before you. The Revenue derived from Customs' Duties has not, during the past 
six months, reached the estimated amount, and this circumstance, together with 
the expiry of the Package Duty Act at the end of the year, may render it necessary 
to submit to you measures to sustain the Public Income. By the sale of Deben-
tures to the extent of £832,000, in May last, the Government will be enabled, 
without stopping any necessary public works, to meet all its engagements for the 
current year, includine

n 
 the payment of the Treasury Bills for £343,700, which 

will fall due on the 1st day of January next. 
11. The damage done by floods to Roads and Bridges in different parts of 

the Country will involve some additional expenditure upon works of that character 
beyond the amount provided during the last Session, but an outlay of that kind 
I doubt not will be readily acquiesced in. 
HONORABLE GENTLEMEN OF TRE LEISTSIATII E COUNCIL, 

AND GENTLEMEN Or THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,— 
• 12. A number of Bills will shortly be submitted to you for consideration, 

amongst which will be Bills for establishing Municipalities throughout the Country, 
for amending the Land Laws, for increasing the efficiency of the Volunteer Forces, 
and for the better management of Lunatics. These Bills will be introduced with-
out delay. 

13. It is with much satisfaction that I have to announce to you the termi-
nation of the lawlessness and insecurity which so long prevailed in the District of 
Braidwood. There is reason to hope that the crime of' bushranging in the Colony 
is at length effectually checked. 

14. Notwithstanding the distress and danger arising from the floods to 
which I have referred, there are grounds left for congratulation. From all parts 
of the Colony reports have reached the Government of a nature such as to lead 
to the expectation of a season of great abundance, and consequent prosperity. I 
sincerely hope that, under Divine Providence, your labours will be so guided as to 
render this abundance as widely beneficial as possible. 	 Mr. 
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Mr. Lee then moved, and Mr. Walker seconded the motion :— 
(1) That a Select Committee be appointed to prepare an address in reply to the 
Speech delivered by His Excellency the Governor-in-Chief on opening this Session 
of the Parliament of New South Wales. 
(2.) That such Committee consist of Mr. John Stewart, Mr. Parnell, Mr. Newhall, 
Dr. Lang, Mi. Lucas, Mr. Pemell, Mr. Roberts, and the Mover. 
Question put and passed. 
And the Committee retired to prepare the Address. 
And Mr. Lee having brought up the Address prepared by the Committee, the - 
same was read by the Clerk, by direction of the Speaker, as follows :—

" MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,— 

" We, Her Majesty's loyal and dutiful subjects, the Members of the 
" Legislative Assembly of New South Wales, in Parliament assembled, desire to 
" express to Your Excellency our loyalty and attachment to Her Most Gracious 
" Majesty's person and Government, and to offer our respectful thanks for Your 
" Excellency's Speech. 

" 1. It is satisfactory to us to be informed that steps have already been 
" adopted to bring into operation the Acts of last Session which were passed for 
"the benefit of the neglected and destitute classes of society. 

" 2. The agreements entered into with the neighbouring Colonies for 
" affording facilities for commercial intercourse on the River Murray, and for 
" establishing more satisfactory means of communication with Europe, America, 
" and other parts of the world, will receive our anxious attention. 

" 3. We shall be glad to concur in any plans of Railway Extension calcu- 
lated to open the Interior, and render the resources of the Colony more available. 

"4,. In common with Your Excellency we deeply sympathize with the 
" sufferers from the late calamitous floods, and shall give our best consideration to 
" any measures submitted for their relief: 

" 5. We shall be animated by a strict regard for the public welfare, in 
" giving our attention to the financial circumstances of the Colony, and the other 

important measures about to be submitted to us ; and, under Divine Providence, 
" we hope with Your Excellency that our labours will tend to advance the public 
" credit, and to increase the prosperity of all classes of Her Majesty's subjects." 
Mr. Lee then moved, and Mr. x. Stewart seconded the Motion,—That the Address 
in reply to the Governor-in-Chiefs Opening Speech, as read by the Clerk, be now 
adopted by this House. 
Debate ensiled. 
Question put and passed. 	 • 

11. Adjournment :—Mr. Martin—intimating that he had it in command from the 
Governor to state, that His Excellency would be pleased to receive the Address 
of the Assembly in reply to his opening Speech, at half-past Three o'clock to-
morrow, moved, That this House do now adjourn until To-morrow, at three o'clock, 
for the purpose of proceeding to Government House, there, at half-past Three 
o'clock, to present to the Governor their Address, in reply to His Excellency's 

. Opening Speech. 
Debate ensued. 	. 
Question put and passed. 
Whereupon the Speaker left the Chair, and the House stood adjourned, at twenty 
minutes before Seven o'clock, until To-morrow, at Three o'clock.

"Extra nurse attendance was afforded the children during that period. There 
"were 400 children lying ill at one time with the prevailing epidemic—measles. 
" The attendants (female), as well as the persons engaged in teaching, were al/ 
" relieved from their ordinary duties during this visitation, and their services were 
"rendered available as nurses, so that the work of attending to the sick, ordinarily 
"performed by one person, was shared by twenty. The kind and untiring atten-

"District Court at Wingham to-morrow to lapse. I have come thus far, 65 
" miles, raining nearly all the time, over swampy country nearly all under water, 
" crossing dangerous creeks and rivers, with only wretched hovels to rest in, with 
"the desire to perform my exceedingly arduous duties, and all in vain, for on my 
" arrival here this afternoon I learn that the creek or river between this and 
" Wingham is bank high. Mr. Caffrey, a Magistrate, nearly lost his life in 
" swimming his horse across it this afternoon, and Mr. Thurlow's Clerk, who was 
"with him, returned, and made this report. Two witnesses in a libel case, set 

"down 
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" down for trial at Wingham, have returned, from the same cause, and the landlord 
"of the Inn at which I am now staying, also a witness in that case, assures me 
"that he will incur any penalty or responsibility rather than risk the journey. 
" I hear, too, that application is intended to be made to postpone that libel case, 
" even if the witnesses should be there, and, I believe, there are only two other 
" cases on promissory notes, so that no great inconvenience will be felt by the 
"postponement.

"F. W. MEYMOTT. 

" P.5.—I am informed that, from the present threatening state of the 
" weather, there is no prospect of the waters abating for several days." 
No complaint has reached my office from any one in reference to the omission 
referred to, and I have taken no steps in the matter, as I am not aware that there 
is any reason to doubt the accuracy of Mr. Meymott's statement.

(2.) The last Audit before the temporary appointment of Mr. Liardet in June, 
1866, was on 5th February, 1866. 
(3.) No objection to the accounts having been made, by the Primary judge, I 
presume the Audit was satisfactory. 

(3.) Civil Service Superannuation Act :—Mr. Forster asked the Colonial Secretary, 
pursuant to Notice, No. .3,—

13y what authority do the Executive Council, upon the Honorable the 
Treasurer's recommendation, take upon themselves to suspend the operation of 
the Stamp Duties.Act in terms of the Minute of the said Council, dated April 4, 
1867, and laid upon the Table of this House, on July 8, 18079 
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(2.) Has the opinion of the Crown Law Officers been obtained to the effect that 
the Executive Council is legally authorized so to suspend the Law, and that 
such suspension has legal effect, or is equivalent to an Act of Parliament ? 
(3.) if so, is it held by the Government that the Executive Council has a like 
authority over all Statutes ? 
Mr. Eagar answered,— 
(1.) The action of the Executive Council in the matter referred to is based upon 
the responsibility of Ministers to Parliament. 
(2.) No opinion has been obtained from the Crown Law Officers, of the nature 
stated by the honorable gentleman. 
(3.) It as not held by the Government that the Executive has authority over any 
Statute. 
I may add for the information of the honorable member and of the House, 
that the precedent of a former Government has been followed in this instance. 
Under an Executive Minute of December, 1665, when the honorable member for 
-Wellington was Treasurer, the operation of that portion of the Stamp Act, under 
which -Widows were chargeable with •a succession duty of 10 per cent., was 
suspended, pending an amendment of an obvious defect in the law. In July, 1666, 
a similar suspension was authorized by the present Government, in relation to 
-Widowers, who were in like manner subject to a succession duty of 10 per cent. 
The Executive Minute now referred to carries out the intention of the Legislature 
as expressed in the 4th Schedule of' the Stamp Act, but which is liable to doubt 
from an omission in the 3rd Schedule. A Bill to remedy these defects will be in-
troduced by the Government during the present Session. 

(6.) Widows and Families of Constables Carroll and Kemaagh :—Mr. Hart asked the 
Colonial Secretary, pursuant to Notice No. 6,—Is it the intention of the Government 
to place any sum of money on the Estimates as Compensation to the -Widows and 
families of Constables Carroll and Kennagh who were killed whilst in the 
pursuit of bushrangers ?

Mr. Parkes answered,—I hold in my hand certain Papers relating to the case of 
Michael Connors. They consist of two petitions addressed to his Excellency the 
Governor, in favour of a reprieve, and Mr. Justice Faucett's report to the 
Executive Council on the case. If the honorable member desires it, the papers 
can be laid on the Table.

Mr. Parkes answered,—A letter ;  dated the 7th June, was received from the Police 
Magistrate at Araluen, informing the Government that great distress existed from 
the effects of a previous flood in that district ;  and applying for relief either in the 

shape 
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shape of pure charity or of employment on the roads. After the great flood, 
towards the end of June, a telegram was received from the Flood's Relief Committee 
in these words : " Another flood—fearful distress in Araluen—diggers complain 
of starvation-1068 relieved already—Relief Fund all but expended—what must be 
done ?" This relief, it will be observed, had been afforded entirely from private 
sources. On receipt of this telegram, I immediately telegraphed to Mr. Rodd, the 
Member for the Southern Gold Fields, who, as I was aware, had a very extensive 
knowledge of the district. My telegram asked " What are the facts—In what 
way can the Government best afford relief to meet urgent cases that admit of no 
delay—Will you, in conjunction with the Police Magistrate, undertake the 
duty ?" I also telegraphed to the Relief Committee " In what way do you 
suggest that relief should be afforded ?" The replies to these telegrams confirmed 
the state of distress as at first represented, and suggested that relief should be • 
afforded by employing heads of families in repairing the roads that had been 
damaged by the floods. The sum of £400 for this purpose was paid to the credit 
of Mr. Redd, Mr. Bla.tchford. of Araluen, and Dr. Alley, one or other of whom 
superintended its expenditure. The Police Magistrate had left, or was on the eve 
of leaving, the district, and there was no other Magistrate at Araluen. Every 
precaution was taken that could be taken under the circumstances to see that 
there was no fraud or abuse in the distribution of the aid afforded.

" I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 18th 

"instant, informing me that Mr. Charles Moore had not arrived in London or 
" Paris, by the mail which left this on the 24th December last, and that nothing 
"had been heard of him, by either Captain Mayne or Mr. Monteliore, up to the 
"26th of February. 

" 2. This information causes me the deepest regret and great misgivings as 
"to the effect of Mr. Moore's absence at that critical period upon the position 
" of the Colony in the Exhibition. 

" 3. Mr. Moore received positive instructions to proceed with all possible 
" expedition to Paris—and vicl. Marseilles. My colleagues and I expected, and 
" he himself assured us, that he would be in that city on or about the 12th of 
"February. The importance of expedition was impressed strongly upon him and 
"he was well aware of it. He was the bearer of all the information and instruc-
" tions, in the absence of which his Colleagues in Paris and London are put to so 
" much inconvenience, yet he remained, as I ascertained yesterday, so long in 
" Ceylon, , that it was unlikely that he could arrive in either city before the 5th of 
" March ! 

" 4. I cannot forbear saying that this delay on Mr. Moore's part is, in my 
" opinion, inconsistent with due attention on his part to the important duties he 
" was entrusted with, and undertook to discharge. 

"5. I deem it right to mention to you that, in my inquiries to day respecting 
" Mr. Moore's movements, I heard for the first time that, whereas the Commis-
" sioners had voted and paid him '£400, for his passages to and from Paris, and 
" his expenses while there,' he nevertheless applied for, and obtained, a free passage 
"to Ceylon, which the Peninsular and Oriental Company had some time previously 
" promised to allow the Secretary to the Commission, if he should be sent to Paris ; 
" and, further, that this was not contemplated by my colleagues or myself when 
"the £400, above alluded to, was granted to him, nor was it reported by him 
"to us.

Mr. Eagar answered,—In answer to the honorable member's question, I beg to say 
that it has been reported to me that a steam vessel, engaged in the intercolonial trade, 
has been allowed to pioceed to sea, from time to time, during the past twelve 
months, without, as I am informed, having complied with the provisions of the 
Steam Navigation Act. The ease referred to is now the subject of correspondence 
between the Steam Navigation Board and myself; and the matter is not yet 
determined.

" Government. relative to the sale or disposal of the Government Debentures, 
" since the production of the last Correspondence"—shall be so laid on the Table. 
In answer to Question No. 1, I have to state that the omissions in the Return, 
indicated by stars, comprehend all those matters in the Correspondence referred 
to, which do not relate to the sale or disposal of Government Debentures. If the 
honorable member will turn to page 6 of the Correspondence, he will find 
omissions, indicated by stars, at the commencement and ending of the extract 
from Mr. Murray's letter of 18th May, 1866. I will now read the whole letter to 
the House, and from this will be seen the nature of the omissions throughout.

Mr. Wilson answered,—

situation ; and there is sufficient accommodation for over fifty sheep. 
(2.) On account of such a large importation as Mr. Orr's (51), and as the ewes 
and rams had to 'lie kept separate, it was found necessary to' erect an additional 
shed, and whilst this was being done, the keeper imprudently failed to put the 
ewes under cover for a few nights. 
(3.) Mr. Orr's agent proceeded with the sheep to Newcastle, and made his oWn 
arrangement, as to food, at a price censiderably below that allowed by the Act. 
I may state further, that I am aware one of Mr. OJT'S sheep died ; the Govern-
ment investigated into the matter, and it was discovered that this sheep did not 
die on account of the treatment it received, but on account of previous disease.

Questions on Notice Paper for to-day :-- 
(1.) Public School, Bellenger River :—Mr. Forster asked the Colonial Secretary, 

.pursuant to Notice No. 1,— 
(1.) Has any application been received by the Council of Education, or the 
Government, from residents on the Bellenger River, for the establishment of a 
Public School on that river, or in its vicinity ? 
(2.) If so, what steps have the Government, or the Council of Education, taken, 
or do they intend taking, in the matter ? 
Mr. Parkes answered,2 . letter was received at the Council of Education Office, 
on 24th August last, from Mr. :rolin Mara (or Marx), junior, requesting to be. 
furnished with "Copy of Regulations and Forms of Application for a Public 
School." These documents were posted to Mr. Mara on the 29th of August. No 
further communication has been received from Mr. Mara or any other resident on 
the Bellenger River. 

(2.) Police Establishment. Bellenger River :—Mr. Forster asked the Colonial 
Secretary, pursuant to Notice No. 2,— 
(1 ) Has any application been received by the Government from residents on the 
13ellenger River, for the establishment of a Lock-up, Court of Petty Sessions, and 
adequate Police Force, on that river, or in its vicinity ?

I was not aware that an error existed in this document, until the honorable 
member called my attention to it. I now find on examination and inquiry that 
the third money column is added up ineorrectiv—and having called upon the 
Accountant of the Treasury to explain how it is that a clerical error of this nature 
has occurred, I have been furnished with the followine.

the Public Debt Statement in August last (so as to have it in a forward state), 
" which included all Debentures sold up to the 22nd of that month, and then 
" shewed the amount realized to be £7,357,028 4s. 6d. This statement was 
" printed, but in the beginning of September I increased the issue under 29th 
" Victoria No. 9 by £21,690, proceeds of £24,300 Debentures sold between the

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Mr. Parkes answered,—I have received a letter from the Secretary to the Council 
of Education, of which the following is an ektract :—" Under the late Board of 
" National Education one-fourth of the school fees paid in the six vested National 
" Schools in Sydney was reserved and applied to various purposes in connection 
" with the Schools, the remaining three-fourths being distributed among the 
" Teachers in the rates of their respective salaries. When the Public Schools Act

Mr. 'Parkes answered,—I regret to say that the Inspectors have been refused per-
mission to conduct the examination required by law, in a Certified Roman Catholic 
Denominational School, in the City of Sydney. The School in question was 
brought under the operation of the Public Schools Act in the ordinary manner. . 
The Teachers in it are servants of the Council of Education, receiving salaries 
from the Public funds, at the following rates :—

As the matter may be followed by important results. I think it will be best to 
place the House in possession of full particulars. I will, therefore, with per-
mission, read the Minutes of the Officers concerned. 

"Council of Education, 
"Memorandum to the Secretary. 	 "20J11/67. 

" In accordance with our programme of inspection, Mr. Jones and myself 
"visited the certified Denominational Roman Catholic School at Pitt-street south 
"tins day, for the purpose of holding an examination. We find the School con-
" ducted in a inanner as if the Council of Education had no existence. The more 
"important regulations are not observed, and the spirit of the Public .  Schools Act 
"is disregarded. The religious teaching is not confined to the time prescribed in 
"article 72, section 6, of the regulations, but is continued during other parts of 
"the day. For example—the Rev. J. F. Sheridan conducted a service at 11 .20 
"AM., which lasted at least for half an hour. This was in addition to the special 
"religious instruction given from 9 -30 A.M. to 10 .30 A..11. Books' of a purely 
"religious character, as Reeve's History of the Bible, are used during the hours 
"required by the Council to be devoted to secular instruction. The Teacher has 
"made no application for approved school books, nor, as she informs me, does she 
"intend to apply' for them, inasmuch as they have not been sanctioned by ins 

i " Grace the Archbishop. The instruction s not regulated by the necessary 
"documents—Time Table excepted. 

"In endeavouring to carry out the inspection we have met with great obstruc-
" tion, so that although we hoped to hare finished the examination in one day, it is 
"not likely to be finished, at the rate We are proceeding, in three. 

" Notwithstanding 
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" Notwithstanding that our demeanour has been most conciliatory, the 
" manner of the principal Teacher, and of one of the assistants, has been very 
" offensive. Mr. Jones came into the Girls' School during the morning to 
" complain that the former had, without being previously spoken to, and without 
" the least provocation, rushed into the room where he was conducting the 
" examination, and addressed him in language which he regarded as insulting. 
" In consequence of this rudeness, he expressed to me a desire to discontinue the 
" examination ; hut, being anxious to avoid any unpleasantness, I persuaded him 
" to re-consider the matter, and to try, if possible, to finish the work he had 
" begun. This he consented to do with great reluctance. At his most urgent 
" request, I remained with him for a part of the time while the examination 
"lasted. 

" At the close of the examination this evening, Mr. Jones repeated to me his 
" wish, in order to avoid being subjected to further insults and annoyances, not 
" to resume the examination of the School to-morrow ; and as I have myself 
" experienced discourteous and unladylike treatment from the Teacher in charge, 
" I feel bound to join with him in requestinn. your advice, under the circum- 

stances. It seems to me that there is an evident intention, on the part of those' 
" engaged in the teaching of the School, to render inspection next to impossible.

" In accordance with the advice received from you yesterday, Mr. Jones and 

" myself called again at this School this morning for the purpose of completing, if 
" possible, the examination. An incident occurred soon after my arrival, which 
" will serve to exhibit to the Council the sort of treatment the Teachers consider 
"proper and becoming in them to accord to the Council's officers. -Upon my 
" entering the Infant Class-room, the pupils—no doubt wishing to show the usual 
" respect to a Visitor—attempted to rise, but the Teacher no sooner perceived the 
"movement than, looking from me to the children, she called out to the latter, in 
"loud and angry tones, " Sit down ! sit down !" Following the line of conduct 
" I had mentally mapped out to myself, I took no notice of the circumstances, but 
" passed out of the room. Shortly Afterwards, whilst speaking to Mr. Jones in the 
" Class-room, the principal Teacher abruptly entered and said, in a curt and uucere- 
" monious manner, that the Vicar General wanted us. Naturally struck with the 
" mode in which it was sought to subject us to a species of indignity, we 
" hesitated for a moment, but bearing in mind your advice, that we should continue 
" to exhibit a conciliatory demeanour, we decided to put ceremony aside and obey 
"the summons. The Vicar General, in the presence of another ecclesiastic and a 
"lay-man—the Teachers and the bulk of the pupils being in the same room—then 
" informed us that he had called at the School on the previous evening, for the 
" purpose of learning the results of the examination ; that complaints were then 
" made to him respecting the manner in which the examination had been con- 
" ducted ; and that, in consequence of those complaints, he would not permit the 
" examination to proceed. As he declined, in the most haughty and peremptory 
"manner, to state in what way we had given offence, notwithstanding that I 
" respectfully requested him to do so, we took our departure from the premises. 

"In justice to myself and my colleague, I. cannot let this opportunity pass

With reference 
to this letter, a Minute was written by myself and referred for the 
consideration of the President and the Speaker. That Minute I think I had 
better read. "With reference to the appointment o a genthiman to the office 
"of Parliamentary Librarian, and the recommendation of Mr. R. C. Walker for this 
"office by the Honorable the President of the Legislative Council and the Honor-
" able the Speaker of the Legislative Assembly, it appears to the Government that 
"certain special qualifications, which are rarely acquired, apart from the peculiar 
"taste that leads to their acquisition, are almost indispensable in the person to be 
"appointed. No objection to Mr. Walker on any personal ground is raised, but it is 
"submitted that the convenience to honorable members and the general advantage to 
"the Library would be great, if a gentleman of some literary ability, and especially 
"with a bibliographical knowledge of authors and the various editions of their 
" Works could b'e secured for this office. The Colonial Secretary is of opinion, 
"speaking rather as a Member of Parliament than as a Minister, that com- 

plaints may be justly made of the manner in which the Library is managed. 
" There is d want of methodical arrangement of the books, and the attendance has 
" certainly been irregular and unsatisfactory. Nor have the new books added from 
" time to time been of a character, even in politics and history, to keep the Library 
" up to the level of contemporaneous literature." 

" The 
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" The Colonial Secretary is anxious to recommend for this appointment a 
" gentleman who has received the entire approval of the President and Speaker, but 
" he hopes the suggestions which he now offers will receive their consideration." 
In reference to this Minute, a communication was received from the President of 
the Legislative Council generally admitting the objections taken to be valid, and 
indeed concurring in them. 

At that point the matter rested for some time, when the question was sub-
mitted to members of the Government, an dat this meeting of the Cabinet, the Govern-
ment came to the decision that, if the recommendation of Mr. Walker were still 
pressed by the President and the Speaker, they would raise no further objection but 
recommend his appointment to the Executive Council. But when this communi-
cation was made to the President and Speaker, the President adhered to his 
concurrence in the objections taken by the Colonial Secretary, and the Honorable 
the Speaker wrote a separate letter stating his entire approval of the character of 
Mr. Walker and his fitness for the office.

If so, is there any difference between the functions of the two officers in ques-
tion, and what peculiar circumstances, in comparison with those of-other District 
Courts, are considered to authorize the joint appointment and additional expense 
incurred thereby ? 
Mr. Martin answered,— 
(1.) Upon the establishment of the District Courts in 1859, two persons were 
" appointed to execute jointly the office of Registrar" of the Metropolitan 
District Court, pursuant to the provisions of the 32nd Section of the Act (22nd 
Victoria, No. 18). One of these gentlemen, (Mr. Maxwell) had been Registrar of 
the Court of Requests, at a salary of £500 a year, for many years prior to his 
appointment as a Registrar of the District Court, and the same salary was 
continued to him under the latter appointment. The other District Court 
Registrar (Mr. Yarnton), who entered the Government service for the first time 
in 1859, was appointed at a salary of £400 a year. The same amount of security 
is required in both cases. 
(2.) The functions of the two officers are regulated by the Judges, pursuant to 
the provisions of the same enactment. The much larger amount of business 
transacted in the Metropolitan District Court than in any Tither District Court 
of the Colony, was, I believe, the reason for the appointment of the additional 
Registrar. 

(2.) Night Shelter and food for Casual Poor, &c., of Sydney :—Dr. Lang asked the 
Colonial Secretary, pursuant to Notice No. 3,—Whether it is the intention of 
Government to make any provision, during the present Session of ;Parliament, 
in the shape of a night shelter and an allowance of food for the casual poor of 
this city, as also for persons discharged with infirm health from the Infirmary ? 
Mr. Parkes answered,—I fear I cannot hold out any promise that any provision 

, of this kind Mill be made by the Government. The expenses incurred by 
Government for purposes of this character are BO very large, amounting altogether 
to nearly £70,009 per annum, that it seems very desirable that every effort should 
be made to induce the same kind of means to be resorted to here to meet cases of 
'this kind as are resorted to in the mother country, that is, private effort. I do 
not think I can hold out any expectation that any provision of this kind will be 
made. 

(3.) Mr. John Spencer, of Gundagai :—Mr. Macleay asked the Colonial Secretary, 
pursuant to Notice No. 4,—Why has the letter of Mr. John Spencer, of 
Gundagai, dated 16th May, 1867, claiming compensation for losses sustained by 
him in the year 1854, owing to the action of the Government, not been acknow-
ledged or answered by any Department of the Government ?

The survey 
has just been completed of. Broken Bay by Captain Sidney, and I produce it for 
the inspection of honorable members, though I do not intend to lay it on the Table 
of the House. It is intended immediately to lithograph this in a cheap form, and 
have it on sale for the public. So that, in respect to the progress made, the survey 
is completed. 
In reference to the first question, I may state that a sum of £500 has been placed 
on the Estimates for 1868, for the erection of a Light-house on Barrenjoey ; but 
Captain Sidney, after making a survey, appears to think this is not a proper place 
for a light. He has written a letter to ine.upon the subject, which I think it will

Mr. Martin answered,—No such circular- has been issued, but it is my intention 
to issue one very shortly. I have not been made officially aware of the discharge 
of the jury to whiCh the honorable member refers. Every Judge presiding at a 
criminal trial has the power in his- own absolute discretion to discharge a: jury, 
when he is satisfied that a reasonable time has elapsed, and that the unanimity of 
the jury can, by further delay, be obtained only through the sacrifice of honest 
conscientious conviction. In the case, Regina v. Winsor, decided in 1866, Chief 
Justice Cockburn stated that, in his opinion, five hours is not so long a time as 
that it can be fairly assumed that the jury might not, by further deliberation, 
have come to a unanimous conclusion,; and I venture to entertain the same 
opinion, and to state. that I think that the discharge of a jury on the ground 
of their inability to agree after a lapse of only two hours and a half was 
(if it occurred) an unwise exercise of the Judge's discretion, and, so far as I am at 
this moment aware, without precedent in any English Court. I cannot at present 
say whether any further proceedings ought to be taken in the case. 

(2.) Rule for Incorporation of Municipalities—Areas petitioned for in Shoalhaven

any further steps with reference to the Gates on Public Roads Bill, either during 
the present or next Session ; and if so, what are their intentions with reference 
to it ? 

- Mr. Wilson answered,—The Gates on Public Roads Bill will be introduced early 
next Session.

VOTES AND PROCEEDINGS

THURSDAY, 23 APRIL, 1868. 

1. The House met pursuant to adjournment ; the Speaker took the Chair. 
Questions on Notice Paper for to-day :— 
(1.) Road from Singleton to Kaukarah Creek, via Dyring:—Mr. Burns asked the 

Secretary for Lands, pursuant to Notice No. 1,— 
(1.) If the objections lodged by Mr. John BroWile and others, of Singleton and 
elsewhere, against the opening for public use of the new road proposed to be 
made from Singleton, via Dyring, to Koukarah Creek, have been considered and 
determined ? 
(2.) If, in the event of the objections being olerrukd, and the road dedicated to the 
public, it will be fenced off at the expense of the Government, and compensation 
afforded to the parties through whose lands it will be made to pass, for the damage 
they may sustain? 
Mr. Wilson answered,— 
(1.) The road has been confirmed, but the objection of Mr. Browne has received 
attention, although beyond the time allowed by law, and is with the Surveyor for 
report. 
(2.) Fencing has been recommended, and will be given in either case where the 
road passes through enclosures existing at date of survey. No compensation for 
land taken can be allowed, as the deeds of grant reserved the usual right to make 
roads. 

(2.) Roads, Bellenger River :—Mr. Forster asked the Secretary for Lands, pursuant 
to Notice No. 2, —What course have the Government taken, or do they intend 
taking, with reference to any applications lately received from residents in or 
near the Bellenger River, for opening roads between the South Arm and the 
;township at Hyde's Falls, and between the said township and the township at 
Boat Harbour; as also for setting aside certain land between the North and 
South Arm for the purposes of a Common ? 
Mr. Wilson answered,—The survey of a road from the South Arm to Hyde's 
Falls has been recently received, but not yet proclaimed. On the road from 
Hyde's Falls to Boat Harbour (as originally reserved in measurement of farms), 
a report has been received from the Surveyor, recommending certain deviations, in 
accordance with the wishes of the inhabitants. The works required in order to 
open the roads will cost a considerable sum, and the matter is still the subject of 
correspondence with the Surveyor. The matter of commonage has been referred 
for the report of Mr. Licensed Surveyor Hisborn. 

(3.) Pilot, Rellenger River :—Mr. Forster asked the Colonial: Treasurer, pursuant 
to Not:ice No. 3,—What course have the Government taken, or do they intend 
taking, with reference to the latest application received from residents on or near 
the River Bellenger, for a Pilot at the entrance of the said river ? 
Mr. Eagar auswered,—The Government are unable to comply with the application, 
for the reason formerly stated—namely, that it does not appear that the River 
Bellenger is of sufficient importance to warrant the establishment of a Pilot Station 
there. I may add, that the cost of such an establishment would be about £600 
a-year. 

(4.) 
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(4.) Police Protection—Cemetery—Bellenger River :—Mr. 'Forster asked the 
Colonial Secretary, pursuant to Notice No. 4,—What course have the Govern-
ment taken, or do they intend taking, with reference to any applications lately 
received from lesidents on or near the River Bellenger, for Police protection, and 
for expenditure towards clearing and fencing a Cemetery or Cemeteries ?

Mr. Bogor answered,—I have made the needful inquiry, and am able to inform 
the honorable and reverend member, that this matter has been, and will be again, 
brought under the consideration of the Trustees ; but nothing has been as yet 
definitely arranged.

"authorized the carrying on of certain public works. I now present to Your 
" Excellency the Acts necessary to give legal effect to these grants, in order that 
" they may receive the Royal Assent. They are,-1. Public Works Act. 2. 
"Treasury Act. 3. Appropriation Act." 
The Speaker then presented to His Excellency the following Bills (being the 
measures referred to by him) :— 
(1.) The Public Works Loan Bill. 
(2.) The Treasury Bills Bill. 
(3.) The Appropriation Bill.

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7. Assent to Bills :—(viz., Public Works Loan, Treasury Bills, Appropriation.) His 
Excellency was then pleased to subscribe and declare his Assent, in the name 
and on behalf of Her Majesty, to the said Bills, so presented by the Speaker, as 
follows :— 

(1.) "An Act to enable the Government to raise a Loan for certain Public Works." 
(2.) " An Act to authorize the issue of' Treasury Bilk" 
(3.) "An Act to appropriate and apply out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund of New 

" South Wales certain Sums to make good the Supplies granted for the Service of 
"the Year 1868 and for the Year 1867 and previous Years." 	 • 

S. Prorogation :—After which, His Excellency was pleased to make to both Houses of 
Parliament the following Speech :— • 
HONORABLE GENTLEMEN OF TILE LEGISLATIVE C017NCIL, 

AND GENTLEMEN OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,- 
1. After an arduous and unusually protracted Session, it cannot but be 

gratifying to you that I am at length enabled to release you for a time from your 
Parliamentary labours. 

•2. I have to congratulate you on the passing of a considerable number of 
useful measures, the most prominent of which are the Border Duties, Postage, 
Volunteer Force Regulation, and Municipalities Acts, and the Act to amend the 
law for the Care and Treatment of the Insane. Some of these enactments had 
been long required, and the passing of them, cannot fail to be of considerable 
advantage to the community. 

GENTLEMEN OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,- 
3. I thank you for the Supplies which you have placed at the disposal 

of the Government, for the purpose of enabling it to meet the current engagements, 
and to maintain the Public Credit. Some inconvenience has been caused by the 
delay which has taken place in the passing of the Appropriation Act for this 
year ; but I trust in your wisdom and ability in future to find the means of 
preventing any similar inconvenience. 

HONORABLE GENTLEMEN OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL, 
AND GENTLEMEN OF TILE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,- 

4. It is with much pleasure that I am enabled to assure you that the 
Public Securities of this Colony have largely advanced in value, notwithstanding 
a considerable increase in the amount of our Public Debt. No circumstance has 
arisen to shake the confidence of capitalists in the stability of this Government, 
and entire faith is justly reposed in its power and determination at all times to 
meet its engagements with punctuality. By means of the Loans recently 
authorized, it is hoped that various important Public Works will be actively 
proceeded with, including the Northern, Western, and Southern lines of Railway. 
Every effort will be made by the Government to complete these lines so far as 
they have been authorized by Parliament without delay. 

5. The present year has been made memorable by the visit to this Colony 
of one of Her Majesty's Sons, His Royal Highness the Duke of Edinburgh. The 
reception of His Royal Highness has been such as was anticipated from the 
loyalty and liberality of the people of -New South Wales. The attempt which 
was made upon the life of our Royal Guest, happily frustrated by the interposition 
of Divine Providence, served but more fully to make manifest the attachment of 
all classes amongst us to the Throne and Person of Her Majesty. I congratulate 
you, and the Colony at large, on the noble display of sympathy and indignation 
which this great crime called forth.
