. WHEREAS by the bill passed by the Governor and Legislative Council of New South 
Wales, in the seven,teenth year of the reign of her Majesty the Queen, intituled "An 
Act to confer a Constitution on New South Wales .and to grant a Civil List to her 
Majesty," and assented to by her Majesty, under the authority of the act of the· 
Imperial Parliament, passed in the session of the eighteenth and nineteenth years of 
the said reign, intituled "An Act to enable her Majesty to assent to a Bill as amended 
of the Legislature of New South Wales to confer a Constitution on New South Wales 
and to grant a Civil List to her Majesty," it was amongst . other things enacted that it 
should be lawful for the Governor of New South Wales to dissolve the Legislative 
Assembly whenever he should deem it expedient; and whereas it is expedient that the 
said Assembly should be now dissolved: Now, therefore, I, Lord AUGUSTUS WILLIAM 
FREDERICK SPENCER LOFTUS, the Governor aforesaid, in pursuance of the power and 
authority so vested in me, do hereby dissolve the said Legislative Assembly, and the 
same stands dissolved accordingly.
