The Legislative Couneil having taken into consideration the Legislative Assembly’s
Message, dated 5th March, 1879, in reference to the Parliamentary Powers and Privileges Bill,—

Agrees to the Assembly’s amendment upon the Council’s amendments in clause 2.

Does not insist upon its amendments in clause 8, line 4, which propose the insertion of the
word “and ' after “ that,” and the omission of the words * and exercise.”
But insists upon its other amendment in that clause, which proposes the insertion after the
word “that,” in line 9, of the words “ no act done or word spoken written or published

“shall be dealt with as a contempt or breach of

rivilege by cither House unless done

‘“gpoken or published in the Chamber itself or within the precinets thereof and that”

{1.} Because the Council does not deem it expedient to vest in the Legislature any
powers to deal with offences alleged to be in contempt or breach of the privileges of
Parliament other than those committed in the Chambers of either House or within
the precincts thereof. :

(2.) Because no necessity has been shown for the existence of any powers in excess
of those which the Council has already sanctioned for securing the orderly and
efficient conduct of public business.

(3.) Because the ordinary judicial tribunals of the country are open to any Member
of either House of Parliament who may feel himeelf aggrieved by any act done or word
spoken wrilten or published to his injury by any person outside the precinets of
Parliament.

{(3.) Becanse any such affirmation on the part of Parliament of the gnilt of any per-
son charged with any such offence would be calculated to bring the Parliament mto
collision with the Courts of Taw, before which the guilt of such person would have
