(4} Where any person is convicted of any offence mentioned in the
Schedule hereto, the clerk of the court beiore which he is convicted shall forthwith
forward a certificate of such conviction to the Prothonotary of the Supreme Court,
and when any person 0 convicted is or becomes subject to any disqualification by
virtue of the provisions of this Act, the Prothonetary shall, as seon ag practicable,
cause a certificate to that effect to be sent to the Chiet Electoral Officer, who shall
upon receipt thereof take all such measures as are necessary to cause the name of
such person to be struck off any roll of electors upon which it appears.

(3) The fact that a copy of the certificate hereinbefore preseribed is not sent to
the Chief HElectoral Ofticer, or that the name of the person convicted is not struck off any
roll shall in no way affect the imposition of any disqualification hércunder.

(6) If any person so disqualified is, at the time such disqualification 1s imposed, a
member of the Legislative Council or Legislative Assembly, or of the council of any
municipality, including the city of Sydney, or of any shire, his seat shall thereupon become
vacant, [fead ]
