The Minister may, from time to time, enter into an arrangement 
with any person or body of persons corporate or unincorporate for the 
management, control and maintenance of any State Tileworks and the 
exercise of all or any of the functions of any State Tileworks by such 
person or body of persons upon such terms and conditions as may be 
agreed upon.
