“ necessary to be done in our name or in the name of our Grevernor of our said Celony, in and
“ about the opening and holding of the said Parliament, to deliver & message to the Legislative
 Assembly, and to do all such other things as may be specinlly necessary to enable Parliament to
“ perform acts which admit of no delay; commanding also by tlie tenor of these presents ull
“whom it concerns to meet in the snid Parlinment, that to the said Sir Jolm Hay, Charles
“ Kinmajrd Mackellar, and Willinm Richman Piddington, or any two of them, they diligently
*“ attend in the premiscs in the form aforesaid.

1. The Houso met at half-past Four o’clock pan.: Mr. Speaker took the Chair.

IxtENpEp RemineMENT OF Mu. Seraxen:—Mr. Speaker (The Honorable Edmund Barton,
Lsquire) addressod the House as follows :—

"I have an announcement to make which is probably not unexpected. When the
question of Supply has been disposed of, and the Scats of Ministers have been declared
vacant, this IHouse may think it right to adjourn during the time which will be occupied by
Ministers in obtaining the opinion of their constituents on their assumption of office. In
view of this contingency, I think it only consistent with my respect for this Honse to give due
and sufficient intimation of my intention fo retire from its Chair. T desire, therefore, to state
that when His Excellency shall have declared the causes of the convention of Parliament for
the present Session, the election of my successor will become the business demandin
immediate attention. During the few sittings which may take place in the meantime, T shall,
of course, continue to discharge the duties, the final relinquishment of which will cost me so
much regret,

Four years have now passed sinee 1 was first chosen to preside over the deliberations of
this House. The Assembly to which I owe that clection having been dissolved, the present
House met on $he 17th November, 1885, and on that day unanimously called me to the Chair.
The choice wag thus confirmed which bad first committed to my hands the trust of a great and
difficult office. T should be ungrateful indeed if I failed now to express my deep sense of the
distinguished honour thus twice conferred on me, and my thankfulness for the forbearance
and consideration which have often encouraged me in my humble efforts to discharge
to the honour of this House the most delicate and onerous duties. Tn the intensity of party
feeling and the clash of confliet which have marked political controversy for some years, 1t
would be passing strange if there were not from time to time some af Icast who helieved
the decisions of the Chair to be erroneous. Occasional errors were of course inevitable ;
but, while admitting my defects, T have the solace of feeling that my errors have been those
only of judgment, and that T have honesily endeavoured to master the practice of Parliament,
and to guide our procecdings according to the spirit which animates representative bodies of
free men. True logislators sef oqual value on the two rights which are the essentials of
political freedom—liberty of speech, and liberty to decide by vote. Where either of these is
abused—where the assertion of either so oversieps the bounds of reason as to displace and to
wrest from a representative body the fair exercise of the other, liberty is for the time cast out,
aud gives place to the licentious domination of a majority in the one event, or of a minerity in
the other. Is it not then the duty of a Speaker to vonserve, to the best of his judgment and

, aufhority, the equal operation of bath these rights, and to be no party to the perversion of
eifher in deregation of the other? This at least is the principle which 1 have done my
utmost to keep in stoady view as the guide of my action in the service of this House,

But the time draws near when this greattrust should pass to other, and I hope to abler
hands, My surrender of it will be chiefly m the interest of those to whom T owe protection
and duc provision. 1t is not presuming too much to believe humbly that four years of

“ vigilant servico in this Chair, in a time of exceptional difficulty, establish a sufficient
title in its occupant to turn from it, in view of equal duty to be done elsewhere. But this
congideration does not stand alone. Several ailments of the eyes, mainly induced, as 1 am
advised, by want of rest, have warncd me againgt eontinuing to ineur the risk which arises from

“frequent sleepless nighis. The dutics of the Speaker have of late years become increasingly
arduous and diflicult. Both Sessions and sittings are longer than they used to he, and grave

“eonstitutional guestions and novel points of procedure have muliiplied exceedingly. If 113}113
- rules
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Rules and Orders of this House be not amended, go that the business of the day and of the
Sossion may be transacted within reasonable time, cvery precaution being taken to guard
against the restriction of relevant debate, then not ouly may the country call in vain for legis-
lation, but the lot of my successor and of his officers will be burdensome indeed.

I desire now to express my obligation to the clerks at the Table, and to the offieers
of the House generally for their very able assistance, vendered, as it has been, with unfailing
and generous readiness.  To part from them will add wuch to the natural regret which must
attend my retirement, from the Chair.

I desire again to thank Ifonorable Members for all the support and kindness which I
liave enjoyed, and to express my deep sorrow if, in the performanece of duty, I bave in any
instance been so unforfunate as to cause unnecessary pain.  In conclusion, I take leave to
adopt some words uttered on a similar occasion by the high-minded and honenred gentleman
who now presides in another place,  that my carnost wish and prayer is that, in spite of
cvery difficulty and discouragement, representative institutions, the noblest inleritanee of
our British race, may be successful in securing for this conntry all the blessings of good
Government.”

Sir Henry Parkes and Sie Patrick Jennings then complimented Mre. Speaker on his past services,
and expressed their great regret at his retirement ; and Mr. Speaker made his neknowledgments,
