My
Advisers, confrented with this visitation, have applied vigorously and promptly all the powers of
the existing law, and the precautions taken have appsrently succeeded in checking its wider spread.
They deem it necessary, however, to ask Parliament to pass a measure strengthening the law
applicable te such crigses, and providing for compulsory vaccination of infants; this will be
submitted at the earliest possible moment,

3. Satisfactory arrangements have been made with the Federal Government for the fransfer
to them of Cockatoo Island and the Docks and Workshops thereon—a step equally advantayeous Lo
the Commonwealth and this State.

4. The recent abundant wheat harvest has served lo again illustrate the need for modern-
ising the methods of transporting this important product. An expert in this subject has recenily
visited the State at the invitation of the Government, and has furcished a valuable report based
upon local conditions and requirements. This will be laid before you in due course, together with
the propesals of the Government for the erection of groin elevators and the neeessary provision of
rolling stock.

GEXTLEMEN

5. You will be invited to make necessary provision for carrying on the Public Service
pending the assembling of the next Parliament, .

G. The great complexity of the Statutes -governing the Crown Lands of the State has
occupied the attention of my Advisers for upwards of two vears, Truring the preparation of the
necessary Consolidating Staiute it became apparent that its sueccessful completion involved the
previous passing of an Amending snd Declaratory Act to remove .anomalies and harmonise
discrepancies which the labours of the Commission appointed had detected. The passage of such a
doclaratory Bl through all its stages last Purliamentary Session has permitted the task of consoli-
dation to be carried forward uninterruptedly, and the completed measure, accompanied by the
certificate of the eminent counsel engaged npon it, will be among the earliest presented to you for

~consideration.

7. A number of important measures introduced during the last Session of Parliament, which
were not carvied to finality, will be reintroduced ab the respective stages reached, and will be
proceeded with,

8. My Advisers intend ‘to ask you to devote further atiention to the problan of land
settlement.  They will introduce a short Amending Tand Bill, and also other -measures defining-
tenant-right, authorising the Commissioners of the Government Savings Bank to make advances on
leascholds, and providing for a super-lax on certain large estates.

9. As the vesult of recommendations tendered by the Royal Commission an Food Supply,
vou will be asked to pass into law measures to regulate the meat supply and to deal with Monopolies.
within the State,

10. The growing congestion of metropolitan iraflic has been watched with deep concern by
my Advisers, who will invite you to consider proposals respecting an underground City Railway
and the Vehicular Ferry Services between Sydney and North Sydney.

11. The vital question of housing accommodation for the people has also been closel
considered, and the necessary steps will be taken to authovise the creation of additional Model
Buburbs, both in the metropolis and in certain country industrial centres.

12, Imporfant messures, investing the Government Savings Bank Commissioners with wider
powers to assist workmen to secure their own homes, and establishing tribunals for the fixing of
fair rents for dwelling-houses, will also he submitted forthwith.

18, The establishment of a Superannuation Fund for the Public Service—a question of
much ermplexity—has been the subject of prolonged investigation by an expert commitiee, You
will be invited to consider a Bill for this importaut purpose, based upon information thus obtained.

14, A Bill which will provide a Board of Appeal for the Police, thus removing-certain exist-
ing discontents, without impairing the discipline essential to -that important Foree, will be laid
betore you ; as will also & measure to amend the law relating to Railway Appeals.

15. You will also be asked to devote attention to measures to protect Deserted Wives and
Children, to deal with the question of Testator’s Family Maintenance and to constitute a Public
Trustee, -

16. You will be asked to improve the working tonditions in variouns industries by assisting

in the passage of an Eight Hours Bill, a Coal Mines Regulation Bill, and Bills to amend the

Industrial Arbitration law. Mensures to amend the Mining Acts and the Minimum Wage Act
will also be submitbed. '

17. My Advisers further intend to lay hefore you measures relating to the questions of a
Ghreater Sydoey and Workmen’s Compensation, and a Bill which they have gladly adopted on the

-invitation of the Government of :the Commonwesalth of . Australia-for the prohibiton of .the. use of
“White Phosphorus in the manufacture of matehes.

18. Troposals for the constraction of vertain urgent public works will he -referred to the
Public Works Committee,

19, T now leave you, Gentlemen, to your important labours, wnd trust that, under the
guidance of Divine Providence, they may conduce to the welfarc and prosperity of the State.

with officers of the House in discharge of their duty—and contended that the matter now
sought to be dealt with did not come within any of those divisions, and- could not therefore he
brought forward as a matter of Privilege,

Debate ensued.

( Mr. Speaker said, the Leader of the Opposition having admitted that he had offered to waive
Parliamentary Privilege in a certain matter, he ruled that the action of the Leader of the
Opposition in making that statement was a maftter for the House to comment upon, as such
statement made outside the House related to the action of the Honorable Member in the
House, and would therefore constitute a breach of Privilege. For those reasons he could
not uphold the Point of Order, and ruled the motion in order.
