5. Questions WirHour NomceE—SUPPLEMENTARY QuEsToNs:—Mr. Speaker directed
the attention of Honourable Members to Standing Ordor No. 79 concertiing the
asking of questions without notice.

Mr. Speaker said that in aceordance witli the provisions of the Standing

Order, @ Member might rise in his place and it a {udestion to a Minister,
without notice. Before that question was answered by the Minister, it had
been the custom to allow a second question to be asked on the same subject.
‘ However, he hiad notieced over a period of Mmany years, as a Member of
the House, and particilarly during his occupancy of the Chair, that the .
iviportance of the ofiginal quesiion had often been overshadowed by the
second gquestion—ithé Minigter’s attentmn being arrested by some mgmﬁcant
feature of that question. The result was that the first question had not been
always adequately answered.

As Speaker, be was definitely of opinion that diny Membetr sdking an
appropriate question which concerned a matter he deemed important was entitled
to receive from the Minister a direct angwer thereon.

He had therefore decided that, in Future, a second question would not
be allowed until the Minister had replied to the original question, and then,
should it so happen that the Member who had asked the guestion, or any other
Member, was not satisfied with the answer given, a supplementary question
on the same subject might be agked immediately, but norimially steh supple-
mentary questioning would be limited to one gquestion mpon each subjeet.

Honourablé Members would appreciate that not only did the alteration
fi practice preserve to Members the opportunity to ask questions, but would
ensure an answer being bised upon the subject-matter of the first question as
asked. T —

The tight of askmg a second question would also be preserved, but the
second question would in future be termed a Supplementary Question and
must be asked after the Minister had replied to the original gquestion.

§. The Govesxor's Opexive Sepec:—Mr. Speaker reported that the House had
vesterday attended the Governor in the Leogislative Council Chamber when His
Excelleney the Governor was plensed to deliver an Opening Speech to both
Houses of Parliament. For greater sccuracy he had obtained a copy, which
he laid upon the Table of the House, and ordered to be recorded in the Toles
and Proceedings, as follows :i—

Hoxourapir Mexsers or THE LEGisLATIVE COUNCIL, AXD
Mexires oF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,—

The Third Session of the present Parliamont of New South Wales
begins under the shadow of an even wraver threat than that which loomed over
us when you were last ealled together.

Then, the fight for our liberties and our birthright was taking place
in distant lands. Now, a new, and, for Australia, a more immediately
dangerous enemy has been added to Germany and Ttaly. Japan's entry into
the war has brought hostilities to our own land. We have a front line to-day
on Ausiralian territors. Australian towns, inecluding Sydney and Newecastle,®
have been subjected to' enemy attacks, Awustralian lves have been lost on
Australian seil.

Hoxorraere MrMBERS 0F THE LEarstativeg COUxCHL, AXND
MeynERs or THE LEGISLATIVE AssiwpLy,—

When you were last called together, 1 said that my advisers felt strongly
that New South Wales should play an active and prominent part in furthering
the national war effort in eollaboration with the Commoaonwealth Government.
This view has not changed. War needs, and the mobilisation of all the
resources of the State to meet those needs, have heen the first consideration
of the Government.

The help which my Ministers hnve Bbeen able to give to the Common-
wealth has not been confined to New Souili Wales. Within the past year,
hundreds of men, and plant valued at half a million pounds, have been sent by
the Government to distant parts of Australian to perform tasks of major
strategic importance, When the Government of the United States asked for
the means to carry out a project of vital urgency in a eertain part of the
Pacific, the Government of New South Wales responded to the appeal of the
Commonwealth Government and ecarried out the work in its entiretr. Ar
this very moment, nearly two thousand New South Wales workinen, with great
quantities of New South Wales plant, are engnged outside this State on one
of the most important projects being carried out in Australia to-day, n project
which has been entrusted to a New South Wales Government Department
with the full econcurrence of my Ministors.

Co-operation between State and Commonwealth extends to most fields
of governmental activity. My Ministers have participated with the Common-
wealth in planning for the produetion on a large seale of vegetables and other
vasential foodstuffs. State farms and skilled staff have been made nvailabla
icr these purposes. Aecrodromes, sirategic roads, and mnilitary camps, costing
millions of pounds, have keen constineted on behalf of Commonwealth
Autharitios, Oher State instrumentalities, under the direction of my Ministers,
have Leen working unremiitingly to establish Civil Drfenee organisations
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which it is hoped to make as efficient as any In the world. The training of men
and women to fill the ever-increasing demand for technicians has received
constant attention. The dockyard and shipbuilding facilitics of Newecastle
have been restored to full use. Great munition works have been erected, in
the consiruetion of which this Government has participated and a portion of
the cpst of which it has borne. A Siate industry has been brought into being,
designed to nssist in the +vital tasic of conserving petrol, an industry whose
output in substitute fuel iz now the eguivalent of over 15,000,000 gallons of
petrol o year.

My advisers have been mindful of the fact ihat a nation’s strength, in
time of war, Nes not only in the production of armaments but also in the morale
of its citizens, They are of opinion that, so far as the abnormal conditions
permit, social reforms, both legizlative and administrative, should proceed.
Thus, however great the sacrifices 1hat wmay be necessary to ensure national
survival, the people will be lieartened by evidences of the sincere determination
to achieve social justice and equity when vietory shall be ours,

MryBERs OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,—
You will be asked early in the Session to consider the Budgei for the
present. finaneinl year.

Hoxourarte Meusers o 1HE Lecistarive COuXcil, avn
Mreyegrs oF THE LECISLATIVE ASSEMTLY,—

It is the intention of my Ministers, during this Session, to earry on.
so far as rapidly changing conditions will allow them 1o do so, the policy of
social and industrial reform which was instituted when they took office.

Yon will be nsked to consider and approve many important Bills
designed to carry this poliey into effect.

There will be introduced a measure amending ihe Tacteries and Shops
Acts so that there may be n more cffeciive control of conditions in factories
and workshops. There will also be submitted to Fou a Bill which will have as
its object an cxtensive revision of the existing arbitration machinery in New
South Wales.

1With the objeet of fully safeguarding workers and others from risk of
accident, a eareful review has been made of the provisions of the Beaffolding
and Tafts Aet. I is felt by my Ministers that the existing provisions of the
law are not adequate to ensure that cranes, heisting appliances, lifts and
scaffolds shall be safe in use, and carly in the Session nmendments of the Act
will be submitted o vou.

More adequate provision for the granting of legal aid in eivil cases to
persons in neeessitous circumstanees is felt to be desirable, and a Bill {0 make
this possible is being drafted.

My advisers feel that rural reform should be proceeded with, and early
in the Session my Ministers will submit Bills designed to carry further the
rural policy on which they were elected.

You will be asked io consider a measure desizned to promote, by means
of the imposition of a gradualed 1ax based on the unimproved capital value of
land, the subdivision of larze cstates. A Western Lands (Amendment) Bill
wiil be submitted to you and a Closer Settlement (Amendment) Bill will be
introduced to provide for eouversion of settlement and group purchases into
leasehold tenure.

There will be measures of general importance which will be placed
before vou early in the Session. These will include a Bill designed to bring
about the more effective functioning of the Government Engineering and
Ship-building Undertaking at Newcastle, and another, made mnecessary by
recent legislation of the Commoenwenlth Parliament, to suspend the collection
of State Income Tax.

My advisers also consider it desirable to crente inexpensive machinery
to enable unexpended charitable funds, at present lying dormant in New
South Wales, to be utilised and applied to useful purposes. A Bill designed
to nchieve this object will be placed before you.

At a later stage in the Session, you will be asked fo give consideration
to a constitutional measure of great importance. My Ministers will plnce
before you a Bill, the purpose of which will be to effect the transformation of
the Legislative Council, as it is at present constitnted, into a body elected by
the people.

Among other meastrez you will be asked to consider are: a Bill dealing
with the marketing of fish; a Paslures Protection (Amendment) Iil);
amendments to the Aborigines Protection Act designed to improve the
conditions of these people and to assist in their assimilation into the generai
community; a Bill to amend the Australinn Red Cross New South Wales
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Division Incorporation Aet; amendments to the Jury Aect, the Companies Act
and the Regisiration of Births, Deaths and Marriages Act; a State Coal Mines
(Amendment) Bill; amendments to the Government Railways Act and the Main
Roads Act and 2 Taocal Government (Amendment) Bill,

Other Bills of importance, the provisions of which are now receiving the
consideration of my Ministers, will be placed before you later in the Session.

MreamBeERs O THE LEGISLATIVE ASSLMBLY,—

The new scssion coincides with the beginning of the fourth year of war,
You have arduous tesks before you, but you will, T am sure, face your
responsibilities without flinching, always brmgmg to your dehberatlons an
appreciation of the needs of the hour, and continuing to spare nothing that wiil
contribute to the vigorous prosecution of the war.

The nation will certainly have to undergo severe trials, which will test
to the utinost the fortitude and the fighting qualities of our people.

There is no doubt of our ability to make any sacrifice that may be
"demanded of us, nor of our willingness to respond io any call for service. Qur
confidence in final victory iz eomplete.

The Parliament of New South Wales stands for those democratic
institutions, and those British liberties, which we are fighting to maintain.
While the represcntatives of the people continue to meet and deliberate for the
national good, for so leng will the objective of the enemy be unfulfilled, and
for so long shall we be able to hope that social justice, full equality of
opportunity, and a peaceful security for all the people may yet reign upon
earth.

I now leave you to the discharge of your important duties with the
earnest prayer that under Dirine Guidance your labours may conduce to the
welfare and happiness of all sections of the community.

UxrversiTy, Ruvative 10 Reviwiox axp Epycarion :—-Mr, Speaker announced
that he had received the following letter from the Chancellor of the University
of Sydney:—
The University of Sydney,
4th May, 1943,
The Honourable the Speaket of the Legislative Assembly,
The Parliament of New South Wales,
Parlinment House, Sydney,

Sir,
The Senate of the University, at its meeting on 3rd May, gave considera-

tion to the resolution adopted by the Legislative Assembly on 6th April. The
resolution reads:—

#(1) That, in the opinion of thiz ITouse, certain statements relative to
religion and education made by Professor Jehn Anderson, Professor
of Philosophy at Syduey University, in the course of an address to
the New Fducation Fellowship on 1st April, 1943, and subscquently
published in the press, are unjustified, inasmuch as they present a
travesty of the Christian religion and are ealeulated to undermine
the principles which constitute a Christian State.

“(2) That the terms of this Resolution be remitted by Mr. Speaker to
the Senate of the University of Sydney.”

The Senate assumes that the resolution was transmitted to it, not simply
for its information, but with a view to some action being taken and would,
therefore, with all respect, point out that any action would, 10 Le effective,
require the imposition of some test, or some limitation, on Professor Anderson’s
uiterances.

As regards the firsl, it is Jaid down in the University and University
Colleges Act that no religious test shall be applied to the teachers or the
students of the University and yet, without it, it is manifestly impossible to
ensute that the views put forward by teachers and students will always bo
generally acceptable. The Senate desires to affirm its eonvietion that no such

(Jf;;‘
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test should be imposed and remembering, as it does, the results which have
followed the remimentation of Universities in other parts of the world, it is
also strongiy of the opinion that nothing but harm would follow the stifling
in a University of the spirit of free cnquiry. As regards the imposing of
limitations, the Senate has in the past relied, and must continue to rely, on
the intelleetual integrity, and the good sense and the good taste of its staff
to approach all problems in as objective, disintcrested, and scientific a spirit
ns possible, and so to state .and argue them as not to inflame people’s minds
to no good purpose.

The Senate desires also to inform the Legislative Assembly that every
focility and encouragement is given to socicties and groups within the University
whose object it is to Tosler the Christian religion and fo promoie the knowledge
and obscrvange of Christian principles.
