8. Tur Goverxor's Orexing Srererm:—Mr, Speaker reported that the ITouse lad this

day nttended the Governor in the Legislative Couneil Chamber, when His
Excellency the Governor was pleased to deliver an Opening Speech to both
Houses of Parliament. TFor greater sccuracy he had obtained a copy, which
he laid upon the Table of ilie House, and ordered that it be reeorded in the
Votes and Proceedings, as follows:—

Horovrasie Mewgerrs oF g LegistaTive Couxcin, axp
MeMBERS OF THE LecISLATIVE ASSEMDLY —

It gives me grent pleasure to meet you at ihe opening of this, the Fourth
Session of the Thirty-Third Pmliament of New South Wales.

We have just passed the fourth snniversary of the outbreak of the second
world war. For four years Australia, in association with the British Cominon-
wealth and the United Nations has put all her strength into the struggle. The
fight still rages with unabated intensity, it may still have its ups and downs,
but the certainty of final victory has never left us and has recently been sub-
stantially fortificd by our successes in the Mediterrancan, in Russia and closer
to home in New Guinea and the Sclomons. “The surrender of Ttaly, in particular
presages the downfall of ihose forees of oppression which consiitute our
pringipal enemy,

When you were last called together, this country was in imminent danger
of invasion by cnemy forces. Japan had acguired bases in close proximity to
the Australian mainland, and our shores were already being subjected to attach
from sea and air.

To-day, through the magnificent courage and heroic efforts of our fighting
services and those of our Allies we have halted the enemy’s advance, we have
wrested the initiative from him and the armies of freedom are now driving
forward to the relief of the lands stiil held in thrall. We extond our heartfelt
sympathy to those who have lost their loved ones in this fitantic struggle, and
we trust that these whe are now prisoners of war wiil soon be liberated.

The spirit of fellowship and sacrifice on the home frout as well as in the
line of battle is needed to the full for the suceess of the tremendous task that
still faces the United Nations. ‘

During the past Session, I have noled, with deep regret, the decease of
several Members of this Legislature, which cxemplifics the severe pliysical nnd
mental strain borne by those who have devoted their life 1o the service of the
community. To the relatives of the late the Hon, J. F. Coates, the Hon. J.
Culbert, the Hon, E. Grayndler, the Hon. 1. M. Mitehell, the Hon, T. T. Tyrreli,
Mr. R. N. Beale, Mr, G. P, Evans and Mr. E. L. Sanders, T extend the most
gincere sympathy.

HoxoyranLe MEMRERs OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNOIL, AND
MeMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMDBLY —

Sinee T last addressed you, my advisers have continued to co-operate
actively with the Commonwealth Government in organising the resources of the
nation for the most effective prosceution of the war.

With the collaboration of Departments and Instrumentalities under the
control of my Ministers, important defence works costing millions of pounds
have been constructed, the production of foodstufls has been increased, mon
and women have been trained as technicians for munition industries, and the
manufacture of fuels as substitutes for petrol has becen maintained. In short,
whenever and wherever the GGovernment has been able to assist the Common-
:i\'ealth in discharging its heavy responsibilities to the United Nations, it has

one 50,

Although the threat of invasion and enomy attack on our coastal areas has
diminished, the National Emergency Services and the QCivilian Aid Service
are prepared for instant action should the cceasion arigse. Adequate equipment
and supplies have been provided so that the Civil Defence Units will function
cfficiently whenever they may be required, and I join with my advisers in
paying tribute to the excellent voluntary scrviecs rendered by the members
of these orgauisations, . - - .
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The New South Wales Government Engineering and Shipbuilding Under-
taking has made considerable progress since I last addressed you. Vessels
launched recently constitute valuable additions to the Australian Navy and
the Gnited States Army Tramsport Service. The floating dock, assembled as
a single unit for the first time by the Government of this State, has been in
constant use, and to date nearly 1,000,000 tons of shipping have been docked
and repaired there.

Expenditure on hospitais and liealth services has been generously
increased. Last year the sum of £209,000 was distributed to hospitals to enable
them to wipe out all deficits as at 30th June, 1942, £100,000 has 'been
provided for the establishment of a Cancer Research Institute, and an eminent
authority of world-wide fame in this field, Dr. Ralston Paterson, of the Holt
Radium Institute, Manchester, has accepted the invitation of my Ministers to
assist in the fight against this dread scourge. A sum of £100,000 has also
been made available to provide additional accommodation and secrvices at
maternity hospitals. My advisers expect to be able to provide further amounts
for hospital purposes during the current financial year.

A comprehensive programme of child welfare weork has been prepared
and is being put into operation by my Ministers as quickly as conditions will
allow. New buildings have been constructed, or arc in course of construction,
so that contemplated reforms in administration and procedure may be instituted
in the mear future. The aim of my Ministers is to prevent child delinquency
by improving environmental conditions, developing parental and child guidance

activities, and improving institutions and methods for the rehabilitation of
delinquents.

At the same time, the establishment of Kindergartens and Day Nurseries

has been encouraged by graniing increased subsidies to the orgamisations
connected with this work.

In accordance with legislation passed in a previous Session, & Factory
Welfare Board has hbeen set up and is now active in its work of encouraging
and assisting in the establishment of welfare commitiecs in factories, directing
and supervising the activities of such committees and giving consideration to
any special measnres necessary to secure the safety and health of the employees.

The Factories and Shops Act was amended to empower the Minister to
give directions or make regulations with respect to matters referred to in
recommendations made by the Fuctory Welfare Board. The late shopping night
has been abolished permanently, and provision has been made for securing the
safe working of boilers and pressure vesscls. The Act also requires that
aconrate trade descriptions shall be appended to wood furniture and hoots.

Under authority recently referred by Act of Parliament, the Government
Insurance Office now transacts all classes of insurance business, and its opera-
tions during the past year have been very successful. Sums assured in the
Life Department hiave reached a total of over £230,000 and in the Fire Depart-
ment new covers have been issued for new sums insured in excess of £3,000,000.
The lower rates charged by the Government Insurance Office in all branches
represent a considerable saving to the community in insurance costs.

Believing that the decentralisation of industry would lead to greater
national sceurity and economic development in this State, my advisers have
co-operated with the Commonwealth Government in setting up factories and
munition works in country towns. Concessions in railway freights have also
been granted to encourage manufacturers to pioneer secondary industries in

rural distriets and the establishment of country abattoirs and food dehydration
plants has been facilitated.

The deereased output of dairy products caused comcern to my Ministers
in view of the necessity to maintain the supply of these commodities to the
people of Great Britain as well as to mect civilian requircments and those of
the Allied Forces in this theatre of war. The sum of £100,000 was provided
free of interest, so that the advantages of mechanised farming and modern
methods of production would be available to farmers through their co-operative

organisations, My Ministers advise me that the project has been very
suceessful.

The development of soil conservation methods is being pursued and

arrangements are being made for additional resesrch stations to bhe set up at
strategic centres throughout the State,

In the proecess of making land in the western area of the State available
for closer scitlement, an area of approximately 5,000,000 neres will be with-
drawn from large holdings under the provisions of the Wastern Lands
(Amendment) Act of 1942, This ares, together with a further 10,000,000 acres
which are held under leases expiring through cfluxion of time within the next

five years, will come under review for disposal to returned soldiers and gthep
qualifisd settlers;
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My Ministers have always felt strongly the need for effective preparation
to meet the problems of the transition from war to peace. They believe that
everything possible should be done now to ensure that these problems will be
met in a way which will econtribute to the progressive development of Austrulia
a5 a nation and at the same lime provide greater security of employment and
higher standards of living for the Australian people.

Some two years ago the New South Wales Reconstruction Advisory
Committee was established and, through its various sub-committees and in
collaboration with the Commonwealth authorities working in the same ficld,
much valuable preparatory work has been done.

By the Commonwealth Powers Act which was passed during the last
Session of this Parliament, it was intended to transfer fo the Commonwealth
Government for a peried extending up 1o five years from the cessation of
hostilities, power to legislate with respeet to employment, companies, monopolies,
prices, air transport and other important matters.

The State, however, has heavy respongibilities in other directions, and
my advisers are now taking steps to establish the post-war reconstruction
organisation in this State on a more permanent basis. They are determined
that, so far as lies within their power, nothing shall be left undone to ensure
that there will be effective co-operation between the Commonwealth and State
Governments in thig work. In the same way us the full resources of tho
Government of this State huve been made available fo the Commonwealth
Government in the prosecution of the war, so will the Government render
the fullest possible assistance to the Commonwenlth Government in the national
planning for post-war reconstruction.

The immediate post-war problem of rehabilitation of members of the
services is primarily the responsibility of the Commonwealth Government, but
my advisers are taking active steps to assist the Commonwenlth Government
in this work and they have already undertaken to make available and to
develop in whntever directions may be required the State’s education facilities
for the fraining and re-training of men and women released from the Serviees.

At the same time, and again in asssociation with the Commonwealth
Glovernment, my advisers are giving close attention to the re-employment in
other occupations of the many thousands of men and women who have left
their normal oceupations to undertake work directly associated with the
progseeution of the war, and to the broader problem of so directing our activitics
in the future that they will contribute to the develapment of 2 sound econemy
designed to sceure the maintenance of employment, the proper ufilisation and
development of our resources and the provision of adequate health, edueation
and recreatton services for the people of this State.

MzmBers oF THE LECISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,—

You will be asked early in the Session to consider the. Budget for the
present financial year,

Hoxouraprs MryneRs oF THE Leesuative Couxcln, axn
Meyrirs 0F THE LREGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,—

In the previous Sessions of this Parliament, and in the general admin-
istration of the Government, my Ministers have acted upon the prineiple of
proceeding with a policy of social and industrial reform to the utmost extent
possible under present war-time conditions. Tt is their intention during this
Bession to continue this policy, and, to this end, numerous measures of great
importance to the welfare and progress of the State will be placed before you.

Rural problems of the State have continued to enzage the close and
sympathetic attention of my adviscrs, and in this Session it is intended to
suhmit further legislation which is expected to contribute materially to the
welfare of primary producers.

Early in the Session you will have presented for your consideration a
Oloser Settlement Amendment (Conversion) Bill, to enable holders of Secttle-
ment and Group Purchases wishing to convert to leasehold tenures to do so.
A measure will be introduced to extend the benefits of the Farmers’ Relief
Act for a further period, as well as a Bill dirccted to the relief of settlers in
the West Bogan area in respect of certain indebtedness to the Crown.

Farnest consideration has been given to the preservation of lands for
public use and recreation, and my Ministers propose to seek your approval to
the pnssage of lepislation tn reserve for all time great areas of Crown land
for National Park purposes. The Kosciusko State Park, of more than
1 million neres, the greatest in the Commaonwealth, has recently heen established.
}Vhilst grazing will ¢ontinue on these lands, their use will he clogely regulated
in order.to protect the catchments of a great river system and at the same
time to permit of the development of the snow enuntries for snow gports and
winter recreatlon,
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My advisers intend to submit for your consideration a IBill to provide
facilities whereby individuals may raise personal loans at reasonable rates
of intercst. There has been a growing demand in this State for these facilities
on terms less onerous than those at present available. It g proposed io provide
this service through the medinm of the Rural Bank of New South Wales, and
my Ministers are confident that it will fill a definite public need.

Tt is the opinion of my advisers that the time Lias come when the privilege
and responsibility of jury service should bLe oxtended to women, as well as
men, and a Bill to effeet this purpose, and to earry into force muuy other
desirable amendments to the law, will be placed before you. Never have
wouten played suech an important rele in the nation’s life, and it 1s appropriate,
therefore, that this measure should be introduced at this time,

It is of interest in this connection that my Ministers have reeently
approved of jurors’ fees being increased from 9s. to 16s. per day, Witnesses’
expenses are also to be increased from 6s, per day and in feture may be allowed
up to 16s. per day.

During this Session also my advisers intend to submit te you constitu-
tional legislation of outstanding importance. My Ministers firmly Delieve
that the present constitution of the- Legislative Counecil iz not consistent
with the democratic way of life. Accordingly, a Bill will be introduced ns
early as possible altering the present comstitution of the Legislative Couneil,
and this measure will be follewed by n Bill designed to give to the people the
opportunity of determining whether that Chamber shall, in future, be elected
directly by vote of the people or &y Members of Parliament themselves as at
nresent.

You will be asked, foo, to approve of a measure of greal importanee io
the Publie Service. This is to provide for the establishment of an Independent
Appeals Tribunal for these employees.

My Ministers propose 1o place bsfore you legislation to provide more
stringent penalties In cases of cruelty to animals. At the same time a number
of other desirable amendments to the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act
will be submitted.

In the field of loeal and municipal affairs, you will be invited to cou-
sider a Bill to effect general amendments to the Local Government Act.

My Ministers are conscious of the need for forethought in the develop-
ment of this country, in both urban and rural arcas. A Town and Regional
Planning Bill will be brought forward, the benefieial effects of which should
prove a true legacy to posterity. T.egislation dealing with this important ques-
tion has long been needed, and with the imminence of post-war reconstruction,
the need is accentuated.

You will be asked {o approve a Bill deuling with Tay-by seiling. This
system of trading will receive much-noeded revision in the interests of the
general public, and at the same time the opportunity will be taken to regulate
what is known as “group purchase.”

Considerations of ecquity have also prompted my Ministers to resolve
to seck your approval to a Bill to safeguard the interests of policy-holders under
various fypes of insurance contracts.

In the ficld of public health you will be inviled to consider a Bill for
the purpese of reconstituting the Hospitals Comumnission on a full-time basis.
This is considered to be necessary because of the growth of the public hospitals
system in this State and as a preparation for future expansion of that system.
My advisers propose also 1o submit measures for the revision and modernisation
of the public health and pure food laws.

The Bills mentioned do not exhaust the programmne of legislation whic
my Ministers plan to place before you. Other measures of importance, dealing
for cxample, with such matters as the law of torts, liours of duty of fircmen,
education of blind children and incorporation of the Limbless Soldiers’ Asso-
ciation, will come before you later in the Session, whilst exigencies which
cannot now be foreseen may well demand the submission of other mcasures
for your consideration. .

The future presents great problems which T feel sure will be attacked
with the same courage and in the same spirit of determination whick has
successfully brouglt us {hrough the perils of the past year, and which has
made our land a bright slur in the constellation of the Commonwealth of free
peoples.
