8. Missace From THE CoMuissioNERs :—The Usher of the Black Rod being admitted,
delivered a Mesgzage, that “The Commissioncts request the immediate attendance
of this Honourable House, in the Legiglative Council Chamber, to hear the
Commission for Opening of Parliament rcad”
