choice had fallen upon him, and that he had now to present himself to.
His Excellency as their Speaker,—whereupon His Excellency was pleased to
offer him his congratulations. That he had then, in thé¢ name and én Yehall
of the House, laid claim to all their undoubted rights and privileges,
particularly to freedom of speech in dehate, to free access to His Excellency
when occasion should require, and that the most favourable construction
should on all occasions, be put upon their latiguage and proceedings; to all.
of which His Excellency had readily assented.

Mr. Speaker again expressed his appreciation for the honour the Hdeuse had
been pleased to confer upon him.

8, MINISTERIAL STATEMENT:—Mr. Cahill informed the House that on 15th March,

with a view to reconstructing the Ministry, hie submitted his resignation as
Premier, Ceolonial Treasurcer and Member of the Executive Council to His
Excellericy the Governor, an action which involved the resignation of the
whole of his colleagues.
