to those engaged in rural production and this House endorses the action of the Premier 
in requesting the Commonwealth Government as a matter of urgency to make adequate 
funds available to supplement State assistance in all areas of distress in primary prod-
uction and asks the Commonwealth Government to act in this important matter without 
delay, and amendment (Mr Hills) to add the words "and further that as an immediate 
measure the State Government should guarantee loans made to farmers to a total of 
$50 million; subsidise the balance of interest payments on loans to primary producers 
between 3 per cent and the ruling bond rate; alter the system of valuing rural land 
to relate land values to productivity; consider the effects of probate duty on the 
family farm; and provide employment opportunities through State Government 
agencies such as the Department of Main Roads, the Water Conservation and 
Irrigation Commission and the Department of Public Works, to boost the rural 
economy, and debate adjourned, 375; resumed, amendment negatived, motion agreed 
to, 378-9.
