That Petitioner, having served many years with the 73rd Regiment, st Home,
in this Colony, and in India, as Hospital Sergeant, oventually returned to this Colony, as
Sergeant in the New South Wales Veteran Corps, in the year 1826.

That, with the exception of about six years spent in the corps, and in eharge of the
Government Houses at Sydney and Parramatta, as His Excellency General Darling might
veside at the ome or the other, Petitioncr has been the whole time—abont twenty years—
employed in the service of the Colony, in various capacitics :—us Distriet Constable at
Penrith, 2 years; Sheriff’s Bailiff at Bathurst, 5 years; House Steward at the Sydney
Tofirmary, 7 years; and Messonger and Prineipal Mossenger to the Legislative Council and

Assembly, 6 years,

That, whilst employed as Principal Messenger to the Legislative Council and Assembl ¥s
it was among Petitioner’s duties to remain in aétendance upon the Clerk of your Flonorable
House until despatehed by him with the Votes and Proceedings to the Printer, and at seven
o'clock of the morning of the nest sitting day to be in attendance at the Offices to despateh
the under Messengers with the Votes and other Papers for distribution.

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MEMORANDUM.

With reference to the following Tables, the Registrar General thinks it necessary to
state the data wpon which they are prepared, and to direct attention to one or two points

which, unexplained, might lead to erroneous conclusions.

The population and kouses arc taken from the Census Returns of 1856 ; but it should
be added, with regard to the Return of houses, that in the pastoral parts of the Colony the
Schedules, in most instances, make no mention of the lLabitations of Shepherds and Stock-
men, which are overy way as worthy of enumeration as the numerous inferior dwellings in
the Towns and Villages and agricultural places. The houses in the former class of Schedules

represent esfublishmenis—those in the latter, famtites.

The number of electors in each District is taken from a Return presented to Parlia-
ment in March last, which exhibits, on comparison with the population, proportions varying
from 7% per cent. in the purely Pastoral Distriets to 26 per cent. in the City of Sydney.
This wide range may be accounted for partly by the faet that in the urban and populous
rural places the same names often appear on the Rolls of more than one electorate, and many
of them several times on the same List. This is particulary the case with Syduey and its
vicinity, where the possession by one man of several small freeliolds, or of different gualifica-
tions in different wards, hamlets, or portions of the suburbs, entitles him to be as frequently

enrolled.

The areas are compiled from a Return furnished by the Surveyor General ; they differ
from former statements in one or two instances, but are believed to be correet. The areas of

the Boroughs are, however, disregarded as unimportant to the purpose of the present paper.

The ze steck and culfivation are prepared from various Official Papers, furnished

chiefly by the Colonial Secretary’s Dopartment.

Wherever an asterisk (*) is found, the computation iz approximate. This approxima-
tion ia alse generally stated in round numbers. It has becn carcfully cffected by apportion-
ment and by consideration of the various eircumstanees which are known to affect the result;
and it is confidently submitted 2s in no material instance varying from the truth more than 5

per cent. in either direction.

Necessarily, some blanks have been left, where no reliable data existed.

The correspondence in question so fully explains itself, that I do not feel it incumbent’
on me to do more than to express to you the strong sense entertained by Her Majesty's Govern-
ment of the importance of the subject to which it relates, and to dircet your attention, in
particular, to the closing suggestion of Mr. Wentworth’'s lettor of the 30th ultimo.

I am directed by Mr. Secretary Labouchere fo acknowledge a Memorial
presented by you, ag Chairmav of the Genersl Association for the Australian Colonjcs,
urging on Her Majesty’s Government the importance of introducing into Parliament a Bilk
for the purpose of enabling the Colonies now composing the Australian Group to form a
Tederal Assembly for legislating on subjects of common interest to them, upon the principle
of equality of the number of Delogates from each Provinee.

2. Mr, Labouchere has considered the statements and argements of this Memorial.
with that attention which the great importance of the subject, and the character of the
signatures attached to it, demanded.

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3. He is fully seusible of the imconvenicnce which has already been felt in some
instances in Australia, from the want of any means of joint aetion by the several Celonies;
and be js aware that inconvenience of this kind is likely to be experienced still more
strongly in folure, unless some remedy be found for it.

4. Nuvertheless, after weighing, to the best of his ability, the reasons for and against
the schone submitted to l:im, he Has arrived at the decided opinion that Hor Majesty's
Government would pat, in reality, promote the object of the Memorialists by introducing
suel & measure as that of which the outlines ave given in the Memarial, notwithstanding its
purcly permissive character.

5. Without entering into all the objections to which it appears Lo him exposed, it
mny be sufficient to say, that he cannot think it at all probable that the several Colonies
would consent to entrust such large powers to an Assembly thus constituted, or to he hound
by lawg imposing taxation (such as iz involved, for instanee, in tariff arrangements), or in
the appropriation of money, which is involved In soveral of the suhjeets of legislation
sugeested Ly the Memorialists.  And even if they were to consent in the first instance to
the establishment of such a system, the farther result would, in his epinion, very probably
be dissention and discontent. e docs not, therefore, think that Her Majesty’s Government
ought to introduce a measure of this eharacter, although werely permissive in its provisions,
unless they are convineed that there is a reasnnable prospect of its working in & satisfactory
manncr.  Mr. Labonchere would not consider himself warranted in making such a propogal,
unless he was both himself sutisled that it was founded on just and constitutional prineiples,
and also that there was reason to belicve that it was likely to he acceptable to the Colonies
shich were goncerned ju it.

6. Mr. Labouchere proposes to send copies of this correspendence to the Governors
of the several Ausiralian Colonies for their information; and he will readily give his best
attention to any suggestion which he may receive from those Colonies in reply, with a view
of providing a remedy for defects which experience may bave shewn to exist in their
institutions, and which the aid of arliament is required to remove. To the meantime he
cannot but hope that, even if any attempt to provide for their joint action in a regular and
Linding maouer, by the cstablishment of some genmeral controlling authority, should be
found impracticable or prematare, yet that mach may be done by negotiation lLietween the
accredited ageats for the several local Governments; the results agreed upon hetween such
agents being embodied in Legislative weasures, passed uniformly and in concert by the
eeveral Legislatures.

Tae Memortal of the GENERAL AssocratioN for the AusTRanzaN Cononies,
adopted at o Mecting beld in the City of London, on the 31st day of Mareh,
1857, WiLtiam CnasLEs WENTwoRTH, Baguire, late Member of the Legis-
lature of New South Wales for the City of Syduney, in the Clair,

RESPECTFULLY SHEWETT ~—

That at the time the Constitution now in foree for the Government of New South
Wales was presented by it framers to the Liegislature of that Colony, it was foreseen that a
Tederal Assembly would soon be an indispensalle bond of union for all the Colonics forming
the Australian Group, as the subjoined extract (marked A) from the Report of the Commitree
appointed to prepare the Bill which resalted in that Constitution, will prove.

That the same econviction was strongly impressed upon Earl Grey, as Seerctary of
State for the Colonics, at a much earlier peried, as clauses for the establishment of a Federal
Assembly were introduced by him into the previous Bill for the government of the Australipn
Colonies, though these clauses were subsequently abandened by his lordship from diffieulties
whicli occeurred, or were suggested, in the progress of that measure through the House of
Jommons.

That the want of a federal anthority has heen alveady felt in regard to the estallish-

ment of light-houses in Bass’s Straits, to the eolleetion of austom duties on the River Murray,

which intersects the three Colonies of South Australia, Vietoria, and New Soath Wales, and
to the construction of an clectric telegraph between Adelside and Melbourne.

That, although the light-houses so ndispensable for the safety of the numerous vessels
that are constantly navigating Bags’s Straits have, it ig belioved, at last been undertaken,
under arrangements made after considerable delay, expense, and difficulty, among the Colonies
bound, in justice, to contributc to their ercction and support; and although the clectrie
telegraph between Adelaide and Melbourne is about to procecd, under a similar arrangement,
it is evident that all such arrangements wmust be uncertain and unsatisfactory, so long as the
federal sanction necessary for their legalization is wanting.

That, although by a similar arrangement between the Governments of South Australia,
Victoria, and New South Wales, the custom duties payable on eommoditics convoyed to those
Colonies by the River Murray arve collected in South Australia, and divided among the
Governments of those three Colonics, the result of this clumsy contrivance is, that the duties
only which are payable by law in the Colony of South Australia can be levied there, and
that hence the colonists of Vietoria and New South Wales, consumers of those commodities,
pay a greater or less amonnt of duty than are levialle by law in the Colonies to avhich they
respeetively belong, and in some instances pay duties on commodities not subject-in their own
Colonies to any duty at all.- .

That, under these circumstances, it is not to be wondered at that a strong feeling of
discontent should be growing up among the inhabitants of these Colonies, from their being
compelled to resort to such indircet, tedions, and illegal expedients in substitution of that
federal anthority, without wlich their several constitutions must continue incomplete, as
rogards all measures and undertakings which require the joint action und co-operation of any
two or more of them.

That the amount of inconvenience arising from this want of a federal authority may-
be collected from the speech of the Hon. Mr. 18. Deas Thomson, delivered by him on the
29th of October last, in the Legislative Council of New South Wales, in his capae'ty of Vice
President of the Executive Council, and as’ representing in that lhouse the opinions of the
Parker Ministry; in which speech there is an enumeration of seven matters requiring
nmnediate federal action.  Vide Extract I3.

That in the subjoined extract fram the Melbourne Argus of the 4th of Navember last,
an influential and widely-circulated paper in Victoria, the necessity for establishing at onee a
Federad Asserably is strongly ingisted upon.  Vide Bxtraet C.

That it is understopd that this nceessity has been strongly represented by the
Government of Sonth Australia; and it may be presumed, although responsible government
is only just beginning to take cffcct in the Australian Colonics, that sush representations
have been gencral, from the Governors of the Colonies composing the Australian Group, to
TTer Majesty's Seevetary of State for the Colonies, -

That your Memorialists humbly eonceive, that it is the duty of the Imperial Govern-
ment to anticipate the wants of its Colonics, to sco that their Institations keep pace with
their wants, and not to defer an indispensable enactment like this until grave inconveniences
arise, and produce, as they assuredly must, universal dissatisfuction and complaint. .

That « Federal Assembly can only originate in an Act of Parliament direetly con-
stituting such a body, or giving the Legislatures of the different Colonies, now or hereafter
composing the Australian Group, or any two or more of them, a permissive power to form or
join such a federation, when, and as they may think fis.

That the latter course is that which your Memorialists would press upon your atten-
tion as the most desirable, if not the only practical course which can now be adopted ; but
that, in their opinion, a complete equality of representation, aa between all the Australian
Colonies, should be insisted upon, without reference to the extent of their population, in any
Federal Assemnbly tlat may be formed.

K That
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That this principle of equality is quite as indispensable to the fair representation of
these Colonies in a Federal Assembly, as it is to the fair representation of the several States
of Ameriea in the Senatc of that country; and that the adoption of any other principle
would tend to the undue debnsement and detriment of the weaker Colonies, and to the unfair
exaltation and advancement of the stronger.

That, in the opinion of your Memorialists, a permissive Act of Parliament, which
would enable any two or more of these Colonies to depute an equal number of persons to be
sclected by or from cach Legislature to form a convention, with power to create a Federal
Assembly, and to define, as fur as possible, the various snbjects to which this federal action
should extend, is all the parliamentary interference that is required; and that, in our
opinion, this object would be accomplished by the passing of some such Bill 25 is subjoined,
{marked D.)

That in the event of any jealousy arising in the Colonies, in respect to the place for
bolding the Federal Assembly, or the power of any Governor to assent to or dissent from its
acts, these jealousies, we submit, might he got rid of in the first instance by making the
Assembly perambulatory (as suggested in the article from the Argus), and giving the veto
to its acts only to the Queen ; but as the Bill subjoined does not contemplate or allow any
federal revenue, properly so called, tn be at the immediate disposal of the Federal Assembly,
and as it will be little inore, under these circumstance, than a court of registry for its own
acts, it Is mot conceived that the Colunies generally will feel much intercst in its locality.
The subjects it has to legislate upon arc few, and its sessions will be short.  Fach Colony
represented in this Assembly ought to bear a quota of the expense necessarily attendant
upon it, as well as a just apportionment of the expenses attendant on those acts or measures
in which such Colony may be intercsted.

That in the cvent of any supposed encroachments of authority by the Federal
Asszembly being resisted by any of the Colonies submitted toits jurisdietion, the Privy
Council might be resorted to in order to settle any such difference, until the creation of a
court of appeal for these Colonies generally, or in the last instance after the creation of such
a court.

That your Memorialists do not consider it necessary to o into further details, as they
do not desire that Parliament should legislate directly on this subject, and the necessary
details connected with the proper ercation of n Federal Assembly will rest with the conven-
tion to whom this power may be delegated by the Colonial Legislatures, which doubtless will
select the most competent men they possess for the discharge of this very important function.
The per fection, too, of such details, in the first instance, will be of less unportance if that
permissive Act of Parliament, which your Memorialists request you to bring in and pass with
all convenient speed, shall contain a power cnabling the Federal Asccmbly itself, after it
shall be created, to supply any necessary details which may bhe omitted in its original
congtitution.

In any cstablishment of Federal Guvernment, population and wealth must both have their

weight. It i3 quite clear that if Federal Government were cstablished without soine balance, giving
inereased representation to remote Joculities, the objestion which prompted the separation of ail the 5,

surrounding Colonies from New South Wales would oppose their resnion under any local Government..

The necessity for some foderal system has been demonstrated so elearly hy recent evends, that we -

presnme so sensible maw will deny it any lemger.  There arc questions superior in moment to all cthers
submitted to the legislative body, which cannot be limited to geographical bounds. The lute attempt

to tamper with the price of land was particularly oljectionable, inasmueli as it would interfere with the -+

system estublished throughout the whole of these Colonies, and throw every Colony individually into g ;
foaver of dangerows, and, in the end, useless competition. Lt would bave brought the various land funds s
down to nothing, and, for o time, placed the Colanies of Victoria and Nuw Zoaland, in relation to New )

South Wales, much in the position of rival coachmasters, who begin by lowcering the rate, and go on

until they take their Lassengers for love, and finally ¢rown their liberality by presenting them with a
glorious dinuer, All this might be very amusing and exciting during its short-lived continnanee, hut .
could not certainly estahlish their eredit, or give any confidence in thosc who dealt with the computing -
proprietors.  What is true with refercnce to the conching system, holds good in refercnec to comypetition

of Colonies. 'They cannot guin by vach other's ruin.  Those who trust them wh n they are ontcring
into wild and spiteful rivalry will ouly come in for & very swnall dividend. It is just for the same reg §
son that the interfurence with the tarifl’ proposed by Mr. Cowper would be aspeeially reprehensible, ;
We have our commereinl system dovetailed with that of every adjacent Colony; our capital goes

further by the freedom and facility of transhipment; tirc mercantile houses themselves are to a very .

considerable extent but co-partnerics.  Thus, any tampering with our commereial systam is nat marely

to be deprecated as a violation of free teade, and the impnsition of a dispreportionate hurden upon labor, -

but espeeially as a disturbanee of commereinl confidince, the conscquences of whick cannot be pogsibly
forekuown.  Wo huve already seen the importanee of some arrangement to harmonise the customs of the. .
different Colonies. The pressure of this subject will increase when Moreton Bay ir severed from New
Suuth Wales.  The absurdity of that separation wonld be enormously angmented were the rival
Governments to thwart each other in every other form of petty opposition, or, for the sake of gaining a
fow pounds only, to barass the border trade, and bhesct the rivers with custom-houses and preventive
men. ~We shall have reproduced all the annoyunces and follics of the Mwrray River, unless some ;
arrangement he made Lefurchand to prevent such mischicf. There are innnumerable other points of con-
tact where the interests of the Colony unite, and wlhere rival Governments have ingeniously cstablished
points of contradiction and collision. The postal arrangements, the establishment of lighthonges, the
formation of conrts of appeal, the means of common defonce, the formation of great trunk Hnes of rails
road, the establishment of ¢lectric telegraphe—all these are puints where the intorests of the Colonice
are ane. We are mnot prepared to pay thut 'asmania is so decply concerned. Thus any fellowship
which that valunble dependency will aceept must be defined by itself, and Do of its awn sccking, Tiis
nat at all desivable to thrust upon an island not eonnected necessarily with the Colonies of Nuw Hol
Yand, a commercial and political system which perhaps she may not be inclined to prize.

Buch are some of the great public reasons for geeking a combination of Celonial interests, aod
preventing that miscrable and mischievous rivalry which will impoverish and obstruet them all. Wera
Federal Government cstablished, its land system would be one ; its sceuritics wonld probably he valued -

at a higher priee; its power to borrow in the London market would be augmented by its eoncureent |

action ; great works would be simultancously and unitedly undertaken; the customs reves e would he -
apportioned by rules which would approach as near to equality #s it is possible to do under a system
where the loss aud gain of the different Golonies depend upon the vigilance of the police, or the expert-
ness of smuggloers.

The question, however, remains, how shall this Federation be effected ?  We beliove it might bo -
accomplished, firgt, by the action of the Ylome Government. A law shonld he passed enaliing the.
the Colanies to enter into engagements for defined purposes—of course gubject to the oversight and
approval of the Crown. Having an ¢nabling law and not o comyulkory enactment, they could eithex
allow tho power to slumber, or put it in motion at thcir pleasure. I7 two Colonics—say Moreton .and
New South Wales—chose to esiablish & fedoration, it would be valid .. far as their interests were con-

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gorned. T, acting in a liberal spirit, the Governments of New South Wales and South Australia co-
operate, there can be no question that Vietoria would speedily join, At some future time, when the
Tederation had grown into its full proportion, the nice points which are now enveloped in some difficulty
would admit of svlution. Tt would then be determinable whether Now South Wales, or Victoria, or
some other place not yet known to famne, should he the seat of the federal systam, Or, it might uld-
mately he found possible to commit to cach of the Governments the cxeention of the determinations of
the general body, and thus avoid, for a fimoe at least, anything more than the establishinent of o mere
chamber of regigteatinn, whicl might be also a high court of appeal.

AN these are points which require claboration, but nothing is move certain than that it is impos-
sible for the Clolonies to cuntinue as they are, isolated and antagenistie, lable to have their commercial
and land systens violently shaken, in order that a feeblo ministry may realise the political capital
reipuisite to retain them in power.

BILL TO EMPOWER THE LEGISLATURES OF THRE AUSTRALIAN COLONIES
TO YORM A FEDERAL ASSEMBLY.

WiEREAS it is expedient to empower the several Legislatures of New South Wales,
Vietoria, South Australia, and Tasmania, to form a Tederal Assembly: Be it therefore
enacted, &e., as follows r—

Any two or more of the abovenmned Legislatures are herehy respectively
empowered to seleet and depute any [ fowr] persons, being Members of cither of their
Houses of Legislature, or not Members thereof, to form a convention for the purpose of
creating a Tederal Assembly, with all neecessary powers and incidents, and such Federal
Assembly, when so ereated, shall have power, from time to time, to amend its constitution,
a3 occasion shull require.

2. Such Federal Assembly shall have full power and authority te make laws for such
Federal Colonies on the following subjeets; viz., tariffs, lighthouses, ganges of commecting
railways, navigation of connecting rivers, telegraphs: communicating with any two or more
Colonies, postage between such Colonies, the upset or minimum price of land, management
of the gold ficlds, a common coinage, weights and measures, general defence, a court of
appeal, penal settleinents, and upon any otler subject which shall be lawfully submitted to
such Federal Assembdy Ty an address from the Legislatures of the said Federal Celonics
haviog an interest in the question so submitied.

3. The time and place of holding sueh Tederal Aszembly shall be fixed by the
Covernor General [er senior Governor of the said Federal Culonies,] and the said Governor
General [or senior Gowvernor] shall also have the power o assent to or dissent from the Acts
of the said Federal Aszombly; and such Acts, notwithstanding sueh assent, shall he subject
to the disallowance of Fler Majesty in Council, at any time within one year after such assent
thereto shall Lave been given.

4. The said Federal Assembly shall have power to appoint a President at the com-
meneement of each Session thercof, and oftener, if a vacancy shall arise; and to fix the
amount of its own expenses, and the salaries of its officers, by Acts to be passed from time to
time and nssented to as aforesaid. And all such expenses and salaries, and all other
expenses incident to any Act or Acts of the said Federal Assembly, shall be apportioned by
suck Assembly among the respective Colonies represented in such Federa]l Assembly, in such
proportions as such Assembly shall direet; and all such expenses shall be provided for by
the respective Legislatures thereof accordingly.

5. In the event of any one or more of the said Australian Colonies nof beeoming
members of this Federation in the first instance, such Colony or Colonies, and any future
Colony of the Australian Group not now in existence, and not being a penal Colony or settle-

I am directed by Mr. Secretary Labouchere to acknowledge a Memorial
presented by yom, as Chairman of the General Associaticn for the Australian Colonies, urging
on Her Majesty's Government the importance of introducing into Parliament a Bill for the
purpose of cnabling the Colonies now composing the Auvstralian Group to form a Federal
Assembly for legislating on subjects of common intercsts to them, wpon the prineiple of
equality of the number of Delegatces from cach Provinee.

2. Mr. Labouchere has considered the statements and arguments of this Memorial
with that attention which the great importance of the subject and the character of the
signatures attached to it demanded.

3. Te is fully scnsible of the inconvenience which has alrcady been felt in some
instances in Australia from the want of any means of joint action by the several Colouicif 3

and.
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and he is aware that inconvenience of this kind is likely to be experienced still more strongly
in future, nnless some remedy be found for it. .

4. Nevertheless, after weighing, to the best of his ability, the reasons for and against
the scheme submitted to himi, he has arrived at the decided opinion that Her Majesty's
Government would not in reality promote the object of the Memorinlists by introducing such
a measure ag that of which the outlines are given in the Memorial, notwithstanding its purely
permissive character,

5. Without cntering into all the ohjestions to which it appears to him exposed, it
may be sufficient to say that he cannot think it at all probable that the several Colonies
would consené to cntrust sueh large powers to an Assewbly thus constituted, or to be hound by
laws imposing taxation (such as is involved, for instance, in tariff arrangements), or in.the
appropriation of money, which is involved in scveral of the subjeets of logislation suggested
by the Memorinlists; and, even if they were to consent in the first instance to the establish-
ment of such a system, the farther result would, in his opinjon, very probably be dissension
and discontent, He docg noi, therefore, think that Ier Majesty’s Government.ought to
intreduce a measnre of this character, although merely permissive in ite provisions, unless
they are convinced that there is & reasonable prospect of its working in a satisfactory manner.
Mr. Labouchere would not consider himsclf warranted in making such a proposal, unless he
wag both himself satisfied that it wos founded on just and constitutional principles, and also
that there was reason to believe that it was likely to be acceplalble to the Colonies which
were concerned in 1.

6. Mr. Lahouchere proposes to send copies of this eorr-: pondence to the Grovernors of
the several Australian Colonies for their information, and he wils readily give lis best attention
to any suggestion which hie may receive from those Colonics in reply. with a view to providing
u remedy for defects which experience may have shown to exist i+ their institutions, and
which the aid of Parlinment is required to remove. Tn the meautine he cannot but hope
that even if any attempt to provide for their jeint action in a regular and binding manner,
by the establishment of some general controlling authority, should be found impracticable or
premature, yet that much may be done Dby negotiation hetween the aceredited agents of the
saveral Local (Governments, the results agreed upon between sueh agents being embodied in
legislative measures, passed uniforinly and in concert by the several Legislatures.

In compliance with instructions I have reecived frem His Excellency Governor

Sir Henvy Barkly, I liave the honor to forward you a eopy of an Address which has been
prescoted to him by the Legislative Assembly of Victoria, accompanied by the Report of a
Selcet Committec appointed to inquire into the subjeet of a TFederal Umon of the Aus
tralian Colonies.

T am desired by His ]‘xccl]ency Sir chry Barkly to requcsb that you will bring the
Address, together with the Report, under the notice of His Excellency the Governor General.

Tho expericnce of the last few years Las shewn that questions continually arise which
involve not only the juterest of each Colony mdlwdually hut in \vhlch any action taken hy
one may affect the welfare of all.

In order to deal with these questions, delegates appuinted by the Governments of the
difforent Colonies have met from time to time, and the result of their deliberations has been
communicated to tlie respective Legislatures.

The Report which has been adopted by the Legislative Assembly of Victoria, indieadcs
a desire to invest the delegates of the differcnt Colonies with a more decidedly representative
- character than that which belongs to mominees of the Government.  Althongh this principle
is '*not. objectionable, it remains to be seen whether it can ke satisfactorily carried into
practice under the present eircumstances of the Colonies,

Should & Confercnce be held in accordance with the recommendations contoined in
the Report, it will be the duty of its members to enter into this question, and to decide what
change, if any, should be made in the mode of dealing with subjeots affecting the Australian
Colonies generally.

May I request that vou will move Hig Exzcellency the Governor General to bring the

recommendations contained in the Report before the Legiclature of New South Wales.

Tue necessity.of a Federal Union of the Australian Colonies for legislative purposes, and
the hest means of accomplishing such an union if necessary, having been referred to the
present Committee, they have given these questions of national polity the prolonged and
deliberate consideration which their importance demanded.

On the ultimate necessity of a Federal Union there is bhut one opinion. Your

Commitiec are unanimous in believing that the interest and honor of these growing States
would be promoted by the establishment of a system of mutual action and co-operation among
them, Their interest suffers, and must continue to suffer, while competing tariffs, natural-
tzation laws, and land systems, rival schiemes of immigration, and of ocean postage, a clumsy:
and inefficient method of communicating with each other, and with the Home Government,
on public business, and a distant and expensive system of judicial appeal exist; and the

honor and importance which constitute so essential an element of national prosperity, and the -
absence of which invites aggression from foreign enemies, cannot perhaps 1n this generation

belong to any single Colony of the Southern Group ; but may, and we are persuaded would,
be specdily attained by an Australian Federation representing the entire.

Neighbouring States of the second order incvitably become econfederates or enemies,
By becoming confederates so early in their career, the Australian Celonics would, we believe,
immenscly cconomize their strength and resources. They wou! 1 substitute a common national
interest for loeal and conflicting interests, and waste no more time in barren rivalry. They
would enhance the national credit, and attain much earlier the power of undertaking works
of serious cost and importance. They would mot only save time and money, but attain
inereased vigor and accuracy, by treating the ldrger guestions of jublie policy at one time
and place ; and in an Assembly, which 1t may be presumed, would consist of the wisest and
most experienced statesmen of the Colonial Legislatures, they would set up a safeguard
against violence or disorder—holding it in check by the common sense and common force of
the Federation. They would possess the power of more promptly calling new States into
existence throughout their immense territory, as the spread of population required it, and of
enabling euch of the existing States to apply itself, without conflict or jealousy, to the special
industry which its position and resources render moss profitable.

The time for accomplishing such a Federation is naturally a point upon which there
are a variety of opinions ;-but we are unanimous in helieving that it s not t00 soon to invite
& mutual understanding on the subject throughout the Colonies. MMost of us conceive that
the time for union is come. It is now mere than eight years since the Privy Council reported
to Her Majesty that ¢ the want of some such general authority for the Australian Colonies
began to he seriously felt.” At present, a Federal Assembly would not only have the control
of a larger territory than any of the Great Powers possess in Hurope, but of a population
exceeding that of several of the smaller Sovereign States, and of a revenus which equals or
cxceeds the revenue of the Kingdoms of Belgiom, Sweden and Norway, Hanover, Holland,
Nuples, Hungary, Turkey, Bavaria, Saxony, or Greecc. Some of the most renowned
Federations in history had less population or wealth, and certainly possessed infinitely inferior
ageneies of Government than belong to an age of telegraphs and railways.  *

On the best means of originating such an union we are unanimous. No single Colony .
ought to take cxolusive possession of a subject of such national importance, or venture to
dictate the programme of union to the rest. The delicate and important questions connected °

-

with the precise functions and authority of the ¥
on the threshold of the inquiry, can be solved only by a Conference of delegates from the

respective Colomies. Tho course we recommend, therefore, is, that such a Conference should

be immediately invited. To it will properly belong the duty of determining whether the
plan of union to be submitted to the people shall propose merely o Consultative Couneil,
authorized to frame propositions for the sanction of the State Legislatures, or a Federal
Hxecutive and Assembly, with supreme power on national and inter-colonial questions; or
some compromise between these extremes. And to it also must be referred minor questions,
such as the following, which press for a decision :— ;

If 2 Consultative Couneil be adopted—Can it act.withont the aid of ministers charged
to submit measures for its consideration 7 Is it desirable to constitute it a court of impeach-
ment for the Colonics? Shall its deliberations be restricted to ceriain specified questions ;
and if so, t0 what questions? -

If the plan embrace a Yederal Legislature and Exeeutive—Is the Legislature to
cousist of one or two branches? Must an absolute majority of its members, or the represen-
tatives of a certain number of States concur, to make its decisions Jaw 7 Are its Jaws to take
effect directly on the entire population of Australia, or only after the assent of their respective
States?  Are they to be administered by the existing Colonial Judicatures, or by Federal
Courts 7 If its orders are violated by any State of the Federation how are they to be enforced ?
Bhall .it posscss the power of taxation, or only of assessment on the respeetive States? )

In either case—Where shall the Federal body sit; or shall it be rotatory? If the
latter—Shall the Governor of the Btate where it sits for the time being exercise the royal
prerogative on its bills, or must they ke sent to the Governor General or senior Governor ?

These, and similar questions, must be determined before a coherent scheme of federa-
tion can be framed ; but we do not feel at liborty to offer any opinion upon any of them.

In order to invite a Uonference of the Colonies it is necessary to make some specific
propositions, and we, therefore, recommend :—

1. That the Legislatures of New South Wales, South Australia, and Tasmania, be

requested to select three delegates each, two of whom might be Members of
Assombly, and ono a Member of Council, to meet three delegates from this Colgny.

ederal Assembly, which present themselves -
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2. That these delogates assembled in Confercnce be empowered fo frame a plan of
federation, to be afterwards submitted, for approval, either to the Colonial Legis-
latures, or dircctly to the people, or to hoth, as may be determined ; and to receive
guch further Jegislative sanction as may appear negessary.

8. That the expenditare incident to the Conference shall be horne by the respeetive
Colonies, in whatcver proportions may he fixed by the Conference itself.

4. That the Conference shall hold its meetirgs in whatever place the majority of the
dclegates may determine; their decisions being interchanged in writing within a
month of their clections being completed.

If your Honorahle House think fit o adops these recommendations, it will be necessary
to present an address to His Excellency the Governor, praying that he may communicate
with the Governors of the other Colonies named, requesting them to submit the proposal to
their respective Legisiatures for conzideration.

And we would further recommend that this Report be communicated by Message to
the other ITouse, inviling their concurrence in the selection of delegates for Victoria, in easc
the project is accepted by the other Colonies.

In conclusion, your {Jommittee arc fully convinced that a negotiation demanding &0
much eaution and forbearanee, so much foresight and experience, must originate in the
mutual action of the Colonies, and cannot safely be relegated even to the Imperial Legiz-
lature.

I have to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch, No. 178, of the 17th
November, last.

I now transmit to you a new Warrant, which the Queen has been pleased to issue,
appointing the Military Officer next in seniority te the Major-General Commanding the
Troops in the Australian Comiand, the President of the Legislative Council, and the
Colonial Secretary for New South Wales, to administer the Government in the event of the
Governor’s death or absence; and I have to request, that you will return to me Her Majesty's
pravious Warrant of the Ist July, 1856,

Without entering into the objections which may be urged against a Colonial Secretary
being selected to administer the Government of n Colony, even temporarily, it must be Lorne
in mind that, in the present case, the Colonial Secretary is not the Sole Administrator; and
that it is not unimportant that the two other Administrators should have the assistance of
the Prineipal Administrative Officer, as being the person presumed to be the bést acquainted
with the views and measures of the Government of which he is the leading Member.

In substituting a Military Officer for the Chief Justice, I have not deemed it
cxpedient that that Officer should be the Major-General Commanding the Forces. It has
appeared to me that the interests eommitted to the Major-General's charge require that he
should-not absent himself from Victoria.

As it is impossible to foresee who may be the Military Officor upon whom it might
devolve to act under Her Majesty's Dormant Commission, you will observe that power is
given to the President of the Legislative Council and to the Colonial Secretary to administer
the vacant Government until the arrival of the Military Officer in the Colony.

But under
the system of Responsible Government, this officer will be among those who will assume and
resign office on political grounds, and it is obvions that a functionary so circumstanced ought
not, in justice to himself as well as the community, to be entrusted with the Government of
the Colony during any casual vacaney.

According to a practice formerly prevalent, and still adopted in various of ITer
Majesty’s Colonies, the Officer in Command of Her Majesty’s Troops would he entrusted with
this duty. But while New South Wales is rapidly advanciag in importance, the great
internal changes in its socicty have cnabled Yer Majesty's Government to reduec considerably
the number of troops to which its defonce is entrusted, and it would be highly inconvenient
that a military officer should be charged with functions of so important & character to which
hig,rank in the service would be inappropriate.

Her Majesty’'s Government have therefore determined to revert to u practice not
unknown in former Colonial Administration. The Warraot now transmitted to you vests
the Government, in the event of your death or absence, in the Chicf Justice, the President
of the Legislative Council, and the Colonial Sceretary, joingly.

8. I may observe also, that at present in New South Wales the Chicf Justice Is
President of the Legislative Council, and the Government, therefore, in case of my death or
absence would practically vest in the Chief Justice and the Colonial Secretary.  The position
of the latter Officer as leader of the Ministry in the Legislature would seem to disqualify him
for an appointment us head.of the Exeentivealso. I have not thought it neceszary to publish
the Despateh or the Warrant; but I have communicated the substance to the Chief Justice,
and have directed the Warrant to be recorded in the Office of the Colonial’ Secretary, with
whom, in case of the contingency occurring which may make it necessary to act upon it, the
responsibility of making it public and taking action upen it will devolve.

that it is not unimportant that the two other Adwministrators should have the assistance of
the Principal Administrative Officer, as being the person presumed to be the hest aequainted
with the views and meagures of the Government of which he is the leading Member.

In substituting a Military Officer for the Chief Justice, I have not deemed it
expedient that that Officer should be the Major-General Comnanding the Forees. It has

appeared to me that the intercst ecommitted to the Major-Generals charge require that he

should not absent himself from Vicboria.

As it is impossible to foresee who may be the Military Officer upou whom it might
devolve to act under TTer Majesty’s dormant Comnission, youw will observe that power is
given to the President of the Legislative Council and to the Colonial Seerotary to administer
the vacant Government until the arrival of the Military Officer in the Colony.

through the instrumentality of a Mercantile Firm of high standing, all the Commereial
Business hitherto managed by Bdward Barnard, Dsquire, the Colonial Agent General, and

2. The business to be conducted by the Commereial Agent of the Government whom
it is now sought to appoint will be varions and extensive ; but strictly confined to sueh trans-
actions as a Mercantile House can properly undertake ; and will not include those more pro-
perly classed as Banking Transactions, (which will pass through the Oriental Bank,) nor the
business of Emigration. : )

3. 1t is proposed that the arrangement shall continuc in foree for three years.

4. By the arrangements already made by the Government, the Commercial Agent
will not at any time be calied upon to come under any Cash Advances.

5. On all occasions when Orders are scnt for Goods on account of any Branch of the
Public Serviee, Letters of Credit for the full amouns of indent will be furnished, whieh will
be availed of, as the same may be required, in Cash by the Cheque of the Commercial Agent
upon the Qriental Bank Corporation in London

G. The whole of the cutlay in England for Railway Plant and Relling Stock will, for
the present, form a porticn of the business to be confided to the Commercial Agent of the
Government. I may menfion that the vote of Parliament for 1857 for cutlay npon Rails
alone, for the extensions north, west, and sonth of ihe Jincs already commenced, amounts to

. £107,000, orders for which must be put in hand immediately; but the sums reguired for a

gervice of this nature must necessarily be variable.

7. The whole of the Supplics for the Colonial Serviee, iucluding the Storckeeper’s
Department, in which are eonsumed 8lop Clothing, Saddlery, Ironmongery, Blankets, Wollen,
Iron, Oil, Fittings for Tight Houses, Lanterns, Arms, Accoutrements, Uniforms, &e., and a
multiplicity of articles strietly cominz within the scope of mercantile dealings and agency,
together with the Insurance Account, will form portions of this business.

Referring to the correspondence which has taken place between myself and
your firm on the subjeet of the Government Commercial Ageney, I have now to inforin you
that the proposal contained in your letters of the 17th and 18tk July having been yesterday
laid by me before the Exceutive Council, have heen accepted by the Government.

Before taking steps to draw up a contract, I beg to add a few remarks by way of
interpretation of certain paragraphs in my cireular letter of 23rd June.

As to paragraph 5, it is to be understood, that no eash be drawn upon the Oriental
Bank, excepting for payment of actnal outlay with parties supplying goods, or for other
purposes included in the meaning of the Ageney.

The Government having reciprocal interest account with the Oriental Bank, by
which they receive eredit; for mterest on the credit side of their account, no demand should
be
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be made till the cash be due, and as a rule the payments shonld bz made diérect to the parties
entitled.

A discretion will be left to the Agent to draw for small accounts or disbursements in
a lump sum, from time to time; but ag a rule, the above mode of payment should be adhered
to.

The OrteNTAL Bank will he instructed to keep a scparate account of such letfers of
Credit.  As to paragraph 9, by the indirect advantages here mentioned is meant the command
of shipping which the dead weight will give to the Agent.

Tt iy not contemplated that the consignment of the ships to he employed must nece-
sarily be made to the Agent, hut it will be open to him to receive such consignments, always
provided that the freights paid for the Government shipments-be the lowest eurrent rafes of
freight on first-class ships for dead weights and measurement goods at the time the Govern-
ment goods may be shipped.

The -Agent will at-all times be liable to be called upon to show that this understand-
ing is carried out. i .

1t is nat contemplated to take from the Agent the commission on consignment of the
ships or the colleotion of freights usual in all such cases, but the Agent must make the hest
bﬁ:gain possible for the Government in each ease, without reference to the consignment of
the ships or the collection of the freights. Paragraph 10 must be strictly interpreted
snbject to the above remarks on paragraph 9, and ta the exception in fardur of the Agent as
to brokerage and allowances by underwriters contained in paragraph 10. .

The insuranece must also be effected at all times at the lowest current rates, 4nd with
all the usual eonditions for payment of particular average on goods liable to sea damage.

In case of loss the Agent will receive the sum insured, and pay the amount actuslly
received, without deduetinn, to the credit of the Government, at the Oriental Bank; special
direction will be given as to the repetition of shipments in case of loss in particular eages.
Paragraph 11. It will be left to the discretion of the Agent to employ the hest tradesmen
at the chenpest rates, in all cases, unless the goods supplied by the Government Contractor,
having been found suitable in the Colony, shall be directed to be purchased as heretofore.
It is expected that Mr, Barnard will take such steps as will coable the Goverpment Commer-
cial Agent to avail himself (as he, Mr. Barnard, has done,) of the Government contracts
wherever found advantageous.

There are numerons minor duties which the Government Commercial Agent will be
expected to perform without speeial remuneration; such as the purchasing and forwarding of
all Parliamentary Papers, Acts of Parliament, Blae Books, or other documents of interest to
the Colony; as well ag any publications of a public charvacter, a3 Radlway tnformation, Sta-
tisties, Reports, &e:, which he may decm it important that the Goversment of New South
‘Wales should possess, )

All actual expenses ineurred in such purchase will, of course, he allowed; and the
Government will feel indebted to the Agent for a zealous performance of this, as woll ag all
other, dutics which come within the seope of an interested Ageney for the Colony, but which
cannot ut this moment be specially pointed oul.

I have to beég, that you will, in reply, express your acgniescence in the understanding
implied therein, when the papers shall be placed in the hands of the Law Officers of the
Crowp, whp will be instructed to draw up an agreement forthwith,

Tt is probable that action will be taken upon it by the next overland mail. .

Referring to the Proceedings on the 7th instant, with respeet to the Kstablish-
ment of a Commercial Ageney in London, His Execilency the Governor General now lays
before the Couneil & Minute by the Honorable the Colonial Treasurer, submitting the answers
which have been received from ten out of sixteen Mercantile Firms to whom a Circular was
addressed, in pursuance of the reeommendation of the Council on the above date.

2. Of these ten Firms cight have made substantive proposals, a précis of which
accompanics the Treusurer's Minute, and it may be sufficient to state, without detailing the
saveral offers, that they range from 2 per cent. Commission on outlay, with } per ecnt. on
Tusurance effected, to an offer to transact the Commercial Business of the Colony without
Coemmission, and to pay a Bonus of One Thousand Guineas for the appointment.

3. Upen a comparison of the Tenders thus submitted for their consideration, the
Cuuncil feel no hesitation in advising that the Honorable the Colonial Treasurer he anthorised
to cnter into megotintions with Messrs. G A. Lloyd and Co., from whom this last offer
cmanates, for the conduct of the Governwent Commercial Agency in London on the basis of

The (iovernment propose to confide to one Banking Institution the payment of

the whole of the dividends ou New South Wales Government Debentures traunsmitted to
England, instcad of making suchk payments (as at present) partly through the Colonial Agent
General, Mr. Barnard, and partly through the Bank of New South Wales in Londen.

It is estimated that these payments, which amount now to about £50,000 a year, will
within the next five years very largely increase.

Tt js proposed that the arrangement now indicated by the Government shall extend
over the next five years.

Tle Government desire to retain the option of remitting to London, by Bank Drafis,
(such Drafts to be purchased at the exchange of the day from the Inmstitution, meking the
arrangement now under consideration) or of placing funds in London by the sale of Govern-
ment Debentures, to be confided to the Bank employed in making the payments.

It jg proposed to intrust to the Bank all other Debentures which mey be s0ld in
London on Government account, in case it should be resolved to provide for payments on
sccount of the public service for contracts or suppl:es, (or otherwise) by the sale of Government
Debentures in the London Market.

It is further proposed, that the whole of the monctary transsctions of the Colony, in
London, should be conducted by the Bank, including the payment of Pensions payable in
England; the payment on aceount of the Emigration service; and such advances ag may be
necessary from time to time, to provide for orders transmitted to England for Supplies for the
Public Service.

It is not possible to ostimate, with any probable approach to accuracy the whole
amount which will pass through the bands of the Bank during the next five yenrs, but it
must, from the force of circumstances, be very large.

It is forther proposed, that the Bauk undertaking to transact the whole of the
Government business, may be called upon to advanee in London, upon Debentures transmitted
to London for sale, to the extent of 90 per cent. of the value of such Debentures, and that
such advance may be expected under particular circumstances to extend o guch a period as
may cnable the Bank to sell the Debentures placed in their hands, at » limit to be named.

The Bank will be so good as to state at what rate of interest, and whether fixed or
fluctuating, the Bank will consent to undertake these advances.

I have now o request that you will do me the favor to inform me, at your early
convenience, in what terms, :f at all, your Bank would fecl disposed to undertake thts
business.

Where such payments are roquired to be made by the Bank’s drafts on London, the
same will be negotiated az the rate of the day.

Where the payments arc to be provided out of the proceeds of Debentures transmitted
foré sale, the Bank will charge @ comnidssion of () ene-half per eentum on the amount of such
sales.

The Bank in London will allow interest to the Government on the halamee at any
time lying in their hands, and will charge interest on any overdraft; both the interest
charged and the interest allowed fluetuating with the Bank of England rate of the day,
according to the custom of London Bankers.

Tt remains for adjustment. whether the Government propose to place & limit upon the
gale of the Debentures in London below whieh the Bank shall not dispose of them even to
provide for required dishursements.

Also, whether the Government propose to place in the Bank’s hands Dehentures of a
terminable or interminable character, as the market value of the latter elass has not yet been

As T find that T was under a misapprehension, and that the advances here spoken of
would have to be made in London, I beg to reply to that paragraph thus—

This Corporation will advance in London, to the extent of ninety per centum of the
value of Debentures trausmitted for sale, if necessary ; such advances extending over a period
gufficiently long to enable the Government to give an amended limit.

Should the Government not be disposed to Jeave the question of interest on advances
to he made in London an open one, to be regulated by the rate of the day, (a plan which
would, in the long run, be more advantageous to the Government, in all probability, than
any other,) I ean name for the consideration of Government a fixed rate.

Referring to my letter dated 20th February, upon the subject of the Banking

Ageney of this Government, to be conducted in Londun, on terms, a portion of which are
therein set forth, I beg to call your attention to the fullowing important peints which have
relation to the subject matter of that letter, and to crave your reply to the following remarks
and queries, arising out of your letter to me, dated 25 February last, upon the same business.

1. The limit as to price to be named here, for the zale of Government Debentures
in London,

2. The interpretation of the terms «“ 90 per centum upon the value of Debentures”
transmitted for sale.

3. The limit to the amount which this Government may require to be advauced
in London, upon the security of Debentures lodged for sale at any one time.

4. The brokerage chargeable on the gale, in addition to the commission proposed,
of L per cent.

5. The time during which the Bank should hold the Debentures transmitted for
gale to London, in case the price named as a limit should not at the time be
obtainable.

6. The rate of exchange on drafis on Londen which this Government may buy in
the Colony for remittance to London.

I will treat them in this order as concisely as possible, before proceeding to 2 fow
querices to which T will ask you to be so good as to reply.

As to No. 1, T propese that the limit to be named shall, as a general rule, bo regulated
by the selling price in the Colony at the time the Debentures are lodged with the Bank
for trensmission to London.  Assuming that after the complete establishinent of Steam Com-
munication with England the London Market will almost always be in advance of the Colonial
Market for these securities, 1 think this a reasonable principle upon which to fix the limit
for sale in London,

2. The proposed advance in London of 90 per centum is to be caleulated upon the
nominal or capital value represented by the Debentures themasclves.

3. This Govermment will not propose, at any one time, to call upon the Bauk to
advance in London a lavger amount than £252,000,—Dehentures to the value of £280,000
being lodged with the Bank at the time.

4. The Brokerage chargeable upon the sale of Dohentures in London in addition to
the commission of 4 per cent. proposed by the Bauk, will be the lowest rate charged on the
Btock Kxchange on large transactions, suppoesed to be 4, or 2s. Gd per ceut.

When sales are effected by the Bank withont the intervention of a broker, the com-
mission of § per cent. will cover brokerage.

5. I propose that in case of an adverse money market in London upon the srrival of
Dehentures transmitted for sale by the Government, the Bank shall hold such Debentures
at the limit named here, for 6 months certain, or until a reply can be received from the
Colony, this Government rescrving the option of making remittances in the Bank's Bills to
cover any advance which the Bank may have come uander in London; or of dirceting o sale
at the rate of the day, or of autlhorising the Bank to raise money upon the Debentures in
London, at the cost and charge g.f this Government, '

6. The rate of exchange at which this Government shall purchase the Bank’s Drafts,
for remittance to England for all purposes, shall be the drawing rate upon London of the
majority of the Banks, in Sydney, at the time.

I now proceed to request that you will favour me with replies to the following queries,
or with the information required in each.

Will you furnish me with-—

1. The Charter of Incorporation of the Oriental Bank, a certified copy.
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2. Instructions to Colonial Imspector General, ard, if possible, those to yourself in
particular, or any decument or documents fully explaining the position and powers
of the Imspectors, and espeeially of your owu, to bind the Corporation by a contract
of the nature and extent of that implied in this correspondence.

3. A list of Sharcholders of the Oriental Bank, showing the stock held by each.
4, A statement of the aggregate peid up capital of the Bank.

b. Any farther information with whieh you may favour me, and whick may have
a bearing upon the subject under consideration.

In conclusion, I would beg to be understood that T am not in a position, until I receive
satisfactory answers to the contents of this letter, to decide upon the respective merits of the
various offers made by five of the highly respectable Banking Institutions of the Colony,
and that the proposals coutained in yoar communication of 25th February, must not be con-
sidered as in any way nccepted, because 1 have opened up the questions lierein eontained.

I have the honor to acknowledge receipt of your letter of the 27th instant.
This letter divides itself under two hends :—
Firstly, the terms which the Government propose as the lasis of the
negotiation ; aund,
Secondly, certain guerics addressed cspecially to this Bank.

As it would appear that this second division of the subject must be disposed of before
the first can be entertained, I proceed to address myself to the points thercin mentioned.

I wiil merely remarle, before doing so, that this Corporation has not only shewn on
all oocasions, sinee the extension of its business to this Colony, every disposition to lay bare
its position, but has urged upon the Government to examine inte some of its affairs, (as when
asking for a periodical inspection of its reserves in coin).

We are now asked, in the first place, to exhibit a certificd copy of the Charter of
Incorporation.

In answer to which request, I beg to obscrve that a copy of the Cliarter was forwarded
before the establishment of thig branch direet from the Secretary of State for the Colonies to
the (then) Governor General; and such copy should be now in existence amongst the records
of Government. The Charter has also been enrolled at the Supreme Court of this Colony,
in order that its volidity may not, and eannot, be ealled in question.

I have no copy of the Charter in my possession which has any certificate attached to
it ; but I hand herewith a notarial copy of a Treasary Warrant, addressed to the * Chairman,
Deputy Chairman, and Cours of Directors of the Oriental Bank Corporation,” authorizing the
cstablishment (hy the Court) “ of Banks or Braneh Banks at Sydney, and Mclbonrne for the
* purpose of carrying on general Banking Business, under the provisions of the Royal Charter

“ granted to you for that purpese, together with all the rights dc., thereby conferred upon
 your said Corporation.”

There thus exist three sources, any one of which must be held to be incontestable
evidence of the fact; and these have been provided with that express objest in view.

The sccond point raised is,  the instructions to Colonial Inspectors in general, and, if
¢ possible, those to myself in partienlar, with any document explaining the position and
* power of any such Tnspector, and especially my own powers.”

There is no officer in this Corporation bearing the title of « Colonial Inspector.”
The Inspector of this Bank is not a resident in any place where the Corporation transacts its

business,
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business, but travels about from time to time, to the varioui places where its Establishments
exist.

The entire conduct and control of the business of the Corporation in any particular
Colony, or Provinee, is entrusted to a  Manager and Principal Officer.”

That office is held at present by myself, and has been votified in the Gazette (of 5
Desember, 1854) for general information « by His Excelleney’s command.”

T hand however an original estract from the Minutes of the Coart of Directors, the
gecond resolation of which you will find runs thus:

Rezolved,—
« That Mr. George Kilgour Ingelow be appointed, and he is hcre])y appointed
“ Manager of the Bank established. at Sydney, and Principal Officer of the Cor-
‘ poration in New South Wales.”

and I further hand the original of a Power of Attorncy, to which las been attached in the
presence of 2 Notary Public, the Common Scal of the Corporation.  This power is in favour
of sundry individuals (myself included) amongst its servants abroad.

You arve thus in possession of documents showing the position and the powers of the
writer.

The third point is a List of the Sharcholders of the Bank, showing the stock held by
each.

I'hand, in compliance with this request, a list of persons holding shares in the
Corporation at the 31st December last, certified to be so, by the Sub-Manager of the Bank in
London. This document is sent out for registration in the Supreme Court here. It doesnot
statc the number of shares held by each individual shareholder.

The fourth poiht is o statement of the aggregate paid up capital of the Bank.

Below I hand copy of a paragraph from a letter, from the Head Office in T.ondon,
addressed to this braneh. The original of this letter T shall be happy to exlibit for con-
firmation of the correciness of this extract.

“T have to inform you, that the Dircctors have deelared a dividend of £1 5s. per
¢ shave, being at the rate of 10 per cent. per annum, for the half-year ended 30th June last,

I proceed, in continnation of my letter of the 80th ult., to reply to the propositions -
contained in your letter of the 27th idem, as the basis on which the Government is disposed
to treat. '

No. 1.—The limit to be given for the sale of the securities, whick it is proposed shsll
be regulated by the then selling price in the Colony.

This proposed regulation is founded upen the assumption that the London market
will always be in advance of the Colonial.

Allowing that the Grovernment is eorrect in this view, it must necessarily follow that
if the Bank is unable to dispose of the securities at the limit named, the Government will be
losers, as they must on receipt of advice from Londen to that effect, cither direct a sale at the
Tate of the day, or sell Debentures iu this market in order to remit Bills to London to pay
off the advances made there ; and the rate the Government could then sell at, here, would

. : {grantio g
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(granting your assumption) be below the London quotations, which the Bank were restricied
from selling at; and in additicn to this Joss in price, there must be added the preminm of
Exchange for Bills on England.

If the sale therefore miscarry in the first instauce, the Government must be losers by
the interference of their limit, but for the one ¢hanee of their taking the option of directing
s sale in London without limif, and the market having in the meantime improved.

I need hardly remark that the balance of the chances are very much against the
Qovernment, What object, therefore, do they gain by the imposition of this Hmit?

I would illustrate this argument by the present position of the two mazkets.

The last sales in Londoen are reported at, say, par.

The last public sale here was at £98 10s,

The limit given now, if a tranzaction was entered into, would therefore he £98 10s,,
and when the Debentures reach England the price there has, say, fallen to £98—they
cannot therefore be sold—and the advances made upon them must be provided for by the
@overnment gelling in this market at some price below 98—say at 964 (which is only
allowing the present small marginal difference) and these proceeds are invested in Bills
on Eogland at 24 per cent. premium :—here is a loss of 4 per cent.

These remarks are addressed to the Government’s own view of the matter; but T
doubt very much if the position assumed, as regards the London Market being always in
advanee of the Colonial, is one that will prove itself eorrect. At the presemt moment it
does not hold good ;—sales have been made, within the last few days, by this Bank at 100
to 101 ;—the Colonial priee is therefore actually in advance of the London; and looking
to the past, and present state of the two money markets, the tendency has been, and still i,
towards tightness of money in England, and towards ease here.

. The price charged in England for the use of money in Mereantile Cireles, is greater
there than here; thercfore, in this view of the case, there will be ne margin given at ail.

Y would thercforc beg to snggest a rceonsideration of this proposal;—The more
stringent the limit the greater the likelihood of the sale miscarrying, with consequent loms
to the Government ;—the more liberal therefore the mit the better ;—no lmit would be the
best. The Bank could not compromise the Government by being entrusted with an solimited
power of sale ;—they must negotiate the Securities in the open Market at the rate of the
day—(indeed let the Government insist that no sale shall be made by private contract if
they like)—but should this be a position the Government feel they are not authorized to
place themselves in, let the limit given be such as will in all reasonable probability ensure a sale.

SBuppose a margin is given of 5 per cent. on the last London sales, suy at 95, and
gupposc that from a continued adverse state of the Money Market in England they cannot
be sold at better than this limit; it would be much better for the Governent that they
shoald be sold at that price than that a higher limit should render a sale abortive ; for even
allowing that the price here could be maintained at 2 per cent. HIGHER than the London
quotation the Government would still lose money, for, deducting the premium of Exchange, a
sale here at 07 (against a London quotation at 95) would only net 944 —and, hesides, thera
would be a loss of interest.

I propose, therefore, that the Government give a not less limit than 5 per cent. on the
last reported London sales ; and when advices show a tendency towards increased tightness.
of money, aud a falling market for securities, that this limit be enlarged.

No. 2.—Proposes that the advances made in London, shall be at the rate of 90 per cent.
on the nominal or eapital value.
T sce no objection to this proposition.

No. 3.—That the Government will not at any oue time call upon the Bank to advance,
under terms of No. 2, upon more than £230,000 of Debentures. .

I see no objection here, exeept on the grounds that at present it is mere assumption

that securities of the present charseter will sell readily in England, and that until we have

some definite information, it wonld be prudent not to run to the ful] extent of the above
amount. :

- No. 4—The Brokerage and Bank’s Commission—
1. The former to be the lowest rate charged on the Stock Exchange on large
transactions. '

2. The latter to be one-half per cent. _ i
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8. No Brokerage to be charged when sales are made without the intervention of a
Broker.

These terms are agreed to.

No. 5—That in ease a sale misearries in the first instance, (1) the Bank shall hold the
Debentures for six months certain, or until a reply can be received from the
Colony; (2) the Government then to have the option of making remittances in-
Bank Bills to cover those Advances; or, (3) direct a sale, at the ratc of the day;
or, {(4) nuthorize the Bank io raisc money upon the Debentures, at the cost and
charges of the Government.

In reply—(1}) is agreed to, it being of course understood, as stated in my former
lotter, that the Bank will raise money, or advance it themselves, at the rate of the day.
(2, 8, and 4,) These alternatives at the discretion of the Government are agreed to.

No. 6.—The Government's definition of what constitutes the rate of the day is agrecd to.

I am favoured with your letter of the 4th instant, in continuation of the corres-
pondence upon the subject of the Banking Agency for this Goveroment in England.

The point in my letter of the 27th wltime, to which you mnainly direct your remarks,
ig, that which touches the limit to be agreed upon for the eale of our Debentures in Tondon.

I retain my cpinion that the London market price will be in advance of that obtained
in Sydney—not perhaps invariably or without exception,—but as a general rule.

T admit, at the same time, that the margin of I4 per cent., (that ia the difference
between £08 10s, the last Colonial rate for large amouats, and par the last English sale of
£100,000) is perbaps rather small, and I sec some force in your argument—that if by
accident the limit named shonld be just abore the rate obtainable in Tiondon at the time of
the arrival for sale of any particular lot of Debentures upou which the Bank had conmsented
to come under advance—the Government would suffer by the reference back to the Colony
before those Dehentures eould be disposed of.

' At the same time, I eannot concur in your suggestion that “no limil would be best.”
The duty of the Government kere would no doubt point cut, in case of a failure to sell their
securities ab a reasonable rate in the London market, thata stop should be put to their further
issue, even ab the risk of suspending important public works, until a more favourable peried
for their prosecution on borrowed money.

What that reasonable rate should be it is by no means casy to fix—and cven if now
agreed upon, it must doubtless be Hable to modification under special cireumstances.

Upon the whole I am disposed so far to alter my former proposal as to name af present
the limit of 95 per cent. for the sale of Debentures in London—that is, 5 per cent. below
the last aseertained selling rate for large amounts.

Thig propesal will, I doubt not, meei with your eoncurrence.

I do not quite agree with the 20d paregraph of 3rd page of your letter, but I will not
stay to enlarge upon that portion of it now. _

The proposal to fiz o limit for the sale, you will guite understand, cmanates from no
distrust that the Bank will do their best for the Government. This I quite assume—that they
will always be certain to prove that they accomplish.

With reference to the remaining portion of your letter as to my various proposals.—

No. 2 being agreed to.

No. 3 being agreed to. I would merely add that the Government do not contemplate
«calling upon the Bank to advance the whole or necarly the whole sum of £250,000 until
advices can have heen received of the sale of the first Debentures remitted.

No. 4 being agreed to.

No. 5 being agreed to.

No. 6 being agreed to.
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I have only to reply by acknowledging your answer which is so far satisfactory.

On receipt of your acknowledgment of this, agreeing to the proposed limit on the sales
;0 London, I will lay the Correspondence hefore my honorable colleagues, and be then pre-
pared to give you o definite onswer as to the acceptance or atherwise of the terms propozed
for the conduct of the Banking Agency of this Government in Great Britain.

AMOUNY TO BE ADVANCED AT ANY ONE TIME I¥ LoNDoN.—The amount to be demanded
from the BANK, at any one time, on advance, upon DEBENTURTS deposited for sale shall never
exceed £252,000 (Two hundred and fifty-two thousand pounds) ; that is the advance of 90 per
cent. upon DEBENTURES amounting in value to £280,000 (Two hundred and eighty thousand
poands.)

been, privately, submitted to you and approved of—has been, this day, submitted to His
Excellency the Governor General and Executive Council, and I have received the authority
of that Body to complete an agreement with you, upon the terms therein set forth.

I enclose a copy of the pricis, and now consider the agrecment binding upon us both,
subject to the conditions specified.

I have to beg that you will forward copy of this, together with all the correspondence,
to the Court of Directors in Lonrdon, and faver me, as carly as po¢=51blc, with their confirma-
tion of this understanding, in all its detaile.

I beg to add, only for the salko of perspicuity upon the point, that this Government
dé not contemplate cutenng into any correspondence direct with the Court of Directors in
London.

All transactioms between this Government and the Oriental Bank will pass throngh
the Sydney Braneh, which will be treated, for all our purposes, as the Head Bstablishment.

When Debentures are placed in the hands of the Bank for sale, your receipt for the
same will be our Voucher of Credit.

When appropriations of the funds resulting, in London, from our agreement for the
sale of Dehentures, shall be made, your Letter of Credit (of the nature, in fact, of a check,
in duplicate, upon the London Bank) will be, invariably, remitted to the party who ia to
receive the money.

Tull advice of all payments directed, at home, to Pensioners and other Persons, will be
given to you, together with the necessary autographs, and other particulars by which to
identify the recipients.

When Remittances arc made in Bills of Bxchange, you will here receive the value, in
eash, of such Billy, at the Exchange of the day (as agreed) and sueh Bills will be handed to
you, for remittanee to the eredit of the Government, and a letter of credit, in faver of the
parties who are to receive the money, will be, in like manner, taken from you.

The account current of the London Bank, made up (principal and interest) half.
yearly,—will be received by you,—and the adjusted account, mads out and rendered to the
Government by you, here, supported by copy of the London account as Voucher, (so far as
the Bank is concerned with this Government) for the appropriations made at home:

As I intend that all Dehbenturcs placed in the hands of the Bank for sale, from time

to time, shall be 5o placed only ““ by the advice and with the consent of the Governor General
“ and Ezecutive Council)” and placed in warrant in the usual way—so all appropriations
directed by the Treasurer, will only be so directed upon Warrants issued by the Governor
General in the same way.

I state these eireumstances at some length, because, in initiating a new system of

Colonial Accounts, I am determined to surround it with all the checks and safe-gnards to the

public, which belong to the disposal of the public money, disbursed as these monies will be,
under Act of Parliament and with the eoncurrence of the Head of the Executive.

T propose to correspond upon each transaetion scparately, as well asupon the form of
Voucher, which I desire that the Oriental Bank, in London, shail take from all Persons to
whom monics are paid, cspecially Pensioners and Government Servants absent upon half
malary ; and shall, probably, take action upon this #greement by the first overland Mail.

I have the honor to acknowledge reecipt of the letter from the Treasury of
yesterday's date (57-451), informing me that the summary of the results of the corrcs-
pondence lately passing on the subject of the Banking Agency of the Government in
England, having been submitted to the Executive Council, has been approved of, and that you
therefore, now, consider that agrecment binding upon both ;—subject to the conditions
specified.

In reply, T have to state, that T will, as requested, forward a copy of the same with
the correspondence which has passed, to the Court of Directors in London, with a view to
their confirmation of it. In the meantime, all traneactions entered into between the
Government and the Bank, wiil be carried out in terms of this agreement. T note that the
Government do not contemplate entering into direct correspondence with the London Office 5
but will pass all transactions through, and deal only with, this Branch.

T'hig intention of the Government cntirely meets my own views on the subject.

The remainder of your leiter entering inte matters of detail, calls for wo particular
reply on my part, further than that we shall be happy to endeavour to meet the views of
the Government on all such fuestions.

T will take this opportunity of making o few brief observations on one heading of
the agreement j—that, where the Bank agrees to advance in London to the extent of 90
per cent. of the nominal value of Debentures to be transmitted for sale.

This has been agreed to, with an jmplied, if not expressed understanding, that under
ordinary circumstances the Bank's advance will bear such an approximate relation to the
limit given for sale, and to the lust reported Liondon sales as now obtains ;—as thus,—

The last reported London sales are — par.
The limit now given for sale is — 9§ per eent.

And the Credit to be opened, should
that limit not be obtainable, is — 90 per eent.

" I do not presume that this relation between the credit to be opened, and the reported
sales, will be disturbed, for I am quite of opinion, that the securities of any British Colony
bearing intercst at the rate of 5 per cent., will, under ordinary cireumstances, maintain a
not worse price than par on ‘Change, always provided that the quantities issued are in
proper proportion to the resources of the Coleny incurring the debt; and that no diseredit,
with consequent depreciation, can attach from the charge of extravagant expenditure.

But should such depreciation of the sceurities of this Colony arisc either from the
above cause, or any other, it will then be competent for the Bank to discuss the question of
the amount of credit to be given to the Government upon any Debentures handed in under
this agreement ; for otherwisc the amount of eredit might be on a par, or even in excess of
the limit given for salc.

That the present Grovernment do not contemplate placing the Bank in such a position,
and that they view this as a reasonable interpretation, and in accordance with the spirit of
this agrecment, I am aware; and I merely place the matter on record should the future
render a reference back to the original correspondence advisable on the part of either the
Government or the Bank.

To the Honorable]the Legislative Assembly of New South Wales, in Parlinment assembled.

The Petition of the undersigned persons liable to serve on Common Juries
at Circuit Courts, and Courts of Quarter Sessions, held at Gouburn,—
HuMeLY SHEWETH :—
That your Petitioners, whilst they are desirous of upholding the prineiple of
Trial by Jury, and are willing to perform their duties as Citizens, fecl compelled to bring
before your Honorable House a portion of the present Jury System, which entails, in their
opinion, considerable injustice, as individnals,

That your Petitioners do not ogeupy that sosial pesition which will enable them to
abandon their shops, their farms, or their daily labor, by which they carn a maintenance for
themselves and families, 10 attend to the public business, sometimes for a whole weck at a
time, without pecuniary compensation.

That the law already recognizes the principle that Jurors should be remunerated for
their services to the Country.

That the present rate of remuneration, viz.—Two shillings and sixpence per diem—
is, under the circumstances of the Colony, utterly insufficient for the purpose which it is
designed to carry out.

That your Petitioners are informed that in the neighbouring Colony a much higher
scale (viz.—at the rate of Ten shillingy per diem,) obtains,

That your Petitioncrs are of opinion that a general revision of the Jury System has
become mecessary, especially with reference to the qualification of persons placed upon the
pene), in the remuncration given to persons serving upon Juries for the time given for such
sorviee,

Your Petitioners, therefore, pray that your Honorable House will be pleased fo eause
a general inquiry into the operation of tho Jury System ; and that, under any new arrange-
ments, the remuncration of Jurors may be fixed at such an amount as may more closely
approximate to compensation for loss of time ond money.

And your Petiticners, as in duty bound, will ever pray.

No. 1.

MEMORANDUM of His Exceliency the GOVERNOR GENERAL, respecting a System of
Secondmry Punishmend.

TRERE are two matters, the congideration of which is clearly preliminary to the discussion of
any system of Secondary Punishment. These are—

Ist—The origin of erime.
2nd—The object which is sought o be obtained by the punishment of erime.

Unless we obtain some idea of the operation of the causes which induce crime, we
shall but wander in the dark, in our attempt to devisec a system of punishment which may,
to a cortain extent, neutralize the action of these causcs; while, on the other hand, if we can
obtain a clear idea of these causes, we may not unly adapt our system of Seeondary Punish-
ment to them, but we may also meet the evil, and, to a certain extent, at all events, nip
crime in the bud—a far more satisfactory process than that of punishing it when it has
produced its fruit.

1t 15 also necessary that we should define elearly the objects which society secks to
obtain by the punishment of crime. Until we do this, we shall but follow in the track of
the many experimentalists who bave preceded us, and shall cstablish a sort of jumble of
systems, which impede cach other in their operations, and from which we cannot expect to
derive usefol or proper results.

lst—As to the origin of crime. Crime (under which gemeral term I include all
offences against society which are punishable by law) may be considered under two general
heade :—
1st—Offences against the person.
2nd—Offences against property.

Offences against the persou sometimes originate in feelings which have a direct relation
to the individual against whom they are committed ; such are those which are eaused by a
spirit of revenge for real or imagined insults or injuries. But by far the greater number of
offences against the person are caused by the desire of the offender to appropriate to himself,
directly or indircetly, the property of the victim; that is, they originate as do nearly all
the offonces against property, in a desire to procurc the means of self-indulgenco in o more
direct and ready manner than could be done by honest industry.

If we trace this feeting or desire a step further back, we sholl find that it has its
origin in idleness—in a disinclination to work.

The child is not brought up by its parents to any trade or occupation; his appetites
are a8 active—indeed, they ure more sctive than those of his fellows who have been better
trained than himself; and he, under the influence of these appetites, takes what scems to
him the readiest means of satisfying them.

The particular mode in which the individual eriminal operates is dependent upon his
general character and habits, and, to a certain extent, upon his physical organization. The
determined and athletic man becownes a footpad or a burglar; the weak or cowardly hecome
pickpoekets, commit petty larcenies, forge, or prey upon society in various petty ways. The
money, however, which either class obtains by its roguery iz spent in sclf-indulgence, and
generally in the gratification of the senaual appetites.

Idicness, or a disinclination to steady industry, i= at the root of ninety crimes
out of 2 hundred, and as in dealing with offences the Goveroment cannot analyse the
motives of each individual offender, or apply fo cach that particular kind of punishment
which would suit his case, but must carry out a system adapted to the great mass of offenders,
it is proballe that, in dealing with all as if their crime originated in idleness, the least
possible injustice will be done, and the greatest amount of good,

2nd.
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2nd. What 3= the objeet of punishment ? This is very generally said to be the preven-
tion of crime; but this, though in point of fact a correct answer, merely induces another
question—Is crime better prevented by considering every rystem of punishment as having
for its principal object the reformation of the individual offender, or as intended to operate
through his fears, and those of the class to which he belongs, by making it a terror to
evildoers? '

These are the two views which are entertained by different classes of people, and
which lead in practice to very different results; for, though the advocates of punishnent or of
reformation do not limit themselves within the narrow bounds of their theory—though he
who affirms that the single object of punishment it the provention of crime, through its
action on the fears, does not rcpudiate any attempt to reform individual offenders, and
he who lays the greatest stress upon the reformatory system dogs ‘not ignore the action of
punishment upon the mass—yet there is a distinet and marked difference in the mode in
which the offender is treated under the two systems, and to this it is necessary that attention
shonld be paid.

When punishment is intended to act upon the fears, it operates by meking the
consequences of erime so distasteful to the offender as to induce him to keep a stricter watch
over his conduet for the future. Tt nperates, too, upon those who belong to the ' erime class,”
by placing the punishment of an individusi offender before them as a warning, and they are
told that, should they offend in a similar manner, the same amount of punighment will be
moted out to them.

Under the reformatory system, however, a different course is followed : The law is
assumed to have marked its sensc of the conduct of the offender by passing a certain sentence
upon him. As soon, however, as he enters the prison doors he is told that this sentence is
almost a matter of form; that under it, it is true, he is placed in the prison, but that good con-
duct, by whick is meant conformity to the discipline of the gaol, and such external evidence as
he chooses to give of reformation, will have the effeet of lessening the punishment alfotted to
him by law, and practically, in ninety-nine cases out of a hundred, the punishment is
shortened.

What we have, then, to consider, is the action of these two systems in the provention
of crime.

I may ohscrve that it is by no means impossible in adopting such a system as would
act upon the fears of the prisoner, or his associntes, to combine it with such attention to his
moral improvement ay may lead to such a change of heart and life as may be worthy of the
name of reformation. But the cssenceof a system which is to act upon the fears principally,
is that the punishment allotted by the law to any particar offonce should be fully carried
out; the maen should be made aware that he has to undergo a certain amount of punishment,
and that no pretended amendment, no professions of o change of whick the Government or
its agents can have no pesitive evidenee, will have the effect of reducing this amount.
Will this be likely to operate upon the man? I mean, operate so upon him as to induce him
to ahstain from erime for the future, or will it he better to bribe him to good conduct in the
gaol by hopes of reward, and to stimulate him to hypoerisy by promises of remission of a
portion of his semtence? I confess that my own view is decidedly opposed to the system of
remitting portions of a sentence. T believe that the cffeot of such remission is to neatralize,
to a great extent, the cffeet of example upon the prisoner himsclf and upon his asseciates;
these latter know very well that their comrade was sentenced to o certain punishment, they
see that, practically, this punishment is not inflicted, and they naturally calculate that a
similar result will take place in their own easc, should it be their lot to come under the lash
of thelaw. Andupon the prisoner himself it is productive of no beneficial effeets ; he very soon
begins to look upon indulgence as a thing to be purchased by good conduet or submission to
the diseipline of the gaol, and forgets that he is in no way entitled to claim a reward for not
breaking through the rules, when a contrary conduct would entail (properly) punishment—
be ceases to look upon Temisgion as a matter of favor, and claims it as a matter of right.
Ani, as regards the reformation of prisoners in a gaol, I confess T am very sceptical. T do
not mean, of course, to say, that in many cases a'man is not truly rorry that he has com-
mitted the offence which has subjected him to punishment; that he does mot resolve to
amend his life, and he is often serious at the time in making such resolutions—but are

theme
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these professions (even supposing the Government to be able to ascertain their sincerity)
sufficient reasons for remitting any portion of the punishment which the law has awarded to
a particular offence? Most certainly not. If the man be truly penitent he will show it by
bis willing submission to the sentence passed upon him; he will acknowledge its justice, and
will only strive to show that his heart has changed, by a studious attention to the rules of
the gaol, and an obedience to the orders he roceives. If his repentance he not sincere, he
can have no claim to any indulgenee. T am thereforc prepared to maintain, that the system
of penal discipline to be adopted in this Colony ought to be regulated upon the prineiple
that it is to act upon the fears of the crime class; and that, as a necessary consequence of the
adoption of such a system, no remissions of punishment, unless under special and peculiar
circumstances, shall be admissible. As crime has been traced to its origin in idleness, it
would seem that imprisonment unaccompanied with Jabor must enhance the evil which it is
intended to remedy. By imprisonment idleness is enforced, and it is relieved from the
consequences which resalt from it in ordinery life, for the prisoner has board, lodging, and
clothing found him at the expense of the community—in faet, he is provided with all the
actual necessaries of life without the obligation of earning them by his own labor; be is
placed exactly in the position whick his habits of idleness render most pleasent to him, the
only drawback to his enjoyment being the coercion, the restraint upon his frecdom of action,
but even to this, after a time, be becomes habitunted, and there are several among the orime
class who look to their prison almost as their home, who commit offences it might almost
be said for the purposc of returning to a domicile, the comforts of which, in their eyes,
far surpass the inconveniences, nt all ovents for a while. Simple imprisonment, thercfore,
is 2 most objectionable form of punishment; it has not that action upon the fears of the
erime class which we have before determined to be the cssence of a penal system, and it
panders to that marbid feeling of apathy and idleness which is at the root of almost all erime.

Tmprisonment, however, is an essential part of any penal system, and it only remains,
therefore, for us to consider whether it may not be made cffective by connecting it with a
system of dicipline which may modify, if not remove, the inconvenience alluded to above.
Imprisonment is enforced idleness; combine it then with enforced labor—Tlet residences in o
prison entail labor as a matter of course as a necessary element of the system, and the evil
of idlencss will be removed. Compulsory labor, kowever, unless some motive beyond the
mere dread of punishment be held out to the prisoner, will not, in the first place, be cffective,
and will not, in the sccond place, operate as an antidote to that love of idlencss which has
been the means of bringing the offenders into prison; it will aperate to a certuin cxtent as a
punishment, but it will not have any effeet in gencrating habits of industry. To make it
thoronghly effective, inducements to work must be held out to the prisoncr, the reward of
labor must be tangible and immediate, so that the idle man may have the convietion pressed
upon his mind that labor, although disagreeable, has positive advantages resulting from it.
In order to this it would be desirable to establish the rule, that although the Government
in incarcerating a prisoner holds itself bound to aintain him, that is, to provide him with
food &c., yet the ordinary food of the prisoner will be merely that which is absolutely
Decessary to sustain kife, and anything beyond this must be purchased by labor, for which
every facility will be given,

This rule should be general. T see no reason why a debtor, or a person placed in prison
upon civil process of any kind, should claim a right to indulgence ; neither do L consider that
the man committed for trial has a right, upon the plee of his assumed innocence, or rather
of his mon-conviction of guilt, to claim that the country should give bim board and lodging
gratis; or, at all events, should on the ground that his residence in gaol is compulsory, do
more than give him the mere means of sustaining life in the shape of a certain amount of
bread and water,

It may be said, however, that in establishing such a rule the distinction between
misfortune and crime and innocence and guilt are abolished. To this I reply, that in nine
hundred and ninety-nine cases out of a thousand the inhabitant of a gaol is placed there
from some fault of his own; if it be not crime in its ordinary semse which has placed him
there, it is folly or obstinacy, and T do not see that these are adequate reasons for main-
taining him at the cxzpense of the community. It isa common expression—"Qh! itis a
man's misfortune, not his fault ;” but, with respect to those matters which place a man within -
the walls of a gaol, the saying is altogether incorrect; at all events, in nine hundred and
ninety-nine cases out of a thousand it is the fault of the man that has brought misfortune

“upon him. If
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If we lovk into a few of the cases o which persons who bave not committed erimes
are confined in gaol, the correctness of the above statement will be recoguised. A man is
confined because he cannot find surcties for his good hehavionr; in this cass it is the conduct
of the man himself—his habitual want of sclf contrel, which renders people unwilling to
guarsntee his good conduct.

A debtor is confined for non-payment of Lis ereditors, not for any fraudulent conduct,
but, for a simple non-payment of a sum due—whose fault is this? Surely that of the man,
who knowing the arount of his means has not hesitated to incur debts which he knew well
that he was unable to pay. Then, with reference to men awaiting trial, it is said that they
onght to have the benefit of the presumption that every man is to be considered innocent
until he is proved to be guilty ; true, but this assamed innocence, under the presumption of
guilt which has induced the Magistrate to commit him for trial, should not give this man
any claim to indulgence heyond the ordinary prison diet, and this diet should be merely
sufficient to sustain life.

The difference between the convicted man, or the man who is sentenced to imprison-
ment a5 4 punishient, and the man committed for trial, or who is incarcerated merely for
safe custody, may he shewn by giving to the latter, after dedueting such an amount as may
be sufficicnt to pay for the cest of his maintenauce, the whole of the proceeds of his labor,
valued at the ordinary market rate, while the labor of the former should be considered as the
property of the country, and be appropriated according to the instraetions laid down by
the Government. A portion would, of eourse, go towards improving the Qiet of tke
prisoncr, a portion towards the purchase of such indulgences as he might wish for,
the remainder, after defraying all the expenses of the cstablishment, might be appropriated to
the prisoner’s use, and be allowed to acewmulate in the Savings Bank for him till he is
dizcharged, when it will form 2 fund upen which he may maintain himself until he can find
steady employment. :

Tmyprisonment, then, with labor iz to form the substance of a system of Secondury
Punishment. It remains, hewever, to define clearly the meaning of the term imprisonment.
Hitherto it has been too commonly the case, that, owing to the want of proper means of
clussifying and seperating offenders, a prison has been a school in which the young and
inexperienced offender has learned, from his older and more experienced companions, leszons
of crime, which, as soon s he is released, he commences to practice. The law, acting upon
hroad and general prineiples, classifies crime under different heads, znd allots to each class a

- ecrfain amount of punishment ; the motives which have led te crime can seldom be investigated,
and the consequenee is, that the suine kind of punishment must necessarily be awarded to the
experienced thief and to the young man who has yielded to a sudden and strong temptation.
Now I am by no means inclined to allow that the suddenness and violenee of the temptation
should be admitted as un exeuse for the commission of erime, or that it should free the
offender from the consequences of such erime; but I do maintain that the arvangeinents of ho
guol, and the system of classification adopted therein, should be sucll a8 to remove, as far as
possible, the evils arising from the herding of prisoners together, and; by so doing, give every
possible opportunity fur the reformation of the less hardened, while it shounld remove from the
old and hardened the means of indulging that worst part of their cvil nature which leads
them to wish to drag others down into the sane depth of iniquity in whieh they find them-
selves plunged. The simplest and most effective mode in which this can he done, is by
enforeing a system of separation, excapt during the hours devoted to work.

Each prisoner, of whatever class he may be, should, on hLis entry into prisom, be
provided with a scparate apartment, in which he will sleep and take his menls; in many
instances, indeed in most, the separation hetween the eells may be of the lightest deseription;
a proper systemn of elassification will enable the anthorities of the gaol to group tegether in
guch sets of apartments those who need but the mere form of separation, while the more
hardened offenders, and thosc upon whose intercomrse witl their neighbours it wonld he
desirable to place 28 many checks as possible, may be covfined in cells, properly so called,
and placed, when at work, under o more rigid system of surveillance. A general summary
of the principles under which it is proposed to carry out an cffective system of Secondary
Punishment may be briefly given as follows.

39-—B Imprisonment
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Imprisonment for certain fixed and specified periods, no diminution of which is to be
admitted unless upon special and peculiar grounds. This imprisonment to involve the
separation of the prisoners during all honrs save those of work and instruction.

Coustant labor, the fruits of which are to be expended, first in provuring such an
improvement in the ordiuary prison diet as may be necessary for the prisomers; second, in
defraying the cost of the prison establishment; third, in establishing a fund for the benefit
of cach individual prisoner, cither on his discharge from prison, or, should he be confined
merely for safc custody, on his applieation for any matter which he may wish to procure and
wilich the rules of the gaol will admit of his having. Having established thése general
principles, I will now endeavour to apply them to the particular circumstances of this Colony,
aud I may observe that the deficient supply of labor will, for many years to come, afford to
the Government ample opportunities of finding employment for the prisoners at such a remu-
merative rate ag may, under a proper system, epable them to pay for the whole cost of their
maintenance. In order, howerver, to this, it will be necessary to pay a good deal of attention
1o the elassification of prisoncrs, to the establishment of proper scales of work and of prices,
and to the maintenance, generally, of a proper system of responsibility among the officers.
In ovder to this, a proper Inepector of Prisons should be appointed, with an adequate salary,
aud upon bim should be thrown the whole responsibility of working the system. His power
should not, of course, extend to making regulations, but he should be called upon to report
constantly as 1o the state of the different prisons—to make such suggestions for the improve-
ment of the discipline of each as he may think advisable-—point out any defects in existing
regalations—to keep o watch over the conduct of the officors.

As labor is to form a neecssary part of the punishment of offenders, it will be
desirable to colleet the prisoners at points where there will be a sufficient market for the
produce of their labor; and it would seem to follow from this that the wmain body should
be collected in or near Sydney. No difficulty will be found in providing every description of
work for the prizoners in ample quantity, while in the rural districts it may often be difficult
Lo find a demand for the particular quality of labor which the gaoler may have at his dis-
posal,  Among the labor which is likely to be in extensive demand for many years to come
in the vicinity of Sydmey, I may instanec that of quarrying and breaking stone for the roads
and streets.  For this there will always be an extensive demand, and it would be advisable,
Yooking to the future as well as the present, that the Government should take steps to
jrirchase such an area of land containing what is commonly termed whinstone or ironstone,
as would be sufficient to supply metal for the streets of Syducy and the roads in the environs
for many years to come. Forty or fifty acres of the best of the whinstone for streets will give a
supply for many years to come, even considering the large increase which, in the course of
that time, will be made in the annual demand. There is a bed of this material beyond
Parramatta, and, T believe, another bed at o nearer point, namely Canterbury. At either of
these places it would be 25 well to crect a new prison, capable of containing from 400 to 500
men.  To this place all men sentenced to terms of impriseninent less than twelve or eighteen
months should be sent, and they should all be employed in quarrying and breaking stone.
Arrangements for conveying this away by the Railway could easily be made, and the con-
reyance of say 20,000 tons of broken stone aenually would be mo trifling addition to the
proceeds of the Railway. The cffeet of constructing this prison would be to relieve the
gaols of Darlinghurst and Parramatta of several of their inmates, and thus the Government
would be enabled to find accommodation and labor for the prisoners now employed at
(luekatoo Tsland, but for whom in the coutse of twelve months no profitable cmployment will
remain, Tt will probably be necessary, both at Darlinghurst and at Parramatta, to make
various alterations in the gaols, in order to adapt them to the vew system. Tt may also be
ilesirable that the Government should get possession of some ground in the immediate
vicinity of these gaols in order to secure the means hereafter of extending them; at Darling-
lLurst especially this will be required, for the plan of the present building will not admit of
much extension, neither will there be space within the walls for the erection of the different
workshops and stores of material which will be required when all the prisoners are compelled
tn work. A large space in the diffcrent prisons is occupied by female prisoners. It is very
desirable that a separate building should be provided for women, and that the system pursued
with regard to them should ke different in detail, though not in principle, from that adopted

with
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with the men. In each gaol it will, of course, be necessary to provide for women committed
for trial, but it would be desirable that all women scntenced for periods of imprisorment
exceeding six months should be scnt to the central prison, which should be established in or
near Sydoey. It bas been suggested that the building st Tarban Creek might be made
available as a female prison; but I think that it would be far better to sclect a site nearer
Sydney, and to erect a well-arranged prison, capable of extension, if necessary, tham to
attempt to adapt an old building like that of Tarban Creek, which would require so much
alteration and repair as would make it almost as costly as a new building, and yet after all
be by no means well adapted to its purpose.

The scheme of penal discipline herein sketehed out does not recognise any of the
indulgenees which form a part of our present system of Sccondary Punishment. Tickets-of-
leave and conditional pardons were very appropriate adjuncts to & system under which trans-
pertation or banishment formed the effective portion of the punishment inflicted upon an
offender, but they are altogeiher uncalled for and inappropriate when imprisonment is sub-
stituted for transportation. .

Tlis latter sentenee, involving as it did the removal of the offender for a given term
of years, or for ever, from the land of his birth, from his family and friend..s, was, 50 {o say,
completed when he was landed in the Colony. The coercion and restraint under which he
was placed afterwards must be looked upon prineipaily as police regulations, and the indul-
gences of tickets-ofleave, &e., as relaxations, with regard to particular individuals, of these
police restrictions, not as remission of the punishment of transportation.

The case is very different where the sentence passed upon the prisoner is merely
imprisonment for a certain period ; any remission of this is, in point of fact, an actual
diminution of the punishment due to his offence, and may he looked upon as tantamount to
an admission on the part of the Government that the sentence passed was too severe. The
effect of the withdrawal of these indulgences will, of course, be to incrcase the numnber of
prisoners confined in the diflerent gaols, possibly to the extent of one-third or thereabouts.
Provision must therefore be made for this incressed number; this, however, will be done
effcctively by the new prison proposed to be crected for the women and the short sentenced
prisonera, and by such additions and alterations as it may be possible to make in the existing
gaols of Bathurst, Maitland, and Goulburn ; and although the expense o be incurred will
be heavy, yet I think that there is huat little doubt that the annual cost of the maintenance
of the prisoners will be reduced to an extent which will enable the Government to meet the
charge for the intercst of the capital expended upon these buildings, without any additional
vote of the Legislature.

Before I conclude, it will be desirable that I should say a few words as to the
reformatory part of the proposed system of Secondary Punishment, which T believe to be as
fully provided for as in any of those systems of which it forms the leading prineiple.

In the first place, by maintaining the separation of prisoners during all the hours
when they are not at work, most of the evils which arise from the mixzture of prisoners are
avoided,—the old and hardened offender has not the opportunity of contaminating the young,
and the prison ceases to be a place of education for thieves. Tha steady, unremitting labor
which, however, is shewn to bring its reward with it, is the best correction to those habits of
idleness and self-indulgence which have led the prisoner into crime.

T addition to these which form the actual punishment to which the offender is
sentenced, no opportunity should be lost of communicating justruction ; schools and school-
masters should be provided, and every inducement held out to those who have had some
amaount of edueation to avail themselves of the means of improvement, while those who have
not had any instruetion as children should be made to attend school.

It is not, however, mere instruction in reading and writing, or even in those matters
to which the eapacity to read forms a necessary introduction, that will produce any change
in the prisoner which may deserve the name of reformation ; this can only be due to such a
change in the heart as may induce an alteration in the principles upon which the prisoner
has been accustomed to act. Hitherto every thing has been sacrificed to self—his own
convenience—the gratifieation of his own appetites and passions has been his only motive of
action ; he must learn to restrain himself, to look to others instead of himseif; in fact, he
must guide himself in accordance with those principles whieh religion, and religion only,
inculeates.

In
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In order, however, to give io those who having been brought up from their youth in
wickedness and sin an opportunity of sceing the errer of their ways, and seeking belp from
HiM who only can give it, proper menns of religious instruetion should be provided Ly the
Government. The labor of an earnest and zealous clergyman may do much among prisoners
when the whole system of the prison tends to give effect to his teaching, but it will be com-
paratively ineffective when his exhortations are ncutralized by the evil example and evil
conversation of those with whom the prisoner is gompelled to associate.

All these details, however, form necessary portions of every proper penal system, and
I only allude to them at present for the purposc of shewing that they are as casily grafted
upon the one herein suggested as upon any other, and that they are, in point of fact, more
likely to produce their proper fruit when aided by the regulations which provide for the
separation of the prisoner and for wholesotne inducements to labor, than where they are
stimulated into nnwhelesome activity by the rewards held out to them.

FPURTHER Memorandum of the GOVERNOR (YENERAL on the subject. 18 July, 1857,

It now only remains that I should give an approzimate estimate of the cost of the
arrangements which it i5 propesed to malke for the purpose of carrying outan effective system
of Secondary Panishment, and I imay observe thet a very large portion of the expense will
not be peculiar to the particular scheme herein proposed, but will apply to any or every
system ; for as the cowmpletion of the Dock at Cockatoo Island necessarily infers the
appropriation of it to sume useful purpose, such appropriation must entail the relinguishment
of the cstabliskment as o prison, and, therefore, provision must be made elsewhere for the
three or four hundred men usaally employed there—in the same way the whole of the existing
gaols are in an incomplete and unfinished state, Neither at Bathurst, Maitland, or Goni-
burn, are there any facilities for the adoptivn of a proper classifieation ; at Goulburn, indeed,
so little attention has been paid to the stute of the gaol that there isno house for the guoler,
wholives in a place which was intended for the kitchen. At Darlinghurst and Parramatta
much remains to be done in order to enable the convicts to apply their labor profitably ; the
expense, however, of these works will be mueh lessened if the prisoners arc compelled o
perform so much of the work as is within their copacity.

Upon referenue to the Returns furnished by the Board in 1855, and to their estimates
of the probable increase of erime, it appoars to me that the inerease allowed for by them is
excessive.  There wore in the gaols at the end of Jone fewer prisoners than shewn in the
Return of the Board in March, 1855 ; and if we take that number, namely, 300, and add to
the prisoners now at Cockatoo Island, namely, 806, the total (1206) will represent amply
the number of prisoners for whom accommodation is now required; to this ome-third
must be added, in order to -allow for the incrense occasioned Ly the withdrawal of
remissions of senience, and the total amount of prison accommnodation which will be
required will be for 1600 prisouers, of whom we may assume 1400 to be males, and 200
females. The present accommodation in the existing grols, exclusive of that at Berrims, is
sufficient for 900 prisoners; of course some expense would have to be ingurred in alteriog
these gaols to enable the separate system to be carried out effectively,—separate yards would
have to be made, buildings for workshops erected, &c., for which I can furnish but very
approximate date; I think, however, that by un cxpenditure, say of £10 per head, arronge-
ments might be made in the existing gaols for the proper accommodation of 809 prisoncrs.

We have then to look to the meuns of coeveing 700 additional prisoners, of whom 300
are about to be transferred from Cockatoo Islznd.

A sum of £20,000 has already been voted for the paol at Brishane, and for this sum
it will be possible porhaps to accommodate from 100 to 12¢.

A gaol near Sydney for the 200 females prisoners might be constructed at a cost, I
should think, not exceeding £20,000, as the means of restraining them need not be of s0

s0lid & character as those required for the incarceration of male prisoners.
A
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A gaol for 400 short sentenced men might be constructed, as suggested, at some point
noar Sydney, where their labor might be made available in quarrying and breaking stone for
the roads and streets. The gaol might be made of either wood or iron; the latter would
probably be the cheapest in the long run, especially as it might at any time be removed and
re-crected.

The total expense of the proposed alteration would be—

To sct against this there is, in the first place, the expense which must be ineurred in providing
for the 800 convicts now at Cockatoo Island ; and, secondly, the saving which might be made
in the annual expenditure upon the gaocls by a proper application of prison labor. The
annaal eost of the Penal Establishment is now £35,799, or if by improved arrangements for
the employment of prisoners a return of only one-third of this could be made, the saving
to the Colony would be equivalent to an outlay of £240,000. There is, therofore, every induce-
ment to commence the work with as little delay as possible, looking to the fact that by the pro-
posed expenditure the Government will not only be enabled to apply a proper remedy to the evils
which are fostered by the very faulty penal system at present cnforced, but also to save
annually a large sum which has hitherto been unprofitably, not to say injuriously, expended.

PROCEERINGS of the Executive Couneil en the 2lst July, 1857, with respect fo
Secondary Punishments.

Minute No. 57-34. Confirmed 28th July, 1857.

His Bxeclleney the Governor General laysbefore the Council 2 Minute expressive
of his views on the subjeot of Secondary Punishments, in which he embodies the details of a
system based upon those views, and gives an approximate estimato of the probable expenditure
which would have to he ineurred in the erection of adequate buildings to ensure the proper
custody, classification, and coercion of the prisoners of either sex under that system.

2. Although the Council coincide generally with many of the views expressed by
His Excellency on this subject, yet they are scarcely prepared to adopt the whole of them,
or to advise that the very heavy expenditure he incurred, which would bhe necessary to carry
out, in its entirety, the system proposed by him. There is, however, one of His Excellency's
suggestions which the Council consider should be carried out, namely, the appointment of
an Ingpector of Prisons, and they advise the creation of such an office accordingly, provision
being made in the Estimates for next year, at the rate of £600 a year salary, and £200
travelling expenses.

8. The Council also consider it very desirable that His Excelleney’s Minute, dealing
as it doecs very fully with a question of 50 much public moment, should be laid hefore the
local Parliament at an early period of the ensuing Session, with the view of eliciting from
the Legislature an expression of opinion upon the various points involved in it.

That your Pelitioners are labouring under very great disadvantages in this populovs
and rising district, owing to the distance prosecutors and witnesses are compelled to travel in
order to bring to justice partics who may have been committed by the Bench of Magistrates
presiding at Letty Sessions Lere for trial at Bathurst Circuit Court or Quarter Sessions.

That Bathurst is distant by the mail-coaeh road upwards of one hundred miles frem
this township, and by the nearcst route fully seveniyfive miles, over an extensive chain of
mountains.

T'hat all prosceutors and witnesses are compelled to travel this long and perilous jowm-
ney in order to bring to justice offenders against the lawe, and very often for offences of
very trifling nature.

That many persons in this neighbourhood Lave tacitly submitied to robbery, and even
outrage, rather than prosecute the offenders, owing to thé cxtreme diffeulty of obtaining
Jjustice on account of the great distence of this township from either Court of Quarter
Sessions or Court of Assize, which offences have, within the last four or five years, becoroe

seriously numncrous, arising from the proximity of the diggings, and the wonderful increase -

of population in Mudgee, caused hy other and more lasting internal resources that are now
being more fully developed in this District.

That your Petitioners respectfully Iny before the Legidative Assembly the Petition,
praying that it may bo taken into the serious consideration of the House.

That your Petitioncrs, being fully sensible of the importunce of the measure
before your Honorable House to provide for the establishment of Distriet Courts in the
interior of the Colony, beg most respectfully, though strongly, to represent to you the great
neecssity there cxists for a District Court in the town of Wagga Wagga, on the following
grounds :—

1st. That the distonce from the nearest Court at Goulburn is 183 miles, and that in
eonscquence thereof, several offences—especially that of horse stealing—are to our knowledge
suffered to go unpunished.

2n1. That the present population of the district amounts to 1,422 persons, and is rapidly
increasing ; and that the town of Wapgga Wagga contains a population of 500, from which,
and its suburbs, respectable and intelligent jurors eould at all times be impannelled for the
trial of enscs.

Srd. That the centeal position of Wagga Wagga renders it eminently suited for a
Distriet Court, being the very centre of a large grazing, as well as o riging agricultural
community ;—the distance on the cast to Gundagai being 50 miles; on the south-east to
Tumut about 70 miles; on the south to Albury 85 miles; on the west to the extensive Billy
Bong and lower Murrumbidgee plain 60 miles; and on the north, by the Levelsleading
towards Burrotta and Binalong, about 60 miles ;—all of which several places, as well as the
whole course of the lower Murrumbidgee and Murray to the Darling, would participate in
the henefit of this central situation being chosen for a Court.

In accordance with the request contained in your letter No. 53-11067, we
have the honor to state, that we issued the necessary notices appointing a day for bearing
the case above referred to at the Court House here.

The depositions were taken down on oath, and after a careful and repeated examination
of them, we find that Mr. Abbott carried on farming and building to a considerable extent,
and slthough he might have lived in the town where he had houses, he continued up to the
time of his dismissal to live at his farm, nearly haif 2 mile from the business portion of the
1own.

That he had two notices from a full Bench of three Magistrates in the first instance,
and two in the ther; the first notice above a year before his dismissal, and the last one
month before, “ To give up farming and remove into the Town,” both of which notices lic
paid no attention to. We are of opinion that the order given by the Bench in the fivss
instance was reasonable and necessary, and that the Magistrates were justified in adhering
to it, or dismissing the Chief Constable on his not complying with the said order.

Wagga, to answer a charge preferred by the Chief Constable, at the desire of Mr. Edward
Flood, J.P., for having upon his premises a lide from which the brand had been cut away ;
and, in accordance with the 9th Clause of the Act 5 William IV., Ne. I, under which the
information was laid, was fined 1n the sum of Ten Pounds.

That your Petitioner produced evidence in the (jourt, at the hearing of the case, to shew
that the animal from which the hide had heen taken was purchased at the market valae, from
the person to whom it legally belonged ; that the hide was allowed to remain till the follow-
ing day at the place where the animal had been slaughtercd; that it had then been given
by one of Petitioner’s servants to un aboriginal, to be pegged out preparatory to making a
rope, and that the said aboriginal, in cutting away the tail, had probably cut along with it
the portion of hide containing the hrand.

That the Beneh, in passing sentence, said, that though they were compelled to conviet,
as they could not consider the evidence adduced as affording a satisfactory esplanation of the
manner in which the brand had been cut out, they completely acquitted your Petitioner of
all suspicion of having any motive for such an act; that they considercd the case one of great
hardship; and that any one might be rendered liable to a similar convietion through the
earelessness of their servants or the malice of their neighbours. )

That your Petitioner conceives, that as he has thus heen acquitted of all guilty
knowledge in this case, and as tle convietion was the result of circumstances over which he
had no control, he has sufficient grounds to justify him in thus approaching your Excellency,
to solicit the remission of the hewvy penalty imposed upon him for a breach of the law of
which he js not morally guilty.

Ist. On referring to the records of the Court, we find that, on the 30th July, 1855,
John Carey appeared on summons to answer a complaint of Mr. CGreorge I'. Bowman, under
the Masters’ and Servants’ Act, for failing to necount for eertain sheepskins. The Magistrates
present, and who adjudieated in the caze, were Mr. John H. Keys, Mr. Joseph H. Bettington, .
and Mr. John W. Bowman., The complaint was dismissed—2Mr. John W, Bowman dissenting
from tho deeision.

2nd. On the 6th August, 1855, Mr. George P. Bowman appeared on summons io
-gnswer the complaint of John Carey for non-payment of wages. The Magistrates present
wore Mr. James White, Dr. West, John Hudgon Keys, and Mr, Joln W. Bowman. Carey,
the plaintiff, objected to Mr. Jobe W. Bowman sitting in his brother's cese, as he was
directly interested in the decision, and produced a paper signed by Mr. J. W. Bowman—the
discharge we presume alluded to by Mr. Robertson—and which we enclose herewith. One of
the Magistrates put this paper before Mr. Bowman, and suggested the propriety of his
retiring from the Bench; but he continued te sit during the whole hearing.  In this casc it
«does 1ob appear on the records that Mr. Bowman signed the judgment which was given for
the plaintiff, but it is within the knowledge of the sitting Magistrates that he asked questions,

and otherwise took part in the conduct of the case.

Ist. In reply to your letter concerning some cases tried at Muswellbrook
Court House, wherein my brother was coneerned, T beg to reply, as a reason why T could not
agree with the other Magistrates on the Bench, that the defendant John Carey, who was in
the employ of Mr. G. . Bowman, had lost 132 sheep, and could not account for them or
their sking ; and as I have always been led to understand that shepherds are aceountable for
the number of sheep they take in charge, I think it will explain the reason why I could
not decide with the other Magistrates on the Bench.

20d. The reason I could not agree with the sitting Magistrates on the Bench was,
that Jeremiah Carey sued for wages that was not due to him, having sued for a month’s
wages wherein he only served ten or fifiecn days, and that he had reccived money from Mr.
G. Bownian, which he denied having received, as wages, in Court.

8rd. The reason T could not agree with the sitting Magistrates was, that John Crrey
sued for o month’s wages, wherein he only served ten or fiftcen days, and which was granted
to him by the Bench.

With regard to the document which was said to be a discharge given by me to
Jeremiah Carey, heing conneeted with the other brancl of the family, I merely gave it at
. the request of the Overscer wlo had charge of the station where Carey and his family
resided, and was told by the Overscer that they would obey my order before his; but to say
I gave it as a discharge—I never saw one of Carey’s family till they were summoned to the
Muswellbrook Court. I beg, 2lso, to say, that T have no connection whatever regarding
business with any other branch of the family, as I live twenty miles from Muswellbrool.,

character both as a public officer and private individual, a copy of whick is appended hereto.

That the said Arthur Irwin Ormshy committed the assault not with any fecling of
malice or ill will, but on the impulse of the moment; the circumstances appearing to be
these :—On his arrival in Sydsey on the mornieg in question, he was shown the article
before referred to, and shortly afterwards he accidentally met Mr. Parkes in Georgestreet,
and expostulated with him upon the gross attack which had been made upon hig father.
Not receiving, 88 he congidered, sufficient explanation, he committed the assault on Mr. Parkes
in & moment of excitement.

Your Memorialists, therefore, considering that the asssult was not premeditated, that
undoubtedly great provocation existed, and also the fact that the said Henry Parkes has
received no personal injury, as was stated by him at the trial,—although not approving of
the conduct pursued by the said Arthur Irwin Ormsby,—most respectfully trust that Your
Excellency will consider that the dignity of the law has been sutheiently vindicsited,baind

Mr. Stack testify most favorably
to the personal character of the defendant; that the Memorial with its numerous and
respectable signatures evidences some public sympathy with the defendant's pesition ; and
that the recommendation of the Jury shews that they would not new approve of his
lengthened imprisonment,—yet I regret that I ean find no grounds on these papers to found
an approval apon my part of their object.

The alleged libel is more particularly brought under my notiee than 1t was at the
trial, and this in the only additional matter that I can see to assist my judgment, for I never
doubted—and I said so in passing sentence—that many persons would probably sec extenuating
sircumstances in favor of the defendant, that I, as his Judge, could not entertain.

Undoubtedly the libel shews something of this kind, yet it does not, to me, materially
alter the circumstances of the case; for I never could have suppesed that a person of the
character which the defendant received at the trial would have committed an assanlt of such

.a kind without very considerable real or fancied provocation,

I founded my judgment upon the belief that the assault was unnecessarily excessive,
and was, in fact, continuiﬁg without any defence to its having been attempted by the person
assaulted ; that it was done with some apparent deliberation, from the tone and manner
assumed Defore its commission, and from the place where it was committed w0 contiguous to
the office of the prosecutor; that it was in a most public place; that, before the assault, no
room: for apology or explanation wasleft, or was apparently intended fo be left, to the person
assaulted ; that there was some disparity of years between the two persons whom it affected ;
that it was, above all, an assault committed by a person in the public service upon a person
who was likely to be deservedly regarded by a large seetion of the public as one also engaged,
as it were, in the performance of important public dutics; and that it was commitied on
agcount of his performance of those dutics in his public eriticism upon the charaeter and
efficiency of a public officer and a publie establishment—a criticism for which, if it was illegal,
the law would have given a fitting redress.

Tn performing my anxious and difficult duty in this respect, I took inte my considera-
tion, not merely the external injuries inflicted upen the prosecutor, but the indignity, and
the other consequences likely to accrue to him, and as well as the injury to the public peace
that might be probably anticipated from the commission of similar assaults; and I
endeavoured to regulate the amount of the defendant’s punishment by that which had heen
imposed upon others similarly offending, and especially upon one whose case has been but
lately the subject of judicial determination.

I think it undesirable hastily to alter or reverse a judicial sentence, even upon
respectable memorials, unless zome new matter of consequence to its proper cstimate he
discovered, or unless some especial ealamity be likely to ensue fiom its fulfilment.

I cannot reeognize either of these incidents in this case ; and I cannot forget that at
the trial the Jury, although appealed to by the learned advocate for the defendant, withous
restraint or control in that respect by me, declined to make any recommendation whatever
in favor of the defendant, cither hefore or after the sentence, although they eontinued for
one or two days subsequently to Le in attendance upon the Court; and I cannot exclude
from my eonsideration, especially in a case of this kind, that the private prosecutor, although
he would not say anything to nggravate the defendant’s punishment, yet, in answer to my
inquiry, very pointediy declined to reeommend the defendant to merey, avd I observe that
on these papers his recommendation to that eflect is still wanting,

I regret, therefore, that for these considerations T cannot, at present, recommend the
prayer of this Memorial; but still I feel it my duty to inform His Execllency that, in
trying this case, and in pronouncing the judgment of the Court of Quarter Sessions upon it,
I had not the advantage of being assisted by any other member of the Court, and thai, as
this was my judgment alone, 50 it is now my own view of it solely that I am enabled, or
that I desire, to lay before ITis Excellency; and while I present that view frankly and
unhesitatingly, I do not desire to conceal from His Excellency that, though I have had long
experience at the Bar in the admiunistration of Criminal Justiee, T am but the juuior judge
of the Courts of Record of this country.

I observed lately that Mr. T. Gr. Rusden had in the Council asked you some

guestion relative 1o an alleged attack upon Native Blacks, on account of which a Serjeant
had been suspended. He also quoted Mr. Marshall as his anthority.

T suppose the matter refers to a case reported by me to your Office, either in August
or September, 1852, the result of which was the dismissal of Serjeant Richard Dempster.

The facts were as following : Serjeant Dempster being ill with ague, improperly sent
the men out on patrol with no responsible person in command; when they were omt, the
Police met with a Mr. Johnson, somewhere on the Bulonne, below Surat. This person
opened n letter, addressed to Serjeant Dempster, which lefter was to the effect that the
Police were immedintely required at Yamboukal, & station of Mr, Hall's, only one mile from
the Court of Petty Sessions at Surat. He persuaded the Police to accompany him, stating
he had orders to that effect. Hence ensued the attack referred to. T am at o loss to con-
ceive how Mr. Marshall makes it out that they were Station Blacks. The letter from
Yamboukal would shew contrary to that. I do not know Mr. Marghall asserted this, at all
events he never saw any of the correspondence. The Scrjeant, you will perceive, was dis-
missed, not, as stated, for having been present, but because he had not been.

The Bench of Magistrates at Surat held an inquiry, the result of which is unknown
to me, unless that Mr. Fulford wrote to me privately that Mr. Johnson was nearly com-
mitting himsclf; it appeared strange to me how he could avoid doing so. This affair was
quoted by me as one of my reasons for baving 1o confidenee in SBerjeants, and is also again
alluded to in the enclosure of my last letter to the Attorney General, dated 25th Sep-

tember, 1854.

That the extensive and habitual desceration of the Holy Day which prevails in this
Colony i3, in the judgment of your Petitioners, not only a gross breach of the moral law,
and thevefore caleulated to proveke the just displeasure of Almighty God, but iz, moreover,
a violation of the laws of animal physiology, and tends to the destruction of animal life,
both in the human and in the brute creation. .

That the public travelling on Railways and other roads throughout the Colony by
Her Majesty's Mails, and other public conveyances, as well as the ordinary commercial
trafie, is injurions to the public morals; and that the entire suppression of the same, and
the suspension of all Post Office business during the Lord's Day, would, your Petitioners
believe, ocension no material inconvenience to the public, or, at least, no inconvenience which

I have the honor to transmit to you the S8econd Report of the Trustees of the
Sydney Grammar School, to be laid before His Excellency the Governor General in Council,
in aceordance with the 16th and 17th Sections of the Aet of Ineorporation.

2. The Trustees have much gratification in announcing that the School is now in
full operation,

3. The Gentlemen in Englaud to whom was confided the selection of the first

* Masters, cordially accepted that onerous ecommission, and discharged it with a zeal and
judgment which claim the warmest acknowledgments of the Trustees.

4. By a letter, dated Decomber 4th, 1856, received from C. Atkinsonm, Esq., of
University College, London, who acted as Secrctary to the Board of Electors, it appears
that the number of Candidates for the several Chairs amounted to eighty, including many
scholars of bigh distinetion The choice of the Electors fell upen the following Gentlemen :—

I As Head Master, W. J. Stephens, Esq., M. A., Fellow and Senior Tutor of
Queen’s College, Oxford. DMr. Stephens graduated in Raster Term, 1852,
a8 First Class in Classics, and Third Class in Mathematics. :

II. As Mathematieal Master, Bdward Pratt, Esq.,, B. A, late Scholar of Corpus
Christi College, Cambridge, who graduated in 1854 as ninth Wrangler.

III. Julius J. Stutzer, Esq., M. A., of Trinity College, Cambridge, late Assistant
Professor in History at King’s College, London.

5. The remaining Chairs have been supplied by the Trustees, from Gentlemen
resident in Sydney.

The election of the German Master bas not yet been completed; in the meanwhile,
instruction in that language is given by Mr. Stutzer.

6. Of the Masters selected in England, three arrived in the Colony by the
8. 8. « Columbian,” on the 23rd of March; the fourth by the ship  Cyclone,” on the
8rd of May.

7. With the assistance of these Gentlemen, the Trustees immediately procecded to
frame a scheme for the discipline and studies of the school, embodying the latest improve-
ments adopted in the most celebrated Institutions. Arrangements were completed for opening
the school immediately after the Easter Holidays; the realization of this hope was, howerer,
frustrated by the delay in the new University Buildings, at Grose Farm, occasioned by the
wet season, and other circwmnstances; and the day of opening was finally postponed until the
the termination of the Mid-Winter Vacation

8. The school assembled for the first time on Monday, August 3rd, with 110 pupils;
many applications have since been received ; and, there is no reason to doubt that the present
number will, in Oectober, be very considerably inereased.

9. The Trustees accepted, on the 20th June, 1856, a contract for the south wing of
the new Building, as sanctioned by His Excellency in Council; this structure retarded by
the causes before alluded to, has not yet attained, though it rapidly approaches, completion.

10. On the 1st July, in the present year, the Trustees accepted a second contract for
the north wing, or residence of the Head Master.

I1. These contracts, together with the sums already expended wpon repairs and
alterations necessary to fit the present building for immediate occupation, exhaust the
Building Fund at the disposal of the Trustecs,

12, But, independently of the anticipated increase in the mumber of Scholars, the
accommodation which the Trustees bave it thus in their power to aftord, is not sufficient
for the yproper conduct of an Education Hstablishment of the first class; nor will it cnable
the Masters adequately to carry out the proposed curriculum.

13. The Trustees have expericnced more than the usual difficulty in adapting an old
building to a new purpose. Originally ill-contrived, the Syduey College has proved a source
of embarrassment and expense, and has rather diminizhed than increased the value of the
land upon which it stands.

14. For the ereetioq of suitable Class Rooms, and other necessary improvements,
a large sum of money will be required ; not less, if the work is to be done creditably, than
that which the Trustees paid for the site—£12,000. The Trustees will have the honor to
submit the designs to His Excellency in Council, and they confidently hope that he will be
pleased to place upon the Estimates for the year 1858 that sum which is absolutely required

in order to supply the material conditions for the eflective working of this important
Institution.

We, the Commissioners of National Education in New South Wales, beg to
submit to Your Iizxcelleney this our Ninth Report.

1—NUMBER OF SCIIOOLS IN OPERATION.

Tt will be scen by a Return bereunto appended, that during the year we bad fifty-
five schools in operation, attended in the sggregate by 5,503 children. Of the schools
mentioned in our last Report, four—viz.,, Bowning, Dundee, Hexbam, and Yarrowlumla,
were not in operation during 185G, Seven schools—Drayton, Gosforth, Eling Forest, Iona,
Merriwa, Panbula, and Stanhope,—which were reported as heing suspended during 1855,
were re-opened, under fresh teachers; and seven new schools were opened, namely, Cleveland-
street, Paddington, Bendolba, Four Mile Creek, Louisa Creck, Meadow Flat, and Picton,

2, —GRrRaNTS OF MONEY IN AID OF Burnbivg.

The aggregate amount paid for the erection of school buildings, and for repairs, rent,
and furniture, for 1856, wag £11,706 17s 6d.; and at the close of the year the Board bad
pledged sums for similar purposes, smounting to £7,682 19s. 6d., to mect the sum of
£3,204 123, 94, promised to be raized by local subseriptions.

The local voluntary contributions for school buildings, in accordance with the Board’s
regulations, are usually expended under the direetion of the Local Patrons, in the localities
whore raised; and when any of these contributions are remitted to the Board, they ard
placed in a geparate account, to the credit of the respoctive schools, The published accounts
of the Board refer only to the expenditurc of the public money, and hence they do not
indicate the whole amounnt spent on school buildings.

The number of schools for which aid was sought during 185G was sizteen; and at
the close of the year there were ten new school buildings in course of erection,
1064 3.

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8.—SALARIES.

The salarics and allowances paid to teachers, officors, and servants of the Corporation,
during 1856, amounted in all to £10,563 4s. 11d., of which sum £8,375 19s. 1d. was paid
to teachers, and £2,187 5s. 10d. to other officers—Secretary, Inspector, Organising Master,
Accountant, Architect, and Messengers. The gross amount of fees patd by the children during
1856 was £4,772 185 7d., shewing an inerease of £1,108 138s. 14d. over the fees in 1856.
In Sydney, threefourths, and in the country, the whole of the fees, po to incresse the
emoluments of the teachers,

4 —INSPECTION OF ScHOOLS,

The following Report from Mr. Wilkins gives o summary of the state of our schools
up to the close of the year. We are fully sensible of the impossibility of exercising a
thorongh supervision over all our schools, scattercd as they are over so vast a territory, by
the instramentality of one Inspector; but it seemed inexpedient to make any wew appoint-
ments while the Education guestion remained in suel an unsettled state,

REPORT upon the Condition of National Schools in 1856.

The National Schools are widely distributed over the Colony, some being situated as
£ar north as the Darling Downs, and others as far south as the Murray River.

2. In arranging for the discharge of my duties during the past year, the Board’s
ingtractions provided for the jnspection of all the National Schools in the Colony, with the
exception of those, five in mamber, which were too distantly situated to allow of their being
visited without a very large expenditure of time. It was intended, however, that certain
schools in the neighbourhood of Sydney should he examined four times in the course  the
year. :
8. This plan I was unable, from varions canses, fully to carry out. In the first place,
¥ waa detained in. Sydney for several weeks in consequence of the arrival from the Mother
Country of teachers, whom it was necessary to examine, clagsify, and place in charge of
schools. My arrungements were still further interfered with by the duty which devolved
upon me of superintending the preparations for opening the new schools at Cleveland-street
and Paddington. Lastly, my tour in the Hunter River District was shortencd by ill health,
which compelled me to return before all the schaols in that quarter had been inspected. In
consequence of these interruptions, it happened that only foriy-four out of the fifty-five
schools in operation, were visited in 1856, The statements contained in this Report refer
only to the schools inspected, among which the four in Sydrey should he specially noticed.
Two of these, Fort-strect and William-strect Schools, were twice minutely examined.

4, Before entering upon the subject of the actual condition of National Schools in
1856, it may be desirable to review briefly some of the circumstances in their previous
history, which have led to the results exhibited in this Report. In the early part of
1854, T was despatched by the Board wpon a special mission to the Hunter River District,
with instructions to examine and report npon all the schools situated in that portion of
the Colony. In pursuance of these direetions, I visited most of the schools then existing
i the district, inspected the sehool premises, and examined the pupils. With a fow striking
cxeeptions, these schools were in a very unfavorable condition. Mamy school-houses were
objectionable in form, rude in construction, and wholly unsuited to the purposes of instrue-
tion : furniture and apparatus were universally scanty, and in some cases altogether wanting,
I short, there was a serious deficiency in 2ll' the means and appliances of instruction.
Further, the pupils were irregular in their attendance, and their progress was extremely
unsatisfactory. Although faithful and eonscientious in the discharge of their datics, the
teachers were often destitute of energy and technical skill, on whick account their labors
werc generally unproductive. In many cases the Local Boards, so far from. assisting the
teachers with their countenance and support, were either totally indifferent or active in.
raising difficalties.

5. Immediately these evils were known to exist, the Bodrd took steps to provide a
remedy, and bring the schools inte a state of thorough cfficiency. The measures adopted for
this purpose were prineipally the importation and distribution, on advantageous terms, of a
large quantity of school apparatus, the repair and remodelling of school-houses, and the

framing of regulations for the examination and classification of teachers. These plans were

not fally brought into operation {ill late in the following year, 1855.
6.
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6. In the course of my inspection in 1856, I observed that in almost every case in
which the existenee of defeetive or improper school-buildings had been reported on previous
visits, improvements were either in progress or had already been effected. Very generally,
also, the grounds-had-been foneed in, and suitable outbuildings crected. In onc case only,
Wrylie’s Tlat, where an unsuitable building was used as s school, had no exertions been made
on the part of the Local Patrons to procure more eligible premises, or improve those already
cxisting. The new schools first brought inte operation in this year were, for the most part,
well built structures ; and one, that at the village of Peel, is justly entitled to rank as the
finest country school in the Colony. In this respect, then, National Schools are now better
provided than at any antecedent period. There is still, I regret to say, great necessity for
improvement in the construction of residences for teachers. Many of these buildings. are
formed of slabs, and are likewise unplastered. They are therefore neither impervious to wind
nor rain, and the teacher.and his family are compelled to suffer great discomfort, or expend a
considernble sam from his already too limited income. It should be stated, in explanation,
that buildings of. the kind now described are most common in agricultural districts, where
dwellings of o hetter clags are almost unknown. The people being content to inhabit slab
huts themselves, strongly object to giving the teacher a better residence than their own,
considering that.a dwelling which is good enough for them ought to satisfy the teacher.
This feeling, natural but erroneous as it is, operates prejudicially in two ways. Tn the firat
place, it deprives the teacher of the hope of obtaining a comfortable home, where, after the.
toils of the day, be may rest-and prepare by stady for future labors. e hecomes dissatisfied
with his position, from which he eseapes on the first opportunity, unless he be a man of more
than ordinary devotedness.  On the other hand, a great moral influence upon both the ¢hildren
and their parents.is lost, when the teacher's residence is of such a description as to he other
than a model of neataess and propriety to the neighbourhood.  Linay be pardoned in digressing
so far from the immediate business of this Report, as to state my ‘helief that the prevalence
of intemperance, and other vices, has an intimate connexion with the. miserable condition
of the homes of the humbler classes in country distriots. Many of these that I have
personally observed were of such a kind as to render habits of common decency impossible.
These circumstances again react upon the education of the children, to a greater degree
than would, at first, be imagined. Although aware of these facts, the Beard are unable, at
present, to cffeet much in the way of amelioration. So long as the regulation requiring the
local subseription of one-third of the cost of building remains in force, the Board will he
comparatively powerless to improve the teacher’s position, in respect to his dwelling ; and,
in the absence of a law rendering the erection and repair of. suitable school buildings
compulsory upon the inhabitants of any district, the, only means of effecting a change for
the better must be the action of enlightened publie opivion.

7. Considerable additions have been made to the stock of books and apparatus. Maps,
in particular, are more abundant, fow schools being destitute of the more useful ones, while
many are provided with a complete set. In. some cases the supply of books was deficient,
and one school was deplorably bare. In general, a deficiency of: books. mey be traced to the
non-observance of the Board's rule on the subjeet, combined with apathy on the part of the
teacher. This was especially the case with the school referred to as badly supplied. In
order to obviate some of the difficulties which had heen found to attend the practical working
of the rule as to the supply of books, the Board agreed to certain resolutions slightly

modifying the original principle. These resolutions were embodied in Cireular 23, appended-Annex. No. 1.

to this Report, and forwarded to all the teachers.

8. The most serious fault in the organization of the schools visited was the defective
clagsification of the pupils. The skill of the most accomplished teacher is often severely
tried by this part of his duty, and it is.a point on which inferior teachers most frequently
fail. In a majority of the sehools inapected in 1856, the teachers—with the best intentions—
had advanced their pupils to classes in which the instruction was far above their capa,cxt.les.-
An appearance of progress was thus maintained at the expense of the reality., To-fach aueh:
s course of procedure forms an -effectual barrier:to the child’s. myx;ovemant and i increases
the difficulty of the teacher’s task. With the view of. cheeking this tendency, the Circular

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In this respect, T regi‘et to say, little or »o improvement is discernible. The causes of
irregular attendance operate as extensively as e\'ei', and, until they are removed, it is useless
to.hope for improvement. A. majority of National Scheols being situated in agricultural
districts, the scholars are peculiarly liable to be kept at home, to 2ssist in the labours of the
farm. At certain seasons—seed-time and harvest—it often happens that three-fourths of the
pupils are required for that purpose; and, considering the scanty supply of labour available
at such times, the practice is not altogether without excuse. Tt .is not improbable, however,
that the Legislaturc may eventually be called upon to protect clildren from the exeessive
demands upon their sehool-time, which, in many instances, deprive them of all opportunities of .
receiving school instruction. Inagricultural distriots an arrangement similar to the half-time
system in Fngland, would often meet the exigencies of the case, and dispense with the
necessity for more stringent compulsory mcasures. There i3 another circumstance pro-
ductive of equelly disastrous results, and even less under control, tham irregularity of
attendance. Changes of residence oceur very frequently, and it often happens that children
are removed to a disfance and cease altogether to attend school; T have reason to think that
this evil prevails to a greater extent than could be supposed. In six schools, situated at wide
distances asunder, apd therefore not likely to be influenced by merely local circumstances,
I found that 68 per cent. of the children present at my examination in 1855 had left school
in 1850, and were replaced by others; in one of these schools only 19 per cent. of the pupils.
had attended the school twelve months.  On inquiry, I ascertained that during the interval
between my two visits, many of the leases of furms in the neighbourhood had oxpired, the
former tenants had removed with their families to new lands purchased by themselves at a
distance, and their places were supplied by strangers.

10. Tun other points of school discipline, in eleanliness, neatness, orderly conduet, and
cheerful obedience, T found very considerable improvement. Taken in connexion with the
improved condition of school rooms, and the more ample supply of school matorials, this fact
would seem to indicate that the moral influence of the school and the teacher was beginning
to produce iis legitimate cffect.

11. Tt would be difficult to deseribe in detail the condition of the schools as regards
instruction ; in general terms it may be stated, however, that ihe course of instruction has
been considerably cnlarged, and the methods of teaching have been charncterised by greater
skill and vigor. Of all the schools in which improvement had taken place, those at Singleton
and Wollombi are the most deserving of special mention; the former as exhibiting the
gréatest absolute progress in regard to the scholars’ attainments, and the latter as evidencing
the cfficacy of improved methods. Two circumstances may here be noted as explaining in
part the general improvement now described. The first of these is the example and influence
of the sixteen trained teachers introduced from the Mother Country, who have, to some
extent, been instrumental in diffusing & knowledge of superior metheds; the appointment of
an Organizing Master is the second eausc of improvement. The gentleman appointed to this
office, Mr. W. MTntyre, was one of the trained teachers sclected, at the Board's request, by
the Commissioners of National Education in Ireland for service in this Colony, and be Lad
held a similar situation in the Mother Country. His duties were to visit-the National Schools
in the Hunter River Distriet, for the purpose of offering his advice and assistance to the
teachers in improving the organization, discipline, and instruction of their schools, but
without enforeing any change; to teach himself, so as to set hefore the masters an example
of appropriate methods, and to roport to the Inspeetor the result of his inquiries into the:
condition of the schools, his own suggestions to the tcachers, and the extent to which they
were adopted.  These duties Mr. M‘Intyre has performed with great zeal and efficiency, and
the schools visited have materially benefited by his instructions. In speaking thus favorably
of the National Schools, I would be understood to refer to their present condition as compared
to the state in which they were found in 1854. They have not yet attained full efficiency ;

. doubtless—ard no one ean be more fully aware of the fact than myself—many

12. The measures adopted by the Board in reference to the examination and classifi-

cation of teachers have been attendod with complete success. Three general examms;lt;ggs
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have been held, at which all teachers residing within an accessible distanee were present.
The subjects on which they were examined included the ordinary branches taught in National
Schools :—Latin, Greek, French, English Literature, Mathematics, Physics, and the art of
teaching. Teachers also undergo an examination hefore leaving the Model School, and hence
it happens that every teacher in the Bourd’s serviee hus been examined once at least—a very
large majority have passed two examinations—and severel have submitted themselves o third
time. Certificates have in most eases been awarded to the teachers, in accordance with the
attainments shewn in their examination papers, and their skill in managing a school. The
numbers of teachers holding certificates, of the different classes, are as follows :—

It is scarcoly pecessary to add, that the stimulus to exertion afforded by the granting of ecr-
tificates, and the ndcessity for preparing for the examinations, have conduced materially to
excite o healthy intelleetua) activity in the teachers, which, in turn, has heneficially influenced
the instruction given in the schools.
13. The necessity and advantage of Distriet Model Schools have, upon many oceasions,
been forced upon my consideration. The Syduey Model Schools, although presenting to a
candidate an example of the most perfect organization, and of -the most correct and efficiont
metheds attainable under such eirenmsiances, do not, altogether, meet his requirements. He
may, perhaps, obtain a knowledge of right principles, which, however, in his very different
circumstances, he will be unable to apply. What is really required is a school circumstanced
as nearly as possible like that whick the candidate will be called upon to instruct. Such a
sehool should exhibit the best organizetion for such eircumstances, and be capable of serving
as 2 model for the teacher just commeneing his labours. There arc some diffeultics in the
way of carrying out these views, but I trust they will shortly be removed.
14. In former years complaints were frequently made of neglect on the part of
Local Patrons. Exeepting in onc case, where a Patron went to the school in a state of
intoxieation for the purpose of abusing the teacher, there have been no complaints of a serious
character during the past year. On the other hend, considerable improvement has taken
place as regards the dogree of interest in the welfare of the schools, manifested by the

Petrons.  In many schools the Local Patrons, I am happy to say, discharge their duties in -

a most cfficient manner, visiting the school ab stated periods, asisting the muister by their
influence in improving the regularity of the pupils’ attendance, and providing the requisite
means for garrying on the instruetion. Among the instances in which the benefit to the

school arising from efficient superintendence on the part of the Looal Patrons has come
under my personal observation, I may be allowed to partieulerize the schools at Braidwood,

Dungog, Mudgee, Singleton, Wollombi, and Wollongong.

15. Tt-will be seen from this Report that the prospects of the National System, and in
a measure those of education generally, are much improved. The schools are now better
supplied with the means of instrnction, are conducted by more efficient agents, and are work-
ing out more satisfactorily the object of their jnstitution.’

2. At Fortstreet, the old schoolrooms were erowded to such an extent as seriously to
impede the dizcipline and instruction of the pupils. Again, the form and size of the clags
ropmy presented most undesirable models of school buildings, and effectually prevented a full
exhibition of improved methods of teaching to the candidates who attended for the purpose
of being trained. The new school-rooms, erected in consequence of the above-mentioned
cireumstances, are constructed in accordance with the most approved plans, and are furnished
in such a manner as to be really deserving of the title of Model Schools. The success of
these schools has been so great, that already the spacious rooms new cecupizd by the pupils
are beginning to be inconveniently crowded. The existing organization of the Fort-street
School, to which that at William-street closely approximates, has heen bronght to its present
state after great trouble and difficulty, arising chiefly from the want of proper apparatns, It
wag designed that this school should present in itself an epitome of all the forms in which 2
Primary School can be cxhibited, in order that candidates for the office of tcacher might be
afforded opportunities of studying the methods proper to every age aud degree of progress.
The Model School is accordingly divided into four distinct departments, depending mainly
upon the age and sex of the scholars, '

3. In the lowest departmeat, called the Nursery School, children are received whose
ages range from two to five years, provided they are able to talk. Here their formal
tnsfruction may be said to commence, and the methods adopted are those which experience
has proved to be best suited to develop and strengthen the dawning intellect. An attempt
bas been made to introduce, with the modifieations necessary in the peeuliar eircumstances
«f the school, the system of F. Frochel, the originator of the * Kinder Giirten” (Childrea's
Gardens). The spacious and airy school grounds at Fort-sirect permit the carrying out of
this system with great facility, the only drawback heing the want of some of the requisite
appliances. Tt has not been deemed expedient to adopt Froehel's views in their integrity,
many of his notions being impracticable with Australian children, although perhaps perfectly
suitable to the temperament of natives of Germany, But his fundemental principle of
mingling employment with instruction, and combining amusement with both, has been
successfully obsorved. This department is very popular with the parents, chiefly, I believe,
beeause their children are therein afforded opportunities of healthful exercise and recreation,
while at the same time their safety is made & matter of paramount importance. They also
receive that moral training and instruction which their tender years permit. The 120
children in his department are trained, cared for, and instructed by an assistant teacher,
with the help of a pupil teacher.

4. The separation of the very young children, by leaving the remainder more nearly
equal in point of age and intellectusl development, has cousiderably incressed the
efficiency of the Infant Department. The advantages of well-conducted Infant Schools
in cities and large towns cannot be disputed ; and keeping in view the probable inoreased
«Wdemand for institutions of this kind, every exertion has been used to sclect good methods
from the systems of Stow, Wilderspin, and others who have made Infant Education their
special study. The modes of teaching employed in this department, though of a kind to
interest young children, partake of a more intellectual character than those before spoken of.
The result is so far successful, that some of the most promising scholars in the scnior depart-
ment are those whose early training wos received in the Infant School. On the removal of
the boys and girls to the new school-rooms, the infant children were transferred to the
ground floor of the old building, baving previously oceupied one of the upper rooms. This

cireumstance
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circumstance greatly facilitated the introduetion of a more suitable organization, and enabled
the teacher to carry out the principles of the Infant System more completely than under the
former arrangements. :

5. In the Boys' and Girls’ Departments, the aim has been to give the utmost possible
amount of information on technical and general subjects, together with such a cultivation of
the intelligence as would fit a child to win its way through the world in a satisfactory
monner, after leaving school. Iu this aspect, the Model School may be regarded as furnishing
a link between the primary instruction given in ordinary National Schools, and the superior
education attainable in Grammar Schools. Being abundantly supplicd with furniture,
apparatus, and books, the means of imparting knowledge are always available, and the
teachers are not confined to the limited round of subjeets generally taught in common
gehaols.  As some miseoneeption has arigen on the subject of furniture and apparatus, and
the means by which they are supplied to the Model Schools, it may be desirable to cxplain
that all these articles are paid for out of the Board’s quota (one-fourth) of the fees received
in the Sydney National Schools. During 1856 the sum available for these purposes excceded
£500; and after paying £250 to teachers of Drawing and Music, there remained upwards
of £250 to be appropriated to the purchase of school requisites of every kind.

8. I have great pleasure in placing on record the zealous co-operation of the Head
Masters and Teachers of the Sydney Sebools, in all plans for the improvement of the
establishments under their charge and the perfeeting of the system. Ne additions of any
importance were made to the programme annexed to my Report for 1855 ; but the desirable-
ness of diffusing morc generally a knowledge of Vocal Music and Drawing engaged considerable
attention. As Hullah’s method appeared to be, on the whole, the best adapted to our
circumstances, an order was sent to England for a large quantity of the necessary material ;
and it is intended that every child in the schools shall have opportunities given it of acquiring
a knowledge of singing. The importance of an acquaintance with drawing, even in the
utilitarian point of view alone, is very great. To the skilled artisan, the ability to draw is a
valuable help; and if a taste for the art be early implanted in the youthful mind, it may
exclude others of a less clevating cast. As an cfficient means of carrying on the general
education, also, it is not without importance. On these grounds, it seemed ezpedient to
allow all the pupils the option of learning to draw; and in order ihat the instruction may
be carried on with the most effestual aids, the publications of the Department of Science and
Art, io connezion with the Board of Trade, were ordered from England. These publications
include Manuals for Teachers, embodying the experience in teaching of eminent Masters in
Art; and copies aud models for the use of the pupils. I anticipate much good from these
arrangements.

7. On the whole, I believe I may safely affirm, that the Model Schools have, during
the past year, fulfilled the double purpose of their institution : the establishment of a high
standard of elementary instruction, and the exhibition of correet methods of teaching.

8. The measures adopted for the training of teachers rclate, first, to candidates for
sitaations under the Board ; and secondly, to pupil-teachers. In reference to the former, it may
be mentioned, that every candidate for several years past has been required to spend at least
a month in the Model School, for the purpose of acquainting himself with the principles and
methods there in operation. To some extent it has also been the practice to supply
candidates with instruetion, in order to fit them. for the efficicnt discharge of their duties.
The means at the Board's disposal for accomplishing these objects were, however, very
limited till this year (1856), when the opening of the new sehool-rooms enabled me to devote
the rooms formerly occupied by the female and infant children 4o the proper uses of a
Normal School. The services of some of the teachers in the Model Schools were also made
available as lesturers,

. 9. During the year, twenty-five candidates attended the Model School. Of these,
twenty-one received appointments, and were in charge of schools at the close of the year.
Two of the successful candidates had previously been in the Board’s service, and ten were
teachers who had been selected for zervice in the Colony by the Committee of Counecil in
England, and the Commissioners of National Education in Ircland. These ten teachers
completed the number (sixteen) that had been sent out at the Board’s request from the
mother country. Iu point of qualifications, these gentlemen were possessed of more than

average
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average uhility, and some were superior in this respect, while all.were inielligent and .
experienced teachers. Their influcnce upon the charzetar of the instruction in districts
where they were located has been distinetly felt, and will probably tend to raisc the
character of the instruetion in country schools. -

10. Buk the most certain meanz of obtaining a supply of trained teachers for National
Schools, is the apprenticeship of pupil-teachers. TUp to the end of 1850, twenty-one of these
young persons had been received into the Board’s service, in the four schools in Sydaey.
On the whole, the conduet of these young peraons has heen Lighly satisfactory, and in sevaral
cases of a most gratifying description. Their abilities also, in a majority of cases, are such
as to promisc considerable usefulness in future, their chief deficiency being in that experience
which age alone can furnish. Besides teaching in the school the usual nwmber of hours
daily, they arc required to attend lessons on all the ordinary branches of instruction, and on
music and drawing. ¥For the latter subjects, special teachers are engaged. The time
oceupied in receiving imstruction amounts to an hour and a half for every school day.
Numerous applications having been made for the appointment of pupil-teachers in eountry
schools, the Board were led to consider the expedicncy of taking that step. The success of
the system in the Model Schools scemed to justify its cxtension to couniry districts, and
certain regulations were sceordingly framed, and in the form of Civeular No. 22, com-
municated to t]::e teachers,

11. Beveral of the pupil-teachers had successfully passed through their term of
apprenticeship at the close of the year, and were either employed as agsistants, or were them-
gelves in charge of schools. Although their efficiency iu these trying positions was
undoubted, still their professional edueation could not be regarded as complete. Tt was
necessury that they should undergo the discipline of a Normal School. However 'zea.]ous]y
they might pursue their private studies, there was danger that they would lose sight of the
real abject to be kept in view, and that their attention would be confined to mabters not
bearing directly upon their real necessities. Such a mode of study is also likely to become
desultory, and to lack the systematic form and nature which are absolutely requisite in the
mental aperations of all who have to jmpart their knowledge to others. The appointment of
pupil-teachers in country schools led to the further consideration of the urgent necessity for
a Normal School, in which those whosespprenticeship had expired might finish their course
of training.

12. The completion of the new school-rooms enebled me to provide for the exigency
just deseribed, and classes were accordingly institufed, to which the assistant teachers and
candidates wero admitted. At first, the subjects of instruction were limited to those ordi-
parily taught in National Schools, the chief object at this stage being to correct and
systematise the knowledge already acquired; but special attention was given to the art of
teaching as a means of familiarising the pupils with the prineiples and practice of their
profession. The results werc as favorable as could havo been anticipated. The success of
this experiment Jed to its repetition on a larger seale. For the present year, 1857, a con-
siderable extension of the lectures is contemplated, new subjects being introduced, and those
formerly taught being greatly onlarged, so that the requirements of teachers of primary
schocls could be met in every particular. These objocts can be easily accomplished by the
machinery now at the Board's disposal, and it would be possible to carry on all the fuoections
of o Normal School with but a slight addition {0 the existing means. 1 annex hereto a
syllabus of the course of lectures proposed to be given in the Normal School during the
present year,

13. Two other matters bearing upon this question have also cngaged attention. The
first is the formation of a teachers' library, comprising standard cducational works, both
English and Forcign. Some difficalty has been experienced in carrying out this object,
English literature, properly. so called, being very meagrely supplied with works of the
required stamp. It is far surpassed by both America and Germany, and measures have
accordingly been taken to procure the best books on education published in those countries.
The teachers’ library is still very small, being in fact the mere nucleus of what it-ought to
be, and what- it is intended to become. A museum of .cducational apparatus is another
requisite for training purposes. Efforts have been made to establish such a muscum in con-

‘nexion with the model sehool 5 but the difficultics in tlie way have heen almeost insuparable.

The expense of procuring specimens of apparatus from the Motler Country is very great, and
to
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to have them manufactured in the Colony, even when that course is possible, would he still

more costly, I am not without hope, however, that the project may be successfully carried-

out in course of time. When the library and musecum are regularly instituted, the means of
training teachers will be tolerably complete.

14. I cannot close this Report without expressing my obligations to the gentlemen
who voluntecred their services as lecturers in the Normal School, and who gratuitously gave
up a considerable portion of their leisure time to this important work.

7 —GENERAL OBSERVATIONS.
It will be observed from the preceding portions of this Report, that the Board's efforts

for extending the system and rendering it more cfficient, have heen aticnded with a con-

siderable mcasure of success. Arrangements have been made for ensuring competerey in
the teachers of National Schools hy the system of examipation and classification. The
appointment of an Organizing Master bas assisted the teachers in improving their schools,
while the periodical visits of the Inspeetor have enabled the Board fo judge of the results of
their labours. In respect of the facilities for training teachers, ome of the most important
subjects that could cngage the Board's attention, o great advance hag been made. Pupil-
teachers can now be apprenticed in all parts of the Colony, and a Normal School has been
commenced, the operations of which can cesily be extended so as to meet any requircments.
It i3 true that many difficulties have yet to be overcome and many imperfections to be
removed ; hut there is reasonable ground for hope that in time all obstacles to the firm
establishment and thorough efficiency of the National System will be swrmounted. Tt is
impassible to conceal the fact that the unsetiled state of the cdaeation question has operated
to the disadvantage of the National System, both by deterring residents in the country from
applying for the establishment of schools, and by causing the Board to delay carrying out
measares which, in their opinion, are indispensable. On both thesc grounds, it is greatly to
be wished that a permancat settlement conld be arrived at.

We cannot close this Report without bearing testimony to the efficient aid we have
received from our Imspector, Mr. Wilkins. We have had every reason to be satisfied with
the zeal, ability, and diseretion he has displayed in his arduous and respounsible dutics, and
we are fully aware that we are indebted to him for much of the sucoess which has attended
our cfforts in the eause of education.

We submit this our Report for the year ending 31st December, 1856, and in testimony
thereof, we have causcd our Corporate Seal to be hereunto affized, this sizth day of Auvgust,
one thousand eight bundred and fifty-siz.

I have the honor to acquaint youw, by dircction of the Board of National
Education, that having taken into consideration the deficiency in the supply of Reading
Books in certain schools, they have adopted the following resolutions in reference to those
schools in which the provisions of Rule 8, Chap. II. of the published Regulations are not
already in operation, viz.—

1. That each child attending a National School shall pay quarterly in advance, the
sum of Bixpence towards a “ Book Fund "

2. That the sums thus raised shall be appropriated, under the direction and control of
the Local Patrons, to the furnishing and maintaining 2 supply of Books and
Apparatus for the use of the school.

8. That a deduction from the above mentioned ratec may be mnde, at the diseretion of
the Local Patrons, when rore than two children attend school from the same
family, and also when the # Book Fee ” is paid annually in advance.

4. That these regulations take effect on and after 1st Javuary, 1857.

L. 1 bhave now to request that if Rule 3, Chap. II., has not been in operation in the
school under your supervision, you will have the goodness to issue the necessary instructions
to the Teacher, in order that these resolutions may be effectually carried out.

I have the honor, by direction of the Board of National Education, to transmit
herewith, for your guidauce, 2 “Table of the Minimum Amount of Attainments required from
“ each Class in National Schools,” and to request that you will suspend it in 2 conspicuous
position on the walls of your school-room.

2. The Reports of their Inspector have rendered it evident to the Board that serious
defeets exist in the organization of National Sehools, and that, in consequence, the efficiency
of the instruction is greatly impaired. For example, it has heen found that the lower classes
were ncgleeted, that some subjects were altogether omitted from the routine of instruction,
and that many children had, by the well-meaning but inconsiderate zeal of the teacher, been
advanced to the higher classes Jong before they were capable of understanding the teaching
proper to that stage of progress. A very general misapprehension seems also to prevail
respecting the legitimate function of a National School, and some teachers have thercfore
permitted themselves to devote much time to the instruction of a few pupils in higher
branches, to the neglect of those elementary subjects that may properly be taught to all the
¢hildren. In fine, it appears to have been forgotten that for all practical purposes, it is much
wiser to teach a few simple subjeets thoroughly, than to attempt, with the almost certain
risk of failure, to give instruction in many and diffieult branches.

3. Improssed with these eonsiderations, the Board have caused the enclosed Table to
be framed for your reference; and the Tnspector has heen instructed, in examining your
school, to ascertain and note how far the conditions thercin laid down have been observed.
Upon your success in this respect, amongst other considerations, will depend your fature
classification, whenaver your certificate of merit comes to he revised.

4. The Board have no desire to limit the number of subjeets taught in a National
School, but will always fecl ploasure in hearing that the higher branches have been intro-
duced, provided such a course does not interfere with the restrictions expressed in the ¢ Table.”

Ag the name of Froebel is probably new to the Colonial publie, it may be desirable
to give a brief sketch of his principles and methods. Froebel, a native of onc of the minor
German States, was a pupil of Pestalozzi, whose views he adopted and extended. Observing
the strong tendency to action and imitation manifested in young children, Froebel conceived
the idea of rendering it subservient to the development of their faculties, hoth mental and
physical, but especially of the intuitive powers. Ile attempted, therefore, to guide and
control the propensity for action by providing suitable means of cmployment for very young
children. He would commence the education of the infant while yet in its mother’s arms,
and continue its training in the Kinder Gérten. In thelatter, the occupations are continmous,
but varied ; interesting, yet instractive; and calculated to call into vigorous exercise every
faculty of body and mind. * This system,” says the Rev. Mr. Mitchell, one of Her Majesty's
Inspeetors in Jingland, ** though intellectual is truly infantile; it treats the child as a child;
“ teaches it by childish toys and methods, gradually to develop in action or hierogylphie
“ writing, its own ides, to tell its own story, and to listen to that of others. There is no use
# of hard names, no singing of perpendicular and horizonial; but whatever is said and what-
“ gver is done, is totally and altogether such as belougs to a child.  * * *  The
‘¢ great Improvement is that the child learns everything itself, that there is no forcing of the
“ mind, that when tired it leaves off its labor, and, having rested awhile, returns to it with
“ vigor, or procecds to something else. All that 18 required is tact and patience in the
“ teacher, the art of knowing when to speak and when to be silent, a pleasing person, a
‘7 pleasing voice, and a great love of ¢hildren” The chief instruments are models, pictures,
oubes, wooden bricks, the hall frame, colors,—everything, in short, that appesls to the eye
and the other scuses. Froebel especially insists that all the children’s occupations should he
carried on weder conditions highly conducive to physical health—in the open air and in well
ventilated, well arranged school-rooms, where every ohject within the sphere of the child’s
vision shall be suggestive of some idea of beauty, truth, or goodness.
