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The objective of the project is to ‘ensure that each 
Parliament fulfils its legislative, representative and 
oversight roles’, which places the emphasis on the 
Parliaments of the Solomon Islands and Bougainville as 
relatively new Parliaments. However, there have been 
clear benefits for NSW Parliament staff participating. 

One benefit for staff of the NSW Parliament is that 
involvement in Twinning (through an attachment to  
a Twinned Parliament or through activities related to  
a secondment) requires them to see beyond their own 
working environment and consider the application of 
the principles they apply in their roles to different 
working environments. What NSW Parliament staff 
bring to the Twinning project is extensive experience 
working within a well-resourced Parliament with 
well-established and well-understood practices  
and procedures, and a mature political system with  
a low turnover of Members (usually —NSW in 2011 
experienced a larger than usual turnover of Members). 
Applying that experience in a different environment 
forces NSW Parliament staff to reconsider the basis  
of their expertise and acknowledge the importance  
of the structure — usually taken for granted and 
assumed — that allows them to develop that expertise. 
Accordingly, NSW Parliament staff developed an 
appreciation for the need to compromise, to be flexible, 
and to find creative solutions. 

Working with relatively new Parliaments has also 
provided NSW Parliament staff with an opportunity  
to consider what the foundation of a Parliamentary 
service is — what procedural rules and processes  
are essential? What degree of complexity is  required  
to support a Parliament during its sittings? It gives  
staff an opportunity to revisit the principles of 
Parliamentary democracy. 

Working in new Parliaments also provides suggestions 
for how things could be done better — sometimes 
hundreds of years of Parliamentary tradition do not 
result in the best way to do things but merely the 
established way to do things. Some of the ideas that 
NSW Parliament staff have been exposed to in the 
Twinned Parliaments may eventually be introduced 
into the NSW Parliament.

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Significant recruitment after the State Election 
necessitated ongoing delivery of an intense two day 
induction program. A total of 52 staff participated in the 
mandatory training with OHS a key element of the 
program. Also, a dedicated OHS information page for 
Electorate Offices, infOHS, was developed to ensure 
new employees are aware of their OHS responsibilities, 
have information regarding reporting, emergency 
procedures, and where documentation such as the How 
to Set-up Your Workstation Guideline can be accessed. 
This information was also made available as a pdf 
containing embedded hyperlinks that direct employees 
to the relevant areas within the online OHS 
Management System. 

To assist delivery of training programs to the electorate 
offices, an online learning management system was 
procured and entered its testing and implementation 
phase near the end of the reporting year. Two essential 
training modules were created for the pilot project 
including a 30 minute Introduction to OHS in 
Electorate Offices, and Security in Electorate Offices 
which are to be issued early in the new financial year. 

In collaboration with an external service provider,  
a comprehensive online Contractor Induction training 
module was developed for Parliament House to  
support legislative requirements regarding Contractor 
Management. The online training module is accessed 
externally via the Internet and provides increased 
flexibility for contractors who can undertake the 
training prior to attending or commencing work on-site. 

The reporting year saw a reshuffle of the Treasury 
Managed Fund Workers Compensation Insurance 
portfolios which reallocated Parliament to a new 
portfolio and Insurer. In line with these changes a new 
wage reimbursement application was developed and 
implemented within the online incident database, 
which communicates information direct to the Insurer 
and streamlines the previous manual processing of 
workers compensation information. The Legislative 
Assembly incurred seven workers compensation claims 
during the reporting year, with a total of $12,777 paid on 
the 2010/11 claims.
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The equal employment opportunity (EEO) statistics have been reported for two work groups —  
electorate officers, and all other full-time permanent employees of the Legislative Assembly.

The Legislative Assembly workgroup is recruited and appointed in accordance with public sector  
standards on equity and participation.

On 8 September 2010 the Constitution Amendment 
(Recognition of Aboriginal People) Bill 2010 was 
introduced in the Legislative Assembly to provide  
for the recognition in the Constitution Act 1902  
of the Aboriginal people of New South Wales.

The previous day standing orders were suspended at 
11:25am for the introduction and agreement in principle 
speech on the Bill by the Premier; for the Leader of  
the Opposition, the Leader of the Nationals and the 
Minister for Community Services to speak to the Bill 
immediately following the Premier’s speech; and for  
the debate on the Bill to be automatically adjourned  
and set down as an order of the day for a future day.

Appendix J 
Additional Annual Report Information
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The motion also made provision for the Chairperson  
of the NSW Aboriginal Land Council, Councillor Bev 
Manton, and a Gadigal elder, Uncle Charles ‘Chicka’ 
Madden, preceded by ceremonial dancers, to be seated 
on the floor of the House during proceedings on the  
Bill and for Councillor Manton to address the House 
following the adjournment of the debate on the Bill.

The next day, following a Welcome to Country and a 
Smoking Ceremony which took place in the Forecourt 
of Parliament House, the Speaker made a statement  
in relation to the Bill and the Parliament’s ongoing 
contribution to Aboriginal reconciliation and, in 
accordance with the resolution of the House, the 
proceedings on the Bill took place with Councillor 
Manton and Uncle Charles Madden in attendance  
on the floor of the House.

The debate was adjourned and set down as an order of 
the day for a future day, after which Councillor Manton 
addressed the House and then withdrew along with 
Uncle Charles Madden.

The Bill was passed by the Legislative Assembly on  
22 September 2010 without amendment and then by the 
Legislative Council on 19 October 2010, also without 
amendment. The Bill was subsequently assented to by  
Her Excellency the Governor on 25 October 2010.

On 26 October 2010, immediately after the Speaker  
had reported the message from the Governor assenting 
to the Bill, the Minister for Aboriginal Affairs moved  
a motion, by leave, authorising the Speaker to arrange 
for the placement of the Australian Aboriginal flag in 
the Legislative Assembly Chamber “…as a permanent 
symbol of the recognition of the Aboriginal people  
as the State’s first people and nations and the 
traditional custodians and occupants of the  
land in New South Wales”.

After a short debate with contributions from the Leader  
of the Opposition and the Leader of the Nationals, the  
motion was carried and the Speaker left the Chair to 
unveil the Australian Aboriginal flag to the immediate 
right of the NSW flag in the Chamber.
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LEGISLATION GOVERNING  
THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY
The principal Act governing the Legislative Assembly  
is the Constitution Act 1902. Section 5 states that  
“The Legislature shall, subject to the provisions  
of the Commonwealth of Australia Constitution Act, 
have power to make laws for the peace, welfare, and 
good government of New South Wales in all cases 
whatsoever: Provided that all Bills for appropriating 
any part of the public revenue, or for imposing any  
new rate, tax or impost, shall originate in the 
Legislative Assembly.”

Constitution Act 1902 s14A —  
Disclosure of Pecuniary Interests and Other 
Matters by Members, and the Constitution  
(Disclosures by Members) Regulation 1983

Section 14A provides for the Governor to make 
regulations in relation to the disclosure by Members  
of pecuniary interests or other matters. The section 
also provides that any “wilful contravention” of the 
regulation may lead to the House declaring the 
Member’s seat vacant.The regulation sets out the 
pecuniary interests that must be disclosed and the 
timeframes and process for lodgement of returns.  
The pecuniary interest forms are contained in  
Schedule 1 of the regulation.

Constitution Act 1902 s15 — Standing  
Rules and Orders to be laid before Governor

This section gives the House the authority to make  
standing orders for approval by the Governor  
for the conduct of proceedings in the House.

Constitution Act 1902 s25 — Number  
of Members of the Legislative Assembly

This section states that there are 93 Members  
of the Legislative Assembly.

Constitution Act 1902 s31 — Speaker

This section provides constitutional recognition  
of the Speaker as the independent and impartial 
representative of the Legislative Assembly. It also 
provides for the Speaker, when not presiding, to take 
part in debates or discussions and to vote on any 
question which arises in the House.

Parliamentary Electorates and Elections Act 1912

This Act sets out the way that elections for the  
New South Wales Parliament will be conducted  
and related matters.

Parliamentary Evidence Act 1901

This Act provides for the summoning, attendance  
and examination of witnesses before either House  
of Parliament or its Committees.

Defamation Act 2005

This Act provides absolute privilege for any matter 
published in the course of the proceedings of a 
parliamentary body (e.g. debates and proceedings and 
submissions to Committees or papers tabled during 
Committee proceedings). The Act extends the defence 
of absolute privilege to the publication of “matter”  
that would be subject to absolute privilege under the 
corresponding law of another jurisdiction.

Parliamentary Papers  
(Supplementary Provisions) Act 1975

This Act gives authority to either House, a joint sitting 
or a Committee to publish any documents laid before  
it or any evidence given to it.

Parliamentary Precincts Act 1997

The Act provides a statutory definition of the  
parliamentary precincts and vests control of the 
precincts in the Presiding Officers.

Parliamentary Remuneration Act 1989

This Act sets the basic salary and superannuation 
arrangement for Members and additional salaries  
and allowances for Office Holders. The Act also 
establishes the Parliamentary Remuneration  
Tribunal and sets out its functions.
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Legislation and like matters impacting  
on the Parliament during the reporting year
In May 2011, the Parliament passed the Constitution 
Amendment (Prorogation of Parliament) Act 2011. The  
Act amended section 10A(2) of the Constitution Act 
1902 to provide that the Premier or Executive Council 
may not advise the Governor to prorogue the Legislative 
Council and Assembly for the six months prior to 26 
January in the year in which an election is due to be 
held. This provision effectively prevents the Executive 
Government from proroguing Parliament early  
in the lead up to an election in an attempt to prevent 
parliamentary scrutiny of its activities. This 
amendment to the Constitution Act 1902 was made  
in response to the prorogation of the Parliament  
on 22 December 2010, several months prior to the 
election of 26 March 2011.

Constitution (Disclosures by Members) 
Regulation 1983

In response to concerns about the disclosure by 
Members of flight upgrades, advice was received  
from the Crown Solicitor that indicated that flight or 
accommodation upgrades valued at more than $250 (or 
which accumulate to an annual value exceeding $250) 
should be disclosed in the Members’ pecuniary interest 
declaration. In relation to airline lounge memberships, 
which may be at the invitation of the airline, and similar 
loyalty programs, the Crown Solicitor has noted that  
it was unclear whether such memberships could be 
considered as a “contribution to travel”. Members,  
in the interests of transparency, have been encouraged 
to consider such disclosures.

Jury Amendment Act 2010

In September 2007, the NSW Law Reform Commission 
tabled a report entitled Jury Selection. The report 
examined the operation and effectiveness of the system 
for selecting jurors in New South Wales under the Jury 
Act 1977. Officers and staff of the New South Wales 
Parliament were exempt from jury service under 
section 6 and schedule 2 of the Jury Act 1977. However, 
one of the recommendations made by the Law reform 
Commission was that officers and staff of the Houses 
should be eligible for jury service.

In accordance with this recommendation, the statutory 
exemption of officers and staff of the NSW Parliament 
from jury service was duly removed through the Jury 
Amendment Act 2010, which passed Parliament on 22 
June 2010, and was assented to on 28 June 2010. The 
Act is yet to commence. The removal of this statutory 
exemption, contrary to the recommendations of the 
Clerks of both Houses, potentially revives the common 
law immunity from jury duty which likely attaches to 
senior officers of the NSW Parliament, based on the 
superior right of the Houses to the attendance and 
service of their officers.

The Attorney-General, the Hon. John Hatzistergos, has 
referred terms of reference to the Legislative Council’s 
Standing Committee on Law and Justice to inquire into  
and report on the eligibility of Members of Parliament  
who do not hold Ministerial portfolios to serve on 
juries. The Committee received submissions from the 
President and Speaker of the NSW Parliament, current 
and former Members of the NSW Parliament, the Clerk 
of the Legislative Assembly, the Clerk of the Legislative 
Council, Clerks of other Parliaments, the Office of the 
Director of Public Prosecutions, the Public Defenders 
Office, the Chief Magistrate of the Local Court of NSW, 
and others.

The Committee reported on 24 November 2010. One 
recommendation upheld the exemption of Members 
from jury service. In support, the Committee cited the 
doctrine of the separation of powers, acknowledging 
that while the doctrine is not formally expressed in 
statute in NSW, it is nonetheless fundamental to  
the State’s system of government, and that allowing 
individuals who make laws to then adjudicate  
on those laws would be a fundamental breach  
of the doctrine. The Committee also accepted the 
longstanding principle that the Houses have the first 
right to services of their Members. It is noted that the 
UK Parliament withdrew the statutory immunity of 
Members of Parliament from jury duty in 2003.
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Name of Chapter

Privacy Management Plan —
Privacy and Personal 
Information Protection  
(PPIP) Act 1998
The NSW Legislative Assembly supports the  
objectives of the privacy laws and is committed  
to the development of a workplace that is privacy  
aware and which has appropriate procedures to  
protect personal information.

The Legislative Assembly will review its privacy 
procedures with a view to documenting its obligations 
in line with the principles set out in the Privacy and 
Personal Information Protection Act 1998.

This project involves finalising a comprehensive 
privacy policy, establishing an internal process  
for privacy-related grievances, and clarifying the 
responsibilities incumbent on office-holders and  
staff with respect to privacy and the protection of 
personal information relating to constituency and  
other stakeholder information.

Another feature of the review is the development  
of guidelines on privacy best practice that take into 
account existing privacy obligations together with  
open access to information responsibilities and 
parliamentary privilege rights. 

It is anticipated that the review will be completed 
and procedures set in place during 2012.

Senior management  
committees and their roles
The Clerk of the Legislative Assembly, Mr Russell 
Grove, served on the Parliament of New South Wales 
Audit and Risk Committee until the Committee was 
reorganised after March 2011.

The Parliament’s Audit and Risk Committee now 
comprises three independent members; Mr Jim 
Mitchell (The Independent Chair), Ms Christine 
Feldmanis and Ms Gerry Brus. The newly constituted 
committee first met in May 2011. A report of the 
committee’s activities is contained in the section  
of this Annual Report titled ‘Our Organisation’.

Wage and salary movements
The Crown Employees (Public Sector Salaries 2008) 
award granted a 4% salary increase from 1 July 2010  
to most staff of the Legislative Assembly, including 
electorate officers.

The Statutory and Other Offices Remuneration 
Tribunal Determination of 2010 increased the  
salaries of the Clerk of the Legislative Assembly  
and the Deputy Clerk by 4% from 1 October 2010.

WASTE
During the reporting period the Parliament purchased  
less A4 white paper than in the previous reporting 
period (13,851 reams, down from 14,098 in the previous 
reporting period), with 9,479 of those reams using 
recycled material.

The use of recycled material during 2010/11 is an 
improvement of 9% from the previous reporting period, 
taking the Parliament to a total of 68% of white paper 
being purchased with recycled content. A large 
proportion of the remaining 32% (virgin paper)  
was used by Hansard for archival purposes.

The Parliament generated more cardboard waste  
than in the previous reporting period, partially  
due to computer purchases, but 100% of the waste 
was recycled.

The Parliament purchased more toner cartridges 
during the reporting period, and though the percentage 
containing recycled material was less than in previous 
years, all used cartridges were returned for recycling.

(a)	 Reporting entity

The Legislature, as a reporting entity, comprises all the 
operating activities of the Parliament of New South 
Wales, including the Catering business, under the joint 
direction and control of the Clerk of the Parliaments, 
the Clerk of the Legislative Assembly and the Executive 
Manager Parliamentary Services. It includes all the 
functions of parliamentary representation undertaken 
by the Legislative Council and the Legislative 
Assembly, and the Department of Parliamentary 
Services. The Catering business provides food and 
beverage services for Members of Parliament, their 
guests and staff. It also caters for functions held at 
Parliament House. 

The Legislature is not a NSW government department. 
The Legislature is a not-for-profit entity (as profit is not 
its principal objective) and has no cash generating units. 
The reporting entity is consolidated as part of the NSW 
Total State Sector Accounts.

This financial statement for the year ended 30 June 
2011 has been authorised for issue by the Clerk of the 
Legislative Assembly, the Clerk of the Parliaments and 
the Executive Manager Parliamentary Services on 20 
October 2011.

(b)	B asis of preparation

The Legislature’s financial statements are general 
purpose financial statements which have been prepared 
in accordance with:

—— Applicable Australian Accounting Standards (which 
include Australian Accounting Interpretations)

—— The requirements of the Public Finance and  
Audit Act 1983 and Regulation, and

—— The Financial Reporting Directions published in  
the Financial Reporting Code for Budget Dependent 
General Government Sector Agencies, or issued  
by the Treasurer.

Property, plant and equipment, assets (or disposal 
groups) held for sale and financial assets held at  
‘fair value through profit or loss’ and available for  
sale are measured at fair value. Other financial report 
items are prepared in accordance with the historical 
cost convention.

Judgments, key assumptions and estimations 
management has made are disclosed in the relevant 
notes to the financial statements.

All amounts are rounded to the nearest one thousand 
dollars and are expressed in Australian currency.

(c)	 Statement of compliance

The financial statements and notes comply with 
Australian Accounting Standards, which include 
Australian Accounting Interpretations. 

(d)	 Insurance

The Legislature’s insurance activities are conducted 
through the NSW Treasury Managed Fund Scheme of 
self- insurance for Government agencies. The expense 
(premium) is determined by the Fund Manager based 
on past claim experience.

(e)	 Accounting for the Goods 
	 and Services Tax (GST)

Revenue, expenses and assets are recognised  
as net of the amount of GST, except that:

—— the amount of GST incurred by The Legislature  
as a purchaser that is not recoverable from the 
Australian Taxation Office is recognised as part  
of the cost of acquisition of an asset or as part  
of an item of expense.

—— receivables and payables are stated with the  
amount of GST included.

Cash flows are included in the statement of cash flows 
on a gross basis.

Except as specified below, parliamentary 
appropriations and contributions from other 
bodies (including grants and donations) are 
generally recognised as income when The 
Legislature obtains control over the assets 
comprising the appropriations / contributions. 
Control over appropriations and contributions  
is normally obtained upon the receipt of cash. 

Unspent appropriations are recognised as 
liabilities rather than income, as the authority  
to spend the money lapses and the unspent  
money must be repaid to the Consolidated Fund.

(ii)	 Sale of goods 
Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised  
as revenue when The Legislature transfers  
the significant risks and rewards of ownership  
of the goods.

(iii)	 Rendering of services
Revenue is recognised when the service is provided 
or by reference to the stage of completion (based on 
labour hours incurred to date).

(iv)	 Investment revenue
Interest revenue is recognised using the effective 
interest method as set out in AASB 139 Financial 
Instruments: Recognition and Measurement. Rental 
revenue is recognised in accordance with AASB 117 
Leases on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

(v)	 Other Revenue
Those items classified as other revenue are 
recognised as revenue according to the most 
applicable policy listed above, having regard  
for the type of revenue received.

(g)	 Assets

(i)	 Acquisitions of assets
The cost method of accounting is used for the 
initial recording of all acquisitions of assets 
controlled by The Legislature. Cost is the amount 
of cash or cash equivalents paid or the fair value of 
the other consideration given to acquire the asset 
at the time of its acquisition or construction or, 
where applicable, the amount attributed to that 
asset when initially recognised in accordance  
with the specific requirements of other Australian 
Accounting Standards.

Assets acquired at no cost, or for nominal 
consideration, are initially recognised at  
their fair value at the date of acquisition. 

Fair value is the amount for which an asset  
could be exchanged between knowledgeable, 
willing parties in an arm’s length transaction.

Where payment for an asset is deferred beyond 
normal credit terms, its cost is the cash price 
equivalent, i.e. the deferred payment amount is 
effectively discounted at an asset-specific rate.

(ii)	 Capitalisation thresholds
Property, plant and equipment and intangible 
assets costing $5,000 and above individually  
(or forming part of a network costing more than 
$5,000) are capitalised.

(iii)	 Revaluation of Property, Plant and Equipment
Physical non-current assets are valued in 
accordance with the “Valuation of Physical 
Non-Current Assets at Fair Value” Policy and 
Guidelines Paper (TPP 07-1). This policy adopts 
fair value in accordance with AASB 116 Property, 
Plant and Equipment.

Property, plant and equipment is measured on  
an existing use basis, where there are no feasible 
alternative uses in the existing natural, legal, 
financial and socio-political environment. 
However, in the limited circumstances where  
there are feasible alternative uses, assets are  
valued at their highest and best use.
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Fair value of property, plant and equipment is 
determined based on the best available market 
evidence, including current market selling prices 
for the same or similar assets. Where there is no 
available market evidence, the asset’s fair value  
is measured at its market buying price, the best 
indicator of which is depreciated replacement cost.

The Legislature revalues each class of property, 
plant and equipment at least every five years  
or with sufficient regularity to ensure that  
the carrying amount of each asset in the class  
does not differ materially from its fair value  
at reporting date. The last revaluation for each  
class of asset is set out below and was based  
on an independent assessment.

Desktop valuations were undertaken for Land  
and Buildings class as at 30 June 2011.

Non-specialised assets with short useful lives  
are measured at depreciated historical cost,  
as a surrogate for fair value.

When revaluing non-current assets by reference  
to current prices for assets newer than those being 
revalued (adjusted to reflect the present condition 
of the assets), the gross amount and the related 
accumulated depreciation are separately restated.

For other assets, any balances of accumulated 
depreciation at the revaluation date in respect  
of those assets are credited to the asset accounts  
to which they relate. The net asset accounts are 
then increased or decreased by the revaluation 
increments or decrements.

Revaluation increments are credited directly  
to the asset revaluation reserve, except that,  
to the extent that an increment reverses a 
revaluation decrement in respect of that class  
of asset previously recognised as an expense in  
the surplus / deficit, the increment is recognised 
immediately as revenue in the surplus / deficit.

Revaluation decrements are recognised 
immediately as expenses in the surplus / deficit, 
except that, to the extent that a credit balance 
exists in the asset revaluation reserve in respect  
of the same class of assets, they are debited directly 
to the asset revaluation reserve.

As a not-for-profit entity, revaluation  
increments and decrements are offset against  
one another within a class of non-current assets, 
but not otherwise.
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Where an asset that has previously been revalued  
is disposed of, any balance remaining in the asset 
revaluation reserve in respect of that asset is 
transferred to accumulated funds.

(iv)	 Impairment of property, plant and equipment
As a not-for-profit entity with no cash generating 
units, The Legislature is effectively exempted  
from AASB 136 Impairment of Assets and 
impairment testing. This is because AASB 136 
modifies the recoverable amount test to the higher 
of fair value less costs to sell and depreciated 
replacement cost. This means that, for an asset 
already measured at fair value, impairment can 
only arise if selling costs are material. Selling  
costs are regarded as immaterial.

(v)	 Depreciation of property, plant and equipment
Except for the archive, antique and artwork 
collections, depreciation is provided for on a 
straight-line basis for all depreciable assets so as to 
write off the depreciable amount of each asset as it 
is consumed over its useful life to The Legislature.

All material separately identifiable components  
of assets are depreciated over their shorter  
useful lives.

Land is not a depreciable asset. Certain heritage 
assets including original artworks and collections 
and heritage buildings may not have a limited 
useful life because appropriate curatorial and 
preservation policies are adopted. Such assets  
are not subject to depreciation. The decision  
not to recognize depreciation for these assets  
is reviewed annually.

(vi)	 Major inspection costs
When each major inspection is performed, the 
labour cost of performing major inspections for 
faults is recognised in the carrying amount of an 
asset as a replacement of a part, if the recognition 
criteria are satisfied.

(vii)	Restoration costs
The estimated cost of dismantling and removing  
an asset and restoring the site is included in 
the cost of an asset, to the extent it is recognized  
as a liability.

(viii) Maintenance
Day-to-day servicing costs or maintenance  
are charged as expenses as incurred, except  
where they relate to the replacement of a part  
or component of an asset, in which case the  
costs are capitalised and depreciated.

(ix)	 Leased Assets

A distinction is made between finance leases  
which effectively transfer from the lessor to  
the lessee substantially all the risks and benefits 
incidental to ownership of the leased assets,  
and operating leases under which the lessor 
effectively retains all such risks and benefits.

Where a non-current asset is acquired by means  
of a finance lease, the asset is recognised at its fair 
value at the commencement of the lease term. The 
corresponding liability is established at the same 
amount. Lease payments are allocated between  
the principal component and the interest expense.

Operating lease payments are charged to the 
statement of comprehensive income in the  
periods in which they are incurred.

(x)	 Intangible assets
The Legislature recognises intangible assets only  
if it is probable that future economic benefits will 
flow to The Legislature and the cost of the asset  
can be measured reliably. Intangible assets are 
measured initially at cost. Where an asset is 
acquired at no or nominal cost, the cost is its  
fair value as at the date of acquisition.

The useful lives of intangible assets are assessed  
to be finite.

Intangible assets are subsequently measured at fair 
value only if there is an active market. As there is 
no active market for The Legislature’s intangible 
assets, the assets are carried at cost less any 
accumulated amortisation.

The Legislature’s intangible assets are amortised 
using the straight line method over a period of 
three years.
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Intangible assets are tested for impairment  
where an indicator of impairment exists. If the 
recoverable amount is less than its carrying 
amount the carrying amount is reduced  
to recoverable amount and the reduction 
recognized as an impairment loss.

(xi)	 Loans and receivables

Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial 
assets with fixed or determinable payments that 
are not quoted in an active market. These financial 
assets are recognised initially at fair value,  
usually based on the transaction cost or face  
value. Subsequent measurement is at amortised 
cost using the effective interest method, less an 
allowance for any impairment of receivables. Any 
changes are recognized in the surplus / deficit for 
the year when impaired, derecognized or through 
the amortization process. 

Short-term receivables with no stated interest rate 
are measured at the original invoice amount where 
the effect of discounting is immaterial.

(xii)	Inventories
Inventories held for distribution are stated at cost, 
adjusted when applicable, for any loss of service 
potential. A loss of service potential is identified 
and measured based on the existence of a current 
replacement cost that is lower than the carrying 
amount. Inventories (other than those held for 
distribution) are stated at the lower of cost and net 
realisable value. Cost is calculated using the “first 
in first out” method. 

Net realisable value is the estimated selling  
price in the ordinary course of business less the 
estimated costs of completion and the estimated 
costs necessary to make the sale.

(xiii) Impairment of financial assets
All financial assets, except those measured at fair 
value through profit and loss, are subject to an 
annual review for impairment. An allowance for 
impairment is established when there is objective 
evidence that the entity will not be able to collect 
all amounts due.

For financial assets carried at amortised cost,  
the amount of the allowance is the difference 
between the asset’s carrying amount and the 
present value of estimated future cash flows, 
discounted at the effective interest rate. The 
amount of the impairment loss is recognised  
in the surplus / deficit for the year.

When an available for sale financial asset is 
impaired, the amount of the cumulative loss is 
removed from equity and recognised in the surplus 
/ deficit for the year, based on the difference 
between the acquisition cost (net of any principal 
repayment and amortisation) and current fair 
value, less any impairment loss previously 
recognised in the surplus /deficit for the year.

Any reversals of impairment losses are reversed 
through the surplus / deficit for the year, where 
there is objective evidence, except reversals of 
impairment losses on an investment in an equity 
instrument classified as “available for sale” must be 
made through the reserve. Reversals of impairment 
losses of financial assets carried at amortised cost 
cannot result in a carrying amount that exceeds 
what the carrying amount would have been had 
there not been an impairment loss.

(h)	L iabilities

(i)	 Payables
These amounts represent liabilities for goods and 
services provided to The Legislature and other 
amounts. Payables are recognised initially at fair 
value, usually based on the transaction cost or face 
value. Subsequent measurement is at amortised 
cost using the effective interest method. Short-
term payables with no stated interest rate are 
measured at the original invoice amount where  
the effect of discounting is immaterial.

(ii)	 Employee benefits and other provisions
(a)	S alaries and wages, annual leave, 
		 sick leave and on-costs

Liabilities for salaries and wages (including 
non-monetary benefits), annual leave and paid sick 
leave that fall due wholly within 12 months of the 
reporting date are recognised and measured in 
respect of employees’ services up to the reporting 
date at undiscounted amounts based on the 
amounts expected to be paid when the liabilities 
are settled.
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Long-term annual leave that is not expected to be 
taken within twelve months is measured at present 
value in accordance with AASB 119 Employee 
Benefits. Market yields on government bonds of 
4.44% are used to discount long-term annual leave.

Unused non-vesting sick leave does not give rise  
to a liability, as it is not considered probable that 
sick leave taken in the future will be greater than 
the benefits accrued in the future.

The outstanding amounts of payroll tax,  
workers’ compensation insurance premiums  
and fringe benefits tax, which are consequential  
to employment, are recognised as liabilities and 
expenses where the employee benefits to which 
they relate have been recognised.

(b)	 Long service leave and superannuation

The Legislature’s liabilities for long service leave 
and defined benefit superannuation are assumed  
by the Crown Entity. The Legislature accounts  
for the liability as having been extinguished; 
resulting in the amount assumed being shown  
as part of the non-monetary revenue item 
described as “Acceptance by the Crown Entity  
of employee benefits and other liabilities”. Prior  
to 2005/06 the Crown Entity also assumed the 
defined contribution superannuation liability.

Long service leave is measured at present value  
in accordance with AASB 119 Employee Benefits. 
This is based on the application of certain factors 
(specified in NSWTC 11/06) to employees with  
five or more years of service, using current rates  
of pay. These factors were determined based on  
an actuarial review to approximate present value.

The superannuation expense for the financial year 
is determined by using the formulae specified in 
the Treasurer’s Directions. The expense for certain 
superannuation schemes (i.e. Basic Benefit and 
First State Super) is calculated as a percentage of 
the employees’ salary. For other superannuation 
schemes (i.e. State Superannuation Scheme  
and State Authorities Superannuation Scheme), 
the expense is calculated as a multiple of the 
employees’ superannuation contributions.

(c)	 Other provisions

Other provisions exist when: The Legislature  
has a present legal or constructive obligation  
as a result of a past event; it is probable that an 
outflow of resources will be required to settle  
the obligation; and a reliable estimate can be  
made of the amount of the obligation.

(i)	 Equity and reserves

(i) Asset revaluation reserve
The asset revaluation reserve is used to record 
increments and decrements on the revaluation  
of non-current assets. This accords with The 
Legislature’s policy on the revaluation of property, 
plant and equipment as discussed in note 1(g)(iii).

(ii) Accumulated Funds
The category accumulated funds includes  
all current and prior period retained funds.

Separate reserve accounts are recognised in  
the financial statements only if such accounts  
are required by specific legislation or Australian 
Accounting Standards (e.g. asset revaluation 
reserve and foreign currency translation reserve).

(j)	B udgeted amounts

The budgeted amounts are drawn from the budgets as 
formulated at the beginning of the financial year and 
with any adjustments for the effects of additional 
appropriations, section 21A, section 24 and / or  
section 26 of the Public Finance and Audit Act 1983.

The budgeted amounts in the statement of 
comprehensive income and the statement of cash  
flows are generally based on the amounts disclosed  
in the NSW Budget Papers (as adjusted above). 
However, in the statement of financial position, the 
amounts vary from the Budget Papers, as the opening 
balances of the budgeted amounts are based on carried 
forward actual amounts; i.e. per the audited financial 
statement (rather than carried forward estimates).

17.	 Budget Review
Net cost of services

The net cost of services was $2.053M more than  
budget reflecting lower than budgeted employee  
related expenses ($1.606M), depreciation and 
amortisation ($326,000) and higher than budgeted 
other expenses — Members’ remuneration ($4.977M) 
and revenue ($1.342M).

Employee related expenses were $1.606M less  
than budget and this was offset by other expenses — 
Members’ remuneration being higher than budget by 
$4.977M. These two items taken together reflect a 
variation of $3.371M greater than budget. These two 
items should be considered together as aggregated  
they represent total employment related costs of 
Members and staff. 

Actual total employment related costs included a 
component for payment of termination payments  
and related costs for Members’ staff opting to take 
separation payments following the election in March 
2011. These costs were fully funded by an additional 
appropriation of $4.3M. Actual employee related costs 
in the 2010/11 were $4.21M higher than actual 
employee related costs in 2009/10.

Members salaries and allowances costs were  
lower than budget due to the March 2011 election.  
The allocation of funds for Members’ salaries and 
allowances is in the form of a “protected allocation”  
so that funds drawn down for this purpose cannot 
exceed the actual amount paid by The Legislature.  
The actual amount paid was $1.65M less than budget.

The balance of the variance for total employment 
related costs arose mainly from additional employee 
related costs incurred through the establishment  
of the Parliamentary Budget Office. Additional  
funding was provided to support the introduction  
of the Parliamentary Budget Office. 

Depreciation and amortisation expenses were $326,000 
less than budget. This variation arose from later than 
estimated completion dates for capital projects 
undertaken during the 2010/2011 financial year.

Revenue from the sale of goods and services was 
$470,000 higher than budget due to increased earnings 
from external functions and room hire. AusAID  
grants of $291,000 were received in relation to work 
undertaken as part of a parliamentary “Twinning” 
arrangement. Other revenue was also higher  
than budget by $491,000 mainly reflecting salary 
recoupment for deployed staff as well as a refund  
for workers compensation premium as a hindsight 
adjustment. These positive variations against budget 
for revenue total $1.342M. 

Assets and liabilities

Total current assets were higher than budget by 
$1.107M due to higher than budgeted cash holdings  
and receivables. Current assets were largely in line  
with prior year current assets.

Total non-current assets were higher than budget due 
to the completion of significant capital works projects 
including the upgrade of the SAP financial management 
system, replacement of cooling towers, upgrade of 
equipment in electorate offices and security works 
within the Parliament House precinct. Capital works 
programs were approximately $11.5M.

Total liabilities were higher than budget by $290,000 
mainly through higher payables. Liabilities were lower 
than prior year total liabilities by $766,000.

Cash flows

Net cash flows from operating activities are $1.772M 
higher than budget largely due to additional capital 
appropriations reflecting additional capital works 
undertaken in the 2010/11 financial year and additional 
recurrent appropriation for Members’ staff separation 
payments and the introduction of the Parliamentary 
Budget Office. Net cash flows from investing activities 
also reflect this.

The net decrease in cash and closing cash positions 
were better than budget and largely in line with the 
previous year.

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(b) Credit risk

Credit risk arises when there is the possibility of The 
Legislature’s debtors defaulting on their contractual 
obligations, resulting in a financial loss to The 
Legislature. The maximum exposure to credit risk is 
generally represented by the carrying amount of the 
financial assets (net of any allowance for impairment).

Credit risk arises from the financial assets of The 
Legislature, including cash, receivables and authority 
deposits. No collateral is held by The Legislature. The 
Legislature has not granted any financial guarantees.

Credit risk associated with The Legislature’s financial 
assets, other than receivables, is managed through the 
selection of counterparties and establishment of 
minimum credit rating standards. Authority deposits 
held with NSW TCorp are guaranteed by the State.

Cash

Cash comprises cash on hand and bank balances within 
the Treasury Banking System. Interest is earned on 
daily bank balances at the monthly average NSW 
Treasury Corporation (TCorp) 11am unofficial cash 
rate adjusted for a management fee to NSW Treasury.

Receivables — trade debtors

All trade debtors are recognised as amounts receivable 
at balance date. Collectability of trade debtors is 
reviewed on an ongoing basis. Debts which are known 
to be uncollectible are written off. An allowance for 
impairment is raised when there is objective evidence 
that the entity will not be able to collect all amounts 
due. This evidence includes past experience, and 
current and expected changes in economic conditions 
and debtor credit ratings. Interest is earned on food  
and beverage sales after 60 days at 2% per month.  
No interest is charged on any other debtors. Food  
and beverage sales are made on 30-day terms.  
Other sales are made on either 14 or 30-day terms.

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(c) 	L iquidity Risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that The Legislature will be 
unable to meet its payment obligations when they fall 
due. The Legislature continuously manages risk 
through monitoring future cash flows and maturities 
planning to ensure adequate holding of high quality 
liquid assets. The objective is to maintain a balance 
between continuity of funding and flexibility through 
the use of overdrafts, loans and other advances. 

The Legislature has the following banking facilities as 
at 30 June 2011:

—— Cheque cashing authority of $20,000, which is  
the total encashment facility provided to enable 
recoupment of advance account activities.

—— Tape negotiation authority of $3,000,000. This 
facility authorises the bank to debit The Legislature’s 
operating bank account up to the above limit when 
processing the electronic payroll and vendor files.

—— MasterCard facility of $731,000.

During the current and prior years, there were no 
defaults or breaches on any loans payable. No assets 
have been pledged as collateral. The Legislature’s 
exposure to liquidity risk is deemed insignificant based 
on prior periods’ data and current assessment of risk. 

The liabilities are recognised for amounts due to be paid 
in the future for goods or services received, whether or 
not invoiced. Amounts owing to suppliers (which are 
unsecured) are settled in accordance with the policy set 
out in Treasurer’s Direction 219.01. If trade terms are 
not specified, payment is made no later than the end  
of the month following the month in which an invoice  
or a statement is received. Treasurer’s Direction 219.01 
allows the Minister to award interest for late payment.

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(d) Market risk

Market risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash 
flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of 
changes in market prices. The Legislature’s exposures 
to market risk are primarily through interest rate risk 
on The Legislature’s borrowings and other price risks 
associated with the movement in the unit price of the 
Hour Glass Investment Facilities. The Legislature has 
no exposure to foreign currency risk and does not enter 
into commodity contracts.

The effect on profit and equity due to a reasonably 
possible change in risk variable is outlined in the 
information below, for interest rate risk and other  
price risk. A reasonably possible change in risk variable 
has been determined after taking into account the 
economic environment in which The Legislature 
operates and the time frame for the assessment  
(i.e. until the end of the next annual reporting period).

Interest rate risk

Exposure to interest rate risk arises primarily  
through The Legislature’s interest bearing liabilities. 
This risk is minimised by undertaking mainly fixed 
rate borrowings, primarily with NSW TCorp. The 
Legislature does not account for any fixed rate financial 
instruments at fair value through profit or loss or  
as available-for-sale. Therefore, for these financial 
instruments, a change in interest rates would not  
affect profit or loss or equity. A reasonably possible 
change of +/- 1% is used, consistent with current trends 
in interest rates. The basis will be reviewed annually 
and amended where there is a structural change  
in the level of interest rate volatility. The Legislature’s 
exposure to interest rate risk is set out below.
