This Act is the Commonwealth Powers (De Facto Relationships)

The purpose of this Act is to refer certain financial matters arising
out of the breakdown of de facto relationships to the Parliament of
the Commonweslth for the purposes of section 51 (xxxvii) of the
Constitution of the Commonwealth.

Commencement

This Act commences on a day to be appointed by proclamation
published in the Gazette.

In this Act:

de facto partner means a person who lives or haslived in adefacto
relationship.

defacto relationship means amarriage-like relationship (other than
alega marriage) between two persons.

financial matters, in relation to de facto partners, means any or all
of the following matters:

(8 themaintenance of de facto partners,
(b) thedistribution of the property of de facto partners,

(c) the distribution of any other financial resources of de facto
partners, including prospective superannuation entitlements
or other valuable benefits of or relating to de facto partners.

property means any legal or equitable estate or interest (whether
present or future and whether vested or contingent) in real or
personal property of any description and wherever situated,
including money or choses in action.

For the purposes of this Act, a de facto relationship exists even if a
de facto partner is legally married to someone else or is in another
de facto relationship.

The following matters, to the extent to which they are not otherwise
included in the legidative powers of the Parliament of the

The Governor may, by proclamation published in the Gazette,
revoke aproclamation published under subsection (1), inwhich case
the revoked proclamation is taken (for the purposes of section 4)
never to have been published.

(5) The revocation of a proclamation published under subsection (1)
does not prevent publication of a further proclamation under that
subsection.
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
