rates which have been sanctioned for the financial year ended 30th 
June, 1967, subject to the rate of any reduction that may hereafter 
be made in the expenditure of the year 1967-1968. 

(d) A sum not exceeding $2,317,000, payable out of the Road Transport 
and Traffic Fund, to defray the salaries, maintenance, and working 
expenses and other expenses of the Department of Motor Transport 
during the months of October and November, or following month of 
the financial year ending 30th June, 1968, to be expended at the 
rates which have been sanctioned for the financial year ended 30th 
June, 1967, subject to the rate of any reduction that may hereafter 
be made in the expenditure of the year 1967-1968. 

(e) A sum not exceeding $4.484,000, payable out of the Metropolitan 
Transport Trust General Fund, to defray the salaries, maintenance, 
and working expenses and other expenses of the Department of 
Government Transport during the months of October and November, 
or following month of the financial year ending 30th June, 1968, 
to be expended at the rates which have been sanctioned for the 
financial year ended 30th June, 1967, subject to the rate of any 
reduction that may hereafter be made in the expenditure of the 
year 1967-1968.
