(1) That the Respondent Rowland Albert Dunbier contravened section 149 of the 
said Act in that be committed or attempted to commit treating by including 
in one of his pamphlets the following:— 

"If you require a motor car on polling day to take you or your family or 
friends to vote, please fill in the form below", and so on. 

(2) That the said Respondent did also commit or attempt to commit bribery by 
enclosing in letters sent to voters a letter signed by Jeff Bate, Liberal Member 
for Macarthur, part of which read, "I promise that if you elect Ron nimbler 
I will be constantly beside him with public finance and massive Federal 
Government help". 

(3) That the said Respondent did commit or attempt to commit undue influence 
and intimidation by prevailing upon hundreds of people to assist him in 
posting up illegal signs and by unduly flooding the entrances to polling booths 
with people giving out how to vote cards. 

(4) That the Respondents Rowland Albert Dunbier, Robin William Askin and 
John Brophy Renshaw are guilty of illegal practices having committed or 
attempted to commit bribery and undue influence whilst candidates in that 
they made political promises and accepted sums of money from individuals 
and organisations to pay for the campaigns of their respective Parties. 

(5) That the New South Wales Constitution disqualifies all Members who are 
under any acknowledgement of allegiance, obedience or adherence to a 
foreign power. 

(6) That all financial Members of Political Parties are guilty of illegal practices 
and have committed or attempted to commit bribery and undue influence in 
connection with the Elections held on the first day of May, one thousand 
nine hundred and sixty-five. 

(7) That every trades union, registered or unregistered, organisation, association, 
league, or body of persons which has, and every person who has, in connection 
with the said Elections, expended any money or incurred any expense in 
printing, publishing or issuing electoral advertisements or notices, or procur-
ing the insertion in any newspaper or any advertisement, article or report 
or matter intended or calculated to affect the result of the Elections are all 
guilty of illegal practices and have committed or attempted to commit bribery 
and undue influence. 

Your Petitioner therefore prays: 

(1) That it may be declared that Rowland Albert Dunbier, Robin William Askin 
and John Brophy Renshaw were not duly elected. 

(2) That it may also be declared that all Party Members were not duly elected. 

(3) That all eligible candidates under the Act be declared duly elected. 

(4) That all Political Parties having financial members in New South Wales be 
declared illegal. 

(5) That every trades union, registered or unregistered, organisation, association, 
league, or body of persons which has, and every person who has directly or 
indirectly, in any manner whatsoever contributed financially or by personal 
endeavour towards the campaign of any politician or aspiring politician be 
declared guilty of illegal practices, with having committed or attempted to 
commit bribery and undue influence and such actions to be declared illegal. 
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(6) That all Members of the Legislative Assembly who are under any acknow-
ledgement of allegiance, obedience or adherence to a foreign power be 
declared not duly elected. 

(7) That your Petitioner's costs of this Petition may be provided for and 

(8) For such further or other order as to this Honourable Court may seem meet.
