Question put and passed. 

3. NOMINATION OF MENHER—IT,LECTORAL DISTRICT OF NORTH SHORE :—Mr. Speaker informed the 
House that, pursuant to the provisions of the Parliamentary Elections (Casual Vacancies) Act, 
1920, as amended by the Parliamentary Elections (Casual Vacancies) Amendment Act, 1921, he 
had received from the recognised Party Leader, the Honorable Sir George Fuller, K.C.M.G., the 
nomination of Alfred Albert Edward Ernest Vassa Reid, Esquire, of Manly, in the State of New 
South Wales, independent means, as the person entitled to be elected to the Legislative Assembly 
in place of the-late Member Sir Arthur Alfred Clement Cocks, K.13E., resigned. 

4. MEMBER SWORN :—Alfred Albert Edward Ernest Vassa Reid, Esquire, was introduced, and having 
taken and subscribed the Oath of Allegiance, and signed the Roll of the House, took his scat as 
one of the Members for the Electoral District of North Shore. 
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5. MESSAGE FROM TUE COMMISSIONERS :—Tho Usher of the Black Rod being admitted, delivered a 
Message, that "The Commissioners request the immediate attendance of this Honorable House in 
" the Legislative Council Chamber, to hear the Commission for opening of Parliament read."

" Governor of our State of New South Wales and its Dependencies .in the Commonwealth of
