MEALS ON WHEELS—TRANSFER OF OVERSIGHT—Ms Sonia Hornery asked the Minister for
Ageing, and Minister for Disability Services—

(1) When will the oversight of Meals on Wheels be transferred from the State to the Federal
Government?
(2) Will home-cooked meals be banned in the Hunter in favour of frozen meals?

Answer—

(1) Under the Council of Australian Government's (COAG) national health reforms, NSW has agreed to
a split of responsibilities for aged care and disability programs at age 65 (50 for Indigenous
Australians) with the Commonwealth to assume full operational responsibility for aged care services
under the Home and Community Care (HACC) Program from 1 July 2012. NSW will continue to
retain operational responsibility for basic community care services, including Meals on Wheels, for
people aged under 65 (Indigenous Australians aged under 50).

(2) No. Hunter Meals on Wheels services will not be banned from serving any style of meals. Although
the bulk of meals will be frozen or cook-chilled, there will be facilities to heat and provide hot meals
where this is required by a client.

MEALS ON WHEELS—BELMONT AND MORISSET BRANCHES—Ms Sonia Hornery asked the
Minister for Ageing, and Minister for Disability Services—

(1) Have Belmont and Morisset Meals on Wheels branches been told to close their kitchens and source
meals from warehouses on the Central Coast?

(2) Will other Meals on Wheels branches in the Hunter be forced to close their kitchens and sign an
agreement stating they will stop cooking meals in favour of sourcing frozen meals?

Answer—

(1) Two centralised locations for the distribution of meals will be operational in Newcastle and the
Central Coast by early 2012. I am advised this arrangement will provide a broader range of meal
choices for clients for example, meals can be delivered either hot, chilled or frozen depending on
preference. Where a local Meals On Wheels provider has demonstrated the need to keep operating its
kitchen this has been facilitated by Ageing, Disability and Home Care (ADHC).

(2) With the exception of one service the remaining 14, of the 15 funded meal services in the Hunter
Region, with the support of the peak body Meals On Wheels NSW, have stated that they will be
happy to utilise the services offered by the two Distribution Centres and are working with ADHC on
this transition.

I am advised:

On 17 August 2011, Corrective Services NSW employed 7,169.73 full-time equivalent (FTE) staff.

With regards to Kylie Brett of Carss Park, mother of Noah aged eight, who has severe cerebral palsy and
who has been in contact with your office:

(4) Will Noah be allowed to accompany Kylie in class at UNSW while she pursues her postgraduate
studies?

I have an open door policy for all members of the House who wish to raise a concern. However it is not
appropriate to respond publicly regarding this person's details.

I can advise the member I have written directly to the individuals concerned.

HOSPITAL SECURITY—Dr Andrew McDonald asked the Minister for Health, and Minister for
Medical Research—

(1) What action has the Minister taken to ensure that the only security guards who work in the public
hospital system are fully qualified?
(2) Who checks the qualifications of security guards if they are sourced from outside agencies?

Answer—
I am advised that:

(1) and (2) All security staff employed in NSW Health facilities are required to hold a Class 1 (A)
security industry licence granted by the Commissioner of Police.

It is NSW Health policy that prior to making any offer of employment to security staff, Local Health
Districts must verify their current licence status directly with the Security Licensing and
Enforcement Directorate of the NSW Police.

ORGAN DONATION—Dr Andrew McDonald asked the Minister for Health, and Minister for Medical
Research—

(1) What steps has the Government taken since the election to increase the rate of organ donation?
(2) What enhancements for organ donation services will be introduced in the 2011-12 budget?
Answer—

(1) The NSW Government has identified increasing rates of organ and tissue donation as a priority. I will
be releasing a discussion paper on future policy options to increase the rate of organ donation in
NSW.
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(2) An additional $1.3 million recurrent enhancement funding has been approved for tissue typing
services in NSW. This will support the matching and allocation of solid organ and bone marrow
donations across NSW.

The State contribution to organ donation coordination has also been enhanced by an additional
$930,000 recurrently to support expected increases in the donation and retrieval of solid organs.

In addition, a $300,000 sponsorship grant has been allocated to Transplant Australia to host the
Transplant Games in 2012 in Newcastle. This event provides opportunities for increased social
marketing and raising awareness of the benefits of organ and tissue donation and transplantation

NEPEAN HOSPITAL CAR PARK—Dr Andrew McDonald asked the Minister for Health, and Minister
for Medical Research—

With regard to the proposed upgrading of the car parking facilities for Nepean Hospital:

(5) The government will keep the community informed of progress and major milestones throughout the
course of construction.

(5) There are an approximately equivalent number of forensic pathology staff employed across NSW as
there were prior to the March 26 2011 election.

(6) There are 5 forensic pathology and anatomical pathology training positions distributed across Glebe
and Newcastle DOFM sites.

(7) to (10) All training positions are filled.

I have established a Taskforce on
Infection Control, chaired by a leading infectious diseases expert, which will be reporting later this
year.

In addition to reviewing the current NSW Health policies on infection control, the Taskforce will
also be recommending the scope of public reporting on healthcare associated infection rates.

As agreed by the Council of Australian Governments, from 1 July 2012,
funding for HACC services for people 65 and over (50 for Indigenous Australians) will be directly
provided by the Australian Government with the NSW Government providing funding for younger
clients.

(2) In 2010-11, Northern Illawarra Meals on Wheels received funding of $138,171. This was comprised
of base funding of $131,146 and additional one-off funds totalling $7,025 provided to the
organisation for service improvement activities.

(3) Funding for Northern Illawarra Meals on Wheels in 2011/12, will be a minimum of $131,146.

A wide range of programs and initiatives are provided to support the education of refugee and other
students from similar conflict-torn backgrounds in NSW public schools.

English as a Second Language programs are provided to support the English language learning of
migrant and refugee students. There are 15 Intensive English Centres within NSW Government schools
that support newly arrived high school students, including a Centre at Fairfield High School. Fairfield
Intensive English Centre has 1.4 full time equivalent school counsellor positions in 2011. Fairfield High
School also has 0.8 full time equivalent school counsellor positions.

As well as having a specific role in providing psychological services, school counsellors work closely
with other agencies that provide services to students and their families from conflict-torn countries who
have been exposed to trauma to facilitate the healing process.

Newly arrived primary aged students generally receive initial intensive support in their school as part of
the English as a Second Language program. In addition, intensive English programs are operating in 10
primary schools in 2011, including two schools in the Fairfield area.

Other programs that support refugee students as they move into mainstream education include transition
programs, homework centres and tutoring programs.Fairfield High School has a Refugee Transition
Program and an after school homework program for refugee students.

Additional support to schools is provided by specialist Refugee Support Officers and the provision of
resources and training programs. These support programs assist all teachers to develop skills, knowledge
and understanding for effective teaching of students from refugee backgrounds within mainstream
classrooms.
