Inquiry into access to transport for seniors and 
disadvantaged people in rural and regional NSW 

GETTING around is hard enough for older and disadvantaged people in closely­
settled areas, but what about the plight of those in rural and remote areas? 

That question is at the heart of a parliamentary inquiry into transport access for 
seniors and disadvantaged people, being conducted by the NSW Parliament's 
Committee on Community Services. 

"Most Australians have access to public transport or have enough money to provide 
their own," Committee Chair and Northern Tablelands MP Adam Marshall said. "For 
most of us, society supports our mobility. 

"But in some cases, particularly for those who live in remote areas and are on 
pensions or who are otherwise disadvantaged, transport options are either very 
limited or absent. That in turn limits access to medical and social supP,ort services. 

"This inquiry is looking into how that issue might be overcome in an equitable way. 

"We'll be looking at a range of options, including adjustments to existing transport 
services or financial support measures." 

The Terms of Reference adopted by the Committee will give particular regard to the 
situation of seniors, Aboriginal persons, persons with disability, and social housing 
tenants. 

The Inquiry emerged from a request by Deputy Premier Troy Grant who asked that 
the Committee examine these issues and report back to Parliament. 

"We welcome any ideas or observations on this issue through submissions to the 
inquiry," Mr Marshall said. 

"The inability to get suitable transport is a chronic problem for many individuals, so 
it's important that we provide a useful channel that helps the community to be part of 
the solution." 

The Committee will report to Parliament before 30 November. It is receiving 
submissions until 21 July 2016.

More significant is the manner in which 
the card can help create opportunities for 
the use of information to better plan ser­
vices, and the use of price signals to struc­
ture the demand for them. 

As the Herald reported last week, ana­
lysis of early Opal information reveals a 
marked response to peak-hour pricing in­
centives. There is, for instance, a 33 per 
cent boost in train passengers entering a 
railway station in the five minutes before 
peak fares start at 7 am, compared with the 
five minutes after 7 am. 

After 9am, there is a 40 per cent in­
crease in passengers compared ·with the 
1fve minutes before 9am. 

(Though peak-hour pricing for rail exis­
ted before the Opal, the card perhaps 
makes the benefits more apparent to users. 
The card also enables the easy collection 
and use ofinformation on the trend.)

But 
merelybecause something has not been 
done before is not a good reason not to 
consider it again. This is particularly so giv­
en the impending overhaul of central Sydney 
buses to take place within the next six weeks. 

There is, however, an even more funda­
mental policy that could be shaped by the 
success of peak-hour rail pricing under the 
Opal card. And that is, more use of peak 
pricing on our roads. 

The Herald has long been an advocate 
for a more rational system of road pricing 
in Sydney.

City Tunnel is empty for much of the day 
while surface roads through the central 
business district remain clogged illus­
trates the absurdity of the status quo. 

In the past two decades there has been a 
steady increase in the number oftoil roads 
through the city. And in the next 10 years, 
long W estConnex and NorthConnex tun­
nels will be added to the M2, M5, M7, East­
ern Distributor, Lane Cove Tunnel, Cross 
City Tunnel, Harbour Bridge and Harbour 
Tunnels. 

But there remains no meaningful thinking 
of how best to co-ordinate the pricing of · 
these roads to manage transport demand. 

Indeed the pricing of some of the new toll­
roads means they are likely to have some 
perverse effects. Traffic could increase on 
parts ofParramatta Road when tolls are re­
applied on the M4. And the impact of the 
imposition of tolls for the first time on the M5 
East at this stage remains unknown. 

The success of the Opal card, and in 
particular the manner in which it has led to 
a greater appreciation of the principles of 
peak-hour pricing, weakens the excuses for 
not considering similar options for 
Sydney's roads.
