Strong Support for the Ban on Offshore Oil and Gas Exploration in NSW Waters - The
Bill

Dear Members of the Legislative Assembly Committee on Environment and Planning
We, Surfing Australia, are a passionate community of surfers, ocean enthusiasts, and
environmental advocates deeply connected to the ocean and coastal ecosystems.
Representing thousands of members and supporters across Australia, with a significant
presence along the stunning New South Wales (NSW) coastline, our organization is
dedicated to promoting ocean health, conservation, and sustainable practices. Our
connection to the ocean is not just recreational; it's a profound appreciation for the natural
beauty and vital role our oceans play in maintaining the ecological balance of our planet. The
waves we ride, the beaches we cherish, and the ecosystems we explore drive us to take
action to protect and preserve the oceans for current and future generations.
We stand united in our unwavering support for 'the bill' that seeks to ban offshore oil and gas
exploration in NSW waters.We represent 1500 people who live in NSW. Our reasons for
this strong stance are rooted in scientific evidence, environmental responsibility, and the
urgent need to address climate change:

● Emissions Reduction and Climate Change: The scientific consensus is clear – we
have a limited window to reduce emissions significantly in order to avert irreversible
environmental damage. Pursuing new offshore oil and gas reserves will only
exacerbate the climate crisis by locking us into prolonged emissions. This directly
contradicts the NSW Labor state objective of achieving a 50% emissions reduction
by 2030 and net zero by 2050.

● Leadership and Coastal Communities: Our coastal communities are at the
forefront of climate impacts, facing rising sea levels, extreme weather events, and
ecosystem disruptions. By supporting the ban on offshore oil and gas, we are taking
a vital step towards responsible leadership in carbon reduction. This is crucial to
secure the well-being of our coastal areas and ensure that the ocean remains a
vibrant and thriving environment for generations of surfers, fishers, and beachgoers.

● Seismic Surveying's Ecological Impact: The exploration phase of oil and gas
projects involves seismic surveying, which has devastating effects on marine life and
industries dependent on healthy oceans. The intense airgun blasts used in this
process can cause hearing loss, disrupt essential behaviors like feeding and
breeding, and even lead to mass mortality of zooplankton – the foundation of marine
food chains. These impacts extend to tourism and fishing, industries integral to the
economic health of coastal regions.

In conclusion, we strongly advocate for the passage of 'the bill' to prohibit offshore oil and
gas activities in NSW waters. Our commitment to ocean conservation and the well-being of



coastal communities drives our support for this important legislation. We believe that by
acting responsibly today, we can secure a sustainable and thriving ocean ecosystem for
tomorrow.

We would also like to inform the Committee that we have attached evidence showcasing the
overwhelming support from our members and supporters for ending new oil and gas
ventures in NSW waters. This collective sentiment reinforces the urgency of this matter.

Join Clarkes Beach paddle out this weekend to stop
massive oil and gas 8eld project

Hundreds of local surfers and water-lovers will paddle out at Clarke’s Beach over the

weekend to protest against a massive oil and gas field proposed for the NSW coast.

The locals will stand in solidarity with their southern counterparts in opposing the

Petroleum Exploration Permit 11 (PEP11) gas field, which would cover 4,500 square

kilometres of ocean from Newcastle to Manly.

‘It’s just absurd that this project is being considered on one of the most popular and pristine

coastlines in the world,’ surfing legend and former world champion Layne Beachley said.

‘If something goes wrong it will be catastrophic, we need to let the people in power know

that we will not accept this and they have to get this out of our backyard,’ she said.

While the permit for the gas field project officially expired in February and has not yet been

renewed by Federal Resources Minister, Keith Pitt, the current permit holders – Advent

Energy (85 per cent) and Bounty Oil and Gas (15 per cent) – are pressing on with plans to

drill.

Advent Energy announced last week plans to increase the depth of their drilling at their

Baleen prospect off Catherine Hill Bay from 2150m to 3150m.

‘This proposal has been the best kept secret hiding in plain sight with the majority of NSW

residents having no idea this was even a threat,’ Surfrider Foundation Campaign Director,

Damien Cole said.

‘These paddle outs have brought attention to this potentially disastrous project and of

course people are instantly horrified and vehemently opposed to it when they find out what

is being proposed” says Surfrider Foundation Campaign Director, Damien Cole.

Surfrider Foundation’s first three Stop PEP11 paddle-out rallies were held over the last three

weekends at Mona Vale  on the Northern Beaches, Central Coast’s Terrigal Haven and in

Newcastle.

Momentum has been building, with an increasing number of community members

attending each week, alongside Ms Beachley, fellow surfing icon Tom Carroll, and

internationally acclaimed musicians Ash Grunwald & Lime Cordiale.

‘The fact that a gas field was ever proposed off the most populated coastline in Australia is

one thing,’ says Surfrider Foundation Chairman, Sean Doherty.

‘But the fact it is being allowed to proceed despite almost unanimous public opposition is

mind blowing. Nobody wants this apart from the gas companies, and Surfrider holds grave

concerns the PEP11 permit will be renewed against the wishes of the people of the coast.’

The Byron Bay PEP11 Paddle-Out takes place at 11am Saturday, May 8th, at Clarke’s Beach.

The event is run with Covid-safe protocols, and attendees are asked to register via Surfrider

Foundation Australia’s website at surfrider.org.au.

Terrigal paddle out surfers celebrate, cautiously

Over 200 people took to the water at Terrigal Haven on Saturday, April 24, to protest with Surf Rider
Foundation and Save Our Coast against PEP11.

The protest included men, women, and children with boards of all kinds paddling out together to show
their support in the campaign against oil and gas exploration drilling off the Central Coast.

In a development welcomed by the crowd, Liberal MP Lucy Wicks, said ‘that under the Morrison government
PEP11 won’t go ahead’.

“There are some processes that are currently underway, there is a decision as we know to be made, and
there are a lot of technical decisions under the joint authority….that process is underway, but the Prime
Minister has made it clear that he is saying no to PEP11.”

Damien Cole, from Surfrider addresses the campaigners at Terrigal Haven

Surfrider Foundation Australia National Campaign Director, Damien Cole, welcomed the news but said the
fight was not over.

“I wanted to let you all know that this is not over yet,” Cole said.

“We have to keep pressure up until it gets properly knocked on the head.

“It is your responsibility to go out and spread the word about PEP11.”

Save Our Coast Youth Representative, Asha Niddrie, said stopping PEP11 was important for the youth of
the Central Coast.

“As a new voter this year, I speak for myself and young people, we ask Minister Keith Pitt that PEP11 does
not go ahead because we want leaders who care about our future and care about the places we love and
depend on.”

Parliamentary Secretary for the Central Coast, Adam Crouch, was there to show his support and he said the
state government has opposed PEP11 since 2017 and reaffirmed it’s opposition earlier this year.

Professional surfers, Ace Buchan and Amee Donohue were there for the paddle out, as were Labor MPs
Emma McBride and Liesl Teche who also joined the popular protest.

Federal Resources Minister Keith Pitt (Nationals) is the Minister responsible for approving the PEP11
licence or not.

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Sydney residents protest proposed offshore oil

drilling on NSW coast

Around 250 surfers have gathered for a paddle out on Sydney's Northern Beaches in protest of a
proposed oil and gas project on the NSW coast.

The protest, organised by Surfrider Foundation Australia at Mona Vales Beach, was the first in a series of
community paddle-outs to oppose the development.

The Petroleum Exploration Permit 11 (PEP11) covers 4500 square kilometres extending off the coast
between Newcastle in the north and Manly in the south.

Among the protesters was seven-time world champion surfer Layne Beachley, former professional surfer
Tom Caroll and Australian musician Oli Leimbach.

"It is just an absurd decision to consider drilling for oil and gas in one of the most populated pristine
coastlines in the world," Mr Beachley said.

The PEP11 permit officially expired in February, and has not been renewed however current permit
holders – a joint venture between Advent Energy and Bounty Oil and Gas – are pressing forward with
plans to drill.

Today's paddle-out rally will be followed by rallies at Terrigal on April 24, and Newcastle on May 1.
