Re: Letter of Support for Goulburn Mulwaree Council Submission – Proposed Energy from Waste 

Facilities 

 

On behalf of the Regional Cities New South Wales (RCNSW) alliance, I write to formally express the collective 

support of all 15 member councils for the submission lodged by Goulburn Mulwaree Council to the Select 

Committee Inquiry into proposed Energy from Waste facilities. 

 

As major regional cities responsible for supporting much of the State’s economic and infrastructure needs, 

RCNSW member councils share the concerns raised by Goulburn Mulwaree Council regarding the long-term 

impacts of proposed Energy from Waste developments on regional communities. The issues outlined in Goulburn 

Mulwaree Council’s submission reflect matters that regional cities across the alliance continue to experience, 

including uncertainty around environmental and health impacts, implications for agricultural land and industry, 

and the cumulative pressures placed on host communities already accommodating significant State-servicing 

infrastructure. 

 

RCNSW supports Goulburn Mulwaree Council’s position that the burden of managing metropolitan waste should 

not fall disproportionately on regional communities, particularly where those communities have for many years 

absorbed the impacts of large-scale development. We strongly agree that any proposal for an Energy from Waste 

facility must be accompanied by robust, transparent assessment processes that provide communities with clarity, 

evidence and confidence regarding safety, environmental protections and long-term sustainability. 

 

Further, RCNSW endorses Goulburn Mulwaree Council’s calls for: 

 

• strengthened, independently verified emissions standards and monitoring; 

• comprehensive assessment of cumulative impacts on regional host communities; 

• clear justification for locating Energy from Waste facilities away from the source of Sydney’s residual waste; 

and 

• continued investment in circular-economy pathways and alternative technologies consistent with NSW policy 

directions. 

 

RCNSW believes the issues raised by Goulburn Mulwaree Council have statewide implications for regional NSW. 

We respectfully encourage the Committee to give full consideration to these matters as part of its deliberations.
