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Circuses force animals to perform, circus trainers abuse them with whips, tight collars, muzzles, 
electric prods, bullhooks (heavy batons with a sharp steel hook on one end), and other painful 
tools of the circus trade. Its cruel. 
 
Circuses travel nearly year-round, in all weather extremes, sometimes for days at a time. While in 
transit, the animals are confined to trailers or trucks, where they may not have access to basic 
necessities, such as food, water, and veterinary care. It is a form of abuse. 
 
Around the world circuses have been made illegal, I'm not surprised that Australia has not done 
this sooner. We are a backward nation!!
