The actual building is a
run down disgrace.

Narromine Pound needs to be looked at.
Tumut kills dogs without a thought.
Dubbo is overrun

West Wyalong has too many dogs.

There needs to be strict regulations for these pounds. So many of them operate without any
regulatory body being in charge.
