General Sir Ralph Darling Captain General and Governor-in-Chief of the
Colony bearing date the ninth day of March one thousand eight hundred and

Fourth in Council beuring date the fourth day of February one thonsand
eight lundred and thirty-threc the said corporation was dissolved And
whereas it is expedient to make further provisien relating to the said lands
Be it therefore enacted by the Queen’s Most Hxeellent Majesty by and with
the advice and cousent of the Legislative Council and Legislative Assembly
of New South Wales in Parliament assembled and by the authority of the
same as follows :—  (Kead.)

2. Have you aoy eognizance of the transactions of the Executive Council in connection with 12 Junc, 1862.

that matter? Not that I am aware of, except by inquiry. T bave inquired and ascertained
that a Mioute on that subject was sent to the Treasury.

3. It did not pass through your hands? It did not puss through my bands, so far as T recol-
Ject ; ¥ think it went dircet from the Kxecutive Council to the Treasary.

4. You cannot give us any positive information with regard to the circumstances, or the
time at which this pension was granted 7 Not as to the circumstances; but the time, by
inguiry, I find was in 1857.

5. TFrom whom can we receive this information ? Al the documents on the subject are in
the Treasury, and could be produced by Mr. Lane.

6. The Under Secrctary of the Treasury 7 Yes.

7. Is not the Clerk of the Exeeutive Council officially cognizant of the circumstances?
There would be a record of the Minute, of course, in the Exceutive Council Office; but th
present Clerk could have no persenal knowledge of the matter, because he was not Clerk ac
the time.

8. From your knowledge of the routine of the business of the Executive Council, you know
there must be a rceord of the proceeding? There should be a record of the Minute, of
course.

9. By Mr. Macleay: Is not Schedule B made up at your office? Noj; these are financial
matters, which are dealt with by the Tressury und the Auditor General. There was a
Dospateh from the Sceretary of State, which passed through the Secretary’s office, approving
of the pension. I do not know the precise termsof it That is in the Treasury, and
could alse be produced by Mr. Lane. It was forwarded to the Treasury, and I suppose is
there still.

Daniel Cameron Dalgleish, Esq., M. P., having been sworn, was examined :—

10. By the Chairman : You, I believe, brought the question now under adjudication by the
Committee before the House of Assembly ? I did.

11. Do you wish to make any statement of the grounds upon which you considersd it
neceseary to bring forward the guestion, or to give the Committec any information
with regard to those grounds, or any others, upon which you may now think Mr. Moriarey
is disqualified from sitting as o Member of the House 7 My primary objection i3 that
the name of Captain Moriarty, or of M. M. Moriarty, sppears on the list of pensioners under
Schedule B. Schodule B is a Civil List granted to Her Majesty in cousequence of certain
concessiong, and ns far as L am capable of forming a judgment upon the miatter, all persons
appearing upon the Civil List are only recipients of their pensions during pleasure. In
proof of which I bave certain aunthorities I would wish to submit to the Committee. This
(referring to a book) is a Report of a Select Commitiec of the House of Commons on
Peusions, No. 218, in 1837-38,—« The House must recollect that the prineiple on which
“ the sum is allotted by Parliament for the purpose of the Civil List, ia as a payment for the
 personsl advantage of the Sovereign, and for the support of the dignity of the Crown, in
“ licu of the hereditary revenne which, at the commencement of each reign, the Sovereign
“ gacrifices for the benefit of the public. Some provision, therefore, ought 1n all eases to be
“ made for such payments, as it might be presumed that the Sovereign would be desirous of
“ making if he had remained in possession of the hereditary revenue, That one class of
* guch payments ;v;gﬁd ]I;e pensions to those of his subjects whom he wished to favour cantlzgt

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“ be doubted ; and as long as such provision is moderate, and snited to the circumstances of the
“ country, no reasouable cbjection can be made to it.  The Scvereign, however, has only a
¢ life interest in the hereditary revenoes of the Crown, as now regulated by different Acts of
“ Parliament, and therefore no pension charged wpon the hereditary revenue as now regulated
¢ by bim, could legally be due beyond the demise of the Crown. At the same time it
 would be a harsh measure to overloolk, on this present oecasion, that which haa been the
 yniform usage on all former settlements of the Civil List. Pensions on the Civil List
“ have always hitherto been considered to be granted for life, and in fact no instanec has
* gecurred wherein a pension on the Civil List, granted by one Sovereign, has been discon-
* tinued on the accession of his Successor. It is more than probable, therefore, that parties
“ relying on an adberence to an invariable custom, have made family settlements and pecaniary
‘“ arrangements of various kinds, with all of which His Majesty must necessarily interfere,
¢ shounld the continuanee of these pensions, for the first time, on his accession to the throne,
‘ be refused. Adverting to all the cirenmnstances of the case, considering that no material relief
‘to the finances of the country could be derived from the most rigid measares of retrench-
‘* ment applied to the Pension List ; that in many cages severe distress, in some actual injustice,
“ would arise to individuals from the general diseontinuance of pensions ; that such discon-
“ tinnance on the oceasion of His Majesty's accession would be a departurc from an usage
¢ invariably observed on the accession of His Majesty’s predecessors;—your Committee do
“ pot thivk it advisable to withdraw from the Crown those funds which may enable the
“ CGrown, if it shall so think fit, to continue the pensions on the Civil List of His late

_f Majesty.” T thiuk, therefore, that it clearly appears that the pensions under Schedule B

arc held mercly during pleasure, more especially as since the reign of Queen Anne it has
been held to-be unlawful for the Queen, or the reigning Sovereign, to grant any peosion
except during Ler or his own lifetime ; therefore on the death of the Sovereign, any pension
must necessarily cease, although it has not been the usage for it to do so.  Likewise, in the
reign of George I, an Act was passed, intituled, “ An del fo disable any person from beng
““ chosen ¢ Member of, or from- sitting and voting in, the House of Commons, who has any
“ pension for any number of ycars from the Crown.”
12. By Mr. Piddingfon : What is the number of that Aet? 1 George I, chapter 56.
13. You rely upon that clause of the Act prohibiting persons from sittieg in the House of
Commons who are in the receipt of pensions from the Crown? Yes; I will read the Act,
which is not very long. (ke witness read the same.} This Act seems distinetly to state
that no person shall bave a seat in the House who has a pension for any term; and as in the
reign of Queen Anne ‘pensions could not be granted except for the term of the Queen’s
life, it naturally follows that these pensions, although they appear in Schedule B
in the Civil List, do determine at the demise of the Sovereign, although, as it
is stated in the Report I have referred to, it has never been known to have been
acted upon. I also think that any Member of the House who has a distinct
intercst in retaining the present Iaw with regard to Schedule B, and who would have
s money interest in preventing its alteration, cannot give an unbisssed vote. I think that
is a very important eonsideration for the Committee. That is to say, were an amendment
introduced into the House that Schedule B should either be sltogether rescinded or that it
should be amended in any way, that any person heing & Member of the Hounse having a
distinet interest in that Schedule could not possibly give a disinterested vote upon that
subject.
14.J,By My Dickson: That is a matter of opinion; thatis your opinion ? I do not give it
as anything else ; I do not presume to give the opinion of any other person.
15. By the Chairman: Would not that more apply, supposing you were correct in the view,
that a Member recciving a pension could not give an independent vote, to a Member voting
npon the partienlar question, than to his disgualification as a Member of the House? I
think it is to be presumed, when o person has » vested interest in pevsions, that he will be
biassed, in the same way as a person having an interest in a contract might be with reference
to a contract, or any other thing of the kind; and it appears to me to be the intention of
all law upon the subject—that is, in relation to pensions—that the House should be kept
entirely pure from any such influcnee.
16. Thisis a question of disqualification, and I merely wish to put it to you whether auny
Member may not have an interest in a particular question which will preclude him from
voting upon it, although it would not preclude him from a seat in the House. If Mr.
Moriarty were to voto in any way relative to these pensions, might not the attention of the
House be called to it? It is probable that view may be the correct one. T cannot say that
it is. As you have asked me to give the whole of the grounds of my objection in this case,
% think it only right to state that I am of opinion that the Civil List granted to Her
Tajesty
17. By M, Piddington : Do you allude to the English Civil List, or to the Reserve in the
Colonial Constitution Aet. T am referring to the Qivil List granted to Her Majesty in this
Colony, of £3,600, for persons who have been employed in the serviee other than political
officers and Judges ¢ Tam of opinion that it is a dircetion of the Coustitution Act
that the 4th and 5th William IV., or the Superannuation Aect, should be adhered to
in caleulating pensions; that thet Aect distinctly defines that no more than a certain
sum shall be given to any recipiend, but it does not state, and it is left to be
inferred in various manners, that the sum could be less. Therefore, as Schedule B now
contains the pames of sufficient recipients, who have been placed upon that Sehedule, to
abgorb forty per cent. more than the sum secared by the Civil List, every person in
receipt of a pension under that Schedule has his pension supplemented to the amount of
forty per cent., and were the House to refuse to supplement the amount, in equity and
, justice
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justice they could not refuse to place the whole of those who are in Schedule B in 2n equal
position, by redueing the present payment to them forty per cent., being the amount
dependent upon the vote of the House. .
18. By the Chairman : Then your npinion is, with regard to this matter, that all those who
appear on Schedule B My, Piddington : Who have pensions as publie officers —
My opioion is, that all public officers who are placed at present, or who have becn in former
years, on Schednle B, have an indefeasible claim, to an equal moiety in proportion to their
services, to the £3,500.
19. But the House votes o sum i excess of Schedule B—do you include those persons
who you think have a possible interest, with those who are upon the reserve in Schedule B 2
The House votes o lump aum, which is to be spread equally over the whole of the persons
who receive pensions under the Civil List.
20. By Mr. Wilson: I think you take it for granted thet the sum of £3,500 must be st
apart each yoar, but if you will look at clause 52 of the Constitution Aet, you will ind that
the words are ¢ not more than" this sum of £8,500. Now it is quite possible that the
pensions under the Schedule might only amount to £32,000, but that would not give the
recipients of these pensions any right to the'other £1,5007 That is expressly provided for
in the Superannuation Act, whevein it is stated, that if auy excess shall exist at any time,
it shall revert to the Consolidated Revenue.
21. By the Chairman : I would nsk, in ¢xplanation of what you have just stated, are we to
understand that all those whose names are inelnded, for instance, in the Estimates of Bxpen-
diture for 1862, as having pensions, are in eonnection with Schedule B, they being equally
entitled to a share of the £3,500, in easc of the House refusing to supplement the sum ?
Yes. '
22. Without refercuce to the time at which the pensions were conferred? 3y opinion is,
decidedly, -that the sum of £3,500 should be distributed in cqual portions, in accordance
with the directions of the Superannuation Aect.
23. Twant to know, whether you consider that the effect of that would ba to give to all those
whose names are now in this Estimute of Expenditure, without reference to time, an equal
right to a share in the sum reserved under the Constitution Act? I do, for this reason,
that it is very probable the last person added te the list may have been one of the oldest
and most efficient of the public servauts; he may have been thirty years in the
Public scrvice, and may be more justly and cquitably entitled to a pension than
those who were placed on the list prior to him. I think that, having ance been placed
on the list of Bchedule B, Le has an indefeasible claim’ to his proportion of the sum.
There is no direction that the whole £3,500 shall be shared among any limited number of
]IJersons-—-bub, in fact, our practice is to vote a lump sum to supplement the entire Schedalc.
would also beg to refer the Commitiec to Dwarris’ Statutes, which I think speaks very
olearly upon the subject of pensions conferred during plessure; aad also to Tomkinson's
Law Dictionary. I have not the books at present to refer to.
24. You do not recollect the particular articles? One is in rolation to Parliament—I think
it will be found in the second volume of Dwarris ; the other is, I think, in the second volameé
of Tomkinson’s Law Dictionary. I would also refer to an article in the Standard Library
Cyclopmedia of Political Knowledge on Pensions, at page 504, volume 4—¢ In their Report;
¢ dated July, 1838, the Committee recommended that in the ecase of all future Civil List
# pensions, the reasons and motives of the grant should be set forth in the warrant of
¢ appointment ; that in pensions granted for services to others than the individual by whom
“ the services were rendercd, cere should be taken, if these pensious are granted for younger
“ lives—that-is to the sonswr daughters of the individual entitled to the pension—that no
“ undue increase of charge should be made, and that such grants should be avoided, except
‘ under very peeuliar circumstances, They recommended also that pensions for the relief

“ of distress. should be granied only on the condition of their ceasing when the circum- ~

' stances of the parties no longer require their continuanee; that all pensions should be held
¢ liable o deduction or suspension in the cvent of the parties being appointed to office in
“ the public service.” I think that is also held in soms of the authorities.
25. We have these recommendations in ap authoritative form ? Yes, and therefore it is
perhaps uot of so much value; but I referred to the quotation to bear out my view of the
case—that where a Civil List bas heen granted, it is not to poartieular persons, btut to be
distributed in several portions, according to the superannuation to each,
26. By Mr. Piddington : 1 would wish to ask, in reference to the quotation which you have
favoured the Committee with from the Report of the Seleet Committee of the Houze of Com-
mons on Pensions, dated 1837 or 1838, in what way ean the opinion of a Committee of the
House of Commons iavalidate or contravene section 52 of the New South Wales Constitu-
tion"Act? In the 52nd section of the Constitution Aet, in my opinion, it is presupposed
that a system of superannuation existed in conformity with the Superannuation Act 4
‘William I'V., bat such superannuation has never existed here,and therefors it is only to be
looked upon as a direction in the apportionment of the amounts, namely, that the persons
bn the Civil List, Schedule B—for it is ot o Superannuation Act, but a Civil List—are not
to receive more than they would be entitled to if they were on the superannuation list
iceording to the 4th William IV,
27. The extract you have referred to in this Report of a Sclect Committee of the House of
Commons is an extract which explains that a certain Civil List iz granted to the Crown in
lieu of the hereditary revenue? Yes.
28. In what way can you conmect the Civil List granted to the Crown in England in lieu
of the hereditary revenue, with the absolute declaration of eur Constitution Act that £3,500
in each year for ever, until altered by law, shall be paid for pensions to superannuated
S officers ?
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officers? There are certain sums granted here as a Civil Lisk, on the same groand, that is,
for giving up the territorial possessions of Her Majesty. Hor Mujesty gives up to the local
Goverament of the Colany the entire Crown Lands of the Colony and their management,
and in consideration of that she accepts a Civil List which must be necessarily defizted, as it
has been in all time  When the 44 per cents. were given up in Scotland a Civil List was
graoted in Jien thereof ; and when the Crown possessions in the reign of Queen Anne were
prohibited from being made away with for more than a definite period, a certuin GCivil List
was granted, and from the Civil Lists granted for similar purposes all those pensions which
have been granted during the pleasure of the Crown have to he paid. I hold that this is
exactly the same. This is a direction to set aside £3,500 at least, a3 2 compensation to Her
Majesty, or as a Civil List to Her Majesty, for piving up the territorial revenues of this
Colony, and therefore I quoted that portion of the Report in order to prove that the term
“ during pleasure " applies to the case before the Committee, that Mr. M. Moriarty, being a
pensioner on the Civil List named Schedule B, only bolds that pension until the death of
Her Majesty, when her suceessors may, if they shall so think fit, continue them on the

I have failed to find from any research, and I have
failed to find any other person who can direct my attention tp any one ecase since a Civil
List has been granted to n Sovereign, that the Sovereign has any power whatever to place
any iedividual upon the Civil List for life.
39. I wish you to confine yourself to the nuthorities you yourself have quoted, and to what
you find in"that authority, and not to refer to what you have failed to find; and I ask you
whether you find anything in the authority in question, 1st George T., chapter 56, to prohibit
any Member of the Housc of Commons who has a pension for life frum sitting in the House
of Commons? No, this Act makes no mention of that, unless it is to be understood. It is
stated to be an Act for securing the purity of the House of Commons, and I shoald imagine
that any person who had n pension secured to him for a definite number of years would be
in a more independent position than one who had his pension for life.

69. By Mr. Hart: Do you refer to the time of the receipt of Sir E. B. Lytton’s Despatch ?

71. By the Chairman: Is there o list of pensions under the Superannuation Aect laid before
the Parliament every year? With the Estimates of each yeur a list is laid before the
Assenbly.

72. Do you consider that to be the list which the Constitution Act requires to be laid before
Parliament annually. By the 52nd clause of the Constitation Aet it is provided that “a
#ist of all pensions granted under this Act, and of the porsons to whom they shall have been
“ granted, shall be laid every year before both Houses of the Legislature of the Colony.”
That is not done, I understand you fo say, to your knowledge, cxcept in so far as it is
done by the list contained in the Estimates? It is not at the present time, excepting that
the Auditor General in his annual statement includes a list of the kind.

73. In the ammual statement of the Auditor General, which is laid before Parliament, a
statement of that kind is ineluded ?  Yes,

74. The Estimatcs are drawn up in the Finance Department, are they not? We generally
get the pension list from the Audit Office.

75. The whole of the Estimates are arranged —— 7  Compiled and arranged in the Treasury.
76. And under your sapervision? Yes.

77. In the Eatimates I see that the whole of the pensions granted under the Superannuation
Act are included a8 under Schedule B? Ixactly so, the amount provided for by the

" Schedule being deducted, and a vote taken for the palance.

78. Do you eonsider that the whole of these pensions are properly placed under Schedule B,
the amount of these pensions being greatly in excess of the amount reserved under Schedulo
B by the Constitution Aet? The Estimates bave always been prepared in that way. We
thought it answered the purpose when the balance was submitted to the vote of Parliament.
79. But the question I wish you to answer is, whether you cousider the pensions for which no
provision is made by the Constitution Act are properly placed under Sehedule B?

82. But in the Estimates the whole of the pensions to these public officers appear as if they
were under the Schedule? They certainly do.

83. Is that a correct mode of drawing up these Estimates? Now that it is pointed out, I
doubt its correotness.

84. Tz there any means nnder this Estimate to determine what pension is paild out of
Schedule B, and what is not paid out of Schedule 37 We know when the amount extends
beyond £3,500.

85, By the Chasrman : You will observe that the names are not upon the list in chrono-
logical order, and Mr. Piddington's guestion was, whether there is any mode of defgrmining
what pensions are paid out of the Schedule? Not as the Estimate is at present compiled.

"86. The question is, whether upon the face of that Estimate there is anything to shew it7?

Certainly not..

87. What pensions do you, a8 an officer of Government, think are proper]y payable out of
Schedule Bf Those to the extent of £8,500, as on this list.

88. Are all the pensioners on that list which you see (referring fo @ copy of the Estimates
jfor 1862) before you mow, whose pensions amount to the sum of £5,600,—are they all
equally entitled to be paid out of Schedule B; or, on the contrary, are those only entitled
to be paid out of Schedule B whose pensions first acerue? Thoss only whose pensions firat,
acerue:

98. By Mr. Dickson: Are all pensions paid out of the Consolidated Revenue confirmed by
the Tmperial Government or by the Secretary of State? Not now. .

101. Arc all the ponsions paid from the Consolidated Revenue granted under that Act,
4 and 5 William TV.? No; an addition is voted, s you will cheerve.

102. But ali the penstons previous to the 25th July, 1857, hefore the amount reserved
under the Schedule was expended —iwere they granted under the Act 4 and 5 William IV.?
Yes; under the Tmperial Act. _ '

108. By the Chairman : Are not some pensions voted by the Legislature of the Colony ?
T have made an exception to them ; I say that all that are appropristed under the provisions
of the Aet 4 and 5 William IV require the authority of the Secretary of State, but there
have also been pensions voted by the authority of this House. :
104, Were any of these pensions voted by the nuthority of the Legislature here before
Captain Moriarty received his peusion ?  (F'he witness »veferved fo Estimales for 1857 and
1858.) There were a few—DXady Fuorbes', Lady Dowling’s, Mrs, Kinchela’s, and Mr. Stacks'.
105. Were those gravted under the Superannuation Aet?  Net under the Imperial Act.
106. And they were not confirmed by the Secrotary of State? They were not confirmed by
the Secrctary of State.

107. And therefore were not included under Schedale B? Noj; I think Mrs. Petrie came in
on an additional estimate afterwards.
.108. By Afr. Garreit: The date of the grant of her pension was 18587  Yes.

109. Was Mrs. Petrie alive in 18877 I think, so far as my momory setves nie, her pension
was voted in 1857, _

110. By the Chairman @ The pensions you have aliuded t¢ now, which you have sald were
grented in accordance with yotes of the Legislatare here, not eonfirmed by the Seerotary of
State——are they, in your opinion, payable under Schedule B? No.

111, They are subjéct to unnual vote? They are subject to an annual vote. Thereis a
special provision for those payable under the Schedule; they must be computed aceording to
the rates and scales of Act 4 and 6 William IV. These referred to in this Estimate have
pot complied with the terms of the Act.

112. Aund with reference to these, in point of fact, no reference has been made to the Secre-
tary of State 2 None.

113. By Mr, Hart: Can you state what the Government regulations were that necessitated
the reference of this pension, with others, to the Secretary of State? There was an Imperial
Treasury Minate, dated tho 21st June, 1831, (The witness referred to a paper.)

114. Will you read that? I have not the Minute, but ou the pengion forms now used there
is a reference to it.

115, Was that previous to the passing of the 4 and 5 William IV, chapter 247 I cannot
gay in what year the 4 and 5 William I'V was passed, but I think that Minute was grounded
upon the 4 and 5 William IV.

116. By the Chairman : That Minute was in 1831, was it pot? Yes. :
117, By Mr. Hart: 1 think you say the pension to Cuptain Moriarty and other pensions
of s slmilar noture, were given under the provisions of the 4 and § Willlam IV,
chapter 247  Yes, according to the seales and rates specified in the Aect. N

118. The Act, you are aware, was never adopted, and never had any legal force in this
Colony? It is referred to by our Constitution Act. )

119, At what period did the practise cease of referring these matters to the Secretary of
State ? A Despatch came out in the year 1860, directing that, os the funds provided by the
Sehedule were exceeded . ]
120. By the Clairman: Is that the paper you refer to (Aanding fo witness a Parlio-
mentary Paper, headed * Colonial Civil Serviee™)? It is. :

12). By Mr. Hart: Previcusly to the receipt of this Despateh, you are aware that the sum
of £3,500 was under the control of the Colonial Exccutive? Of the Iizecotive, as the
amount was reserved by the Act.

122, Captain Moriarty’s pension was granted from the 25th July, 1857, but it was not
confirmed until the Despatch of the 21st June, 18587 Yes. '

123, Now if the Schedule was exhausted between the 25th July, 1857, and the 21st June, -

1858, by other pensioners coming in in.a similar manner to Captain Moriarty, how would
you deal with the pensions granted to them? There would scarcely be a possibility of the
exhaustion of the Schedule without our knowledge, as an account was kept and the balance
available known, and therefore further applications were left to be dealt with By Parliament.
124. Do you consider that the Tixecutive here bas any power to pay any pensions granted
under Schedule I3 without the different items being-first submitted to Parliament? I
presume that they would not exercise an authority of the kind. I doubt if I understand
ou,

125. I allude to those who are not political officers, who retired en other then political
grounds T'he Chairman : 'Those whose pensions are provided for out of this £3,5007 I
think the Kxecutive have full authority to the extent of the £83,500.

120. By M. Hart: Supposing that in last Session of Parliament Captain Moriarty’s nemo -

was omitted in Commistee of the House in Supply from that Schedule, what -course would
the Treasury have taken to place Captain Moriarty in the position that you consider he

ought
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ought to have been in—that is to say, to claim the amount granted ~ We would regard bim
as eutitled to his pension, being within the Schedule.

127. Suppose the sum of £2,102 8s. 1d., being the execss of the amount provided by
Schedule B, were reduced by the sum of £134 10s. 5d., being the amount of the pension
granted to Captain Moriarty, what course would the Government take under those cirenm-
stances upon the application by Captain Moriarty for payment of the zmount of bis pension?
My impression is that he would be entitled to it, it being seeured by the Schedule.

128. Then suppose this amount was not actually granted by the House, what fund would
yon have frum which to pay the £134 10s. 5d.7 I presume it would be paid omt of the
£3,500 on which it was originally charged.

129. Then some of the other pensioners would be unable to reccive the amounts voted for
them ? Yes, that might be.

130. Would not the whole of the pensions be thrown inio confusion by such & course a3
that ¥ No, not the whole. )

131. Those over and above the £3,5007 Those over and above the £3,500 might perhaps
be. That would be a question to be dealt with by the Kxecutive; I do not feel competens
to give an opinion.

132, You can say whether the £3,500 was exhausted on the 21t June, 1858, irreapective
of Captain Moriarty's pension ! There was a balanee in 1858—in 1857, 1858, and 1859
there was a surplus.  The excess was first shewn in the Istimates for 1860.

APPENDIX.

PROCEEDINGS of the Fzecutive Council on the 1%L October, 1887, with respect to the mode of computing
Mr. Moriarty's FPension.,

MixuTe No. 57-50.—Confirmed 26th October, 1857, .

REFERRING to the Proccedings on the 21st July last, their Excellencies the Administrators of th
Government lay before the Couneil a letter from Mr. Moriarty, ohjecting to the mode of calculation
adopted by the Auditor General in computing the pension for which he was recommended by the
Council on the above date.

2. It appears that the Auditor General has caleulated the pension upon the average fixed salary
of the last three years, without taking into account the gold inecrease; whilst Mr. Moriarty maintains
that the pension should he computed upon the whole salary, fixed or otherwise, which bas been paid to
him for his services during the last three years.

8. As it further appears that, before Mr. Moriarty's resignation, the gold increase had, after
certain deductions, heen permnanently added to the fixed salary, and that, under such arrangement, Mr.
Moriarty's salary for the present year had been fixcd at £600, the Council are of opinion that such rate
wasg impliedly fixed as the salary of the office in previous years, and advise that the pension be
computed upon that rate accordingly.

183. By the Chairman : You are Auditor General of the Colony? Yes. ‘
184. As Auditor General, docs the granting and confirming of peusions under Schedule B
come within your cognizance in any way? Yes.

185. To what way? In the first instance they are referred to me for computation, for the
amount of pension under the Superannuation Act. I make o computation iv strict secord-
ance with theMerms of the Superanuuation Act, and wake a report upon the circumstances
of cach particular case.

136. What is the next step 7 It then goes hefore the Executive Council, and is dealt with
by them, and the decision of the Executive Council is communicated to me by the Clerk of
the Executive Couneil, who sends me a certified copy of the Minute wpon the case.

143. Can you tell us when the first payment was made to Mr. Moriarty 7 I have not with
me n statement of the first payment. L can inform you of the date ; it was puid from the
24th July, 1857, that being the date on which Captrin Moriarty ceased duty, and ceased to
receive satary.

144. Can you inform us the date of the confirmation of the peusion? By the Seeretary of
Stare?

145. By the Sceretary of State ? No I have not thut, that T rather think is in the Treasury.
146. Can you infurm us whether at the time the Minute of the Kxecative Council was
passed sanctioning Mr. Moriarty's pension, the whole of the sum of £3,500 reserved under
the Constitution Act had been exhausted 7 Tt had not.

147. Then Mr. Horiarty’'s pension was paid out of the £3,5007 Qut of the sum reserved
by Sechedule B.

148. As Auditor General, how in your opinion ought these pensions to be paid. As
Sehedule B is now execeded, supposing the Parliament were to refuse to vote s sum in
addition to Schedule B, what peusions would be paid out of the £3,5007 Those who are
now paid oub of it.

149, Who are they 7 I eannot without reference to the documents state the pames of the
present pensioners.

150. Wo do not want the names but the charactor of the pensions—is it those pensions which
were first sanctioned by the Xxecutive Council 7 We do not particularly regard the mere
rotation within the Sehedule, we stristly regard the rotation in the case uf those who stand
outside the Schedule, so that they may in due rotation come upon it as funds hecome available,
151. You place, then, as I upderstand you, only those pensions within the Schedule so far
a3 they are covered by the £3,500 ¢ Precisely.

152. Those which are sanctioned in excess of the £3,500 are then dependent upon a vote of
Parliament 7 No doubt. T may mention that I expressly submiited the guestion to the
Exccutive Couneil, as to the order in which pensions outside the Schedule should stand and
should come in upen the Schedule.

153. At what time? In September, 1860. (The witness read the same.  Vide Appendiz.)
154. Have you also the letter or paper in which you submitted the matter? I can furaish
it, but it is practically embodied in the answer. \

155. Perhaps I may ask you what you consider the tenure upon which these pensions are
held? Pensions within the Schedale?

156. Pensions within the Sehedule?  For life ; in fact if T am not going beyond what yoar
question involves, by stating the view I entertain, and which I believe is that generally
entertained, respecting all pensions granted, that unless they are pranted with an express
limitation, they are pensions for life.

157. That would apply to all the pensions sanetioned by the Executive Council ? That is.
the view I hold myself, and which I believe is generally entertained.

158. The difference then between those inside and those outside the Schedule is this, that.
there is an absolute provision made for those inside while those outside are dependent upon
a vote of Parliament? They ure dependent upon an annual vote of Parliament,

159. By Mr. Wilson: Of course all the pensions that were paid on the 24th July, 1857,
were within the Schedule? Yes,

160. Can you furnish the Committec with a list of all those pensions at that particular
date? You will find all the pensions in the annual statement.

161. By the Chairman : You have said Captain Moriarty's is one of them ?
162. By My. Wilson : 1 mean just before the granting of Captain Moriarty’s pension, in July,
18577 That I can furnish if the Committee wish, ( Vide Appendiz.) I may state that the
date in Schedule B is not always the date at which the pension commences, because it has
happened that a person has been absent on leave when his pension Las been granted, but the
date of the cessation of salary is the period from which the pension is paid.

163. The 26th July was the date on which Captain Morisrty Loth ceased duty and ceased to
receive his salary 7 Yes,

164. By Mr. Piddington : Could you favour the Committee with an accurate list of the names
of 2ll the pensioners who at the present time ecome within Schedule B? Yes. (Vide
Appendiz.) .

165. By Mr. Dickson: Did 1 understand you to say, that in computing the amount to wlich

Reccived by the Legislative Assembly, 4 July, 1862, end Printed under the Sessional Order
of 4 June, 1862. :

To the Honornble the Legislative Assembly of New South Wales, in Parliament assombled.

The humble Petition of the undersigned Electors and other Residents of New
Eogland,—

REesPECTFULLY SHEWETH (—

That your Petitioners are sincerely of opinion, that the payment from the .

public Treasury of the Members of your Honorable House would conduce, in an eminent
degree, to the improvement of legislation in a varicty of ways, and consequently be a benefit
to the Colony at large; and that your Petitioners base their opinion upon these arguments :—

1. That there are no services worth receiving that are not worth remuueration.

2, That though many persons in this Colony ave in comfortable eircumstances, there
are few who can long remain so if they neglect their vsual avocations and devote their time
to the arduous duties of legislation. -

8. That it is an incomsistency to give high salaries; and in some ecases peusions in
addition,. to those engaged in adwministering the laws, whilst no remuneration whatever is
offorded to those who spend their ability, time, and meaos, in the coneeption, amendment,
aud passing of such laws, .

4. That it is of the highest importance that the widest possible field should be
opened v the admission of eligible Members to your Honorable House, but that this canuot
be dont without offering a fair amount of remwneration to your Honorable Members.

“ . 8. That your Petitioncrs sincerely believe, that as the possession of wealth does not
necessarily indicate the existence of patriotisie and wisdom, there are many persons not in
your Honorable House through want of meaus, who otherwise might be Members with
advantage to the country. .

-6. That in many other countries the correctness of tho principle of remunerating
Legislators for their valuable services has been fully recognized, and is now in force, thereby
rendering the presont practice in this Colony an exception to a general rule.

7. That constiguencies, in selecting gentlemen to represent them in your Honorable
House, are in general more guided by political principies and abilities of the candidates than
by the consideration whether they are wealthy or poor men.

8. That temptations to corruption from an unprincipled Ministry, supposing-such
ever to exiet, would be neutralized, if not destroyed, by giving every Member of the Hono-
rable Assembly then in power a salary sufficlent to maintsin bim in respectability, and
render him independent of the Ministry of the day.

9. That your Honorable House, though elected by the exercize of a most liberal
suffrage, can scarcely be an exact type of the wishes of a majority of the elcetors, so long as
its Members are unpaid, as the power of the voters is circumseribed in the choice of their
representatives to those who ean afford pecusiarily to aspire to the proud position of a seatin
your Honorable House, .

10. That eircumstances might oceur, when Members of the Honorable Assembly
receiving no payment for their services in the House might, from their pecuniary necessities,
offer a factions opposition to the Ministry of the day, in order to displace the latter, and
thereby obtain their salaries and patronage, apart from any desire for the welfare of the
country.

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PROPOSED PAYMENT OF MEMBERS.—PETITION.

11. That as the frequent removal of Judges and other functionaries charged with
the administration of the laws, from pecuniary deficiencies, would cause confusion and ineffi-
ciency in their departmeots-—so the too rapid influx of Mertbers inexpericneced in legislation
must tend to induee u corresponding resule, in a body entrasted with the making of such
Iaws. :

12, That it is of the highest importance that your Honorable Honse should in time
consist mainly of gentlemen having enlarged views, a correct conception of the duties of a
Legisiator, and the experience requisite to enable them to give 2 practical form to their
wishes; but without payment of the Members of your Honorable House, this desirable result
is mot likely to be accomplished.

13, That the payment of Members of your Honorable House from the publie
Treasury would be roore satisfactory than the acceptance of sssistance from his constituents
by a Member, as in the former case such Member would be placed in a more independent

MEMORANDUM :— !

T am most reluctantly compelled to sabmit the following case to Mr. Speaker :(—

Mr. Gale (the Clerk of Select Committees) being one of the gentlemen o whom the
duty had been assigned of assisting Mr. Kelly in the compilation of the Sessional Papers of
the last Session for binding, applied to me, before that duty had been completed, for permis-
sion to go at once on such lesve of absence as might be granted to him.

informed him that I hod no objection to this if he could be spared from the duty
alluded to, and that the time allowed would be thres wecks. He eaid something about an
additionnl week, but I told him positively that the time in every one’s case must be lmited
to three weeks.

Not choosing to ask Mr. Kelly whether he could be spared (as I had suggesied), he
repeated his application, ¢ writing, accompanied by a medical certificate, and asked for o
month, which T had told him positively I would not give, admitting at the same time, on my
questioning liim vivd voce, that there was no pressing malady eonfining him to bed or house,
but that bis case was one in common with that of all the other gentlemen (myself included),
who, having been very hard worked, required reereation. '

(I may here remark that Mr. Gale had just had a week’s leave.)

On consulting with Mr. Kelly I allowed Lim to go at once, with the express under-
standing that his leave was for threc weeks only (not including the week already alluded to).

Mr. Gale accordingly departed the next day, but before going, pertinaciously applied
ngain, in writing, for an additional week.

) Considering this conduet highly indecorous, and subversive of negessary discipline, T
withheld any reply to his letter until his return.

Having overstaid bis leave one day (which I excused, under the circumstances
explained by kim on his return), I called npon him verbally to apolegize for his contumacy
in the matter of the applieation.

Affecting ignorance of wbat I alluded to, he placed me under the nevessity of reca-
pitulating the circumstances, when interrupting me with a flat denial of what I was saying,
in vchement tone and geswure, I declined to hold further conversation with him. T however
wrote him officially, stating that unless he should offer a fitting apology I would refer the
matter to the Speaker.

To this letter be replied, apologizing not for his fault, but for its consequences to
Limself, aud rather justifying than expressing sorrow for it.

This letter I felt Tought not to reccive, and thinking that in a moment of bad temper
he might bave written what on reflection he might regret, I afforded him the opportunity
(through Mr. Eldershaw) of withdrawing it, and substituting a simple and unqualified
ezpression of regres,

Thia, Mr. Eldershaw told me, he flatly refused to do; whereupon I wrote bim officially
to the effect of my message.

His reply disavows any misconduct, but regrets the imputation of it, and in other
respects so unintelligible to me, that in eharity I must conclude that he was wot in sound
mind when he wrote it ; I therefore have reserved the matter for your decision. I enclose
the papers.

Personally, I have no feeling in the matter, except one of regret that my desire to
be kind to every one in the department should, in this single instance, bavé been so little
appreciated.

Officially, I think it a very serious matter; for unless Mr. Gale be compelied to
express his regret positively and unqualifiedly, I can have no hope of conducting the publie
business by means of his assistance, while the example must have a very damaging effect on
the efficiency of the department gencrally. I therefore ask your support in this matter, not

as a personal favour, but as the exercise of authority to support order.

The Bpeaker directs Mr. Gale to be informed that Mr. Tompson—having read over the enclosed
statement, and arrived at the belief that Mr. Gale means by the conclading paragraphs that he admits
tlie misconduct complained of, and sincerely regrets it—is willing to afford Mr, Gale another opportunity
of showing that he can, while conducting his duties diligently, pay proper respeet to the officer placed
over him.

The Speaker desires it to be intimated to Mr. Gale also, that under these circumstances, he bas
no desire to press the matter further, but that the proper discipline of the department must be main-
toined at all%azards, and that he trusts that Mr. Gale will not give oecasion for fur%her c%?plaint.

I have the honor to submit the following answer to the charges ¢ontained in & memo. of Mr.
Tompson, the Clerk of the House, dated the 8th August.

1. T had been employed in ordinary dutics since the prorogation, particularly in overtaking the
more important arrears of Select Committec business ; these were very heavy, owing to circumstances
which I vainly reported to Mr. Tompson, in Ietlor dated 25th February.

2. A failing state of health had made me anxious for temporary relief; and with that view,
after assiduously disposing of what was most urgent, I saw Mr. Tompson ahout the 22nd June.

8. ¥ waa not then pware that any duty of agsisting Mr, Kelly had been assigned to me; nor did
I positively infer that my services were thought of, unt-i%Mr. Tompson implied that the compilation of
papers would concern me. The only oceasion of my being direetly associated with Mr. Kelly was in
the rceess after the Session of 1859-60, when assisting a few days in revising the proof sheetd of the
Index.* Had I previously known of the arrangement referred to, it was not nnreasonable to expect
timely consideration for my health, before the extremity of being “ confined to bed or house.”

4, With exclusive reference to the circumstances which have rendered my position ambiguous
during rceess, I submissively offer the geparato statement herowith. Before the event there detailed,
I have reason to believe that I enjoyed Mr. Tompson's good opinion; but Mr. Tompson thonght me
insubordinate upon the oceasion, and while I cannot doubt that the idea has been retained ever since,
I'fear that this has inclined him to regard my conduct unfavourably in subsequent instances of unde-
served displeasure.

5. I did not apply peremptorily for immediate leave of absence, but simply desired to ascertain
the term I might oxpect, and whether it could be granted carly, intending to make a subsequent
application.

6. Mr, Tompson referrcd to the collation of Sessional Papers, stating that no leave would be
given until after it was completed, and suggesting that I should have fiest consulted with Mr. Kelly
and Mr. Jones. I replied, that after getting up my work to such a state as would permit me to go
away, I had supposed it right to apply to the head of the department, ag he was present,

7. Mr. Tompson said that he was only empowered to grant throe weeks to any gentleman,
inquiring whether I had not taken a week. I cxplained that though I had been allowed one,
nominally, it had been impossible to avail of it, as the Report from the I'risons Committee in particular
had occupied my time; a document too for which the Government were pressing, in order to despatch
copies by the Home Mail.

&, During the period in which a week’s leave had been proposcd fo be granied, the publication of
several Reports was pending. The proposal had no reference to my ability toglfeneﬁt by it consistently ;
I waa only consulted by my fellow officers, with a view to fix the weck which I wonld take. I said

’ that

*T am very sorry to see Mr. Gale adopt this line of defence; he cannot forget that on his remon-
strance upon thig particular occasion, the duty alluded to was fixed by me, permanently as @ part of fhat
of the Clerk of Select Commitiees in recess, as i kad always previously been.

Moreover, this is a new view taken by Mr. Gale of the ease, ag when I told him to ask Mr. Kell
and the other gentlemen if he conld be spared from the work of collation of papers then in hand,
{ll_e did not affect to misunderstand me in the slightest degree, although he failed to do as I directed

im,

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that it was of no moment for which my name was set down, as I did not expeet to have time fo be
away, an account of the above erployment, and consequently that their arrangements were welcome
to be irregpeetive of me.

9. Notwithstanding the representation that I had been hound to assume, that in every casc the
Ieave wag conditional upon the requiremncais of the public serviee, Mr. Tompson regarded the nominal
appropriation, saying that it was all the same, that it was my own fault if I had not taken it, or if I
had bLeen nnable that T must bear it, and that only a fortnight would remain to me.

10, Having constantly attended the office, and rather increased than remitted my excrtions with
the view formerly indicated, it is evident that I had not enjoyed a week’s leave boné fide, a8 seems to
bﬁ i;nplieﬂ in a parcathetieal remark ; for except in this view it does not strengthen the complaint in
the loast.

11. The alleged opinion that I purpesely refrained from taking the leave becanze Mr, Tompson
offered it voluntarily is wnanswerable. I may repudinte the curious %\ypothesis that T am capable of
such absurd opposition. The opinion was not expressed upon the above oceasion, and I was gricved to
hear it on the 4th instant.

12. So far, too, from Mr. Tompson telling me positively that only three weeks (then future) would
be allowed, I understood him to limit me to a fortnight,

13. Upon this unsatisfactory interview it appearcd that little consideration would be extended
towards mo. I was obliged to think that Mr. Tompson had not rccognized the demands of my health
becansa I had not dwelt upon it sufficiently. I may state that I had never. experienced greater indis-
position, increasing the last few months, while professiona] opinion threatened me with consumption, &e.
I therofore enclosed & medical certificate, for the favourable consideration of Mr. Tompson, A month's
leave is expressed in the certifiente but not specified in my letter. However, I bad not heard Mr.
Tompson say, that he *“ would” not give that terin, but that he * could” net; and this I thought was in
regard to ordinary circumstances, not precluding discretion or reference to the Honorable Speaker jn'a

special application,

14, Mr. Tompson’s * vitd voee” questioning was confined to three inquiries, of which two, with the
answera and alleged * admission,” are stated in scction 3 of the accompanying memo. of 31 July.

15. I wish to be correct in this whole inatter, and after reconsidering the following point, T
confusg that T had forgotten the circumstance, and therefore desire to apologize to Mr, Tompson for

 positively excepting to his statement, in this particular, on the morning of the 4th. But, in responding,

as stated by Mr, Tompson, to a tentative expression of opinion that my ease was similar to that of
other gentlemen, the reply was presumptively inapplicable to the certified degree of urgency. I readily
acknowledged that excessive labonrs had similarly influcnced my fellow officers, without implying that
cither the excess had been so great ia the office generally, or its effect cqually prejudicial upen stronger
constitutions.

16, Bubsequently to delivering the application, there was no express understanding other than
the minute upon my letter. Mr. Tompson's inessage to Mr. Kelly repeats that three weeks i the
extent of his authority ; but if it had been an immediate duty to notico this correspondenee, I could not
conclude but that this limit was only inevitable in ordinary cases.

17. As Mr. Tompson did not seem to zpprehend an exception in my favour, I wag impelled, in
concern for the statc of my health, to use proper exertion in order to the possible extension of the time,
if not at vhee yet before the expiry of my leave, either by special authority or by the exercise of
increaged general power. I thercfore wrote again, but in no way caleulated to give offence. The letter
is straightforward, shows my disappointinent to seme extent, and assigns valid ground for the request
of further leave, I cannot see any insnbordinate © pertinacity” in the adoption of this course, Mr.
Tompson's positiveness could not reasonably apply to a casc -of the kind, Buot without the favour, at
least of 2 lenient view, that I was pardonably anxious upon the subject, Mr. Tompsoen considered my
conduet “ highly indecorous” and * subversive of necessary discipline,” which ie equivalent to denying
the right of a subordinate to further address the head of his department in o personal matter, however
apparcnt the cmergeney.

18. Respecting what occurred immediately upon my return to the office, I have prepared seefions
1 and 2 of the memo. of 316t July; a reply to Mr. Tompson's on the 19th, which I have hitherto
retained, simply beeause I was still unwilling to suppose that this meme. of Mr. Tompson's would be

brought forward so as to necessitate o distinet answer, although I was bound to believe that my copy
had %een furnished deliberately. It will be scen that Mr. Tompson hegan to enter upon the proofs of
insubordination, when he was interrupted by being offended at my dissent from his opinion in regard to
the extent of an admission made hy me, Atthe time, T neither had the opportunity toset myself right
with My, Tompson, nor to become conscious of the * contumacy” attributed. In the latter cvent, I
could not hesitate to ronder a straightforward apology.

19, I am unfortunate in the view which Mr. Tompson takes of my reply (22nd July) to his letter
of the 20th July. My expression of regret therein is not so narrow as to apply more to the personal
consequences of censure than to its alleged foundation, and I submit that under the circumstances, I
had every elaim to the more liberal interpretation. It iy truc that I was ignorast of any just grounds
for censurc, but this did not remeove my rvegret for any eircumstances associated, however violently,
with charges against me. Mr. Tompson also regards the letter as “rather justifying than expressing
sorrow for my * fault.” While repudiating the actual  fault,” I explaincd thass points which appeared
to have caused its imputation. When Mr. Tompson desired the sobstitution of an unregerved apology,
I was unable to comply. It is stated that *I *flatly refused,” hbeing ncither my sentiment nor
expreseion, a8 I was sorry to have no honorable option in the matter,

20. My. Tompson’s sccond letter could not be palisiied, for the some roason.  Notwithstanding
former protestations, it requires me again to succumb to his officis]l prejudgment. The termns of Mr.
Tompson's letters of the 20th and 25rd July evince the fact. They both refer to a consciousness of
miseonduet which I have firmly repndiated. In neither are any particulars specified to convict me,
although the letter to which the sccond replied had clearly stated that I was ignorant of anything
culpable. The absclute apology requested by 3r, Tompson would be a tacitacknowledgment of every
charge preferred, which I was unable to give. TUnder thesc cirenmstances, it scemed impossible to
apologize with less qualifieation than is presénted in my first lctter (22nd July.)

Having now referred to every source of apparent misapprehension, and stated the difficulties
which have surrounded my position, I cannot conclude this explanation without recording my unfeigned
regret for having been opposed, however unwillingly, to the head of my department. I most
respectfully appeal to the magnanimity of Mr. Tompson to abrogate the whole of this official complaint,
and allow my ready rcturn to cordial subordination. With sincorc regret that any misunderstanding
should have ever occurred, I carnestly derire to regain and perpetuate that just approval of the Lead of
this department which I have never wilfully forfeited.

I aw urged, under prosent circumstaneces, to reprgsent the ambiguity of my position as Clork of Select
Committees daring the Parlinmentary recess. .

: Early in that which followed t{ae Session of 1859-60, the first after I joined the department, Mr.
‘Fomnpson, the Clerk of the House, came to ingaire whether I had any arrears of Select Oomunittes
business, Understanding tlie question as strictly applicable to *arrcars,” I answered that there were
very few, upon which Blr. Tempson stated that the collation of papers would commence shortly, and
that I must be prepared to assist. Hoving ascertained the naturc of my appointmoent, before being
honored with the position, 1 was equally disappointed at the proposal itself and surprised at the assump-
tion that T had nothing clse to do. At the moment 1 was not prepared to explain myself to Mr.
Tompson, who left me on learning that I comprehended him.

1 saw that the arrangement would interlerc with several duties appertaining to the recess (there-
fore not ** arrears '), of which an imperfect list is inserted, viz.:—

Reviewing Scssional Reglisters,

Beviewing and preserving Papers of Unreported Committees.

Colleeting and preserving systematically original Committec Papers, Plans, &e., not
reported to tho House, but lighble to e required or called for,

Indexing Letier Book.

Comparing set of Books and Indices in Rooms, with Inveniory, replacing old and
supplying new volumes. .

Jroviding compiement of Forms, Registers, &e., for next Session.

. Refreshing memory of Select Committee practice, searching precedents, and studying

points of former diffienlty.

After further assuring mysclf that the Clerk of Sclect Committees had always heen exempt. from
the proposed duty, T represented the matter to Mr, Tompson., e immediately considered me insubor-
dinnte, insisting that I should collate papers, and that time must be (ound for otlier duties, if there were
any. ' ‘

There was no alternative, and T prudentially yielded to Bfr. Tompsons expressed command,
in the hope that the opportunc eonsidoration of the general claims of my office would obviate its recur-
rence, I supposed that Mr. Tompson's anxiety to have the compilation dispesed of had been enhanced
by the reconcy of several changes in the office, and that this had suggested the expediency of including
me in the employment.

Only upon Mr. Tompson's clear authority conld I avoid being hcld responsible for negleeting my
own dutics in order to nssist in those of a gentleman officinlly my junior, to whom the business of col-
lating kn-imm-i]y belongs.

am Jed most respect{ully to submit tho unsoundness of an arraugement which thus inverts the
gtatns of different officers.

It has appearcd, subsequently, that Mr, Tompson intends me to consider the above duty, as well
a4 that of general assistance in the office, as one in whicl: I ought to engaee during the recess, without
his special direction ; for, in the abgence of sncli information on cither of the last occasions, somc mnis-
apprehension has lately arisen upon the subject.

My only predecessor since Res )onsibfe Government who retained the post from one Session to
nnother was Mr. Cnlvart.  This gendcmun was held cxempt from rendering any assistanee in the
general office during three yesrs' serviee.

The epitome of the dutics of the soveral officers of the House, called for by the Retrenchment
Committee in 1858, (vol. 3, p. 296), containg no notice of such duty as attaching tothe Clerk of Com-
mittees, he being one of two exceptions mmong the officers “ upstairs ™ who are not charged * to assist
generally in the office,” whilst the dnty of framing certain Sessional Returns i assigned tc him, and the
other is specifieally entrusted with the compilation of the Sessional Volnmnes. I amnotaware of a
similer interference with the deparimental dutics as apportioned in this epitome.

Ta respect of the Returns alluded to, little progress can be made with them during the Yession,
owing to the accumulation of business, as reported in my letter of the 25th February last.

Invariably, thercfore, at the commencement of the recess, muell additional exertion has been
requisite to preparc the papers for the printer as carly as desirable.

’ Since the time of Mr. Calvert's transfer from the office, corresponding with the date of the enlarge-
ment of the Jouse under the Electoral Aet of 1858, there appears rather more than less reason for the
Cierk of Sclect Committees heing excepted from  general dutics during the recess, inasmuch as the

Iaboriousness of the position has been increased by about one-third, as shown in the following abstract
of the published records —

In this Return the respective totals before and since the change referred to are almost equal,
whilst the whole duration of the Sessions has been less by wore than a third.

The unfavourable alteration in the dignity of his appointment, which requires the Clerk of Select
Committees to assist gencrally in the departinent during recess, especially under a subordinate, is there-
fore the more discouraging, and removes him further from that just recognition of his office, the pros-
peet of which at present is its chief advantage to an untemporising incumbent, '

(1.) On Friday morning, the 19th instant, after lcave of absence expiring the 17th, I waited on
Mr. Tompson in that gentfeman’s room. ’

T explained the inadvertence by which my Icave had been exceeded, and apologizing verbally,
conclnded with the words,* * and if €t wowld be more regular, under the circumstances, I am prepared to
write an official apology,” wishing to consult the cxtremest view that might be taken. Mr, Tompson
commenced, " I suppose that there ia not the head of another department in Sydney who wouid have borne
with so much insubordinate conduct as I have done from you.” Then, allading to my letter (27 June)
requesting extended leave of abscnee, Mr. Tompson rase from hig seat, pronouncing it “ insubordinate”
and necessary to be withdrawn, or reported ™ io ¢tha kead of the Department.” Endeavouring to impress
the faet of its insubordination, Mr, Tompsen reasoned * yourself admitiing that your case in no way
differed from that of the other gentlemen in the office,” &e. At the first pause, 1 said, with respeetful
firmness, * I did not admit that my case was not different from that of other gentlemen in the office, and
T do not admit it Mr. Tompson charged me as “now insubordinate and insolent,” declining farther
comimnunication, &¢. Momentarily astounded, I moved slightly away, but not past Mr. Tompson’s desk,
and returning within the corner, I answered, “ I am sorry that such a view ghould be taken of my
conduct;” but Mr. Tompson having sat down, previously repeating the refusal, took no notice. After
fruitlessly expressing my regret more than once, I stated that it particularly grioved me to have been
thus received on reporting my return, and added, * dut as you deeline to speak to me further, of course T
will leave your reom,” which I am not sure Mr. Tompgon had not directed me to do before I moved on
the firat refusal. Having roturned to the office, I briefly mentioned the matter to another gentleman,
whom I can name.

(2.} Mr. Tompson has made a memo., attributing to we the most unseemly demeanour on tht
above occasion. When answering this charge, as contained in that gentleman's letter of the 20th inst.,
T had no knowledge of this memo. )

I obtained a copy on the 24th inst, in reply to further letter; and confessing my inability to
aceount for its incorractness, I yicld to the necesgity of submitting distinct counter statements, referring
to Mr, Tompson’s inaccuracies seriatio (vide mems, attashed), vig. :— .

1. There was no interruption before my offer to write an apology. I did not know that Mr.
Tompson * bowed,” or that I made 2 movement.
. The actual words are given above.
. Mr. Tompson was not forbearing, but spoke directly I concluded.
I recollect no mention of * peculiar manner ™ or apology.
No reference was made to “former conduct.” (I challenge an instance. Upon the 14th
Mearch last Mr. Towpson gevercly indorsed and returned a memo., which can be produced. )
. Not verbally  professing ignorance,” I was unconscions of imposing * the necessity.”
. I questioned the alleged * admission” in letter 27th Juna (see below).
. The actaal manner and language are mentioned above.
9. What I said after Mr. ‘Tompson’s refusal, and in what spirit, appears above. .

{3.) On presenting my application (26th June) for Ioave of absence, Mr. Tompson ingaired
whether three weeks would do. f answered (after the following *admission™) that if he could grant
only three weeks at present, and allow anotlier wock on or hefore their expiry, the nominal three weeks
would be sufficient; but that if he must consult the Speaker about the additional week, I would seek
the entire month at once. Before stating this explicitly, a sccond question had been put, viz., * I hope
there is no distinct malady confining you to bed or house?' Being there in person, and with a medical
certificate that ** change” of air was theu essential, T admitted the fact, Mr. Tompson’s first paragraph
on my letter of the 26th Juncl is bascd upon this alone (see acknowledgment in memo. datcf 6th Sep-
tember). The statement ** but that his case is similar to that of all the other gentlemen of the depart-
ment,” &e., is inferential as regards their cqual urgeacy. In reading this memo. addressed to M.
Kelly, and Mr, Xelly's reply, Wicn shown to me on 26th June, I was chicly concerned with the eveatual
grant of leave of absence. To have naticed any particulars passing hetween those gentlemen wight,
with sone reason, have exposed me to the charge of insubordiuvation or gratnitous opposition.

On my letter dated 23rd inst. Mr. Tompson has made a memo. to Mr, Jones, purporting to question
the sanity of “the poor gentleman,” This was also shown to me officially, but it will not be held that
I have admitted either the justice or propriety of the remark, although remaining unguestioncd.
However, the former inference of Mr. Tompson toas “ questioned,” if indirectly the loss offunsively.

Whereas a limited leave appesred to be granted witheut any recognition of my application as 2
special case, or of more emergency than in respect to other gentlemen, it will be seen that my letter of
the following morning becomingly urged the favour of Mr. Tompson's further consideration. It states
that T felt justified in expecting a longer term,” and presents the fact of its being the single occasion
on which I had heen compelled to consult my hoalth, Its brief tenor is quite opposed to the * admission™
alleged pgainst me, if which had been made T conld not reasonably have sought beyond what would be
granted to other gentlemen, I Mr. Tompson folt unable or his own authority to comply with its re-
quest, a reference to Mr., Speaker was so obvious as to form my only reason for avoiding the apparent
impertinence of natning that sourse. DBut it is this very letter which hag been regarded as-contumacions
and insubordinate, and at first as needful to be withdrawn.

Tar Stanpivg OrDERS CoMMITTEE, to whom was referred, on the
12th instant, “ the question as to the duty of the Speaker to order
“ the Bell to be rung on the report of a Committee of the Whole
“ that a Quorum was not present in Committee,”—have agreed
to the following Report :—

Your Committee having given the subject so referred to them
their best consideration, are-divided in opinion as to the applicability
of the Standing Orders as they at present exist, to the process of
ringing the Bell under the circumstances mentioned. But the weight
of opinion being in favor of the enforcement of this practice under
such circumstances, it is considered necessary, in order to ecarry out
this view of the case, that the Standing Order of the Assembly, No. 5,
should be modified, and that the Parliamentary practice relating to
the turning of a sand-glass should also be defined.

Your Committee have therefore consolidated these and the
collateral points in the following proposed Standing Order, which they
recommend for the adoption of your Honorable House, in substitution
for the existing Standing Orders Nos. 4 and 5 :—

If, at any time after the commencement of the Business of the
Day, nofice be taken by any Member, or the Chairman
of a Committee of the Whole report (whether upon Division
or otherwise), that there is not a Quorum of Members
present in the House or the Committee, as the case may
be, the Sergeant-at-Arms, by direction of the Speaker, shall
ring the Division Bell, and one of the Clerks Assistant at
the Table shall simultaneously turn a Minute Glass; and,

' at the expiration of one minute by the glass, the Speaker
shall count the House, and if there be not twenty Members
present (exclusive of the Speaker), shall adjourn the House
to the next day of meeting: Provided that if, on any
Division in the Howuse, it appear, by the Lists handed in
by the Tellers, that there is not a Quorum present, the
Speaker shall adjourn the House at once, without the Bell
being rung, or the Minute Glass turned.

ALTERATIONS .IN LIBRARY ARRANGEMENTS.

REPORT.

Tee Lisrary ComMIitTree of the Legislative Assembly have the
honor to report to your Honorable House, that your Committee
having this day, in a Conference sought by them with the
" Library Committee of the Legislative Council, congidered, con-
jointly with the latter, a proposal for certain -alterations in the
Library arrangements submitted by the latter to the former
Committee during the Session of 1861-—the said Committees have
agreed conjointly to the following Resolutions.

Your Committee therefore beg to recommend that the
said Resolutions be adopted by your Honorable House, viz. :—

1. That, so far as practicable, all works, including the Journals
of the Lords and Commons and other Parliamentary books
of reference, of which there is but one copy, be kept in the
Parliamentary Library, for use of the Members of either
House. In cases where there is a duplicate copy of any
work, oneis to be kept in the Reading Room of each House,
for the exclusive use of its Members.

2. That the annual Vote for the Parliamentary Library be
expended under direction of the Joint Committee herein-
after mentioned; and that application be made to the
Government to place on the Estimates a sum not exceeding
£100 for each Reading Room, to be expended by the
respective Library Committees in the purchase of standard
works of reference, newspapers, periodicals, pamphlets, &c.

-3. That the management of the Parliamentary Library be

entrusted to a Joint Committee, consisting of the Members

. of the Library Committees of the two Houses, the presence

of at least three Members of each such Committee being

necessary to form a Quorum ; but that each Reading Room

be managed exclusively by the Library Committee of the
House to which it belongs.
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4. That the President if present, or, in his absence, the Speaker,

be the Chairman of the Joint Committee; in the absence of
hoth those officers, the Chairman shall he appointed by the

Members present.

5. That the meetings of the Joint Committee, or Library Com-

mittee of either House, be convened by the Librarian, by
order of the President or Speaker, or on the requisition of
two Members of any such Committee, and every notice of
any such meeting shall state the objects for which it is
convened.

6. That the Librarian attend all meetings of the Joint Com-

mittee, or of the Library Committee of either House, keep
the Minutes of their Proceedings, and carry out their
directions, and be responsible for the books in the Parlia- .
mentary Library and Reading Rooms.

7. That whenever the Joint Committee resolve upon any pro-

ceeding requiring the sanction of the two Houses; the
matter he reported to each House by one of its own
Members.

8. That separate Catalogues he kept of the books belonging to

the Parliamentary Library, and to each Reading Room ;
that it be the duty of the Librarian to check the Catalogues
at least once in every year, in order to ascertain that all
the books in the Parliamentary Library and in each Reading
Room are in their places, or otherwise properly accounted
for. After every such inspection the Librarian shall furnish
to the Joint Committee, and to the Library Committee of
each House, o list of any hooks which may thereupon
appear to be missing from the Parliamentary Library or
either Reading Room, as the case may require.

9. That there be kept in the Parliamentary Library and in each

Reading Room a Loan Book, in which all particulars of
the loan and return, or non-return, of hooks shall be
regularly entered; and an Order Book, in which all parti-
culars of books, newspapenrs, periodicals, or pamphlets, which
any Member of ejther House may desive to have added to
the Parliamentary Library or to the Reading Room of
either House, shall be entered, for the information of the
Joint Committee, or Library Committee, as the ease may be.

10. That whether in the case of the Parliamentary Library, or

of either Reading Room, every book, newspaper, periodical,
or pamphlet, be stamped, and entered in its proper place
in the Catalogne, immediately upon its receipt by the

Librarian,
11.
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11. That the Librarian report annually upon the numbers and
condition of the books, &c., in the Parliamentary Library
and in each Reading Room, distinguishing those added
and those proposed to be added since last Report.

12. That the Librarian be charged with the accounts of the
Parliamentary Library and of each Reading Room, and
with payment for all books purchased or ordered under
direction of the Joint Committee, or Library Committee of
either House.

To the Honorabls the Tegislative Assembly of New South Wales.

The humble Petition of Eliza Lockyer, of Syduey, in the Colony of New South
Wales, Widow of the late Major Edmund Lockyer, deceasod,—

SHEWETH :—

1. That the said Major Edmund Lockyer landed in the Colony of New South
Wales, as Major in Her Majesty’s 57th Regiment of Foot, in one thousand eight hundred
and twenty-five.

2. That in the same year he was sent by the Colonial Government to explore and
form 2 Settlement at Moreton Bay, which duty was discharged by him to the complete
satisfaction of the said Government.

3. That in the following year he was sent on a similar expedition to King George's
Sound, which he carried through with like satisfaction.

4. That in the year one thousand cight hundred and twenty-eight he was appointed
to the situation of Surveyor of Roads and Bridges, the duties of which he faithfully dis-
charged ; the road between Sydney and Bathurst being laid out at this time under his
superintendence.

5. That he subsequently satisfactorily discharged the duties of Police Magistrate at
Parramatta.

6. That he was appointed Sergeant-at-Arms under the old Legislative Couneil, the
duties of which were faithfully discharged by bim,

7. That under the responsible Government he wes appointed the first Usher of the
Black Rod in the new Parliament, which appointment he held at his death, which ocourred
in the year one thousand eight hundred and sixty.

8. That your Petitioner’s hushand has therefore duly, faithfully, honorably, and
honestly sorved the Colonial Government for upwards of thirty-five years, having, from the
integrity of his eonduct, and the zeal 2nd sttention be at all times devoted to the Govern-
ment serviee, gained the confidence of the Government and the csteem of his fellow citizens
generally.

9. That your Petitioner's husband departed thiz life oo the tenth of June, one
thousand eight hundred and sizty, leaving your Petitioner (his widow) and three children
under the age of five years wholly unprovided for. :

10. That your Petitioner and her young family have, since the decesse of your Peti-
tioner’s husband, been entirely dependent upon private charity for their support.

Your Petitioner, therefore, humbly prays that the very lengthened and honorable
services of her late husband, as well as the present distressing pecuniary position in which your
Petitioner and her young family are now placed, may be taken into consideration, and that
justice may be done to them in the premises.

And your Petitiouer, as in duty bound, will ever pray, &e.,

Hereupon a question hes arisen as to whether this
second motion for the second reading of the Bill on that day ought to have been entertained ;

Commens thereon. You will further oblige me by informing me whether an opposed motion
for adjournment over a sitting day is ever received in the House of Commons without notice.
For instance, is it open to s Member to move on 2 Monday, without previous notice, unless
with the unanimous consent of the House, that the House at its rising do adjourn till
Thursday ?  Again, I trouble you with another query—Is it imperative, when the Speaker
gives a casting vote, and assighs reasons for it, that those reasons should be entered in the

I have received your letter of January 21st, with reference to the praetice of
the House.of Commons on the Questions of Order to which you have drawn my attention ;
and T liave mueh pleasure in,replying to the same,

As to your first question, arising out of the proceedings in the Australian House of
Assembly on the second reading of Bland’s Aunuity Bill, it is not in my power to give you
g0 complete an answer ns I could desire. Tt appears in this case, that the pioposed amend-
ment, that the Bill be read o second titse upon this day siz months, having been pegatived,
& motion was thereupon made that the Bill be now read a second time; and you ack
whether such a motion ought to have been entertained.

The Speaker, whom, pursuant to your request, I have consulted, direcis me to
acqnaint you, that after a diligent scarch for precedents, no precisely parallel case can be
found on the Journals; nor is there any Rule of Practice directly in point; and as the
qué:stion might come under his decision from the Chair, he hardly feels at liberty to pre-
judge it : :

Tn the absence of official authority, I am, however, able to state that the motion upon
which you desire an opinion is, to a considerable extent, sanctioned by the proceedings of the
House of Commons on the Glasgow, Dumfries, and Carlisle Railway Bill. Io this case, as
in that of Blaud's Annuity Bill, though the House had decided that the stage of the Bill
appointed as an Order of the Day was not ““pow" to be taken, yet the Houase did consider
the Bill immediately after a six months’ postponement of the proeeeding was pegatived.
But you will gbserve that, in the precedent which I supply, there was an adjournment of
the dcbate; so that although technically the proceedings were not interrupted, the House
did not consider the Bill an the same duy on which it bhad been determined that the Bill
should not *“ now ™ be procceded with. Thus the risk of conflieting decisions within the
day did not arise; and it remains to be settled whether an interval between. the entertain-
ment of such motions onght to be insisted upon.

Agrecing with you that the order for the second rcading must, under the circum-
stanees, be considered still before the House, and undisposed of, 1 think that this dootrine is
subjeet to some limitation. I find it to he the opinion of some of the most experienced

,officers in my department, that as rospeets the stages of a Bill, the word “ now ™ has been
_renerally understood to imply the then sitting of the House. The result accordingly of an
amnendment rvejectiig the word “now” from the question * that the Bill be now read a
second time”' is, that the House thereby virtually determives that the Bill shall not be read
that day, and that the appointment of the order isso far exhausted that it remains only to be
disposed of on a future day ; otherwise the House might be drawn into the most palpabls
inconsistencies, and the appointment of the Orders of the Day rendered of no effect.

In comwmon, therefore, with this opinion, and in the snbsence of any case exactly to the
point, I think that the last motion ‘made on the second reading of Bland’s Anouity Bill,
_though not perbaps absolutely irregular, was not in conformity with the spirit ‘that has
liitherto regulated our Parlismentary proceedings.

2. An opposed motion for the adjournment of the House can be made without notice.

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2 NATIONAL MEMORIAL TO THE PRINCE CONSORT.

Read, the following Report of the Society of Arts:—

The Conneil of the Bocicty of Arts, taking a deep interest in the success of the propesal ta erect
the National Monument to the memory of the Prince Consort, their lamented President, and considering
that it is due to all the subjects of the Queen, that cvery individual amongst them, however humble,
should have the opportunity of contributing his mite towards this object, have agreed to the following
report :—

B 1. The subsoriptions hitherto have been limited almost exclusively to those of the wealthy and
mercantile classes, whilst a very small portion has heen subseribed by the people generally. The
nobility and gentry, the city corporations, banks, mercantile firms, muricipal corporations, and the
like, have been addressed by the Committee presided over by the Lord Mayor of the City of London.
No steps, however, have been taken, nor does it appear that any are contemplated, to make known to
each individual man and woman constituting the body of the people, and residing either in the parighes
and hamlets of the United Kingdom or in the Colonies, the Memorial which it is proposed to crect,
nor hag any opportunity been hitherto afforded them of adding their contributions to the general fung,
If this were done, all wonld affectionately unite with their Queen in raising a Monument to the ;memory
of the Prince, who neglected no opportunity to promote their welfare. Itis only through very extended
parochinl and other agencics, that the necessary information can be generally given, and the Couneil
Tag, thercfore, determined forthwith to invite influential persons, represcnting all the great interests of
the country, the Church of England, and other religious denominations, as well as the grost employers
of labour, to unite with them as o Committee to convey this information, and to make such arrange-
raents as mey aflord to every one of Her Majosty's subjects, throughout the United Kingdom and the
Colonies, the cpportunity of taking a part, however humble, in promoting the Memorial, by subserip-
tions however small. :

The Queen, * following the movement of her people,” has asked “ to be allowed to take past

You are aware of the determination of Her Majesty's Government to maintain
the strictest Neutrality in the hostilities which are mow being carricd on between the
United and Coufederate States of Nurils America. Iu order to cause that Neutrality to be
effectually respected throughout the Queen’s Dominions, Her Mnjesty bos directed (in
accordancs with a long-established Buropean praetice) that no ship-of-war, privateer, or other
armed vessel, belonging to cither of the belligerents, which shall anchor in any British port,
ehall be allowed to quit her anchorage within twenty-fuur hours after uny vessel belonging
to the adverse belligerent, whether arined or unarmed, shall have left the same port.

In order to give effect to Her Majesty’s Orders, T am to desire, that on the arrival of
any such armed vessel in any port or foadstead within your Government, you will notify
this rule to her Comwander, and will inform him, thit io case he should infringe it, his
Government will be beld respousible by that of Great Brituin for violating the Neutrality of
British waters.

If any such violation should take place, you will not fail to report it at onee to Her
Majesty’s Government, sod to the British Admiral on the Station.

Her Majesty being fully determined to observe the duties of Neutrality during the existing -
hostilities bctween the United Btates and the States calling themselves the Confederate States of
America, and being moreover resolved to prevent, as far as possible, the use of Her Majesty’s harbors,
ports, snd consts, and the waters within Her Majesty's territmial jurisdiction, in aid of the warlike
purposes of cither belligerent, has commanded me to communicate to your Grace, for your guidance,
the following rules, which are to be treated and enforced as Her Majesty's orders and dircctions,

Her Majesty is pleased further to command that these rules shall be put in foree in the United
Kingdom, and in the Channel Istands, on and after Thursday, the 6th day of February next, and in
Her Majesty’s territories and possessions bayond the gcas, six days after the day when the Governor or
other chief authority of each of such territories ur possessions respectively shall have notified and pub.
lished the same, stating in such notification that the said rules are to be ohcyed by all persons within
the same tarritories and possessions.

' 1, During the continunnce of the present hostilities between the Government of the United
States of North America and the States calling thenselves the Confederate States of America, or until
Her Majesty shall otherwisc order, no ships of war or privateers belenging to either of the belligerenta
shall be permitted to enter or remain in the port of Nassau, or in any other port, roadstead, or waters of
the Bahama Islands, except by special leave of the Licutenant-Governor of the Bahama Islands, or in
case of stress of weather, If any such vessel should enter any such port, rondstead, or waters, by
special leave, or under stress of weather, the authorities of the place shall require her to put to sen as
soon as possible, without permitting her to take in any supplics beyond what may be necessary for her

" immediate use, - "
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If at the time when this order is first notificd in the Bahama Islands, there shall be any such vesgel
already within any port, tnadstead, or waters of those islands. the Licutenant-Governor shall give notice to
such vessel to depart, and shall require her to put to sea within such time as he shall, under the circum-
stances, consider proper and reasonable. If there shall then be ships of war ar privateers belonging to both
tho said belligerents within the territorial jurisdiction of Her Majesty, in or near the said port, roadstead,
or waters, the Licutenant-Governor shall fix the order of the time in which such vessels shall depart. No
such vessel ot either belligerent shall be permitted to put to sea until after the expiration of at lcast
twenty-four hours from the time when the Iast preceding vessel of the other belligerent {whether the
game shall be a ship of war, or privatecr, or merchant ship) which shall have left the same port, road-
stead, or waters adjacent thereto, shall have passed beyond the territorial jurisdiction of Her Majesty.

Colonies, or Foreign Possessions, or Dependencies, or of any waters subject to the territorinl jurisdiction
of the Brilish Crown, as a station or place of vesort fir any warlike purpose, or for the purpose of
abtaining any facilitics of warlike cquipment; and no ship of war or privateer of either bellimerent shall
hereafter be permitted fo sail out of or leave any port, roadstead, or waters subject to British jurisdie-
tion, from which any vessel of the other bellizercat (whether the samc shall be a ship of war, a privatcer,
or a mecrchant ship) shall have previously departed, until after the expiration of at least twenty-four
hours from the departure of such last-mentioned vessel beyond the terriforial jurisdiction of Her
Majesty.

? If any ship of war or privatcer of either belligerent shall, after the time when this order shall be
first notified und put in force in the United Kingdom, and in the Channel Islands, and in the several
Colonies, and Forcign Possessions. and Dependencies of Her Majesty, respectively, enter any port,
roadstead, or waters belonging to Her Majesty, citherin the United Kingdom or in the Chanmel Islanda,
or in any of Her Majesty’s Colonies, or Foreign Postessions, or Dependencies, such vessel shall ho
required to depart and to pot to sea within twenty-four heurs after entrance into such port, roadstead,
or waters, except in ense of stress of weather, or of ker requiring provisions or things necessary for the
subsistence of hor erew, or repairs, in either of which cases the authorities of the yort, or of the nearest
port (as the case muy be), shall require her to put to sca as soen as possible after the expiration of such
periud of twenty-four hours, without permitting her to take in supplies bayond what may be nceessary
for lier immedinte use; and no snch vessel which may have been zllowed to remain within British
watera [or the purpose of repairs shall continuc in any such port, roudstead, or waters for a longer
period than {wenty-four hours after her nccessary repairs shall have been completed: Provided,
nevertheless, that in all enses in which thers shall be any vessels {whether ships of war, privateers,
or merchant ghips) of both the said belligerent parties in the same port, roadstcad, or waters within
the territorial jurisdietion of Her Majesty, there shall be an interval of not less than twenty-four
hours hetween the departure therefrom of any such vessel (whether a ship of war, a privateer, or
a merchant ship) of the one hellizerent, and the subsequent departure therefrom of any ship of war,
or privateer of the other bellizerent; and the times hereby limited for the departure of sech ships of war
and privatecrs, respectively, shall always, in casc of necessity, be cxtended so far as may be requisite
for giving effect to this proviso, but not further or otherwise, ;

4. Mo ship of war er privatecr of cither belligerent shall hereafter be permitted, while in any
port, readstead, or waters subject to the territorial jurisdiction of Her Majesty, to take in any supplies
except provisions and such other things as may be requisitc for the aubsistence of her crew ; and except
so mucli coal only as may be sufficient to carry such vessel to the nearest port of her own country, or to
some nearer destination: And no coal shall be again supplied to any such ship of war or privateer, in
the same or any oiher port, roadstead, or waters subject to the territorial jurisdiction of Her Majesty,
without special permission, until after the expiration of threc months from the time when such coal
may have been last supplicd to her within British waters as aforesaid.

The intelligence conveyed to Australia by this mail, will inform you of the
grave reasons for apprehiending that this country moy shortly be involved in & war with the
United States.

In such an unheppy event it will be the duty of Great Britain to employ the
powerful naval forees at her ecommand, not only for the effectual prosecution of offensive
warfare, but for the protection, as far as possible, of all parts of the empire which are exposed
to attacks by sea. Aund the inhabitants of Australia may rest assured that the best mode of
affording this protection will engage the anxious and unceasing attention of Her Majesty’s
Government,

It is hoped that Her Mejesty’s naval force which now is, or shortly will be, afloat—
a force of almost unexampled magnitode and efficiency—will render impossible the concentra-
tion of any considerable nnmber of ships in an attack on aby part of the Queen’s dominions.
But it can never be impossible that an active enemy, by the ecmployment of single privateers
or cruisers, may find the means of inflicting occasional injury om exposed parts of the
empire.

The mode of defending sueh points inthe Australian Colonies as present most
temptation to inroads of this description, has happily been the subject of much lJocal con-
sideration. But I cannot do wrong in informing you that no time should be lost in
completing those measures of defence, which, in the Colony under your Government, are
required and practicable. And I am confident that the efforts which Her Majesty will
be called upon to make for the protection of the Coloninl coasts and commerce, will clicit
from Her loyal subjeets throughout Her cmpire, renewed exertions in all that is requisite to
defend their own homes agaiust such attacks as she may be uoeble to avert from them.

1 have only to add that I have taken steps to secure that the Troops sent from
‘Australia at the breaking out of the war in New Zealand shall be forthwith returned.

Tn faet, the ndvantage which they
derive from the existing connexion, would be very questionable, if they are to be left to pro-
tect their own towns, const, ond harbours againgt an enemy, to whose hostility they are
exposed, solely as forming part of the British Empire.

Being in official connection with the Government of New South Wales, Ifeelit to be my
duty to call your attention to the important interest which will bo placed in jeopardy in the not impro-
bable event of War between England and the Federal States of North Ameriea.

On reference to the Statistical Register of New South Wales for the year 1860, you will observe
at page 172, that the Ezport and Import trade for the twelve months cnding 81st December, 1860,
amounted in value to npwards of 124 millions sterling, and that the coin and bullion held by the Banks
exeeeded 14 millions sterling, the greater part of which was probably in the Town of Syduey,

‘I'hese firures represent the trade and bullion of ona only (and that the second in commereial
importance) of the six Awnstralian Colonies. Luoking at them as a group of contiguous States, all
equaily opened to the threatened danger, I may say that the interests at stake are little short of, T believe
they exceed, an annual value of £50,000,000, and the colonists will expect that these vast interests will
be protected by an adequate naval force.

From the Navy List of Qctober, 1861, it appears that the Squadron, now stationed in the
Australian Waters, consists of

1 hope, thercfore, that you will enable me to report to the Government of New South Wales that
this Squadron will be immediately reinforced in such way as Her Majesty’s Government may think
necesaary to afford the required protection.

I can hardly venture to point out what should be done to meet this ecmergeney, but as it is not
prohable that the enemy will be able to spare a fleet to carry on a predatory warfare in that part of the
world, it appears to me that the presence of one powerful frigate, stationed in Port Jackson, will
be suflicient to keep that port and tho adjacent waters free and open.

Her Majesty's Government are, of conrse, well aware that Port Jackson can be'entercd at any

tide, and at any bour of the night; in fact, Capt. Wilkes, of the ** San Jacinte,” when returning frem
his survey of the Antaretic Ocean, some 17 or 18 years ago, ran through the Heads, and took up a berth
off the town, in the dead of night, without a pilot, and solely in reliance on the soundings laid down in
the Admiralty charts,
: The colonists will see that such a visit may he repeated by a hostile man-of-war, and will fear
that a heavy contribution, ander threat of bombardment, may be levied on their town, unless they
have something better to rely on for protection than the usages of medern warfare among civilized
nations.

'T'he presence of alarﬁe §0-gun frigate will relisve them from this apprehension, and I ses no
simpler means of averting a disaster so serious, and by no means improbable,

As to the fortifications in the harbour, I take for granted that the available value of them is
well known to Her Majesty’s Government.  There are but few trained Artillerymen in the Colony, but
& strong force of Volunteers has been raised, and of the spirit with which they will defend the Port
there can be no doubt.

As no Armstronp gunsg have as yet been sent out, I would further take the liberty of suggesting
that a few of large calibre should be forthwith despatched.

As to the protection of Australian commerce on the high seas, this is a general question which,
however important, I will not discuss on the present ocension,

The magnitnde of that commerce, and the temptation which it will offer to an enterprising
enemy, cannot he overlooked, and I take for granted that proper measures will be adopted.

4. It will be seen (Enclosure 2} that the * Adjustment of Accounts Act” wad officially forwarded to
the Governinent of New South Wales, with a request for their concurrence, 50 far back as on the 13th
Septewber, 1860. On the Sth March, 1861, they were again urged to take steps in the matter, but up
to July, 1861, no official reply was returned, though T have reason to know that both Sir W. Denison,
and after him Sir John Young, pressed the matter on the consideration of their Ministers. '

4. Under those circumstances the Legislature of Queensland have adopted the enclosed Resolu-
tions, goliciting the intervention of the Imperial Parliament for the settlement of this question. Such
indced was the course suggested by Sir W. Denison, in his Despatch to the Secretary of State, of Tth
January, 1858. Since the passing of the resolutions, however, an official letter dated 26th July, 1861,
bag been recoived by the Colonial Secretary of Queensland, from the Colonial Secretary of New South
Wales, stating that * the Government of the latter Colony had determined to introduce into Parlia-
* ment, during the last Scssion, a Bill similar to the Queensland Act; that they were prevented from
* doing so by the course of cvents which rendered the due consideration of it impossible, but that the
* intentioa will be carried into effect in the next Session.” 1 have, moreover, been informed recently
that provision will be made for the scttlemcnt of this and similar inter-Colonizl questions, in the
Imperial “Queensland Government Act."

6. I may take this opportunity of ohserving that though it is the practice, both in Queensland
and in New South Wales rospectively, to assert that each Colony is considerably in debt to the other,
a digpassionate examination of the case will probably Jead to the conclusien at which Sir W. Denison
and 1 long apgo arrived, viz,, that they might fairly agres to atrike a balance, and close their accounts,
without any further payments, for, on reference to the carefully prepared tables appended to Sir W.

The answer is, that
the Parliamant have recently passed an Act for raising o loan for the construction of certain prblic
works, and for other urgent purposes, and that it is approhended that the fact of the outstanding
accounts with New South Wales, still remaining unsettled, may possibly prejudice, in some degree, the
gale of the Queensland Debentures.

At the period of separation of Queensland from this Coluny the Public Debt
of New South Wales amounted to £3,534,680. This debt was contracted while the two
Colonies in question constituted one community under the same loeal Grovernment.

Although by separation of the two Governments and Territorics the direet liability
for the debt is imposed upon New South Wales, it is presumed that the just claims of the
public creditors of New South Wales upon both Colosies will not be denied by the Govern-
ment of Queensland. T therefore take it for granted that you will readily eo-operate in any
reasonable proposal for the equitable adjustment of this debt as hetween the two Colonies,

and for a final settlemont of the amount to which each Colony may be justly considercd
liable.

2. Having submitted your letter to the careful consideration of the Governor in
Council, I am directed to acquaint you that His Fxcellency approves, as a gencral basis for
sach negotiation, the principles laid down by a former Executive Council of New South
Wales, as explained by His Ezcellency Governor General 8ir William Denison, in his
Despatehes to the Secretary of State, No. 6, of Janvary 7, and No. 31, of February 6,
1858, and embodied in a Bill laid before the New South Wales Legislaturc. Belore, how-
ever, this Executive can be in a position to appreach the gquestion of a general scttlement,
they feel bound to urge, both as just to tho Coleny of Queensland and s facilitating in a
great dogree the future decision of the debt, that the Government of New Scuth Wales
should recognize the preliminary principle which the Governor General and Govermor Sir
Georpe Bowen have agreed in recommending; namely, that from the date of separation,
December 1st, 1859, all revenues belouging to the districts comprised in the new Colony

4. T have had the honor, on a previous occasion, of lnviting your attention to the
circumstance that several sums of mobey, mavifestly forming part of the current revenue
of this Colony, continue to be withheld by the Treasury of New South Wales.. Sir George
Bowen addressed the Governor General on a similar subject on two oceasions, viz., on the
December and on the  January ultime. In reply tothe first Despatch, it was stated that
the Government of New South Wales did oot feel itself at liberty to act in this matter
without the previous sanction of the Legislature, which was not then sitting. But several
weeks have now clapsed since the Session was resumed, apd the Government of Queensland
is anxiously waiting to sec the subjest brought forward by you in the Parliament of New
South Wales,

5. You will not fail to perceive, that while a considerable portion of the resources of
this Colony for the present year is withheld from it, the Government of Quecnsland is
subject to the grest und unjustifiablo hardship of being obliged to mect the whole of their
eurrent expenditure without the whole of their current revenue.

6. When this nccessary preliminary shall have been settled, the guestion of the
division of tho Public Debt can be approached in a coneciliatory spirit by the two Govers-
ments, on the basis explained by Sir William Denison.

It was intimated by Mr. Forster, in a letter to me, dated 6th nltimo, that the receipt
of the Honorable the Colonial Treasurer in Brisbane could not be admitted as a discharge
to Captain Wickham, and he requestéd that instructions might be given for remitting the
money in question to Sydney. )

I would now submit to you, that the request of Mr, Forster amounts, practieally, to
the assortion of a right on the part of the Grovernment of New South Wales to arrest in the
course of actual payment, and to divert from their lawful objeet, funds which, whether
derived from loans borrowed on the joint seeurity of the united districts, or directly from
their joint revenues, had beea devoted by the united Legislature to the service of the parti-
cular digtriets now forming this Colony, and had been placed in Captain Wickham's hands,
not in any aspeet in the shape of a loan for the repayment of which he could be held
angwerable, but for the purpose of being expended in the manner sanctioned by the Legis-
lature, and ordered by the Grovernment. ,

I may add that, within 2 very few days, the funds in question were actuaily expended
in carrying out contraets or arrangements made by the New South Wales Government.

It will thus be apparent to you that the present matter must of necessity bo eon-
sidered in connection with the genmeral subject of the accounts to be settled between the
respective Colonies, which has alse formed the subject of a correspondence bhetween the two
Governments.

It is right that I should add, that the Government of Queensland cannot relinguish
its claim to those portions of its revenue which have passed into the Treasury in Sydney,
appertaining to s period subsequent to the separation of the Colonies, and to & proportionate
share of the balances of the votes appropriated by the Legislature to the service of these
districts during the year 1859. To this claim, under the first head, it is not understood
that your Government are prepared to offer their dissent; and it is trusted that they may
seo the propriety of algo placing in the Queensland Treasary those portions of its revenues
for the year 1859 which were appropriated by the Legislature to the service of that year,
but remained, on the 1st December last, unexpended. It will be at once apparent that the
Government of New South Wales, having received the entire revenues of the Colony up to
the 1lst of December, cannot, upon any principle of justice, claim to divest itself of the
responsibility of meeting the expeunditure to a corresponding extent, or to cast upon the
Tevenues aceruing to this Colony from that date the burden, in addition to current liabilities,
of hearing an arrear of expenditure for public works, &e., which would have been liquidated
by the New South Wales Government without question, had delays not taken place for which
the present Government of Queensland cannot in any way be held answerable.

His Excellency the Governor places before the Council a Despatch, dated 16th instant, from His
Excellency the Governor (Fcneral, transmitting copies of Minutes submitied by him to the Executive
Council of New South Wales, and of their procecdings thervupon, exhibiting the steps that have been
taken to elieit the views of the Legislature of that Colony with respect to the adjustment of the out-
standing neeounts between the respective Colonies, und the measures to he taken to determine the
share of any of the Public Debt of the former with which the revenues of Queensland are properly
chargeable,

g 2. The Couneil intimata their satisfaction at perceiving from these documents, that the Govern-
ment of New South Wales are not prepared to dispute the justice of the demand which it was thought
fitting on the former consideration of this question 1o assert at the outset, namely, for the transfer of
those portions of the revenues of Queensland for the present year which hnd been collected prior to
separation. And this difficulty being removed, the Council desire that this Government should be
understood as anxious to co-operate In any practicable arrangenients that may tend to the scttlement,
upon just principles, of the outstanding aceounts between the Colonies.

8. It appears to the Council, that the principles suggested by the Government of New South
Wales, and set forth in the Despatch of Bir William Denison fo the Right Honorable the Secretary of
State for the Colonies, No. 25, of the 5th Febriary, 1857 (which has been printed by order of the
Imperinl Parliament), are, more particularly as they bear upon the settlement of Public Debt, just in
themsclves, and well calculated to bring the matter to s satisfactory conclusion.

4. It will, accordingly. be the duty of the Government to propose to the Legislature of this
Golony, during the impending Session, 1o acquiesee in the appointment, with full powers, of a Cominis-
sioner or Commissioners, to whom, in conjunction with a similar number of Commissioners from New
South Wales, the whole arrangement of the details of the settlement may be intrusted, and of an
Umpire to whose final dacision all disputed matters may be veferved.

Iaving given to this matter the most gareful consideration, and belug preparsdl to cater fuily
inte its discussion, the Government of Queensland arc very desirous that measures should be adopted
by the Excentive of New South Wales, for procuring from the Legislature shortly to be assombled, an
authority to appoint Commissioners. to mect those acting on belwlf of the Colony of Qucensland, with a
view to the speedy and perfeot settlement of the matters at issuc. .

I would premisc, that the Government of Queensiand deem that, in the present state of this
question, it will no longer be within the contemplation of the Government of New South Wales to
withhold these portions of the public revenue of Quecnsland which bave passed into the T'reasury at
Sydney, for periods subscquent to the separation of the Colonies; and coneeiving the present to be a
fitting opportunity for roncwing the demand for the transfer of such revenues, they do mot anticipato
that any further delay is likely to occur in the concession of it; feeling eouvinced that the Government
of New SBowth Wales will pereeive that any circumstance that may still retard the completion of those
preliminary arrangements with respeet to the Public Debt, whith have been referred to as obstacles to
the transfer in question, must now be altogether the result of causes remote from their control.

1 believe it will be quite unnecessary for me to offer any apology for trespassing
on your Grace’s attention, in relation to a matter the importande of which, I am persuaded,
your Grace will be prepared to recognize.

1. The rapid growth and unparalicled prosperity of the new Colony of Queensland,
since ity ereetion into a separate dependency of the British Crown, are facts with which
your Grace is doubtlessly fully acqueinted. The British public generally, and perhaps
most persons uncondiected with the Colony itsclf, are searcely conversant with the fact of the
rapid progress of settlement, both to the north, north-west, and west of that territory.
Already extensive explorations have been made, the result of private enterprize, in- the
north, towards the sources of the Burdekin River, and large tracts have becn taken up for
pastoral purposes in the region known as the * Basaltic Table Land of Leichbardt,” and on
the sources of the Lynd and Gilbert Rivers, which flow into the Gulf of Carpentaria. The
ogcnpants of the country heve referred to have found a practicable road to the coast, at a
point known as Rockingham Bay, in latitude 17° south. The extreme northern limits of
Buropean settlement may, at the present moment, be considered a3 extending as far as the
143rd degree of east longitnde and 16° 30 of south latitude, and as being, in point of fact,
within 150 or 200 miles of the Gulf of Carpentaria. On tlie west, the whole of the basin
of the “ Bareoo,” for several bundved miles, as far as the 142nd meridian of east longitude, is
becoming rapidly oceupied by syuatters, and the authorized possession of the greater part of
it has aircady, 1 beliove, been secured under pastoral licenses. The active enterprise of the
settlers of Queensland has led them to czplore, und partially to ocoupy, not only the beantiful
valleys of the Fitz Roy snd its branches, the rich helt of country along the coast extending
from Keppel Bay to Cupe Palmerston, and the conntry watered by the Lower Burdekin, but
has also Jed them in various direstions through the tropical regions of the Colony. Targe
flocks of sheep and herds of horued cattle arc constantly arriving from the Colonies of South
Australis, Victoria, and New South Wales for the purpose of occupying this new and
promising land. An additional stimulus is afforded to this enterprise by the liberal regula-
tions that have becn enacted by the Government of Quecnsland for the leasing of the waste
lands of the Crown. '

2. Your Grace will thus perceive, on reference to a map of the Continent of Australia,
that the limits of Furopean occupation have reached a point closely approximating to the
141t meridian of east longitude, which, by the interprefation given to the terms used in’
Her Majesty’s Order in Council, constitutes the western boundary of the Colony of Quecns-
land. The whole of the country west of this Jine and north of the 26° of south latitude, as
far west as the 128th meridian of cast longitude (which forms the eastern boundary of
Western Australia), is extra limitary, and practically is not included within the jurisdietion
of any of the Governors of the Australian Colonies; for although T believe it is assumed
that the district herein referred to is to be technically regarded us a residuary portion of the
large territory originally belonging to New South Wales, and is legally included within the
limits of that Colony, yet, in point of fuct, the Government of New South Wales has never
exercised any jurisdiction whatever with -respect to it. Quecnsland and South Australia
intervene between New South Wales proper and North Austrelia, and the two latber are
thus necessarily permanently dissociated from each other so far as regards all the purposes
of government. Very grave inconvenicnces would indeed ensue were the Execative auatho-
rities of Now South Wales to tske upon themselves to alicpate land, to grant leases, or 1o
assume any of the essential functions of government in North Australia. The possibility,
however remote, that such powers may be called into exercise constitutes a principal reason
for calling your Grace’s attention thus pointedly to the mutter. In consequence of an
application which has been made to Her Majesty by the Government of Quecnsland, and
which spplication, if I am rightly informed, has been favourably entertained by your Ghrace,
the western boundary of Queensland has been extended from the 141st to the 138th or
139th degree of east longitude, so as to include the estuaries of the Nicholson, the Leich-
hardt, and the Albert Rivers. Subject to the chabge that has thus been made in the
boundaries of Queensland, the wholc of the vast region to the westward will still remain
practically, and for all the purposes of government, beyond the jurisdiction of any of the
conterminous colonies. ‘ o

3. I venture to submit, with much earnestness and great defercnce, to your Crace
the manifold cvils which must ensue from the absence of all lawful authority to be exercised:
in Her Majesty’s name in the vast region indicated above. Within a very few months the
desire of occupying new country will tempt many persons, with their servants and flocks and'
herds, to locate themselves in this new district. The probability also is, that many
individuals whd may have made themselves obnozious to the laws will, for the purpose of
cscaping the pursuit of justice, betake themselves in the same direction. N6 Magistrate
holding & commission from the Governor of Queensland will be enabled tn exercise his
functions as a . Justice of the Peace, and there will, ere long, be called into cxistence
a comtnunity, in which there will be an entite absence of all means for the enforcement
of law and order. L

4. Whilst the reasons above set forth way be decmed sufficiently urgent to justify

the Imperial Government in taking steps for the establishment of Her Majesty’s authority
: in
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in the only portion of the Continent of Australia in which it is not already duly recognized,
there are, I venture to submit, additional grovnds that will justify your Grace’s immediate
interposition in the matter. From its geograplical position, the territory referred to enjoys
advantages such as are possessed by scarcely aby of the other Colonies of the Australian
group. It constitutes, in point of fact, that portion of the Continent of Australia nearest in
a direct line to Great Britain. It isin close proximity to Java, and the Islands of the
Eastern Archipelago, and is within o few days reach of China and Jupan. Its physical
capibilities are also, according to the evidence of Mr. Gregory aod those by whom it has
been explored, of a very saperior kind. The whole of the northern eoast is indented with
deep bays, accessible to large vessels, whilst the Victoria River is represented as one of the
largest navigable streams in Australia, the tide rising some thirty feet at its embouchure in
Queen Charlotte’s Channel. Mr. Gregory, the distinguished explorer, and present Surveyor
General of Queensland (a gentlenssn upon whow cation and atturacy the greatest reliance
may be placed), represents the whale of the valley of the Victoria River as being of the most
promising deseription, well adapted for grazing purposes, and, no doubt, adwirably fitted by
nature for the growth of all tropical produce, suéh ascotfon, sugar, rice, and coffec. Horses,
the race of which hag become so prolific in the other Colonies that they are of searcely any
value, would herc specdily constitute an article of export to Xndia of the greatest importance,
both ag affeeting the Colony itself, and as regards the Indisn Government in the supply of
cdvalry.

5. Whilst T may venture to assume that your Grace may be disposed to admit the
importance of the foregoing data, and the expediency of at once invoking the Royal Authority
in the creation of # separite and independent Colony of the British Crown, I ean readily
conceive, ag a ground for postponing such a step, that to give effect to it would necessarily
involve a considerable cxpenditure of money, and that no provision for such an outlay bas been
already made, or, if heréafter proposed, would be likely to be sanetioned by Parliament, from
Imperial funds. T would respectfully anticipate such an objection, and at ance say, aa a British
subject and an Auvstralidn colonist, that I filly recognize the justice of the principle that all
Colonies should defriy the cost attendantupon their ereation, their internal organization and
maintendnce ; and that the heavily taxed community of England should not be burdened by
charges incident to such a proposal as that now submitted to your Grace’s cousideration. I
have already observed that there ave numierons parties pressing forward towards the unsettled
district inéluded within the boundaries which it is proposed should constitute those of the
new Colony. Suchi partiés would pay, with the greatest alacrity, o moderate rental to secure
a reasonable tenure of the lands they may assume the oceupation of. A source of revenue
would thus be at odec created, which would augment on the arrival of each new oceupant,
Certain localitics may also be indicated, as on the banks of the Victoria and Alligator Rivers,
which must become the sites of large and important towns—gréat metropolitan centres of
trade and comuierce. These sites, if judiciously seleeted, and laid out in appropriate allot-
menis, would immediately find purchasers at considerable (probably very large) prices. From
these two mources——the rental, and the sale of Crown Lands—] am satisfied a sufficient
sum vould speedily be realized to cover all the cxpenses connected with the foundation
of the Colony and the maintenance of the small number of administrative officers

required for the conduct of its goverameni. And I mdy observe that, whether thd Crown’

assume and exercise a jurisdiction over the territory in question or mot, it wil), under
any circumstances, be speedily. occupied by a squatting community. If this be done without
the lawful agsent of the Crown, it will be at a sacrifice of considerable revenue, the probable
crextion of intercsts and claims which it will be difficult 4o dispose of hereafter, and with a
certainty that a most lawless arid disorganized state of society will be called into existence.

6. Having thus endeavoured to demonstrate to your Grace the necessity that exists
for placing the district, which (in the absence of eny more specific name, to be conferred by
royal authority) may be designated as North Australis, under a separste Government, and
having stated my entire conviction that as such n measure ought not, 50 in reality it would
not, involve aby sctual cost to the British Tressury, T will not trespess further on your
Grace’s time than by simply saggesting the two several modes, under either one of which the
degired end might be achieved. They are—

1st.-~By the creatjon of a sepirate Government, and by a temporary loan from
the Imperial Tressury, the repayment of which, with interess, should be
uaranteed from the Land Fund of the Colony. A very moderate sum;
£20,000 or £25,000, ought to suffice to inaugurate the Government and
defray all its expenses for the first twelve or eighteen months of its existence,
I believe that within that period a considerable revenue would have already
aceried from the rental and sale of Crown Lands, sufficient to reimburse any
advance made from the British Tressury.

2ud.—By tlie temporary anocxation of North Australid to Queensland, with the

understanding that a distinet secount of revenue and expenditire should be

kept, with a view to the ¢ventual detuchment of the annexed district from the

porent Colony, and its erection into a separate dependency. The only

advantage which it appears to me this second proposition offers is, that it

might forthwith be acted upon ; whilst the former would, I presume, necessarily

raquire the iitervention of Parliament. '

. There are, T believé, at the present moment, individuals and companies who would'

eagerly decept the coddition of establishing the new Colony at their own cost, upon the con-

cession of certain rights and privileges being secured to them. It is difficult to contemplate
the
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the existence of any such schemes without associating with them the evils of monopolies;
and there can be little doubt that 1t will be conducive to the interests of the British com-
wunity generally,as well ag to the future Colony, that, under ull circumstances, the authority
of the Crown should be maintained unfettered and paramount.

The only difficalty that presents itself is the mere initiation of the Colony. Once
seb on foot, it would find within itself sources of vitality and growth that would render it
independent of all external aid, and speedily render it one of the most important and thriving
dependencies of the British Crown. Humbly submitting all the foregeing facts to your
(3race s consideration,

With reference to previous proposals of a similar nature which have been referred
to you from this depurtment, I am directed by the Duke of Newcastle to transmit to you the
copy of a letter which has been received from Sir C. Nicholson, in which, for the reasons
assigned, he urges the eatablishment of a new Colony in the northern part of Australis, or
the carly annexation to Queensland of that portion of the Continent which he has defined.

His Grace is of cpinion, that although the formation of andther separate Colony is
premature, it will be necessary that sotne mcasures should be taken for conferring protection
and enforeing order among the squatters who have settled, or are likely soon to settle, in
these districts; and with this view, Iis Graee will probably advise Her Majesty to annex to
South Australia so much of this territory as lies south of the tropic, apd to attach the rest
of it provisionally to Queensland-—thus avoiding the expense, risk, and inconvenicnce of
founding a settlement nnder the anspices of the Home Government in a tropical climate,
ond placing the occupation of the cruntry, the management of lands, the laying out of
towns, and the enforcement of order in the hands of a Government having funds available
for the purpose, and able to exercise an immediate inspection and control over what is
going on.

I am to call your attention to the reeent Act 25th Viet., cap. 44, by clause 2 of
which Her Majesty is empowered to dnnex to existing Colonies, territories now forming
part of New South Wales, and also to the other Acts of Parliament recited in that Act, as
containing the powers of the British Government in respect to the erection of new Colonies
or the enlargement of existing ones.

T have to acknowledge your letter of 11th instant, with a letter from Sir C.
Nicholson, urging the importance of either ereeting a new Colony in North Australia, or of
temporarily anpexing North Australia to Quecnsland, for the purposes of immediate
government., You state that the Duke of Newcastle is of opinion that measures must he
talien for the protection znd control of the squatters who cither bave already settled, or are
likely to settle, on the territory in question, and that he will probably advise Her Majesty
to annex it for that purpose, partly to South Australis and partly to Queensland. But His
Grace desires, before coming to a final conelusion, to receive a report from us on the subjeet.

2. Sir C. Nicholson states, s the grounds of his suggestion, that extensive explorations
have already been made towards the sources of the Burdekin River; that large tracts have
been taken up for pastoral purposes on the Liynd and Gilbert Rivers, which flow into the
Gulf of Carpentaria; that flocks of sheep 2nd herds of cattle are cobstantly arriving in
these new districts ; and that Furopean settlement may now be considered as practically
extending to within 150 or 200 miles of the Gulf of Carpentaria. That though nominally
attached to New South Wales, this territory is, in fact, beyond the limits of any Colony ;
that consequently there is no legal anthority existing within it ; that if left in this condition
it will become the resort of criminals, and will be exposed to the evils of sparchy; and that
its future erection into 2 Colony woull be embarrassed by the claims and interests that will
grow up under the present want of system. He further suggests, that the establishment
of n separate Colony in these districts ought not, in the first instance, to cost more than
£20,000 or £25,000. That if this amount were advanced, in the first instance, by the
Mother Country, the land revenne to be derived from the rental and sales of land would be

: an
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an ample gearantes for iis repayment, and that the squatters who are now going in wouid be
perfectly willing to pay a fair rens.  But if the Duke of Newcastle is not prepared to advise
the erection of = new Oolony, Bir ¢ Nicholson then proposes the temporary anvezatidn of
the territory to Queensland, with the understanding that the accounts of the land revenue
should be kept distingt, with a view to the cventual separation of the territory from Queens-
land and its erection into an inflependent Colony.

3. For the reasons stated in. your letter, and having refurence to the neeessarily
temporary nature of any arrangements that may now be made, it would clearly be more
advisable to extend the jurisdiction of South Australia and Queensland over North Australia,
as is contemplated by the Duke of Neweastle, than to ereet it at onee into 4 separate Colony.
Liooking to the vast extent of North Aunstralia and to the nature of the country, as far as it
has been at present explored, it is impossible to donbt that at 1o distant day it will be
negessary not only to give it a separate administration, but to divide it into two, if not more,
Colonies. . Two regions particularly present themselves as the centres of future extensive
settloments—the Vietoriz River on the extreme west, and the Albert River on the Gulf of
Carpentaria; hetween these lies o tract of some 600 or 740 miles, part of which. is zaid to he
well grassed, and fitted for setlement, but a considerable portion barren and worthless,
To the south of the tract also, it would seem that though there are at intervals spots of gaod
pasturage lond, well supplicd with water, there are also large tracts of sandy and worthless
Jand, where no water is to he found, which can scarcely, wnder any circumstances, become fit
for settlement. ’ : -

4. When population inereases over this vast territory, which cannot be less than’

730,000 square miles in extent, it is clear that neither the Vietoria River at one extremity,
nor the Albert River at the other, would be a fitting spot for the government of the whole,
Each will be the natural port and seat of government of a separate Colony, Keeping this
in view, all that it seems desirable at present to effect is, to provide for the temporary
government of the territory, until the inerease of population shall make 2 more permanent
arrangement advisable. 'This can be done by the issue of an Order in Couneil, under the
Act 24 and 25 Vie., c. 44, annexing the northern part of the territory to the Colony of
Queensland, and the southern to the Colony of South Australia, as is proposed in your letter.
The territory would thus be brought within the jurisdiction of an established system of laws
and government, and the Governors of the respective Colonics would be enabled to appoint
Magistrates and other officers within its boundaries; and although it would be too distant to
allow of a ready appeal to the Courts of the respective Colonies, the knowledge of the
possihility of such an appeal would not he without its effect in promoting order in the
territory.

5. Among the officers whom it would be necessary to appoint at onee would be a
surveyor, whose first duty it would be to obtain a gencral kpowledge of the land on the
shores of the Gulf of Carpentaria and about the Vietoria River, and to mark out, in a
general way, the sites of the towns which ean searcely fail to spring up at no distant time in
those districts. As both can be casily reached by water, it would probably not be very
difficalt to perform this first duby; and whoever might be selected for it would derive au
incaleulzble advantage from the presence at the head of the Survey Department of Queens-
land, of Mr. Gregory, the distinguished explorer of the Northern Coast of Australia. As
no other man has snch a knowledge of that coast, so no other man could with the same
authority dircet and assist the operations of the surveyor who may be selected. Mr. Gregory
will probably be able to indicate the sites, evidently marked out by pature, for the main
towns of the fature Colony or Colonies; and if these are at onee reserved, no other reserva-
tions would for the present be mecessary. The trading population will naturally group
itgelf, in the first instance, round the port at which the eommerce of the Colony must be
carried on; and the reservation of sites for towns or villages in the interior may well be

postponed, till the course of events points out where they may be most advantegeoundy

fixed.

6. It only remains to notice Sir C. Nicholson's suggestion, that the land revenue of
the new territory should be kept distinct from that of the older (lolonies, with a view to
prevent future diffieulty, when it is deeided to erect North Australia into a acparate Colony.
o this respect it does not oceur to ua that any diffienlty could he experienced. The same
thing was done in New South Wales, with reference to the land revenue of Port Phillip,
previous to the erection of Victoria into a distinet Colony. Al that would be necessary wounid
be an instruction to the Treasurcer of Queensland to open a separate account of reccipts and
expenditure for the new territory ; and it would be interesting to know, from time to time,
how that aceount stood. A similar instruction might be given to the Receiver General of
South Australis, though it is not likely that much revenuve will acerue from the portion of
the territory to be annexed to that Colony, nor is it so important to reserve the means of
easily separating it at a future date, As the land south of the tropic will be mueh nearer the
settled district of South Australia then of North Awustralia, it will probably be decided
hereafter not to extend the southern beundary of North Australia below the tropic.

I tramsmit to you herewith a copy of a leiter addressed to me by Sir Charles
Nicholson, strongly recommending that the northern part of Australia should be formed into
a new Colony, or that o portion of the territory in question should be anuezed to Queensland.
I also forward o copy of the letter addressed by my desire to the Land and Emigration
Commissioners on the subject, together with a copy of the Report received from them in
reply.

i You will find that the course which I should be prepared to advise to Her Majosty
would be, to annex to South Australia so much of the territory as lies south of the tropie,
and to attach the rest of it provisionally to Queensland.

The papers transmitted render it unnecessary for me to advert to any mabters of
detail which will have to be dealt with, and I need, therefore, only instract you to submit
this despatch, and the accompanying papers, to your advisers for their consideration, in
order that I may be informed whether they will bo prepared to accept this addition of
territory, subject to the linbility of separation when matters were ripe for it, and to the
obligation of keeping the accounts of the new Districts, and of such others as are likely to
be detached with them, in such a manner as to facilitate the ultimate division of North
Australia into separate Colonies.

o Minute No. 62-5." Confirmed, 18 February, 1862. o
His Exzcellency the Governor lays before the Council a Minute papur by-tho Hoiorable the Vice-
Prosident, stating that the attention of the Government had heen pointedly 'drawn in the Asserably,
during the recent discussion upon the Estimates for the ¢itrrent year, to the present scale of travellipg
allowances made to public officers when abgent from home on duty ; and as it appeared evident that, in
the judgment of the Assembly, the present scale is much teo high, that allowances are made upon a
iax gystem, and in some cases probably where they should not be granted, he had taken the carliest
opportunity of bringing tlre subject under the consideration of His colleagues, with whose concurrence
he now recommended the following modification :— That, with reference to public officers generdlly,
** where £2 per day is now allowed, £1 10s. per day only should be paid, and that where £1 10s. per
« day is new given, the amount should be reduced to £1 per day, to take effect from the 1st April next.”

The travelling allowances to the District Court Judges and Crown Prosecutors had also occupied
their anxious consideration ; and although upon the first establishment of these Courts it was impossible
that the Government should cxercise that striet supecrvision which under other circumstances might be
deemed necessary, still, now that the Judges and their officers are familiar with their districts, it appears
not only just, but in accordance with the wishes of the Legislature, that these amounts be reduced.

‘While it seems desirable that the Judges should reside in their own districts, it might be diffeult
to enforce such a condition, hut it does not seem right that any travelling charges incurred by them or
ihe Crown Prosecutors in consequence of non-residence should be defrayed by the public,

With reference to the case of the Crown Prosecutors, taking into congideration the liberal salary
paid them by the Government, together with the fact that they get a considerable amount of private
practice when on Circuit, it is recommended that after the first of July next, their travelling allowance
should be entirely abolished. .

- 2. The Council having deliberated, feeling that the public expenditure should be reduced when-
ever it can bu done with a due regard to the efficiency of the public service, advise that the recom-
mendations of the Honorable the Vice-President be asdopted. ] .

In acknowledging the receipt of your letter of the rd instant, informing me,
by direetion of the Honorable the Attorney General, that it had been decided by the Gov-
ernor and Exccutive Council, that in leu of 30s. per diem, as at present, the rate of
travelling expenses to which I "will b entitled to be paid, when abgent from horoé on account
of the public service, shall be 20s. per diem, from the first April pext,—I have the honoer
-most respegtfully to snbmit, for the consideration of the Honorahle the Attorney General, the
“following facts respecting the expense of travelling in the Western Districte.

The average charge per night for a horse is 10s., exclusive of groomage, and thie
charge for myself is 10s. per day, exclusive of servants, wine, or spirits. When travelling
it is necessary to rest and feed my horse in the middle of the day, which entails an extra

charge of 2s. 6d. without anything to the groom ; it therefore costs me while travelling .

22s. and 6d.’ per day, and while staying at a town in the performance of my duty, 20s. per
day, without allowing anything for fees to servants, grooms, &c . O for weat and t.ear and
loss by horse and accoutrements, shoeing, &c.

It
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4. TRAVELLING ALLOWANCES Ttl PUBLIC OFFICERS.

If,I have to hire a borse I have to pay Ts. 6d. per day for the use of him, but as I
generally ride my own horse I am at some expense in Bathurst before starting, as I am
obliged to kecp him in the stable some days before the Circuit commences.

Under the present rate of allowances (30s. per diem) I found it was just possible to
save from £3 to £ per quarter when riding my own borse, which enable me to pay the
necessary cxpeuses of keeping and preparing a horse for the journey, and to make up the
loss frequently oceasioned by having to purchase a fresh one.

L am not in the receipt of any salary for the performance of my duty as Clerk of the
Peace out of Bathurst, and being a married man, I am obliged to keep up 20 establishmens
whether at home or on Cireuit, and if the Government still decide that 1 am only to receive
20s. per diem while abseot from home, I shall be at a loss, through baving to travel, of
about £40 per annum, a more than serious consideration to me when my salary of £300 per
annum i3 taken into the question.

As it is impossible on this Cirenit to travel by mail (nesrly 150 miles of the distance
being across country), I am unable to travel otherwise than on horseback, or in any possiblo
way to economize during any part of the journey.

+ Under all these circumstances, I respectfully submit that 80s. per diem is barely
sufficient to pay all the expenses incidental to my travelling on the public service, aud when
the amount of my salary is tuken into consideration, the Honorable the Attorney General
will see that it is‘not for the purpoese of making a profit out of my allowznce that 1 apply for
the present rate to be continued.

I have the hovor to inform you that, just before starting on my last Cireuit,
I reccived a letter from the Attorney General, dated 15th January, requesting me to submit
with the least possible delay the places at which I proposed to prosecute on hehalf of the
Crown, and knowing that there were only four Crown Prosecutors to do the work for six
Judges, I replied that 1 would take Berrima, Goulbarn, and Yass, in Judge Callaghan’s
Distriet, and the whole of Judge Blake’s, which you are aware at present extends as far as
Deniliquin, I received a letter in reply, dated 13th February, informing me that my pro-
posal bad been accepted, and enclosing the accompanying list, fixing the times for holding
the Courts for the present year, and so I believed the matter settled; while on Cireuit,
however, I reccived another letter, dated 3rd March, informing me that after the Ist July
next, the travelling expenses to the several Crown Prosecutors would be wholly abolished.

2. Now the distance from Berrima round the Cirenit to Deniliquin is about 480
miles, and the direct road back to Berrima about 420 miles, and as there are no coaches
travelling regularly beyond Albury, it becomes necessary either to ride or to drive. Again,
you will observe that the Cireuit commenced on the 6ith February, the Criminal Court
closed at Deniliguin on Monday, 24th March, aud allowing thirteen days to ride 420 miles, it
would bring it to 6th April before I could get back to Berrima, the startiog point ; so that,
as the Courts are now fixed, it takes me two months to go round my Circuit, and I have to
travel a distance of 900 miles. ‘
. 3. On this Circuit I travelled as cheaply as I could (a great part of the way by mail
coach), and my actual travelling expenses were about £180 ; ontbe previous Circuit I drove
round, and my expenses were over £150, and this nos including wear and tear of horse,
carriage, and clothes. These expenses may appenr large, but it must be remembered that
this Circuit extends all slong the Vietorian fronticr, where the prices range the same as on
the Bendigo and Ballarat gold fields.

4,
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4. Under theso ci?cun?stnnccs, if 1 travelled on horseback and in the cheapest

manner, I could not reckon my traveliing expenses for the year at less than £450, or £500,
+ 5o that it would take the whole or nearly the whole of my salary to? pay them, and the
_only profit would be what I could make by private practice.

5. On this Circuit the Court sab for efril business at Berrima, half day; Goulburn,
two days; Yass, three doys; Gundagai, one day; Tumut, balf day; Wagpa Wagga, two
days; Albury, three days; and at Deniliguin, three days—in all fiftcen days; so that, out of
the two months that 1 was absent, I only Lad the opportunity of working fiftcen duys on
my own account. . .

6. Having thes stated my own ease, 1 wish ‘to make a few general remarks before
clozing this etter. I am aware that it has been urged that, in consequenee of a high rate of
daily allowance for travelling expepses being given, the periods fur holding these Courts,
have been fizxed with a view to make the Circult extend over as long a time as possible, but E
would remark that even if this has been so, the Crown Prosccutors are in no way to blame,

" but the Judges who so'fixed the tiwey for holding these Courts; and 1 would remind you
that the expenses to the Crown Prosccutors are the same whether they are in motion or
waiting at a rondside inn, so long as they are cut and away from home.

7. In Victoria, the Distriet Court Judges are paid a fixed sum, £1,500, out of which
they pay their own travelling expenses, and the Crown Proseeutors are paid balf, or £750
per anoum, out of which they also pay their own travclling cxpenses. This plan lLias been
introduced lately; it works well, and there are no complaints; might not the same system
be carried out here? Or it might be arranged in this way:—That a certain fized salary should
Le paid to each, and mileage allowed for the actual distance to be travelled, which could be
reckoned aud added to the salary, avd so make a lump sam, to bo altered only when tho
Cireuit was altered ; and this appears to me to be the fairest way, because the travelling
expenses of sume of these officers are far greater than of others, owing to the greater distanco
they have to travel

8. I would remark further, that the work at presevt performed by the seversl Crown
Prosecutors is greater than that performed by the Judges, as they are at work two months
out of every three, or two-thirds of the year, whereas few, if any, of the Judges are at work
more than half the year. The responsibility attached to the office of Crown Prosecutor is
greater than it was before the present system came into operation, beeause the jurisdiction
of the Courts has been extended to all offences less than capital, and formerly the salary was
£800 per annum and travelling expenscs besides.

9. T trust still, however, that this matter may be reconsidered before it is finally settled,
becaase the taking away the whole of their travelling expenses from the Crown Prosecutors,
without any equivalent, aftor thoso expenses bad been- passed by the Parliament of the
country, and without in any way consuleing them (I speak it with all respect), appears to
me an extremely harsh measure, and one in no way likely to be atlended with any permanent
publie benefit.

Sir, ~
Although T am awars that matters of detail in the seversl Government Depart-
ments are generally most properly referred to their immediate respective heads, yet I would
confidently hope for a brief indolgenee at the hands of the Chief Secretary relative to a
subject which affeets, not only individual officers, but also, as it appears to me, a most im-
portant branch of the general administration of the public zervice.

Without any previous notice whatever, in the beginning of March, T received official
intimation, that after the eud of June the travelling allowance, hitherto appurtenant to the
office of Crown Prosceutor, would cease. (T have since heen informed that it was meantime
reduced to 30s. per diem.) This I apprehend is in effect a reduction of the previcus salary
by the amount of travelling expenses.

I would not now urge the personal hardship and injustice of the course so suddenly
and unexpectedly adopled, these matters being of minor importance where great public
interests are at stake; but I would beg first respectfully to remind you of the nature and
position of the office of Crown Prosecutor, and secondiy to endeavour to show how the
proposed alteration is calculated injuriously to affect this office, and through it the public
interests.

By the Act 4 Vict,, No. 22, 5, 10, we are created officers by whom and in whose name
offences may be prosecuted. A reference to the prior part of the section shows that this
power is given 03 o substitute for Grand Juries, that it is conferred in cxactly the same
terms as the similar power of the Attorney Grencral, and that it is co-extensive and co-equal
in every way with his power, subject to the statutory restriction that it shall not limit
or control that power, and that it applies only to Quarter Sessions. The office is, therefore,
ike that of the Attorney General, a judicial office in the highest degree discretionary, enabling
the holder to put upon his trial auy member of the commuonity with or without the inter-
vention of the Magisterial Bench, and on the other band, to abstain from so doing if he
think fit ; and this power being statutory, no order emanating from any authority Jess than
thie legislature itself can limit or abridge. It i3 true the Attorney General would have the
right to prevent a prosecution by withdrawing the information, or to cause onc by preferring
an information lhimself, but this power would be almost inoperative except where he is
present in person.

The above views are founded not only upon the express words of the atatute, but also
upon the decisions of the highest legal tribunal in the Colony, before whom the matter was
fully argued last year, and they are recognized in an official potification given in September,
1854, by the Attorney General of that day.

Such being the nature of the office which I have the honor to hold, I submit that its
relative position in the State is nezt to the Judicial Office, with which it is intimately
conpected. That the office was originally regarded as a high one is apparent from the salary
having been £700 per annum, and gtill more from the fact that, in the commencement of
1853, on the consideration of the claim of the Crown Prosecutor to travelling expenses, the
Executive Council desired to record their opinion (and you will doubtless find 1t so recorded),
“ that it scarcely eomports with the position of an officer of his status to travel by a publie
vehicle.” The evils and impropriety of travelling, perhaps cheek by jowl, with a prisoner
or his witnesses are too apparent to require comment.

It wilt be romembered that the duties of the present Crown Prosecutors are more
onerons than formerly, their journeys longer, and their eognizance of crimes more extended,
and that therefore the office itself has increased in importance.

The effect of the proposed alteration would be, in my own case, to reduce my salary
below £200 per annum, the balance being necessarily expended in the public service. Of
the other Crown Prosecutors I cannot take upon me to speak, further than that the actual
travelling expenditure is in some cases more than twice as great as in others, so that an
equalized salary must operate unfairly.

This reduction would have two injurious effects with reference to tho public service.
First, it would not enable the officer to live independently, or in o manner befitting so important
a pozition ; secoudly, it would prevent any person from retaining the office who possessed suffi-
cient ability to carn an honest livelihood in any other way ; for the life of 2 Orown Prosecator isa
most laboriousone, entailing much personal diseomfort,long and difficult journeys, and continued
absence from home; and the loss of officers who have by long practice and cxertion acquired
a proficiency in the discharge of their duties must, I apprehend, operate injuriously upon the
public service. The private practiee of Crown Prosécutors has been urged as an answer to
every objection, but this I submit was takeu fully into consideration when the salary was
reduced from £700 to £500 per annum, whilst the office was increased in importance, and I
confidently submit that the appointment is not of such a nature that the person holding it -
should be dependent for the means of subsistence upon the precarious private practice which
he may obtain at the places where be prosecutes; nor does it seem a very dignified procedure
on the part of a Government to require iis officer to seek private praciice in order that the
proceeds may be cxpended in defraying the expenses of the public service. The salary of
£500 was, I believe, originally settled by a Government of which you were yourself the
head, and has since been regularly voted by the Assembly, withont veduction, as a fair clear
salary for a Crown Prosecutor ; and as his private practice would depend much upon his legal
acquirements and powers, the Colony would be a gainer of ability in its officer just in pro-
portion as he might be a gainer by his private practice. Theso
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These considerations I would urge against the contemplated reduction, based as they
are upon no mere private reasons, but upon the best interests of the Colony, which are con-
fessedly interwoven most closely with a blameless reputation of the administration of Justice,
and the ereditable position of its discretionary cfficers. To sustain these bas been my own
highest object since I have held the appointment, and I trust the Government will reconsider
a scheme which, tending to undermine them, would also discourage or render impossible the
active, earnest, and efficient exercise of the weighty and important duties of the office, and
that they will either restore the travelling expenses as before, or give to each of the several
Crown Prosecutors a fized equivalent suitable to the reguirements of their several fields.of
operation respectively. .

Sir, .
In the month of April last I received 8 communieation from the Crown

Law Offices, intimating that it was the intention of the Government to deprive mo of

travelling expenses from the first of July.

Bubsequently, and whilst in Circuit, I received notice that up to the first July the
allowence was to be reduced to £1 10s. per day. Similar letters, I understand, were sent to
the other Crown Prosceutors, some of whom, I believe, have replied, complaining of the
decision at which the Government have arrived.

In the hope that these communications would have met with favourable consideration
at the hands of the Fixecutive, or that there would be some modification as to the travelling

expenses, in place of their entire withdrawal, I bave hitherto refrained from replying to the
letters sent me. - '

Understanding that the replies to the letters sent by the other Crown Prosecutors
have not been of u satisfactory nature, I bave now the honor to request that you will
inform me whether it is the intention of the Government to adhers to the Minute of the
Executive, and whether it is proposed to substitute any other mode of defraying the
travelling expenges in lien of the customary allowance of a fixed sum per day?

The sudden withdrawal of the means of one’s support, after the acceptance of office
by persons upon certain terms and conditions, I would respectfully submit, is a somewhat
harsh measure, and a breach of contract between the employer and the employed.

Though I have no desire to draw a distinction in my case from that of the other
Prosecutors, all of whom no doubst feel aggrieved, yet mine is o cage of peculiar hardship, as
I think will be admitted when I mention the circumstances under which I accepted the
office, avd my probable position should it become necessary to tonder my resignation.

Three years since I had s good practice in Sydney as an attorney, and among other
offices I held that of City Solicitor, as also that of solicitor to several other public companies,
the business arising out of which was liighly remunerative.

At this time the then Attorney Genceral wrote to me (without any previous applica-
tion on my part), offering for my acceptavce s Crown Prosecutorship. This I at once
declined, assigning es a reason that, pecuniarily, I should suffer by giving up my business.
The offer to e was repeated, and remained open for my consideration for a week or ten
days. I subsequently accepted it mpon the terms then mentioned, viz., £300 a year, and
£2 per day travelling expeuses; and that it should not interfere with my practice ns =
solicitor when I had performed the work required by the Government.

. Some

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Some time afterwards I received a letter from the Crown Law Offices, requesting that
I would not practise 28 a soiicitor in the District where I prosecuted ; with which request I
Lave strietly complied. Now if the Minute of the Executive be strictly ndhered to, and 1
should be compelled to resign, as the office would not then afford o living, my position would
be this—that T should have to commence business again, without any hope of regaining the
connection which I hitherto keld, that being now divided amongst other professional men ;
and in place of attaining a better position, as I might fairly have hoped for on my aceeptance
of office, I should, for the reasons ndverted to, commence practice with less prospects of
success than ever. '

It has come to my knowledge that one of the ressons assigned by the Government
for the withdrawal of the travelling allowance is, that the Prosecutors have the opportunity
of private practice ; and.whilst I cannot look upon this as a sefficient reason, so far as avy
of the Proseentors are concerned, on my own behalf T beg to say, that during the last twelve
mounths, I have not made one-fourth of the costs of travelling during that period, and in
several instances, from the ndditional work imposed upon me in taking a large and remote
portion of a second District in addition to that which I prosecuted when the number of
Judges and Prosceutors wera equal, I have becn entirely prevented from practising as I have
heen compelled immediately upon the termination of the Criminal Bittings at one place to
hurry post haste to reach ansther Criminal Court to prosecute, and where a different Judge
has presided ; fur instance, on the 28th of last month, T was in Queanbeyan, at Braidwood
on June the 3rd, had to leave with all haste to reach Campbelltown in time to prosecute
there, and then had to return to Cooma, there being only four clear days-between the holding
of the Sessions at the two latter places, I thus being deprived of all opportuvity of getting
business at the Civil Court. '

As tho matter is one of all importance to me, I have thought 1t necessary to be as
explicit as possible, in the hope that the decision nrrived at by the Executive may meet with
favourable reconsideration. '

Having had ocension previously to request your attention to certain facls
which T believed might be of weight in respect of the withdrawal of travelling expenses
from Crown Prosecutors, I shall not now trouble you by reiterating them, but I would
premise that it is with great regres that T am obliged to trespass upon your time with the
following statements, which may have the effect of terminating my tenure of office shortly.

Although it is always a thankless and disagreeable office to speak well of oneself, I
must state, and without fear of contradiction, that during three years I have been enabled
to discharge the onerous duties of my office in o manner which has elicited no expressions
other than of universal satisfuetion. I have prosecuted before five Chairmen or Acting
Chairmen, not one of whom hag ever expressed the slightest dissatisfaction with any single
act performed by me in my capacity as Crown Prosecutor, and cach one of whom bas on
several occastons expressed himself publicly in terms highly complimentary to myself ag to
the manner in which I have discharged my duties. In no single case has any conrse
adopted Ly me been held erroncous by the Supreme Court. I am so conscious of having
obtained the fuil confidence of every member of both branches of the legal profossion
to whom I bave been opposed officially, that T would willingly take the opinion of any one of
them as to any or every act done by me as Crown Prosecutor. I believe I may say the same
of the whole community with whom I have come officially in contact, excepting perbaps a
small number of the convicted prisoners and their immediate friends.

1 need not therefore repeat that it is with great regret that T have to make a com-
munication to you, which may have the effect of terminating that relation in which I bave
stood to the publio for so long to our mutual satisfaction.

T have prefaced these remarks, in order that there may never be any misunder-
standing as to the eircumstances under which T make the following statement, I cannol
afford fo continue in my office of Crown Prosecutor for the present extensive tract of country
assigoed to me at a salary of £5600 per annum, without travelling expenses; and uvless it 13
the intention of the Government to make some beneficial alteration, I must place my resig-
pation in their hands at the end of the preseut, or at furthest at tbe end of next month.
It is not for me, unasked, to suggest what course I should recommend. The District Court
Judges might be more competent and Jess biassed advisers; but this I must say, that the

* course recently adopted by the Government towards myself (not to speak of others), does

seem to a certain cxtent unfair.

I was asked by the Attorney General, whilst employed at a salary of £500 per
annum, with £2 per diem travelling expenses, to state at what places I proposed to prosecute
during the remainder of the yesr. This I did, stating the very utmost which I counld
performn until other arrangements could be made ; and for this I need not say I expected a
continuance of my then income and emoluments.  Searcely bad this been agreed to, wh':e[n
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1 received a notice that the travelling expenses, upon the strength of which alone I could |
make such an offer, were immediately to be reduced, and shortly to be taken away
altogether ; thus making that which I proposed impossible to carry out, except at a
pecuniary loss. Now sir I may ask you, as the highest responsible officer of our Govern-
ment, was this fair or right 7

It appears that exaggerated wsecounts of the valuo of the civil proetice of Crown
Prosecators have reached the Government; whether I continue in office or not, I should be
glad, if you desire it, to communicate with you upon this subject ; but at preseat I will not
trouble you further than te state again, that with my present duties and present remumera-
tion, I cannoot in justice to myself and my family continue o hold office beyond the end of
the present, or at furthest the end of the next month.

OrINION OF ATTORNEY GENERAL.

I HAVE perused Mr. Foster's letter, dated April 29, but cannot agree either with that
gentlemau’s views regarding his office, or the conciusion he draws a5 to the travelling
expenses of the Crown Proseeutors.

The qualification fixed by Statate 4 Vie., No. 22, sec. 10, or rather the absence of
all professional status required by that Statuie ¢ in the gfficer or officers” by whom the duties
of Crown Prosecutors at Quarter Sessions are to be performed, and the form of the Com-
mission to Mr. Foster, besides the various Colonial Statutes which give to the Attorney
General of the Colony his well-known special powers and duties, scem to have been quite
forgotten by Mr. Foster; and while I willingly bear testimony to that gentleman’s able
performance of his own duties, I think be has very much misunderstood the duties of the
Attorney General, and the various other topies which he bas urged in support of bis
applieation.

If he were right in arguing that because one Crown Proseeutor for the whole Colony
received £100 per annum, the sawe salary, instead of £500, should be given to each of the
five Crown Prosecufors who now divide the Colony, I cannot see why (taking intv con-
sideration the rest of his letter) be did not argue that the Crown Prosecutors should each
receive £1,500 like the Attorney General.

In truth, I think Mr. Foster, upon reflection, will find it difficuit to enumerate the
various extreordinary results of his lotter, and I eertainly sce no ground to recomizend
compliance with his applieation.

With reference to Mr. Forbes' letter dated Sth April last, and the subject of the
number of Crown Prosecutors, 1 can only repeat what I have already frequently stated, that
it is quite impossible to arrange the Circuits of the District Court Judges and the Quarter
Sessions of the Colony, so long as the number of the Crown Prosceutors is only four, besides
Mr. Butler, the Sydney Crowu Prosecutor.

The Judges on Cirouit are thus six in number, while the Crown Prosecators, who
must accompany the Judges on Circuit, are but four in number; it is therefore impossible
for any good arrangement to be made for the publie business ; and whenever any additional
Court is unexpectedly required, the whole arrangement becomes embarrassed still more
deplorably.

I must therefore state, without reference to the salary or travelling expenses of the
Crown Prosccutors, that the present system is quite ineapable of being properly adjusted
notil the number of the Crown Prosecutors is made egual to that of the District Court

We, the undersigned District Judges of New South Wales, hereby earnestly
protest against the course of proceeding apparently suggested in the Attorney Generals
circular letter addressed to us on the 1Cth July instant, as fitting to be adopted by the
Brecutive Guvernment, in reference to our past travelling expenses; and wo also herehy
further respectfully submit to the Government the propriety of determining upon: some
more equitable and more considerate messure for the settlement of those expenses in future.

) Wae protest, beeanse we have all drawn and expended cur travelling expenses without

the slightest notice of any alteration having been made by the Government in the rate
according to which they have been long paid, and because we humbly tbink it is scarcely
consistent with courtesy towards our office, or with equity towards public servants holding
places of some public consequence, during pgood behaviour, with a right to some travelling
expenses recognized by the very statute under which we hold our appnintments, that we
should be merely informed on the 10th of July, hy an officer of the Government, in an
official letter of a fow lines, that, in his opinion, we had been making considerably ezcessive
charges for our travelling expenaes from the 18th of Rebruary previously ; amd! that, without
auy previous intimation on the subject, so great a deduetion as that proposed should be
thenceforth at once mads in our future incume. We respectfully submit that the scale
uuder which we have been hitherto puid for travelling expenses, upen journeys determined
by the Government, sometimes without our approval, was in most if not in all instances
barely sufficient to cover our actual outlay upon those journeys, even exclusive of the eon-
tingent expenses in the keep of horses, aud in the providing and repairing of carriages that
necessarily acerued in the intervals between our Cireunits; and although that scale may have
been encugh for some of us who had shorter distances and better facilities for travelling in
the more settled country, the one now proposed to be applicd to us generally is plainly
inadequate for these who have to go any distance from home, while for those who bave to
travel to remote and expensive pluces, such as the soutb-western country especially, it is
positively far below all reasonable caleulation for any decent conveyance.

In some of the places in which new Courts are about being opened, such a8 Young
and Forbes, it is said that the charge for forage is and will be exorbitantly high, and thus
this reduced scale is about to be applied against those of us who, at the instance of the
Government, have thrown no obstacle in the way of what seemed to the Government to be
for the public interest, though it could not but be in every respect for our own personai
inconvenience.

In this country few ean desire to travel iccessantly, at stated times, in all seasons, on
the same beaten round, for pleasure; so that any one huving any of the comforts of heme
will probably have little taste for our journeys; and when we are obliged by the Govern-
ment to travel where #hey please, it can hardly be presumed that we will much ineline to
linger or to loiter at roadside or provineial inus; while if we have kope of deserved promotion
it may be perhaps anticipated that we will do what we can to discharge our judieial duties
vot less promptly than punctually, and that we will provide ourselves with means to meet
the frequent obstacles that are for ever arising in this country to impede every journey, and
that, from the very nature of our duties, iu the pressure of unexpected business at particular
places, often arise with most of us, 0 as to reguire rapid and urgent traveiling.

The delay in the timely opening of one Court may more than outhalance the saving
to be derived from the reduced scale upen our whole Circuit, and if we be disabled from
providing and maintaining proper means for travelling, we must often be unable to prevent
that detay. To secure the independence of the District Judges, their salaries were placed
by statute above the reach of the annual votes of Purliament; by the same statute their
travelling expenses were expressly recognized, as we venture to aubmit, agcording 10 a seale
which would he likely to provide adequately for the unforeseen and yet incvitable expenses to
be incurred by persons in the position of Judges engaged in the arduous duties of founding,
upoh & Mew system, in remots places, a judicial establishment, anziously and generally
desired, to meet the necessities of the country, and apparently, by the provision in reference
to the econduct of the Supreme Court business, iutended rather to be elevated than depressed.
What was =0 zettled by the Legislature, and so sanctioned by the Government ever sivee our
appointment, we would respeetfully say, ought not to be subjected to a precarious and ever
variatle tenure.

To those of us who have had the honor of presidivg over the first District
Courts of this country, and who, we venture to hope, have had the eredit with
the country of having faithfully discharged our duties, amidst many disadvantsges
and discomfurts, it seems a somewhat uugracious return, and to those who are to
come efter us it may be but a poor promise, that without any inguiry of which we have
had notige, and without any cause or public exigency that is known or announced to us, we
should be informed of the Attorney General’s opinion that we have been for several months
disobeying an order of which we never till then had-the least intimation, although we were
apprised by him in duwe course of a matter reluting to the same subject, said to have heen
determined on the same occasion by the same authority, and that we are, accordingly, to be
in effect deprived of o considerable portion of our income, which is to be still further lef;:l ab

the
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the disposal of some future Government, who may possibly think that the smallest ¢on-
ceivable sllowanee for travelling expenses will satisfy the obligations of a statute in this
respect, so advisedly framed to seoure our judicial independence by providing for our ade-
quate, certain, and well-known maintenance. .

) I was much surprised by receiviog, a day or two simee, from the Attorney
Goneral's Office, o lotter stating that, by an order of the Exzecutive Couneil, made the 18th
February last, the travelling expenses of the District Court Judges were reduced to £1 10a,
per day, with an implied intimation that the cxcess of £1 par day which I received during
my last Cirenit should be charged against me,

With respeet to this communication, both as regnrds the past and future, I beg to

" offer the following abservations : — 7

With respect to the past, T never received any information of the above order, nor
was I aware of its existence, till I received the letter I have referred to. On the other hand,
I was informed, previous to the last Circuit, by a leiter from the Attorney General’s Office,
that travelling expenses were in future only to be allowed to District Court Judges while in
their respective districts, and no allusion was made in that letter to any reduetion in the
amount to be allowed for expenses. Under these cireumstances it would not only be most
unfair and unjust to call upon me to refund this money, but I sm not legally liuble to do
80, ns my authority to draw this money was not revoked until the revocation was communi-
cated to me. The Order in Council was waste paper, so far as I was concerned, until I was
appriged of its contents, and until then no action for money had and received would lie
againat me. If aoy neglect or omission in any departmest of the Government has taken
place, I am ncither legally or morally responsible for it. I trust, therefore, that no further
step will be taken in this matter, so far as I am coocerned, but if any neglect, omission, or
error has arisen it will be rectified in the proper guarter.

With respect to the future proposed reduction, I beg to protest against it, both ss
impolitic and unfair. A Judge is placed in a position of importance, and it ig essential to the
due administration of jastice that his position and independence should be maintained, as is
well known to any persen having expericnee upon the sabject.

Now, my Distriet, as T travel from Gundagai to Hay, is 500 miles, and from Hay
back to Albury is 230 miles, so that each Circnit is over 600 miles.

There i3 no public conveyance of which T could take advantage except between

Deniliquin and Hay, a distance of 80 miles; but even if there were, would it be right, and
conduce to the due administration of the Jaw, that the Judge should travel in a public coach,
with policemen, prisoners, suitors, and witnesses, discussing and commenting on the cases 1
would have to try, and frequently in a state of intoxication ?

How could a Judge under such circumstances keep up his position 7 What would be
said if a Judge of the Supreme Court going Circuit was to travel by a publie coach, and
what is the differcnce iu principle ? I dispose of cases as difficult and of as much importance
as any Judge on Circuit, and last Circuis I tried a case at Deniliquin which lasted four days,
and Mr. Brewer received a fec of 100 guineas, besides travelling expenses apd refreshers. It
is impossible for me to travel with less than two horses, and they must be good ones and
well fed; 12s. per day is the vsual price of keep, and 4a. per day buit. When travelling I
also must have a boy, as I cannot travel the bad roads and lonely districts by myself. His
expense is 88, per day, and this is more than the £1 10s., independent of myself, , Messrs.
Allmann and Millar, Attorneys, who travel my Circuit, cannot do it with less, so that you
gee I shall not be able to do it for the proposed sum. T may alse observe that my District
is the most expensive in the Colony, as it 1s reguluted by Victorian prices, and also the most
extensive. The business at Albury and Denpiliquin is weightier and of 2 more important
character than at any other District Court in the Colony.

In conclusion, ¥ trust that these representations, which I beg respectfully to make,
and as to the correctness of which I only solieit investigutivg aund inguiry, may have the
effect of causing the order to be rescinded, which as to its retrospective operation is unjust
and contrary to all principle, and as'to its future effect is impolitic and caleulated injuriously.
to affect the administration of the Law.

I am directed to acknowledge the receipt of your letters of the 20th of April
and 9th instant, on the subject of the instructions issued for the discontinuance of travelling
allowances to the Crown Prosecutors, from the lst iustant, and in the latter of which you
state that, unless some modification of this arrangement is authorized, you must place your
resignation in the bands of the Government at the end of the present, or at the furthest, at
the end of the next month.

2. The Colonial Secretary desires me to inform you, in reply, that you appear to hold
erroneous views of the position of the office of Crown Prosecutor, which you seem to consider
on a footing with that of the Attorney General, as well as with reference to the remuneration
which should be attached to it, in comparing the salary provided for it with what was formerly
sllowed when there wis but one such officer for the Colony.

8. With respect to the manner in which your duties have been discharged, Mr.
:Cowper has much pleasure in stating that, so far as he Lias any knowledge, you have fulfilled
them most satisfactorily; but when the vote for travelling expepses was obtained, the
(Government came under a pledge to reduce the scale of allowances, whiech was generally
complained of as excessive. The alterations against which you remonstrated were made in
consequence of reductions beiog pressed upon the Government by the Legislative Assembly ;
and unless, during the passing of the Estimates for 1863, anything should occur to show
that the opinion so strougly expressed has been changed, the Colonial Secretary regrets that
he cannot hold out any hope that the rates will be increased,

On the 19th of last month I received from the Attorney General's Office an

official intimation (purperting to be based on o Resolution of the Ezecutive Council) that I
must thenceforth draw my travelling expenses at the rate of 30s. only per diem, or £1 per
diem less than the amount of allowance on the faith of which I accepted my present posi-
tion as Distriet Judge. No reason was assigoed for this change, of which I was then for the
first time informed. There are strong reasons agamnst it, which I beg respectfully to lay before
the Exeentive Council. .

The first of these reasons has merely a limited application, and may stand independ-
ently of the others. It is simply the want of notice. Had I been the servant of a private
employer, hired only by the year, I should have been entitled to a year's notice; in other
words, the notice just given me could have held good only from the 1st of July, 1863. It
is pot my purpose to dispute the legality of any proceeding of the Executive; yet T cannot
but hope that her Majesty’s Government will scarcely refuse to a public servant whose eon-
duct is unimpeached, the benefit of the ordinary Law of Contracts; snd it would be an
affront to the Legislature to suppose, that in recommending economy in a particular depart-

. ment they wished that law to be superseded,

I proceed to those reasons which scem to me opposed to the chavge altopether. Some
of these might doubtless be urged by my brother Judges with equal force, but I confine
myself to my own particular case, because it stands on distinct grounds of its own, and is
attended by circumstances of peculiar hardship. Nothing, in faet, can be practically more
unjust than to apply to a remote district of great extent, where travelling is difficult and
forage expensive, the same rule which appears suitable to districts eomparatively populous,
cheap and accessible.

It is a patent objeotion to the proposed change that it falls most heavily, by its very
nature, on those who have the hardest work.  Taking the speediest routes (and therefore
those cheapest for the public, the most expensive to wyself) and sitting usually eight hours
instead of six, I must still, however favoured by weather, be travellivg nearly two-thirds
of the year. My Circuits (of which, in fact, I have six instead of four) carry me through
country much of which is only to be traversed on horseback, and where a single horse costa
from 10s. to 18s. per night. ¥our of these Circuits begin at Tamworth, to end at Grafton;
two others begin at the Macleay, to eud on the Mapning. I need hardly point out the beavy
expense of moving horses, whether by sea or scross country, from one terminus to the next,
where all zre relatively so remote. To quicken my movements I have six long and six shors
steam-boat voyages in the yeur, besides eight journeys night and day in an open mail; and
in these modes of travelling, adopted to save the public purse, my direct expenses are largely
in advance of my allowance even at its original rate. If I be driven to substitute slower and
cheaper modes of travelling the number of days will be increased, and much of the anticipated
saving will be lost to the country. . -

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The scale now proposed is, T do not hesitate to say, below the absolute requirements
‘of the service. I do not deny that, with good management and good Juck in the working of
horses over excorable roads, the original scale might leave some margin over necessary
expenses to a popular man whom many were willing to help on bis way;, but 1 think it
ghould be borne-in mind that a Judge in an extensive and remote district has rather an
tmportant character -to support; that he is expected to repay some of the hospitalities he
Teceives, to take some interest in local iustitutions—io short, to deal liberally with those
whom he wishes to look up to him.  Much of his usefnlness as an adjuster of quarrels will
depend on his personul infiuence, which will certainly be impaired by his sppearing “ in

Jormd pavperis.”  Even the escort of a mounted policeman, in my case indispensable, is
not unattended with expense.

1t should also be considercd that, even were the travelling allowances of 50s. per diem
larger than the cfficient .and -dignified discharge of the duties rhsolately requires, which I
am far from admittiog them to be, yet they form part of & remuuneration on the whole by
10 meany excessive. A District Judge in New South Wales receives at present the minimum
of salary allowed by statute; he has nothing farther or better within probable reach, and
has no retiring pension, whatever his length of service. Place him in a Distriet lika mine,
and he encounters so much physical hazard und exposure, such violent changes of climate,
lodging, and diet, as must try the strongest constitution. No man in mature lifo can hope
to stand the wear and tear for more than four or five years. TUunder these circumstances it
is surely no great evil if a District Judge is enabled to lay by a few hundreds yearly. Com-
petent men will not resign the higher prizes of the Bar (to say nothing of home-comforts and
the opportunities of intellectual improvement) unless for a remuneration at once adequate
and certain.

And this suggests the last and strongest ground of objection. If a change like that
now announced ean be made without compensation to existing Judges, the great inducement
to accept these appointments—viz., the certainty of the remuneration—is at once destroyed.
It £200 per annum may be struck off (and this is much below the mark in my case), why
not £3007 why not £500 ¢ why not abolish the office without compensation ? It is casy to
say, “ You can resign your office if you are not satisfied with the pay.” But the Govern-
ment cannot replace me in the position I held before I accopted the Northern Distriet; still
less can they place me in that which I should have occupied had I continued to practise
during the past year. When I quitted the Bar I was in the receipt of an income already
large and steadily increasing. The main econsideration which weighed with me, and with
those of my friends who thought a Distriet Court worth my acceptance, was the certainty
and regularity of the income—a matter of the utmost importance in regard to the education
of my family. I would not have taken the office on the terms now proposed, and I resigned
for it that which the Government ¢annot restore. 1s this just? Is this a dilemma in which
a public servant holding a life appointment ought to be placed, without any fault of his
own ! Surely the new seale ought to apply te future, not to existing Judges, or at least
shounld be gradually introduced, as improved commuaication and facilities for travelling reach
the several distriets and diminish the labour and cost of the Circuits. The Colony eannot
really be advantaged by rendering the public service in an important department precarious.
and uapopular. '

I need hardly add, that a fized sum as travelling allowance, based on a fair estimate
of expenses, would be 8 most welcome boon.

In ackoowledging a letter from the Colonial Secretary’s Office, dated July 26th
ultimo, T have to return thanks for the explanation therein given of the present state
of affairs relative to the Crown Proseeutors and their travelling expenses,

I regret that my former lettor should have so completely failed in conveying my
meaning, as to lead to the conclasion that T considered the Crown Prosecutorship on a footing
with the Attoroey Greneralship. In truth, T meant no more to be deduced from my words
than they cxpressed; and I should no more think of stating the bare abstract proposition
that the Crown Prosecutorship is on a footing with the Attorney Generalship, than that the
Distriet Court Judgeship is on a footing with the Supremo Court Judgeship, although each
in each case is invested by statute with Adgh diseretionary powers.

My views, as I stated, were simply the cffect of certain statutes and opinions of the
Supreme Court; if, therefore, the Statates or the Supreme Court are wrong, my opinions
must neeessarily be go too. *

T beg to testify my grateful acknowledgments of your appreciation of my hnmble
merits in the discharge of my duties.

With reference to my statement that T must resign, at furthest, at the end of the
present month, unless the present system were in some way modified, I shall of eourse, if the
Government desire it, act up to it rigidly ; but sioce I am informed, in the letter of the 26th,

before alluded to, that any possible modification can only arise from the discussion of the
Estimates, I should prefer continuing until the cod of next month (September). Moreover
next month will conclude the Quarterly Circuit in the Huuter River Distriet which has now
begup, aod were I to resign at the end of this month, I should probably have to defend cases
in which I have just advised for the prosecution; whereas it is mot my intention to attend
(unless possibly as Crown Prosecutor) the Quarter Sessions held in Qctober. This arrange-
ment would be more convenient for the incoming Prosecutor, as he would have some time in
October to prepare for his first Court before it commenced.

Should it be agreeable to the Government that I'should hold to the end of September,
I will do so, whatever may be the result of the discussion of the Estimates, and that is the
course I should myself wish to pursue; but if at the end of that time no modification can be
accomplished, either 2s to limiting my District to that presided over by the Hunter River
Judge, or as to providing adequate travelling expenses, my resignation will be absolutely
in the hands of the Gtovernment.
