1, OrErire oF THE SEgsr0oN:—The House met at Twelve o'clock, at Noon, pursuant to a Proclamation
of His Excellency the Governor, hearing date the third day of March, 1885,

Mr. Speaker took the Chair.
The Clerk, by direction of Mr. Speaker, read a copy of the said Proclamation, as follows :—

“ that the said Parliament should assemble and be holden sooner than the said day: Now 1, Lorp
“ Aveustus Winrtam Freperick Serncer Lorrus, in pursuance of the power and authority
“in me vested as Governor of the said Colony, do hereby announece and proclaim that the said
“ Parlinment shall assemble for the despatch of Business at Twelve o'clock, at Noon, on Tuesday,
*“ the seventeenth day of eMarch instant, in the buildings known as the Council Chambers, situate
“ in Macquarie-street, in the City of Sydney: And the Members of the Legislative Council and
“ Legislative Assembly, respectively, are hereby required to give their attendance at the said time
“* and place accordingly.

* @iven under my Hand and Seal, at Government House, Sydney, this third day of March,
“ in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and eighty-five, and in the forty-
“ eighth year of Her Majesty’s Reigu.

6. Tur Goverzor's OPENING SPEECH :—Mr. Speaker reported that the IIouse had this day attended
the Governor in the Legislative Council Chamber, when his Eicellency was pleased to deliver an
Opening Speech to both Houses of Parliament, of which, for greater accuracy, ke had obtained a
copy,—which he read to the House, as follows r—

HoxoraBreE GENTLEMEN oF THE LEdisnative Couxerr,
A¥D GENTLEMEN OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLEY,—

1. T have called you together in amnticipation of the period to whick Parliament stands
prorogued for the sole purpose of enabling you to have the earliest opportunity of considering and
talking the necessary steps to give Parliamentary sanetion to the course which has been recently
adopted by my Ministers in'despatching a Contingent of Awstralian Troops to assist the Imperial
Forces in Egypt. '

2. In conveying to England for the first time in our Ausiralian history an offer of assistance
in her military undertakings, it was necessary, under the eritical c.rcumstances in which it was made,
that the proposal should be of help that was immediately available. To have postponed the offer #ill
Parliament Ea,d been consulted as to the propriety of its being made, and had been invited to make

rovision for carrying the proposal into effect, would have necersarily had the result of renderin
it useless; but at the earliest period after the despatch of the assistance it has been deemeg
essential to submit the action of the Government to the considecation of Parliament.

3, It is a subject of the highest gratification that the course which has been pursued has
awakened the strongest feelings of loyalty and devotion to the Throne and Empire in all the
Australisn Colonies, and has evoked a sentiment of admiration and gratitude in the Mother
Country which cannot fail to be productive of the greatest bennfits. ’

GENTLEMEN OF THE LEGISTATIVE ASSEMBLY,—-

4. As an expenditure has necessarily taken place, for which no Parliamentary provision was
wmede, you will be immediately informed of the particulars of such expenditure, and your attention
will be invited thereto, and to the steps that it will be expedient to take in consequence.

5. As you have been summoned at much personal inconvenience, at brief notice, and so
soon after a protracted Session, the business to be submitted to you will be limited to that which
has been indicated.

Minute for His Excellency the Governor.

Tux Cabinet has had under its consideration to-day the intelligence of the critical position of the Imperial
Forces in Egypt, and the question whether this Colony, as an integral portion of the Britieh Empire, ean
render any assistance to the Iinperial Glovernment in surmounting the difficulties of the present sitnation.
Before the Cabinet met, I had sent for and had long interviews with the Commandant, CoFouel Richardson,
and Colonel Roberts, the Officer Commanding the Permanent Artillery. I communieated fo these officers
the desire of the Government to furnish at once to the Imperial Government what help we were capable
of affording, and roquested them to inform me of the exact nature of the assistance which I would be
justified in stating this Grovernment was in o position to offer. After serious consideration, thoy enme to
the conclusion that it would be quite possible to send two batteries of our Permanent Artillery, either for
activo servico or to relieve an equal number of Imperial troops from duty in garrison, in three weeks from
the date of the receipt of an order to prepare for their embarkation. With these men could be sent ten
16-pound gums, with 200 horges. Two additional guns could be ordered from England to complete
batteries of six guns cach. An effective and disciplined battalion of infantry could be raised from the
Volunteer Force, which Colonel Richardson has cxpressed his desire to accompany. The necessary
Ambulance Corps conld also be vrganized, as & training for that duty has heen already commenced by the
Staff Surgeon. I have also seen the Manager of the Orient line of steamers, and discussed with him the
meany of transport. I¥e undertakes to land at Suakim with reasonable notice of the period of departure
from Sydney, the force consistiug of (say) 750 men and 200 horses, in thirty days from their embarkation,
at transport rates somewhat lower than the ordinary ones, and coneerning which and numerous other
details 1 ghall j%ive full explanations to my collengnes. I venture to submit that the Government, in
making this offer to the Imperial Government, will tesfify to the readiness of this Colony to give instant
and practical help to the Empire in an cmergency ; and such a course cannot be without a beneficial
cffect upon those who may, in dealing adversely to Imperial interests, fail to recognize and value the
gympathy and adhercnce of the Colonies. I now invite their approval of the following telegram, which it
iz proposed to send to-day to the Agent-Gencral, and which is in these words :—

“This Grovernment offors to Hor Majesty’s Government two batteries of our Permanent Field
Ariillery, with ten 16-pound guns, properly horsed ; also an effective and disciplined battalion of infantry
five hundred strong. The Artillery will be under the command of Ceolonel Roberts, R.A.; the whole
Foree under command of Colonel Richardson, Commandant. Can undertake to land forco at Suakim
within thirty days from embarkation. Reply at once.”

Hrs Excellency the Governor, with the advice of the Executive Council, has been pleased, under the
power conferred by the 50th section of the  Volunteer Force Regulation Act of 1867, to make the
following alterations in the Regulations for the Volunteer Force, published in Supplementary Government
Grazettes of the 25th August, 1883, and 25th September, 1884, respectively, viz. :—

Paragraph 81.—Tine 1, after the word * inspection” add *or to return.” Tines 4 and 5, omit the

words “ and eteps will be taken for his summary discharge from the TForce,” and substitute * or steps witl

be taken for fining or discharging him.”

Paragraph 89.—Line 1, after the word * pay” add * or deferred pay.”

Paragraph 127.—Line 3, after tho word “ efficiency” add * the ammount so earned shall however be
held as deferred pay, and shall be payable to individuals only at the termimation of their peried of Volunteer
service.

“The Honorable the Legislative Assembly of New South Wales, in Parliament assembled.

The Petition of the undersigned residents of New South 'Wales,—
RESPECTFULLY SHOWETH :—-

That your Petitioners observe, with much concern and anxiety, the absence of any adequate
provision in the Colony for giving instruction in the theory of the military art to persons of all ranks now
serving or in future desiring to serve in the Military Forees of ‘the Colony.

Your Petitioners therefore earncstly desire to represent to your Honorable House—

Firstly—That without such instruction, our small force cannot acquire such an intelligent acquaint-
ance with their duties in the ever<hanging circumstances of military service as to he able to
contend successfully with a European enemy.

Seeondly—That, from the neeessarily limited amount of drill and practice in fild movements,

officers of purely local training, and cspecially field ofticers and the commanders of battalions,
have no opportunity of acquiring a compotent acquaintance with tactics.

Thirdly—That it is important both officers and non-commissioned officers should acquire & com-
petent knowledge of at least military surveying, field fortification, and, in the Axtillery, the
theory of gunnery.

Your Petitioners, therefore, lumbly submit that it is in the highest degree necessary that some popular
public agency for imparting systematic instruction in these important branches of military education should
be established.

Your Petitioners believe that popular military instruction would be welcomed by the patriotic youth
of the Colony ; that it would be found to harmonize well with the democratic spirit of our institutions;
and would henee exercise a most valnable influence in reconciling all classes to the sacrifices inseparable
from military service.

Your Potitioners believe further that it would be found usefully instrumental in bringing to light
latent military talent, by offering, as an incenfive to exertion, the prospect of ultimately obtaining s com-
mission, through access into a district high-class Military College.

Your Petitioners being actuated by an earncst desire to contribute, by their judgment and service, to
the sccurity of their beloved country, most humbly submit that the circumstances narrated in this Petition
be accorded the gracious consideration of your Honorable House.

And your Petitioners will ever pray, &e.

Sir, Tolice Department, Inspector-General’s Office, Sydney, 9 January, 1885,
In accordance with the Colonial Secratars’s instructions and ¢lanse No. 46 of the Regulations,

I have the honor to submit this my eleventh annunal Report, respecting the condition and working of the
Police establishment for the year 1884,

Appended will be found the usual statement of the strength of the Force, mounted and foot,
together with the distribution of the same, on the 31st December,

Provigion was made by Parliament for the increase of forty-two, of all ranks, to the Force during
the year; a sum of £3,000 was also voted for extra Police, ns required. '

Fifteen new Stations have been established at the places undermentioned :—

Twenty-three additional men have been allotted to the Metropolitan District, to which I propose
to make a larger addition shortly, as more policc are greatly needed, especially in the suburbs.

Additional police have also been provided at Newcastle and other places where most required,
although it has been out of my power to supply all the constables asked for, even when the demand has
been admitiedly ressonable.

Vacancies created as under have, together with the increase referred to, necessitated the appointment
of 246 constables:—

These numbers, compared with those for the previous years, show a satisfactory decrease under
the first three heads, attributable no doubt to the members of the Force valuing their employment now
that the rate of pay is better.

Three poﬁce pensioners died during the year, whose pensions, varying from £54 to £100 per
annum, amounted in all to £214 per annum.

Twenty-five members of the Force wero superannuated during the vear, ten receiving pensions
varying from £96 to £192, in all £1,198 per annum, and fifteen receiving gratuities on discharge
agperegating to £2,173,

Eight widows of members of the Force received gratuities amounting in all to £705, and two were
awarded pension allowances of £40 and £50 per annum respectively. ' _

(1,100 copies—Approximate Cost of Printing (labour and material), £12 18s, 6d.]
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The total income of the Police Reward and Superannuation Fonds combined amounted to about
£16,468; the eharges, to about £12,114. The fund is therefore at present improving financially ; but any
accumulations will be rapidly swept away when some of the old officers and men have to be provided for.

As the cnactment of the Criminal Law Amendment Act rendered necessary the revision of the
legal instructions to the Police, and as a new edition of the Regulations was necessary, the book being
out of print, Mr. Hanbury Davis, Barrister-at-Law, was instructed to revise the legal portion of the work,
and I took the opportunity to revise the Rules framed in accordance with the Police Regulation Aet,
2n they required amendment to meet the altered cirenmstances of the Colony, and in other respects.

The Regulations have now received the sanction of the Executive Council, and having been printed,
a copy will be 1ssued to every member of the Police Force immediately.

Several circomstances have combined during the past year to prevent me from leaving town, except
for brief periods, to inspect the country districts, but ;ortunn.tely with the faciliies now afforded for
travelling, I am able to visit outlying stations in a fraction of the time it formerly occupied to reach
them. I have visited portions of the Southern, North-eastern, North-western, and Northern Districts.

The buildings provided for the Department—Officers’ Quarters, Barracks, and Lock-ups—are
generally of a most substantial character, and all I have inspected were maintained in first-class order.
We have gradnally increased the number of fenced paddocks, which in ordinary seasons are most useful, -
and economirze the consumption of forage.

The police arc now well armed, and the stud is in a thoroughly serviceable condition, notwith-
standing the difficulty experienced in procuring remounts.

The extension. of the railway lines has lessened the duties of the pelice in regard to gold and other
escorts, also in the transmission of prisoners; but the rapid growth of settlement thronghout the interior,
and increase of population, have created a demand for additional police protection to a far greater extent
than the saving in the respeets indicated above.

TIn operation the Imperial Fugitive Offenders Act has been found simple and efficacious, having
materially diminished the chances of escape of offenders by flight from one Colony to another ; but the Act
has entailed a considerable inerease in escort work upon the police in this and ather Colonies.

There is a general impression that the Dog Act is by no means rigidly enforced ; however, not only
do the police cause a large number of persons to be summoned for non-registration, but T find that in
the Metropolitan District 1,792 dogs were destroyed during the past year by police agency, and about
800 in the country distriets.

With the Colonial Secretary’s approval an alteration is now being effected in the undress or bush
uniform of the Mounted Police, for the greater comfort and convenience of the men when engaged in
long and trying bush journeys. Leather gaiters have been substituted for Napoleon boots, as the latter
are difficult to keep clean, and to get on and off in wet weather ; pockets have been added to the serge
jumper, to enable & man to carry papers and small articles required for his own use. This uniform, with
a pith helmet in hot weather, will prove serviceable and add considerably fo the comfort of the men.

The Criminal Statistics for the Colony for the year 1834 have nat yet been compiled, but T have
been able to obtain some figures regarding the Metropolitan District which are of interest. 23,458
persons werc taken into custody during the year 1884, showing an increase of 1,627 on the arrests for
the previous year. Returns not having been yet completed, comparisons cannot be made of the various
classes of offences; but, allowing for the large increase in population, the figures do not exhibit a
favourable condition of affairs.

The total number of persons taken into custody for drunkenness, or offences of which intoxication
formed part of the charge, amounted to 18,925 in 1884, as compared with 13,312 in the previous year,
the increase not being out of proportion relativcly to the increase in the population ; but the number of
arrests under this head is still excessive, and affords sufficient evidence to prove that intemperance is
unfortunately not decreasing in the city.

No marked change has taken place during the year in the enforcement and obscrvance of the
Licensing Act. Sunday trading is still very common, and owing to the extreme watchfulness of and
precautions taken by holders of licenses who evade the law, it is a matter of cxtreme difficulty to apply
a more effective check, There were 238 prosecutions against publicans for this offence during the year—
93 for selling during prohibited hours, and 416 for other offences; a decrease on the number for the
previous year of 21 cases in all.

g There was a slight decrease in the number of persons arrested by the police for drunkenness and
offences in connection therewith on Sundays, ¢.c, from Saturday midnight to midnight on Sunday, the
figures being 1,086 in 1883, and 1,065 in 1884,

There has been no appreciable diminution in offences against good order in the city during the past
year, though perhaps on the whole places of public resort, frequented during holiday-times, have been
more orderly than formerly, attributable perhaps to a great extent to the increased police supervision;
still active measures will be necessary, with an increased Poliee Force, to suppress disorderly econduet
which prevails amongst an idle, dissolute, and lawless class in the community.

The existence of such a class is an evil which all right-minded members of the community should
combine to remove. I have impresscd upon the officers of police the nccessity for a more searching
investigation into the conditions in which the youth of both sexcs are living, in order that, if practicable,
a greater number of those who are being nurtured in viee may be withdrawn from contamination and
reclaimed by the discipline and training of the Industrial Schools or Reformatories.

Increased means of repression will be provided by an additional Police Foree, but the root of the
evil lies too deep to be eradicated by a mere enforcement of the law.

Amongst other schools of vice the daneing saloon is probably one of the most pernicious.
Practically they are at present uncontrolled, though possibly under section 153 of the Municipalities Act

(81 Vic, No. 12) they might be regulated by license as © places of nmmsement.” Tegislation would
however be desirable to give more definite powers of inspection and regulation. Complaints arve constantly
made to me of the disorderly, immoral, and obscene behaviour of people frequenting such saloons, but it
is impracticable to apply a remedy, unless the eircumstances justify proceedings at common law for a
public nuisance.

There are at the present time no less than 26 dancing saloons in the metropolitan district, 14 in the
city, and 12 in the suburbs. Ton
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Ten offenders have been sentenced during the year to whipping, under the 446th section of the
Criminal Law Amendment Act, and from an analysis of offences which came within the category specified
in the seetion of the ennctment referred to, it is noticeable that the number of arrests for such decreased
from ninety-nine in 1883, o sixty-oight in 1884 ; too mneh significance should not however be attached
to such figures, as they are very fluctuating. I need scarcely say I do not wish to be understood as
implying that whipping sentences would have been justified in any larger number of eases than those in
which it was awarded. )

‘With regard to the office staff of the Department, I am pleased to report in the most commendatory
terms. 1t is now thoroughly efficient, arrears of work are unknown, and notwithstanding the enormous
increase of Dbusiness, the cost of the establishment is less now than it was twenty-five years ago.

The conduet of the members of the Police Force has, on the whole, been extremely good, punish-
ments are becoming more rare, and the efficiency of the police is frequently commended by the Magistracy
and others who have had opportunities of judging. :

POLICE RULES.

His Excellency the Governor, with the advice of the Executive Council, has baen pleased, under the Ioliee Regulation Act of
1862, to establish the following Rules for the gencral government and discipline of the Members of the Police Force of the
Colony, in lien of those published iu the Supplementary Government Gazctte, of the 25th Januury, 1678,

DISTRIBUTION.

1. For Police purposes the Colony je divided into Districts.

2. The Police will be distributed at Statione throughout the
Districts as authorized.

3. The Officer in charge of a Police District as well as overy
Member of the Force appointed to any division or Station will
be held apecially responsible for the peace, good order, and
gecurity of euch portion thercof as may be committed to his
charge, as well as for tho general performance of other Police
duties. .

4. The Depbt or Hend Quarters of the Police will be in
Sydney, under {he immedinte supervision of tho Inspector-
Genoral. N

5. The Police Force will be divided into the following
gradcs, viz, :—

Tnspe-tor-Genernl.
Superintendenta,

Officers {Iuspeclﬁrs.
Sub-Inepectors.
8erpeants, 1st and 2nd class,
Senior-vonstables.
Conatables, 1st and 2nd class.

6. The Police will also be divided into Mounted, Foot,
Detoctives, and Water Police. ‘

%. Applications for cnrolment in the Police are to be made
to tho Inspector General in writing.

& The ongagement of, every Member of the Foree will be
for ome year, and thereafter until legally discharged.

9. Three monthe” notice will bo required fron any Membeor
of the Force who wishes to leave the Service. ’

10. Every Member of the Foree will be required to dovote
his wholo timo and cnergies to the Service, and will bo held
rosponsible for obedience to sll lawful orders and conformity
to oll regulations.

11. Every Member of the Force will be presumed to know
his duty in every cnze, and in the absence of orders or instruc-
tions will bo held reponsible for the due performance thercof,
and in case of failure or ncglect will be linble to punishment
or dismissal.

12. Members of the Police Foree should endeavour to make
themaelves well agquainted with all Aots of Parlisment relating
to crime, or under which any duties devolve upon the Police,
They should alse make themseclves acquainted with Municipal
by-laws, and enforce thom as far as lies in their power.

13. The attention of the Police will bo specially directed, in
the first instance, to the prevention of erime; but whenever
there ts any reason to belicve erime hag been committed, ita
detection and the npprehension or punishment of the offenders
will, as o matter of course, be the duty of every Member of the
Foree, wherever stationad.

14. The Police will bo etrietly imparlinl in the discharge of
their dutics towards ali classes,—the preservation of order and
the prevention or detection of serious crime being their fivst
duty., Offences which are of a trivial character, nnd sometimes
commitied by law-abiding citizens inignorance, ehould be dealt
with digereetly 3 n cautbion will, in some instances, be all that is
necesenry, and have the desired offect; for minor offences the
extreme courze of apprehension and incarceration shonld be
avoided when it is cleanr that a summons will insure the offender
being duly dea't with by w Mngistrale,

15. Every Member of the Force will eo-operate with and
aflord all assistance in his power to nther Members of the Foree,
and other officers in the Public Service.

16. Mcmbers of the Forco will be liable to dismissal for
disobodience, neglect, or ornission of duty, incompotency,
disrespect to any person in nuthority, insolent er indecorous
bohaviour, or any misconduct punieliable by law, or contrary to
regulations, in addition to such othor legal penalty os may be
incurred thereby.

17. With reference to religious observances, it is expected
that the officers will do all they can to facilitate the attendance
of the men under their command at the places of worship to
which they respectively belong,. nnd that particuiar attention
shall be paid to the proper observance of the Sabbath day.

18. Every BMember of the Force will oboy the orders of any
single Magistraie or Bench of Mogistrates in their Magisterial
enpacity,

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19, The Police will constantly report to the neavest Police
Magistrato, or Bench of Magistrates, the results of the issne of
summonses or warrants, and the steps taken from time to time
for the purpose of giving effect to Magisterial proceedinge, '

20. Members of the Force, when they have cases to bring
before the Bench, will bo instructed by their superior oflicers
how to obtain evidence, a0 us to present the necessury parbiculars
to the Magistrates as clearly and intelligibly as possible. Officers
will also frequently ottend the Police Court, to see that their
instructions are earried into effect.

21. When prisoncrs are remanded from one Bench of Magis-
trates to another, full particulars of the cose will be forwarded
to the Member of the Foree in charge of the Station to which
the prisoner is remanded.

22. When an offender is committed for trial, who has besn
proviously convicted, hia criminal history, reference to prison
photograph, &e., should be furnished to the Inszpector-General.

23. Any Member of the Force who may arrest on offonder
commibted for trisl at Aesizes or Quarter Scasions will be con-
sidered o wilnesgs in the case, whether summoned ornot. Sheuld
any witness, after being bound over, change lis residence to any
place at o distance from the Court where o frial is to take place,
the circumstance is to ba promptly reported to the Inspector-
General. When Members of the Force are subpenaed as
witnesses in civil cascs, the parties who subperena them will be
linble for their expenscs.

24. In cases of Police prosecutions, in which convictions are
appenled against, or prohibitions applied for, full particulors,
together with copies of depositions, &c., will be promptly fur-
nished to the Inspector-General.

25. Every Member of the Foree will studiously obeerve
neutrality in political mntters, and will rigidly abstain from
the manifestation of any politico-sectarian proelivitics in the
discharge of their duties to the prejudice of the Public Service.

26. No Member of the Force will be permitted to derive any
pecuniary profit or advantage from any public contract, or from
any purchnse made by himeeclf or others on bhehalf of the
Government.

27. Every Member of the Force will avoid incurring debts or
placing himself under pecuniary obligations to any person
whatspervar.

23. No Sergeant or Constable will be permitted to marry
without: leave.

29. No Member of the Force wilk be allowed to engage in
any trade or business.

30, No Member of the Foree will, upen any ocezeion, or
under any pretence whatever, ncecopt any money, gift, or
address {from any person without the express permission of the
Inspector-General.

31. No Member of tie Foree will leave his District, Station,
or Division without permission, unless in the necessary course
and performance of Police duties. '

32. In the absence of any Member of the Force from his
District or Station, his dutics nud rezponsibilities will specially
devolve upon the Membor of the Foree next in rank,

38. Members of the Force, on their arrival in Sydney, whether
on duty or leave of absence, will report themselves at the Depbt.
Officers wiil report themselres at the Inspector-Greneral’s Odlice.

34. Every Membeor of the Force will ondeavour, by every
Inwful menus in his power, to make himself nequainted with the
local features of the District or Division where he may be
stationed, and with the names and charncters of the inhabitants
thercof.

35. Krery Member of the Foree will make the srrival of
suspicious characters, or the occurrence of extroordinary cireum-
stances within his District or Division, in so fur ns they have
come under his cognizance, the subject of speeinl report to his
superior officer.

36. Should any epidemic of infectious or contagions diseasc
break out in any locality, full particulars should be promptly
reported to the Inspector-General direct by telegraph, and aleo
to the District Superintendent.

37. The Police generally nve desived to render oll aid in their
power to further the objects of the Aborigines Protectorato
Bonrd, to ameliorale the conditien of the aborigines, and to
enforce the law agninst persons improperly supplying them
with intoxiesting liquor, or lodging or wandering in their
company.

38, Mambers of the Force in choerge of Slations will bo vareful
thut Police duties are always impnrtislly divided nmong tho
men.

39. Every Member of the Force in charge of a Station will be
epecially responsible for the conduct, appearance, and discipline
of the Constables under him, and for the state of the horses,
arms, ammunition, gecoutrements, and other public property
committed to his charge.

40. Every Member of the Force in charge of a Station will
keep a roster of the dulies performed by himself and the
Coustables under him, and will report without delay any instance
of miseonduect, irregularity, neglect of duty, or breach of dis-
cipline.
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41. Half-pay only will be allowed to Mombere of the Force
when attended by the Police Surgeon. When in Hospital the
charge for accommodation and treatment will be deducted from
the man's pay. If suffering from the effects of their own mis-
condnct no pay will be allowed. Inordinary cases of sickness in
the country, Members of the Force will have to provide them-
solves with medical attendance and medicines ; but in cases
where illness has been cceasionod by injuries or otherwise in
the cxecution of duty a special report of the eircumstances is
to be made to the Inapector-General. When any Member of
the Force hos been on the sick list for more than twenty-cight
consecutive days, or more than four times during twelve months,
a report. must; be made to the Inspector-General.

43, Any Member of the Foree suspended from duty, aithough
not performing any Police duty, will remnin within the limits of
the Station to which he belongs, unless under orders to the con-
trary, and will not be entitled to any pay or allowances for the
time ho remaing suspended, unless by special authority from the
Inapector-General.

43. In addition to Specinl Rewarde to which Members of the
Force may be entitled, under the suthority of the Governmoent,
from the Police Reward Fund, for bravery or other meritorious
conduct displayed in the performance of
